Meal payment reduces work 
TRIPLER ARMY MEDICAL 
CENTER, Hawaii - Active duty 
enlisted service members will be 
paying for their subsistence when 
they are admitted to Tripler Army 
Medical Center, according to 
Department of the Army and 
Health Services Command 
officials. 

"The procedure, basically, is an 
accounting procedure," says a 
TAMC Patient ADministration 
Division spokesperson. "If the 
service members are currently 
drawing separate rations when 
admitted to the hospital they will 
continue to draw the funds. In the 
past, these service people would be 
taken off separate rations upon 
being admitted to TAMC," said 
Master Sergeant John Bielawski, 
Noncommissioned Officer-in- 
Charge, Patient Administration 
Division. 

He went on to say, "Active duty 
service members who are not 
currently drawing separate 
rations will, upon being admitted 
to the hospital, be placed on 
separate rations. When they are 

"discharged from the hospital, they 
will be required to pay a 
subsistence charge at the hospital 
treasurer's office, Unit B, 1st 
floor, across from the bank. If a 
service member is unable to pay 
the bill at the time of discharge, 
that individual will be required to 
sign DD Form 139 authorizing the 
service member's finance office to 

deduct the cost from the next pay 
check. This is a flat ride and no 
credit will be given for meals not 
consumed." 

Simply put, the service 
member's next pay voucher will 
show where he was given funds 
for separate rations in block 6. 

In another part of the pay 
voucher, listed under deductions, 

it will show where the servicing 
finance office deducted the 
amount of the food bill from the 
service member's stay at TAMC. 

"This new . procedure doesn't 
affect retired enlisted or officer. 
personnel," says Bielawski. "It's 
basically an accounting procedure 
to reduce some of the paperwork," 
he said. 

General stresses rifle care 
HQMC, WASHINGTON, D.C. 

(MCNews) - Since all Marines 
are "basic riflemen," the care and 
upkeep of rifles and other weapons 
must be of utmost importance to 
them. 

The Commandant of the Marine 
Corps, General Robert H. Barrow, 
has noticed a trend in unsatisfac- 
tory care of weapons, including 
rifle team equipment, and recently 
addressed the problem in White 
Letter 8-81. 

"This situation is deplorable 
and is particularly difficult to 
understand since team shooters 
are ostensibly the epitome of 
marksmen, sensitive to the proper 
use and care of their weapons," 
said Gen. Barrow. 

"The apathy which permits not 
only the unsatisfactory care of 
rifle team equipment, but also 
individual weapons must be 
corrected," he added. 

This problem must be 

eliminated, according to the 
Commandant. "I expect an 
immediate, Corps-wide con- 
centrated leadership and training 
effort to eliminate this problem," 
said Gen. Barrow. 

"Further, once corrected, I 
expect everyone to exert a 
continuing effort to ensure that 
there are no similar lapses in 
Marine-like behavior in the 
future," concluded the Command- 
ant.

Corps evaluates Istaeli mine plows

QUANTICO, Va. - 
The Marine Corps has 
begun testing its own 
plow - not for farm- 
ing, but for clearing 
land mines. 

The M-60 Tank- 
Mounted, Track Width 
Mine Plow was demon- 
strated Oct. 16 at the 
Marine Corps Develop- 
ment and Education 

Command's engineer 
test area. Simulated 
mines were used 
during the demonstra- 
tion. 

In its efforts to 
improve mine clearing 
capability for armored 
units within the Fleet 
Marine Force, specifi- 
cally the tank, the 
Corps is testing and 

evaluating two mine 
plows purchased from 
the Israeli govern- 
ment. 

"We've paid approxi- 
mately $74,000 for the 
two plows," said Major 
M.G. Foore, Develop- 
ment Project Officer, 
Mobility and Logistics 
Division, Development 
Center. 

NOW THAT THE 
Corps is the owner of 

two mine plows, 
brought through the 
American Embassy in 
Tel -Aviv, further 
testing will have to 
wait until one simple 
problem is solved: the 
technical manual 
needs to be translated 
into English - it's now 
in Hebrew. 

Once the technical 
manual is translated, 
actual field testing will 

begin in late Novem- 
ber at the Marine 
Corps Air Ground 
Combat Center, 
Twentynine Palms, 
Calif. 

"We'd like to test the 
plows for several 
months during the 
combined arms exer- 
cises at Twentynine 
Palms," Maj Foore 
said. "According to the 
Israelis, the plow is the 
best method for

"THE TRACK

and the cutting depth 
is adjustable from 8 to 
iliriChti:""ToInVee" a 
breach lane through a 
mine field, the tank 
crew need only drop 
the plow and proceed 
ahead," Mai Foore 
added. 

For the demonstra- 
tion on Oct. 16, a three- 
man tank crew as- 
sembled and mounted 
the 6000 pound plow in 
approximately 37 
minutes. "With a 
normal four-man tank 
crew, it can be done in 
under 30 minutes," 
Maj Foore continued. 

Although the Corps 
is testing and evalua- 
ting the plow, it is. 
already a fielded item 

.within the Israeli 
Army. If approved for 
service use by the 
Marine Corps, the 
plow would provide 
armored units with 
increased operational 
capability to breach a 
mine field during the 
assault and lessen 
their dependence on 
the services of en- 
gineer and the infan- 
try to accomplish this 
mission.

Residents can remedy dewlling's darkness 
When the lights in 

your home go out, do 
you immediately call 
public works to come 
fix them? If so, you 
may be in the dark 
longer than necessary. 

OFTEN THE prob- 
lem occurs from a 
blown fuse or a tripped 
circuit breaker. Both 
problems can easily be 
remedied by the resi- 
dent. 

Fuses and circuit 
breakers are safety 
devices for electrical 
wiring. They both 
serve to protect the 
wiring from overloads, 
which are caused by 
electrical appliances in 
the home using more 
current than the circuit 
can handle. Overloads 
may also result from 
short circuits, caused 
by defective appli- 
ances or home wiring. 

When there is an 
overload or short 
circuit on an electrical 
line protected by a fuse 
box, the fuse will open 

the circuit by melting 
or blowing out. 

IF THE LINE is 
protected by a circuit 
box, a circuit breaker 
opens the circuit by 
moving into the "trip" 
position. 

Once the problem 
has been determined 
as a blown fuse, or a 
tripped circuit breaker, 
it is easily fixed. If the 
home is equipped with 
a fuse box the fuse need 
only be replaced. When 
changing fuses people 
should ensure the 
replaced fuse has the 
correct amperage 
rating (the strength of 
an electric current) for 
the circuit. 

With a circuit box 
the switch should be 
flipped from the "trip" 
position to the on 
position. People should 
also attempt to deter- 
mine what appliance is 
defective or overload- 
ing circuit. 

TO FIND THE 

appliance a person 
may disconnect all 
appliances on the 
circuit and check for 
frayed or otherwise 
defective wiring. If a 
defective appliance 
cannot be found, 
residents can check for 
an overload. 

If it is discovered 
that there is an 
appliance overload, 
then the additional 
appliances should be 
plugged in on a circuit 
with a lighter load. 

When resetting cir- 
cuit breakers or replac- 
ing fuses persons 
should make sure the 
floor is dry. 

If unsuccessful in 
determining why the 
circuit breaker con- 
tinues to trip or, the 
fuse to blow, the 
problem may be 
defective home wiring. 
Residents should not 
attempt to check their 
wiring. Instead they 
should call the trouble 
desk and ask for 
assistance. 

squadron crewman to 
emulate."

"The enlist- 
ed men were dedicated 
in maintaining the 
highest qualities of 
readiness. 

"I can't begin to 
tell you what an honor 
it was to associate with 
the caliber of Marines 
in that squadron. 
Serving with VMFA- 
235 has definitely been 
one of the high points 

of my career," Maj 
Sweeney admitted. 

Maj Sweeney first 
entered the Corps after 
graduation from the 
College of St. Thomas 
in St. Paul, Minn. in 
1966. After cornpleting 
Basic Naval Flight 
Officer Training and 
Radar Intercept Offi- 
cer Training, he 
reported to MAG-32 for 
duty with two squad- 
rons - VMFA 312 and 
VMFA-333. 

In July 1969, he 
joined VMFA-122 at 
Iwakuni, Japan and 
shortly thereafter 
found himself deploy- 
ed with his unit to 
Vietnam. While there, 
he flew 324 combat 

missions in the F-4 and 
was subsequently 
awarded the Air Medal 
with numeral 23 and 
the Navy Commenda- 
tion Medal with 
Combat 'V'. 

In August 1970, Maj 
Sweeney was then 
assigned as an instruc- 
tor at the Radar 
Intercept Operator 
Course at the Naval 
Air Technical Train- 
ing Center at NAS, 
Clynco, Ga. Four years 
later, he joined VM- 
FAT-101 at Yuma, 
Ariz. where he served 
as the Assistant 
Operations Officer 
until reporting to 
VMFA-235 in 1977.

MCAS IWAKUNI, 
Japan - They aren't 
fast, fancy, or ultra- 
modern in design and 
there aren't many of 
them left, but they 
have a past, a long and 
rich past, and after 
more than 30 years the 
Marine Corps' remain- 
ing C-117D Skytrains 
still log their fair share 
9f flight hours here. 

TOGETHER the 
planes fly up to 80 to 
100 hours per month 
making many logistics 
runs to Korea, , Oki- 
nawa and the Philip- 
pines. The planes are 
flying much the same 
now as they did in 

Korea and Vietnam. 
Some of them still have 
the bullet holes to 
prove their venerable 
service records. 

"There's not another 
aircraft like them," 
said Master Sergeant 
D.M. Milhoan, a long- 
standing admirer of 
the C-117s and an 
aircrew member since 
1962. 

According to MSgt 
Milhoan, Skytrains 
have dropped flares for 
combat support, drop- 
ped parachutists, 
hauled troops and 
cargo, been equipped 
for medical evacua- 
tions, been used for 
aerial reconnaissance 

and even been modi- 
fied for special cold 
weather assignments 
by adding skis. 

BUT SKYTRAINS 
to the crews at least, 
also carry memories. 
Just ask MSgt Mil- 
hoan. "C-117s are slow 
and low flying. They 
fly through the weather 
instead of above it. 
Thunderstorms can 
get a little bumpy," he 
said with a smile. 

Lance Corporal Don 
Moon, first mechanic, 
said, "We were at 
Misawa Air Base in 
northern Japan one 
time when a prop 
governor suddenly 
wouldn't work - we 

had to fix it so we could 
leave - so we were out 
there in the roaring 
wind and snow. The 
good times are really 
good, but the bad 
times, well . ." 

Crew Chief, Sergeant 
Mike Philibert ex- 
plained, "People think 
that the C-117s are 
down a lot, but that's 
not true. It's just that 
when we are down it's 
complicated because 
parts are hard to come 
by. And there aren't 
new parts anyway, 
except for the parts 
that you have specially 
made. All parts are off 
other aircraft.

"Our duty is to repair 
the planes' escape

"After a part is 
repaired it is inspected 
to verify that the work 
is done properly," SSgt 
Ezell added.

When I came back I 
had to be recertified to 
work with liquid 
oxygen, handle explo- 
sives, and to do a lot of 
other work in order to 
be efficient." 

SSgt Ezell also said 
that when an air- 
craft is preparing to 
take off, a seat shop 
Marine has to be 
present in case some- 
thing goes wrong. 

"MOST OF THE 
time we can repair the 

item right away, and 
not have to abort the 
flight," he said. 

Marines working in 
the seat shop must be 
aware of safety proce- 
dures, because they 
normally work with 
highly volatile liquid 
oxygen. 

They work almost 
daily with explosive 
devices. The explo- 
sives make the ejection 
seats work, and allow 
no room for mistakes. 

"The maintenance 
we do here has to be 
essentially perfect. Of 
course nothing is 
perfect but we have to 
be pretty darn close to 
it," SSgt Ezell said.

There are 
no chairs and locker 
space is minimal. It is 
a cramped way to live 
for weeks at a time in 
between ports. 

Added to the lack of 
adequate sleeping 
quarters aboard ship is 
the lack of fresh water 
in the middle of the 
ocean. Not only is 
fresh water used for 
drinking, cooking and 
bathing, but it is also 
essential in the 
operation of the ships' 
engines. Fresh water is 
manufactured aboard 
ship by evaporators 
and usually there is 
plenty to go around. 
Sometimes, because of 
mechanical problems 
or overuse of fresh 
water, the pipes run 
dry. This is when Navy 
showers and water 
hours are put into 
effect. 

DURING WATER 
hours the crew may use 
fresh water for drink- 
ing, washing and 
bathing only at certain 
times of the day. Water 
hours are maintained 
until the supply of 
fresh water returns to a 
safe level. It is during 
water hours that 
Marines learn the true 
meaning of a quick, 
cold shower. The water 
is turned on only to get 
wet and then again 
only to rinse off. 

The threat of ma- 
laria, a serious prob- 
lem in the tropics, is 
added to these discom- 
forts. It is a problem 
that has plagued men 
fighting in jungle 

environments for 
centuries. Today more 
is known about the 
malaria-carrying mos- 
quito and its habits. 

BECAUSE OF 
this knowledge, Ma- 
rines participating in 
field exercises know 
when and where to 
protect themselves 
with gloves, head nets 
and by rolling down 
their cammie sleeves. 
Marines also sleep 
under mosquito net- 
ting and further 
protect themselves 
with an insect repel- 
lent that is six times 
stronger than any 
found on the market. 
As a final measure of 
precaution against 
malaria the Marines 
periodically swallow 
the "big, pink pill" 
known to prevent most 
forms of malaria. 

It's not all mos- 
quitos, water hours, 
cramped living quar- 
ters and big pink pills 
for the Marines of BLT 
2/3. As one Marine put 
it, "give me liberty or 
give me . . . " The 
Marines of BLT 2/3 
have enjoyed an 
abundance of liberty in 
many exciting ports. 
"We've gone from 
exercise to liberty ports 

fairly quickly and 
there has been a good 
balance of work and 
fun," explained LtCol 
Rakow. 

BETWEEN THE 
musical entertainment 
and the fantastic 
shopping, the Philip- 
pines is by far the 
favorite liberty port for 
Marines on deploy- 
ment to the Western 
Pacific. "It's like 
nothing I ever dream- 
ed of," said one of the 
Marines, about Olon- 
gapo City in the 
Philippines. 

While in Kenya 
many Marines took 
advantage of one- and 
two-day photographic 
safaris to the Tsavo 
and Amboselli Nation- 
al Game Parks. They 
traveled by van to take 
pictures of lions, 
zebras, elephants and 
giraffes. Mombasa 
was also a favorite 
spot for bargaining 
with the street mer- 
chants for souvenirs. 

Also in Kenya, the 
corpsmen supporting 
BLT 2/3 traveled into 
the jungle to open a 
civilian clinic and 
treated more than 100 
people there. 

SOME MARINES 
passed time cooking 
hamburgers and steaks 
at a "steel beach" 
party aboard ship. 
They also participated 
in the traditional 
initiation of the 
polywogs on the day 
the Ship crossed the 
equator. The shell- 
backs, those who have 
crossed the line before, 

Initiate the polywogs 
into the "mysteries of 
the deep." According 
to one polywog, "It will 
all be worth it, next 
year!" 

With most of their 
training and nautical 
miles behind them, it's 
just a matter of time 
until BLT 2/3 returns, 
The Marines who step 
off those ships this 
December will have 
grown in many ways 
from the Marines who 
boarded the ships last 
July. 

It has been a 
growing experience for 
the Marines of BLT 
2/3. Not only have 
they received invalu- 
able training, but they 
have also had the 
opportunity to meet, 
work with and get to 
know some of the 
people who are our 
allies.

Physicians strive to convince cigarette smokers to kick the habit 
When it comes to quitting 

cigarettes doctors obey the 
injunction "physician heal 
thyself." But it's much harder for 
doctors to convince patients to 
kick the habit, according to 
information compiled by the 
American Lung Association. 

In a survey of the Los Angeles 
County Medical Association, only 
nine percent were smokers. This 
compares with a nationwide 
figure of 22 percent for all 
physicians, and 33 percent for the 
population as a whole. 

In the poll, more than 90 percent 
of the respondants indicated they 

felt an obligation to get their 
smoking patients to quit. But 
there's many a slip between the 
advice and the cure. Teenagers are 
the worst offenders, reluctant to 
give up the immediate pleasure 
because of distant problems. 

"Trying to get young people to 
quit is like trying to tell people 
they should move Out of California 
because there might he an 
earthquake. "They just laugh," 
said one physician. "Youngsters 
are convinced it won't happen to 
them." 

All of the doctors agreed that the 
truth about smoking should be

Tiny feet and hands penetrate the air with 
make believe punches and kicks. High-pitched 
voices squeak out forceful grunts. 

The instructor weaves in and out of each,row 
of white-clad, perspiring youngsters. 
Occasionally he stops at random to observ, 
someone. If he sees something wrong. [I, 
corrects it on the spot and give encouragement. 
If a student is performing exceptionally. he 
offers praise. 

Approximately 40 students attend Scott 
Alexander's Children's Unified TaeKwon-Do 
class. Alexander, a 3rd Degree Black Belt 
martial artist, governs his class with a firm - 
yet gentle - hand. 

The children's class meets Mondays. 
Wednesdays and Fridays in the Family 
Services Center Gymnasium. they range in age 
from four to 13 years, and consists of 10 white 
belts; seven yellow belts; four green belts: eight 
brown belts: 10 red blets. and two black belt 
holders.

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Two leathernecks complete If ill 
emergency medical course

Two Marines from 
the Crash, Fire and 
Rescue, Station Opera- 
tions and Main- 
tenance Squadron, 
were among 12 
people who 'graduated 
Oct. 19 from the 
Emergency Medical 
Technician Course at 
the Naval Regional 
Branch Clinic, Pearl 
Harbor. 

Corporal Thomas 
Ray and Lance Cor- 
poral Gerard Thomp- 
son were graduated 
fourth and third 
respectively in the 
class that began Aug. 
17. The two Marines 
are now registered in 
39 states including 
Hawaii as qualified 
Emergency Medical 
Technicians. 

ON THE JOB at 
Crash, Fire and 
Rescue, the two Ma- 
rines respond to every 
type of emergency on 
the airfield here at the 
Air Station. "We're 
here if they need us," 
said Cpl Ray, "and 
we're constantly 
ready." 

According to LCpI 
Thompson, "We don't 
get a lot of medical 
problems here but it's 
nice to know, that we 
have people who are 

qualified to take care of 
it if we do have an 
emergency." 

The first four weeks 
of the course involved 
classroom study for 
the two Marines along 
with two airmen, two 
civilians and 12 Navy 
corpsmen. The last 
four weeks of the 
course was the clinical 
phase, during which 
the students partici- 
pated in a number of 
ambulance runs, 
observing actual 
emergencies. They 
also observed emer- 
gency room procedures 
of several civilian 
hospitals and the 
Trip ler Army Medical 
Center. 

"ONE THING I 
found through the 
entire course," said Cpl 
Ray, "was the stress 
they put on each 
individual. We learned 
about how we react to 
stress and how other 
people react to stress. 
Everybody has a 
certain stress point 
and it benefits us to 
know that." He con- 
tinued, "Stress wasn't 
taught as an indivi- 
dual subject, it was just 
the way the whole 
course was taught." 

Subjects studied 
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during the course 
included human ana- 
tomy, reading electro- 
cardiograms, cardio- 
pulmonary resuscita- 
tion and ambulance 
technician procedures. 

"THE CLASS is 
designed so that you 
can't cheat," explained 
LCpI Thompson. "If 
you don't know what 
you're doing in the 
class then you're not 
going to know what 
you're doing out there 
(in an emergency) and 
you're going to kill the 
person you're trying to 
save." 

According to Cpl 
Ray, "This course is 
the hardest in the 
nation. You felt good 
just making it to the 
next step." 

It was a good 
class," said LCpI 
Thompson."No, it was 
an excellent class, very 
advanced and very 
involved." said Cpl 
Ray, "I really like my 
job and I'm getting a 
lot more gratitude now 
that I've been through 
this course." 

CPL RAY has been 
a crash rescue crew- 
man since his arrival 
here more than a year 
and a half ago. The 20- 
year -old native of 
Vancouver, Wash. 

enlisted in the Marine 
Corps in July 1979. 

LCpI Thompson, 22, 
enlisted in the Marine 
Corps in August 1979 
near his home town of 
Fremont, Calif. He was 
stationed at MCA S 
Cherry Point, N.C. 
before coming do 
Crash, Fire and Rescue 
here in June of this 
year. 

Cpl Ray and LCpI 
Thompson are now 
ready and patiently 
waiting to use, in their 
everyday duties, the 
training that they 
received at the Emer- 
gency Medical Techni- 
cian Course. Cpl Ray 
summed up the ex- 
perience by saying, "A 
lot of people were 
really impressed that 
two Marines - two 
"Jarheads" - really 
made it through the 
course.
