Order provides deadly force guide 
HQMC, WASHINGTON - 

Recently, two Marines died and 
another was seriously wounded 
when military firearms were 
accidentally discharged. 

Officials here are concerned 
that future incidents of this type 
do not occur, and have issued an 
ALMAR regarding it. ALMAR 
213/81 references Marine Corps 
Order 5500.6D (Deadly Force 
Order) and provides specific 
guidelines on the proper handling 
of military firearms. 

According to the ALMAR, these 

incidents might have been 
prevented. Initial investigations 
reveal that each of these incidents 
resulted directly from disregard 
for the provisions of the order. 

The portion of the order dealing 
with the arming of theM16A1 rifle 
and the .45-caliber pistol, merits 
special attention. Marines armed 
with military firearms should 
thoroughly familiarize them- 
selves with the Deadly Force 
Order. Armed sentries should also 
be aware of the potential 
consequences of mishandling 
firearms. 

"Carelessness and 'horseplay' 
are constant possibilities that will 
result in some instances of injury 
or death to Marines," states a law 
enforcement official here. "Many 
Marines are young and relatively 
inexperienced. They do not 
always realize the potential 
consequences of mishandling 
their weapon. Only vigorous 
command attention can minimize 
the instances of improper use of 
weapons." 

Effective upon receipt of the 
ALMAR, commanders are to 

ensure that all personnel armed 
with military firearms are 
instructed and understand the 
contents of the Deadly Force 
Order. 

In addition, the contents of the 
paragraphs dealing with the 
arming of the .45-caliber pistol, 
M16A1 and other nonmagazine 
fed weapons are to be included in 
guard school briefings prior to 
posting any armed sentry, 
according to the ALMAR.

The first sortie 
involved flying two F-4 
Phantoms in basic air 
combat maneuvers. 
The training pilot flew 
with the MAWTS-1 
RIO in one aircraft. 
The training RIO and 
the MAWTS-1 pilot 
were in the other 
aircraft. 

DURING THE 
second sortie, the 
MAWTS-1 pilot and 
RIO flew the first 
aircraft while the 
training pilot and RIO 
flew the second. 
During this sortie a 
"Bogey" was present 
in the form of a TA-4 
Skyhawk provided by 
the Headquarters and 
Maintenance Squad- 
ron-24, The aircrews 
demonstrated visual 
identification of the 
bogey and also air 
combat maneuvers in 
a two aircraft vs one 
bogey arena. 

In the third sortie, 
two bogeys were 

present. The aircrews 
visually identified the 
bogeys and then 
performed air combat 
maneuvers with atotal 
of four aircraft. 

After each of the 
three sorties are flown, 
"the potential instruc- 
tors are evaluated on 
their ability to effec- 
tively brief, lead and

THROUGHOUT

There are plans for 
VMFA-212 to conduct 
another Marine Air 
Combat Tactics In- 
struction program 
early next year. 
According to lstLt 
Bourne, "We're going 
to try to get sonic more 
air crews certified in 
February."

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Program expands Marines' knowledge 
and provides educational opportunities 

HQMC WASHINGTON -The 
Marine Corps, encourages its 
Marines to expand their 
knowledge of the world. There are 
various means used to achieve 
this goal. Experience is one and 
education is another' 

The Defense Activity for Non- 
Traditional Education Support, 
better known by the acronym 
DANTES, helps Marines expand 
their knowledge and also provides 
them an opportunity to pursue a 
college degree regardless of their 
military assignment. 

IT ALSO HELPS FILL a void 

created when the U.S. Armed 
Forces Institute was disestablish- 
ed in 1974. 

The program serves two main 
purposes: to provide nationally 
recognized scholastic testing and 
certifying programs, and to 
increase the opportunity to take 
independent study courses and 
programs offered' by civilian 
institutions. 

Tests offered by DANTES are 
available to all active duty service 
members. Reserve Marines can 
join the program only when they 
have served on active duty for 120 
or more successive days. Retired 

members and deisindents are 
ineligible for DANTES tests. 

A major function of DANTES is 
the independent study program. 
The program is designed for 
service members stationed at 
isolated sites, working shift hours, 
transferred before completing 
programs to places where required 
courses are not offered and those 
who have advanced to a level in 
their program.where courses they 
need are not locally available. 

MANY COLLEGES AND 
universities have set limits on the 
amount it independent study they 

will accept towards a degree. 
Marines interested in taking 
independent studies should check 
with the college of their choice to 
find out the school's policy for 
accepting independent study 
credits. 

Marines applying for indepen- 
dent study courses are required to 
pay the cost of the course. or if 
eligible. can use in-service 
Veterans Administration 
benefits.

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Correctional facility now accepts women 
CAMP S.D. BUTLER, Japan - To guarantee 

impartial administration of law, as well as save 
the military services thousands of dollars, the 
Joint Forces Correctional Facility here, 
administered by the U.S. Marine Corps, 
recently began accepting women confinees 
from military organizations throughout the 
Western Pacific. 

According to Colonel Robert °Nlonfort, 
Commanding Officer, Headquarters and 
Service Battalion here, the primary reason for 
opening a women's correctional facility on 
Okinawa is to insure a system of justice that is 
equitable for male and female service members. 

FOR EXAMPLE, women Marines and 
sailors were treated differently from their male 

counterparts by regulation, specifically 
Secretary of the Navy Instruction 1640-9, when 
it comes to confinement. 'rhough the regulation 
states that men and women will be treated the 
same regarding apprehension, arrest, 
restriction and confinement, it expressly 
forbids imprisoning women in confinement 
facilities used-only for male personnel. 

Furthermore, women could not be awarded 
correctional custody as a punishment during 
"office hours," Article 15 of the Uniform Code of 
Military Justice. If officials felt very strongly 
that a woman service member should receive 
confinement as a result of court-martial, a 
request giving specific reasons for desiring 
such a disposition had to be sent to the 
Commandant for Marines and Secretary of the

Navy for sailors to designate a place of 
confinement. 

IN THE STATES, permission to confine 
women Marines in civilian female institutions 
is normally granted by Headquarters, U.S. 
Marine Corps. However, there was no 
appropriate facility in the Western Pacific to 
confine women prisoners from Okinawa, 
necessitating either confinement in the nearest 
available continental U.S. institution or 
awarding women punishment less severe than 
their male counterparts who committed the 
same offense. 

Captain Herbert Stafford, Commanding 
Officer of the Joint Forces Correctional 
Facility, noted that the cost of sending just one 
woman'to San Diego involved air fare for the 
prisoner, round-trip air fare for two chasers, 
incidental costs and the cost of paying the 
prisoner's keep-in jail. 

"AS YOU CAN IMAGINE, it's 
astronomical. Having a women's correctional 
facility here will save us literally thousands of 
dollars." 

Though their cells are segregated from those 
of the male prisoners, women will work, eat, and 
attend counseling sessions, religious services 
and things of that nature with the men. 

Under Col Monfort's direction; a few 
changes, mainly to afford some privacy for 
women prisoners, were made before the first 
woman was incarcerated. 

THERE IS ONE THING women prisoners 
will have to do before entering the correctional 
facility that male prisoners won't. According to 
Col Monfort, women prisoners must take a 
pregnancy test before being confined, as such a 
condition would influence the type of duties 
they would he required to perform.

A 'lock it up daily' 
rule should be adopted 
and items such as 
portable cassette 
players should be 
included on the list; 
and 

Maintenance de- 
f sets should be report- 
ed and followed up 
until they are repaired.

Exam Team arrives. 

The team is a tool to 
assist local pay clerks 
and disbursing offices. 
not to cause them extra 
work. 

ACCORDING TO 
Marine Corps Order 
7220.I3D, the MC- 
DOSET is "to provide 
the Commandant of 
the Marine Corps with 
direct field represen- 
tation by furnishing 
assistance, guidance 
and liaison, when 
required, in inter- 
pretation and applica- 
tion of disbursing 

instructions: and to 
perform assigned 
phases of examina- 
tion, and conduct 
annual reviews of 
disbursing offices 
within the Fleet 
Marine Force." 

Major Richard Love- 
lace, Officer-in-Charge 
of MCDOSET-West 
Coast, added, "While 
conducting the exam, 
we encourage clerks to 
sit down with the 
examiners to learn 
what we look for and 
how to correct dis- 
crepencies." 

The major heads a 
team of 10 hand-picked 
Marines, consisting of 
three officers, six staff 
noncommissioned 
officers and one 
enlisted statistician. 
Each member is an 
expert disburser. 

IN FACT, that is 
how the team members 
get chosen. Maj 
Lovelace related that 
information about the 
best diabuarers "fil- 
ters" in to the 
MCDOSET OIC and 
he weighs that in- 
formation with the 
Marinas' service 
record book and then 
makes his choices. The 
members of the team 
have from 10 to 28 
years of experience as 
disbursers. 

Maj Lovelace said 
that when his team 
arrives at an installa- 
tion, their examina- 
tion involved two 
phases. First they 
screen personnel 
records at unit admin- 
istration offices, and 
then pay records and 
procedures at dis- 
bursing offices.

HQMC, WASHINGTON - People contemplating joining 

the Marine Corps for the first time may be $5,000 richer 
when they initially join, thanks to the Enlistment Bonus 
Program. 

According to ALMAR 206/81, individuals enlisting in 
specially designated military occupational specialties will 
receive a bonus of between $2,500 and $5,000. 

The minimum length of service an individual can enlist 
for and receive the bonus money is four years and the 
maximum is six. 

The full $5,000 bonus is issued only to those enlisting for 
six years in the following occupational fields: signal 

intelligence/ground electronics warfare; data/communi- 
cations maintenance; electronic maintenance; avionics; 
aviation ordnance; air control/air support/anti-war 
warfare; and air traffic control and enlisted flight crews. 

Besides a minimum term of enlistment, individuals must 
score at least 50 on the Armed Forces Qualification Test. 
The minimum acceptable score for other male individuals 
enlisting is 21. Women enlistees still need to score at least 50 
on the AFQT.
