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Census

survey

begins Monday

Students in Hawaii's public
schools, including Mokapu
Elementary school, will bring
home a federal census survey card
Oct. 4.

This annual survey determines
the number of federally-connected
pupils in the public school system
for whom the state receives funds
under Public Law 81-874, the
Federal Impact Aid program.

!mpuct aid provides partial
reimbursement to the state for
educational services rendered to
students whose parents live
and/qr work on federal property.

The beginning

36,193 students out of a total
official enrollment count of
162,634 were found to be federally
connected, and the state received a
little more than 7.8 million in
impact aid. This is less than $220
per federally-connected pupil, as
compared with the state’s
expenditures of approximately
$2,800 per pupil.

Parents are urged to complete
the survey card for each child
attending public school and
return them promptly to the
school. Failure to respond to the
survey results in a significant loss
of money for Hawaii's public
schools.

Blue Angels fly

On June 15, 1946, the Blue
Angels flew their flight
demonstration to “demonstrate
precision techniques of naval
aviation to naval personnel and, if
directed, to the public.” Today,
after 36 years, the 1982 Blue
Angels accomplish esgentially the
same mission. However, that
mission has taken on new
perspectives.

By presenting a faultless
display of aerial artistry to what
has now exceeded 152 million
spectators, the Blue Angels seek to
attract talented and qualified
youth to join them in the U.S.
Navy and Marine Corps. This is
an important function in an all-
volunteer naval force. As
“Ambassadors of Goodwill” the
Blue Angels take naval aviation
to the public as & means of
demonstrating the quality of men
and equipment comprising the
U.S. Naval service. When
traveling abroad, this role is
expanded as these young men and
women represent our country and
those who serve it.

Internally, the Flight Demon-
stration Squadron strives to set a
standard of perfection for its
contemporaries in naval aviation
thus enabling our Navy and
Marine Corps to continue to
produce the finest aviators in the
world.

Sixteen officers and seventy-
four enlisted personnel comprise
the Navy Flight Demonstration
Squadron, the Blue Angels.

Seven of the officers are tactical
jet pilots, four of whom fly in the
diamond formation, two as solo
maximum performance demon-
strators and the seventh is the
narrator for the aerial demonstra-
tion who also provides jet
orientation flights for news media
representatives. The Events
Coordinator is a Naval Flight
Officer and is responsible for
logistics coordination, and the
Public Affairs Officer is
responsible for all public affairs
matters, The Maintenance Officer
is in charge of the enlisted
maintenance crew and is
responsible for ensuring that the
ten aircraft assigned are kept in
topnotch condition.

THE SQUADRON'S FLIGHT
Surgeon administers to both the
physical and psychological needs
of the officers and the enlisted
personnel, and the Administra.
tive Officer and Supply Officer
perform their duties and maintain
normal operations whilethe Blues
are on the road. There are also
three Marine Corps Transpori
Pilots and five enlisted crewmen
assigned to fly the C-130 support
aircraft that carries the necessary
equlpment and personnel needed
to perform demonsirations at
show sites, The seventy-four
enlisted personnel are specialists

in all the aviation roles required to
support and maintain the
Squadron's maintenance,
administrative and public affairs
requirements.

Early Japuary finds the
“Blues” moving to their winter
training home at Naval Air
Facility, El Centro, Calif.
The Imperial Valley provides the
excellent weather conditions and
training environment for the
Blues to prepare themselves for
the upcoming season.

For the next 60 to 70 days all
hands devote total concentration
to honing flying skills to the fine
edge of perfection required to
carry on the Blue Angels

tradition. The pilots fly twice a
day seven days a week, with each
day beginning at 5:30 am. and
ending in the early afternoon with
the remainder of the day being
occupied with a selfimposed
physical fitness program. All
emphasis is put on preparing the
pilots and crew for the no
nonsense flight operations of the
long show season to come. By mid
to late March, the Squadron is
ready to debut the skills and
teamwork which they have
worked so diligently to perfect.
Anticipation is felt throughout the
unit to *get on the road.” The Blue
Angels are once again groomed
for the new season.

Once the season begins, a
pattern of operation is establish-
ed. The number seven pilot
precedes the main body to each
show site, by oneday, togive alast
minute check on the myriad of
preparations that they have been
completed over several months
prior to each demonstration. On
the next day the demonstration
aircraft and C-130 transport
arrive and the pilots get their look
at the show site,

WHILE VISITING AT
show sites, the Blue Angels visit
hospitals and youth organiza-
tions, speak to civic clubs and
attend school functions in order to
provide positive community
relations. They also talk to young
men and women with potential
interests in Navy careers both on
campus and at social gatherings
sponsored by local Navy and
Marine Corps recruiters. In
addition, the Blues devote a
portion of their time to publicizing
the flight demonstration in each
city by way of TV appearances,
radio and newspaper interviews,
as well as having the numher
seven pilot conduct press rides for
a representative of each news
media.

By becoming totally involved
with the communities wherein
they conduct an airshow, the Blue
Angels not only achieve their

objective as ambassadors of
goodwill, but complete their
aspigned mission as well.

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Accidental find

Bird bones raise new questions

An accidental
blossomed into a
scientific discovery.

Fragmented fossil bird bones,
said to be about 125,000 years old
have been found on thecliff side of
the Ulupau Crater here. This find
raises new questions about the
abundance and variety of bird life
before the Polynesians arrived.

In early August, Gustav Paulay,
a graduate student at the
University of Washington, was
examining a 120,000-year-old
layer of fossil shells in the crater
when he noticed bird bones in a
layer of soil beneath the shells.
That indicated that the fossil
bones were older than the layer of
shells above it.

Paulay had the bird fossils
analyzed by Carla Kishinami of
the Bishop Museum in Honolulu.
She said the bones were possibly
those of ducks, crows, geese,
hawks, finches and owls. Paulay
collected more than 200 samples of

the fossils, now on a temporary
loan to the museum.

Storrs Olson, a noted
paleontologist and ornothologist

and his wife/co-researcher Helen
James, visited the site Sept. 17
through 20. Before that, Olson and
James were on Maui searching for
new evidence on bird life in early
Hawaii.

UPON VIEWING THE
crater site, Olson called the
discovery a slice of time. It tells us
what was here 120,000 years ago.”
As for the authentication of the
age, Olson said there was no
reason fordoubt,and it was safeto
assume that Paulay’s find is the
oldest bird fossil ever found in
Hawaii. “l don’t know of any
fossil birds from an oceanicislund
that are this old,’” he said.

According to the paleontologist,
the fossils were also the first fresh
water deposit to be located in the
state. He suggested that years
ago, the site was once a fresh
water environment.

Olson said these fossils add new
dimensions to the bird habitation
theory of Hawaii. “This find could
indicate two things: it can say
something (morphological) has
changed, and it can say how much
of a chance there has been.”” But

not have been any changes at all.

He said once the fossils are
cleaned and scrutinized further —
a process that can runge from
months to years — they will be
able to determine the sizes and
shapes of the birds. He said some
of the species still exist, and some
are totally extinct.

According to Diane Drigot, the
environmental protection
specialist here, to preserve the
scientific vulue of the site, public
access will be controlled, and
visits to the site will he considered
on a case-by-case basis.

Learn not to burn wherever you are

This year commemorates the 60th
anniversary of the first Fire Prevention
Week. Over the years, Fire Prevention
Week has reminded people of the
importance of fire safety, particularly
through the experiences of some very
famous fires, such as the “Great Chicago
Fire.”” From Oct. 7-9, 1871, the
Chicago fire claimed 250 lives and
destroyed more than 2,150 acres of the
city. At the same time, another firé
devastated the small lumber town of
Peshtigo, Wis. and within 24 hours
claimed 800 lives. These two fires
accounted for the largest loss-of-life in
American fire history.

What was learned, however, was that
fire prevention must be practiced. In 1911,
the first Fire Prevention Day was
initinted hy the Fire Marshal’s
Association of North America, and
officially declared by President Woodrow
Wilson in 1920. President Warren
Harding proclaimed the first Fire
Prevention Week in 1922, In Canada and
the United States, Fire Prevention Week
ls always observed during the week in
which Oct. 9 falls, This year, Fire
Prevention Week is Oct. 3-8 ,

This year's theme for Fire Pr'eventlon
We:k is Learn Not to Burn Wherever You
Are. This title is aimed at you — to remind
you to be aware of your surroundings at
all times whether at home, at work, at
achool or at play. Be mindful of your
safety from fire wherever you are.

For example, how ohservant are you of
fire hazards? Every room and every

kitchen, n dangling coffee pot wire could
be the cause of a serious scald to an
adventuresome toddler. Train yourself to
keep wires out of the reach of children and
to help prevent serious burn injuries to
your family. Take a walk through your
house, from the hasement throvgh to the
attic and out to the garage. Make a list of
the things that may threuten your life
safety and work with your family to
correct these hazards.

ARE YOU PREPARED IF A FIRE
does occur in your home? You should have
an escape plan in mind from whatever
room you are in and you should follow the
EDITH (Exit Drills In The Home) plan.
By practicing your escape, you can learn
of any abatacles like jammed windows or
doors that might prevent your safe
escape. You can correct these ohstacles
and at the same time train yourself to
respond more quickly and correctly to an
emergency situation,

Smoke detectors sire an essentini part of
your escape plan. You need to have smoke
detectors placed throughout your house to
warn you of the presence of smoke or fire.
Make sure the detectors are in good
working order hy checking them once s
month. Once outside the house, you can
report the fire and go to your meeting
place. Wait there for the fire department
to arrive.

What if you are in an unfamlliar
place . . . say in a hotel or motel? With so
many people traveling these days,
whether for vncation or business, It ia
important that fire snfety procedures he

follawed while away from home, too.

WHEN YOU ARRIVE AT THFE
hotel or motel, he sure to ask the clerk
about the fire safety features of the
building. As with any structure you arein,
locate the exits, check where they lead to,
and see that they are not blocked. Reing
aware of your new surroundings can only
hélp you, especially if you really do get
caught in a fire. The situation can hecome
so disorienting sa quickly. Being prepared
helped one couple escape safely during
the MGM Grand Hotel fire in 1980. They
had learned fire snfety behaviors from
their son who studied 1earn Not 1o Burn
in school, and remembering the informa.
tion he shared with them helped save
their lives!

Other places to remember fire safety are
at achool and at work. Not only should
you know your exlts from the building,
but you should conduct “drills” to make
sure that everyone knows the right things
to do t escape In case of fire, If you do not
have fire and amoke drills at your place ot
employment, check with your personnel
department to see nbout developing one.
Most achools are required by law to
conduet drilla and inany schools are now
required to tench fire safety as part of
thelr curricnlum na well. Through such
programs children are learning how to
protect themselves, prevent fires [rom
occurring, and persuade others to praciice
fire safe habits to help ensure that you
and your surroundings will be here

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Visit the MARS station to reach out and touch someone

“I don’t understand why people
aren’t beating the door down to
use this,” said Master Sergeant
Bill Riley, Chief Operator of the
Military Affiliated Radio System
here.

The MARS station is one of the
most inexpensive systems
available for keeping Marines in
touch with their families. With the
help of five Marines and a huge
antenna, Marines can communi-
cate with their families at home
and women can send messages to
their deployed Marines in the
Western Pacific.

THE MARS STATION offers
three different forms of
cominunications, all free of
charge. The F-Gram is used to

send personal messages to
deployed Murines while they are
still on ship. E-Grans are sent
from the MARS station in
building 505, from 7:30 until 1!
a.m. and 1 until 7 p.m.

E-Grams may be used to send
birthday and anniversary
messages, holiday greetings or
semi-important messages of u
timely nature. For example, if a
wife needs extra money in a hurry,
while her husband in on ship, she
can send her request via an F-
Gram. According to Riley,
however, “the I5-Gram shouldn't
be used for extreme emergencies
that should be hundled through
the (American) Red Cross, such as
a death or gerious iliness.”

THERE IS LITTLE ABUSE
of this free means of communica-

N % ]

tion mainly because very few
people use it. "'l niess it’s just that
muost of the people don’t know that
they can use the E-Gram,” said
Riley. However, abuse does occur
when people try Lo substitute the
E-Gram for a letter.

Another service provided by the
MARS station is the phone patch.
Patches are initinted by the
individual Marine while on ship
and are transmitted by radio from
the ship to anyoneof more than 30
MARS stalion in the Pacific area.
Whichever station happens to be
monitoring the frequencies at the
time of the ship transmits,
receives the transmission and
patches it into the telephone
system,

IF THE TELEPHONE call is
a local one, then the phone patch
is free. The only charge occurs
when a Marine on ship contacts a
MARS station and wants a phone

In this cuse, the only charge is for
the long-distance collect phone
call.

A few things should be
remembered about the phone
patch. Calls can only be

originated from the ship and only
at certain times when the ship is
allowed to transmit. There are
certain areas in the world where,
for security rensons, the ship must
maintain radio silence. Other
than these certain areas, phone
patches can be made from ships
anywhere in the world. Normally,
no more than about 20 phone
patches can be completed from a
ship in one day.

THE THIRD SERVICE
provided by the MARS station is
the MARS-Gram, Military
personnel, dependents and
civilians working on military
installations are authorized to use
this service that costs 20 cents less

MARS-gram is similar to the k-
Gram but is sent anywhere in the
continental United States and to
APO and FPO addresses instead
of to ships.

A total of five MARS-Gramns
may be sent tofivedifferent people
every day and can be used for just
about any type of message. Again,
Riley cuutions that thia service
shouldn’t he used for emergencies
that should be handled by the
American Red Cross.

“You can say anythiflg on a
MARS-Gram,” said Riley, “As
long as it's not dirty!’

FORMS FOR MARS-GRAMS
are found at the MARS Station,
and the Marine Corps Exchange,
and may be left in the MARS-
Gram boxes provided. The
messages are picked up daily and
sent by radio to the West Coast.
There, the messages are put into
the MARS teletype system and

In most cases, this
station isowned and operated by a
civilian who provides this free
service as a hobby.

“Usually the message is called
over the phone and then a
courtesy copy of the message ia
sent out,” said Riley,

Since this service is free, there is
1no guarantee that the message
will be delivered, however,
according to Riley, MARS-Grams
have a 96 percent completion rate.

“We have the ability to put out
200 MARS-Grams a day without
any problem,” hesaid, "“but we put
out one, maybe two a day.

*] DON'T KNOW IF people
think that MARS is just for
military communications or, if
they just don't know that it's
here,” said Riley. “But whateverit
is, they just don't use it. If baffles
me why people aren’t lining up to
use this service."”

Pest control is not just another dirt

A cockroach erawls across the
counter at home; ants have
gathered in a coffee cup ut the
office, and rodents can he heard
scurrying about in the gear closet.

At wits end? Have no fear.
Entomologists, or pest controllers,
are hard at work aboard the uir
station to eliminate the annoying
pests.

“Most people think pest control
is just a dirty job anyone can do,”
said Ernest Sundbory, a member
of the air station’s I'acilities
Department, “but it is a highly
scientific skill. I haveto know how
to mix the chemicals in just the
right proportions, and count the
amounts of pesticide in parts per
thousand.”

Sundborg accomplishes this
task with the aid of gauges, meters
and slide rales.

His work is carefully monitored
by the Department of Defense and
the Environmental Protection
Agency. "'l have to re-certify every
three years,” he said.

Sundborg and his associates at
the Facilities Departinent handle
all the pestcontrol problems at the
air station.

“The airfield is a primary
concern,” he said. “"We use
herbicides to keep the grass down
s0 the pilots can see the runway
lights. We also keep the grass off
our side of the walkway leading
from the 1-3 Gate to Kailua.

“We routinely provide pest
control for 28 establishments on
the station, including the 7-Day
Store, dining facilities, and the
commissury.

“Much of our work is what we
call ‘crack and crevice” In the
dining facilities, we can't use
general spraying 8o we have to
localize.”

Sundborg feels that fleas are a
big problem on station. “Dog
owners keep their pets in their
quarters and the animals
naturally bring in fleus, which
love to get into carpeting.’

Shigeru Terasuko, Pest Control

FForeman, said that rodents are a
problem. Rodenticides or
mechanical traps are used to
eliminute them

One of the most time consuming
jobs pest contrellers encounter is
rehabilitation of quarters. " We
give the quarters a good general
spray lor roaches and ants
between occupancies,”” said
Sundborg. “I'hen we look for
termites and other pests.”

T'he pesticides used are not
particularly hazardous W people,
according to Sundbaorg. 'Most are
pretty low in toxicity. A measure

Very few pest control jobs are
contracted to outside companies,
except for termite fumigators.
“I'hey work on dry wall termites,

The toughest, most exciting
Ironman Triathlon yet is shaping
up for the Oct. 8 Bud Light
Ironman Triathlon World
Championship in Kona, Hawaii,
as all five previous winners are
returning to battle it out for the
first-to-finish honors.

Coming back to defend their
titles are: Scott Tinley, Feb. 6,
winner with a time of 9 hours, 19

Corps that he was physically
fit to return to active duty,
Bates was commissioned and
18 now the project officerof the
Junior Reserve Officer
I'raining Corps in the 12th
Marine Corps District.

Island in San Francisco
doesn't give the veteran much
sult waler training for the
Ironman's  2.4-mile  swim,

minutes of swimming your in
danger of over exposure.”

But Bates has managed to
swim an average of nineto 14
miles weekly in pools since he
seriously started training in
March. He reduced his
running from 70 to 50 miles a
week because, “I'm still very
cautious of injuries.” His
eycling amounts to 150 to 200
miles a week.

“1 swimn and run during the
noon hour and cycle for about
an hour to an hour and a half
at night,”' said Bates

conmeatiog on hig training
schedule. "1 use a hard/soft
system. One day 'l swimn
hard and run softand the next
day 'l swim soft and run
hard. Saturday is my catch-
all day and | try to spend
Sundays resting.”

Since his first marathon,
the 1977 Marine Corps
Marathon, the 36-year-old
mustang has completed 13
others, always finishing in
the top 50 percent of the
runners. Bates has also runin
this year's U.S. Triathlon
Service (1.2-mile swim, 21.7-
mile bike and 9.3-mile run)*to
get the feel of a triathlon.'

Bates doesn’t expect to he
the top finisher in his ayge
group, but he wants to
complete the 140.2-mile course
in under 13 hours.

‘I'he captain had to prove to
the Marine Corps he was
physically fit when he
returned, and by using the
grandfather of triathlons as
an example, Bates will prove
to the 12th district future
officers what is meant by the
term, ‘“‘perseverance personi-
fied.

Japan.

.MﬂJ' Bolden is the Marine Corps' first black astronaut. A
Vietnam air combat veteran, he was serving as a test pilot
attheNaval AirTest Center, Patuxent River, Md., when he
was gelected as an astronaut candidate by NASA in may
1980. He is eligible for assignment as a pilot on a future
space shuttle mission.

The exhibition is tentatively scheduled to he in place for
two years. The Smithsonian will publish a hook in February
1983 in conjunction with the exhibit.

VA’s new mortgage plan

WASHINGTON — The Veterans Administration's loan
guaranty program has added a new mortgage plan. It's
called the growing equity mortgage, and under the new
concept, loan payments are arranged so the mortgage can
be paid off much earlier than a standard 30-year mortgage.
In some cases, the loan could be satisifed in 11 years, even
though monthly payments during the beginnirg years of
the lqan are the same amount as those for a 30-year loan.

This early payoff results from a gradual increase in
mortgage payments, typically no more than 3 to 5 percent
each year. Unlike variable interest rate mortgages, all ofthe
payment increase under a GEM is applied to principal
rather than interest, resulting in a faster reduction of the
loan balance.

In addition to early payoff, another advantage to the
borrower is that the investment equity in the property
grows rapidly at a relatively low monthly cost. Lenderas also
benefit by receiving un early pay back of capital and a
lessening risk of loss a8 the property equity quickly
increases.

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The silent killer

is not particular
about its victims

It's called “the Silent Killer”
and i8 not particular about who its
victimas are. It alone accounts for
more than 23 thousands deaths
each year in the United States.

The firat answer that probably
comes to mind is cancer, but that's
incorrect. (Although cancer is
deadly), hypertension is the silent
killer that strikes without
warning.

Hypertension, or high blood
pressure, is called the silent killer
because it affects your hody every
moment, and you can't feel it. It

atrikes when It’s too late.

Many of us don’t pay any
attention to hypertension yet 28
percent of all Americans have the
disease and don't know it. It
usually becomes a problem
between the ages of 30 to 50. In
actuality, unyone — young or old
— can develop hypertension.

Blood pressure is the force that
pushes against the walls of your
blood cells. ‘I'he narrower your
blood vessels, tho harder your
heart must work to move thesame
amount to all parts of your body.

Wide arteries mean lower blood
pressure while narrow arteries
mean the opposite. High blood

pressure occurs when something
gova wrong with the system that
regulates the urtery size.

Why be concerned about your
bloud pressure? Hecause your life
could depend on it. If your blood
pressure is low, you generally
have nothing to worry about. If it
is high, you're a candidate for
heart failure, a fatal heart attack
or a stroke. High biood also
endangers your brain and
kidneys.

The cause of hypertension is
unknown, but researchers have
many theories that include life
style, heredity, excess salt or fat
und absence of some suhstances.

Symptoms of the disease
include: breathlessness, nose
bleeds for no apprant reasons,
headuches and dizziness. Often no
symptoms appear. That’s why it's
important to keep an eye on your
blood pressure.

A thorough examination of your
eyen, kidneys, blood pressure and
heart can tell if you have hyper-
tension and, if so, how far it has
progressed,

If treatment is prescribed,
follow your doctor's advice to the
letter. Hypertension cannot be
cured, but it can be controlled. I'he
risks of serious complications can
e reducel.
