Why, with all the budget cuts
‘would  the Marine Corps pay
civilians to do the same jobs
Marines have been doing for
years?

“The answer is simple”,
explains CWO-2 Jack Schwarzel,
Anderson Hall, base food service
officer. - “The..Marine Corps
spends thousands of dollars to
train Marines in their military
occupatlonal skill. When a
Marine is taken away to fill-the
position of a messman, they in
all actuality have a highly skilled
professional doing the job of a
dish washer or food server.”

With all the cutbacks in
nersonnel, a civilian contractor

is also beneficial to the unit.

“We only have the bare
minimum in my office. If 1 had
to go on mess duty my whoje’
office would be hurting,” said.
LCpl. Angie Vanhoose;, an.
administration clerk at Marine
Corps Air Facility. “It’s nice to
know I won’t have the stresses
of mess duty in addition to my
work.”

Schwarzel explained that units
will be able to benefit from
having a civilian contractor and
the only negative way it may
effect them is when they need
anything extra, such ‘as keeping
the messhall open late;

He explained that although
they will still be able to provide
for the Marines it will require a
little more notice.

“It will cost more money, for
example to leave the chow hall
open longer. We will need to
know in advance,” he said.

Tripler among
treatment. centers for
Persian Gulf Vets

Tripler Medical Center is one of
the 13 medical: facilities in the
Department of Defense prepared
to conduct extensive screening of
individuals who believe they have
an illness related to. their service
in the Persian Gulf during Desert
Storm.

DoD has launched 'a three:
phased program to better
understand the medical nature of
illnesses reported by Persian Gulf
veterans. The Department of
Veterans Affairs and Health and
‘Human'Services are collaborating.
in. the effort. The screening is
completely voluntary.

For patients entering the
program after- May 31, 1994 the
first stage of the clinical
evaluation will be conducted at
their local military or Veterans
Affairs clinic. If the evaluation
is inconclusive or: if the patient
is not satisfied that the diagnosis
adequately explains their health
problem, the DoD patient will be
referred to one of the 13 military
regional ‘medical centers,
including Tripler, where an
extensive array of evaluations will
occur. VA patients will be
referred for further examinations
through the VA system

In Hawaii, service members,
who choose to; will enroll at their
respective clinics at Pearl Harbor
Makalapa, ' Barbers Point,
Hickam, &nd ‘Kaneohe. Marine
Corps Base according to Lt. Col:

Douglas Miller, chief, Patient.
Administration at Tripler. Army
personnel will be seen at Tripler
for the Phase I through Phase III
evaluations.

The three phase program
involves a coordinated, aggressive
and comprehensive effort to
determine the causes of the
symptoms described by the
veterans according to Dr. (Lt. Col)
Philip Bruno, clinical director for
this program in the Pacific at
Tripler.

Phase I includes & -medical
record review, ‘history ‘and
physical examination performed
by staff internal medical
physicians.

Phase II involves consultations
in‘infectious diseases, neu'rolo'gyh
psychiatry, psychology, dentistry,
and’extensive laboratory tests.

Phase III involves more
extensive individualized testing
depending upon the nature of the
service member’s problem.

Any definable il)nesses
discovered will be treated. If a
diagnosis still cannot be reached,
the records of all the evaluations
will be reviewed by a special
clinical review committee that
includes’ individuals from the
Institute  of Medicine of the
National Academy of Sciences in
Washmgton, D.C.

U.S: troops will be setting -up in
Rwanda’s-capital to ensure the safe
return of more than 2.4 million. refu-

If the new- Manne Forces Pacific
Commander, ‘LtGen.. Charles. C.
Krulak, has any questions about his
new job, he doesn’t have.to go very
far' for advice.

He .can just ask his father.

That’s because exactly 30 years
ago, retired LtGen. Victor H. Krulak
also’ commanded all the Marines in
the Pacific.

Victor Krulak was in Hawaii last -
week for his son’s assumption of

command at’ 'Marine ‘Corps. Base

Hawaii, Kaneohe Bay, Alsoon-hand:

was his ‘eldest son, retired Navy
chaplaln Capt Victor Krulak Jr.,
who’ gave the invocation at the cer-
emony. Not present was Bill, who
served in the Marine ‘Corps for 14
years.

‘Both' LtGen. Krulak and his fa-
ther conducted an interview together
for the Hawaii. Marine before the
change of -command. ceremony.

“The example -set by my father
served the three sons very well,”
said LtGen. Krulak of his father,
who was awarded the Navy Cross
in the jungles during World War II
and later fought for the Corps’
survival in the jungles of Washing-
ton, D.C. “I’'m éxtremely proud to
be assuming this command. This
assumption is not done strictly on
my merits but-on the shoulders of
Marines and sailors who have as-
sisted me.’

Although the senior Krulak was
the commander of all the Marines
‘in the Pacific back in the 1960's,
many issues that were important
‘then remain vital to U.S. security
today.

One of the most important issues
is. the current U.S.. military
“downsizing,” which was also a
major controversy after World War
II. The general concensus then was
that the defeat of the Axis powers
meant a large U.S. military ma-
chine was no longer needed. Thus,
the military budget was cut and
forces were drastically reduced —
the Marine Corps was slashed from
486,000 to 65,000 personnel in only
‘a few years. The U.S. Armed Forces
later paid a dear price for the drastic
reductions during the first months
of the Korean War in 1950.

Now that the. Cold War is over,
the United States is once again
reducing its military forces, closing
bases and reconsidering its peace-
time mission. These reductions have
already affected forces in the Pa-
cific Basin, with'the downsizing of

. Marme units both in Okinawa’and

here 'in Hawaii at the 1st Marine
Expeditionary Brigade and Marine
Barracks Pearl Harbor.

“In today’s. armed forces, all in--
‘stallations are up for grabs,” Victor

Krulak said. "“I see Kaneohe:(Ma-
rine Corps Base) as a critical locale
and I hope-the Marines defend it
aggressively.”

“Kaneohe .is' a strategic location

for the United States, and as long
as this ‘is recognized, -the chdnces
of any action being taken that would

cause the demise. of Kaneohe: (MCB)" f

probably isn’t going to take place,”
LtGen. Krulak added.

Since he has lived a number of
years both as & young student and
Marine in Hawaii  LtGen. Krulak
considers himself to be‘ “kama’aina.”
He was a student at Pearl Harbor
Elementary School: and Punahou
High School during the 1950’s and

‘has served here with the 1st Marine

Expeditionary Brigade or in the

Fleet Marine Force Pacific for nearly

eight. years. LtGen. Krulak notes
some significant changes from his
early years here,

In addition to obvious changes by
Hawaii’s. populatlon explosion, both
he ‘and his father see renewed re-
spect for the Hawaiian: culture as
a major difference from those ear-
lier days.

“There seems to be a growing

appreciation- by all people of’ the

roots of where the Hawaiian people
come from,” LtGen. Krulak said. “I
think it’s very interesting and very
positive.”

But both men believe the sensitive
issue of turning over military lands
— to include “ceded” lands — to
the state should be carefully consid-
ered. They. note that the debate on
giving up mlhtary training areas
for civilian use is cyclical.

“If ‘the North Koreans plunged-

across the 38th parallel again, which
cost -us 33,000 dead the last time,
there would be a relaxation for the

hunger- for the military lands be-

cause these lands would be lmpor-
tant,” Victor Krulak said. “But in
time of peace, when there is no war
clouds on -the honzon, there is a
growth in the hunger. for military
lands.”

“I think that is a very succinct
evaluation of what is transpiring,”
LtGen. Krulak said of his father's
assessment. “I-think there has to
be a recognition of that cycle by
both the military and civilian com-
munity, and we need to work in a
partnership.

he said. “That’s not bragging, that’s
reality.”

The Krulaks expressed other
concerns beyond current downsizing
initiatives. One such concern cuts
to. the very heart of the Marine
Corps’ continued existence.

In the latter part of the 1940’s, the
Army and Navy began a push to
reduce the Marine Corps mission or
eliminate the service altogether, a
move which was even supported by
President Harry Truman. Victor
Krulak helped lead the team of Ma-
rines that successfully fought for
and secured the role of the modern
Marine Corps. This was accom-
plished by a strategy of informing
Congress and the public of the
importance of the Marine Corps.

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Marine Barracks fo fold its flag dafter 90 years of faithful service

Friday morning’ at 10 a.m. will
mark the end of an era and the
start of a new tradition as Marine
Barracks Hawaii, Pearl Harbor, is
dmestabhshed in front of Puller Hall
to be redeslg'nated as Marine Corps
‘Security Force Company, Pearl
‘Harbor.

Marine Barracks Hawaii has. had
a long, prestigious tradition of more
than 90 years of service to the
Marine Corps and Hawaii.

‘The first ‘Marine detachment of
what wasto become Marine Bar-

racks Hawaii arrived on Oahu in
1904. The Hawaiian Islands saw
its first permanent Marine presence
when 50 Marines from the ‘U.S.S.
Sheridan were billeted in a coal
shed in Honolulu.

The Marine command at Hono-

lulu received funds for the construc-

tion of ‘the Barracks and Quarters
after four years.in a coal shed and
three years in tents performmg
guard details for the Navy..

In 1914, the six officers and 183
enlisted Marines of the command at
Honolulu moved from their tents to
their new buildings at Pearl Har-
bor.

In 1918, the Marine Barracks
‘Pearl Harbor Band was formed. The
unit is- now called . the Fleet. Marine
Forces Pacific Band, which is based
at Marine Corps Base Hawaii,
Kaneohe Bay.

Though primarily a security unit,
Marines of Marine Barracks -Ha-
waii have faced the enemy head on
in battles. On Dec. 7, 1941, Marines
from Marine Barracks faced Japa-
nese planes While Marines were

assembled ‘in Sunday-mommg for-

mation on the ‘parade deck, the
Japanese fighter planes and dive
bombers roared through the
Kolekole Pass with their rain. of
death for the Navy ships anchored
in. the harbor.

‘The fire from the Marines’ Spring-
field rifles was believed to be so
accurate, Mannes were credited with
the destructlon of ‘at least one
Japanese plane on that fateful day

Because of the fierce fighting that
Sunday mormng, 107 Marines: (is-
land-wide). gave the ultimate sacri-

fice for their country.
In the fierce combat that:occurred.

that fateful morning, sections of the'

Marine Barrack’s headquarters in

building 221 :were damaged by
Japanese strafing attacks. ~ After
the ‘war, the building, was placed on.

the Register of National Historic

Sites as. one of the few surviving
buildings - from. the attack.

In 1974, the headquarters was
renamed Puller Hall in honor of
former Marine Barracks Hawaii
commandmg officer Col. L. B.
“Chesty” Puller who.commanded the
Barracks from 1948 to: 1950.

Puller was not the .only ‘highly
regarded Marine to have served at
Marine Barracks. A roll call of

-distinguished Marines would bring

forth the names of Medal of Honor
recipients, A. Kellogg, A. W. Catlm,
and J. G. Meyers. Former Com-
mandants of the Marine Corps J. H.
Russell and B. H. Fuller also served

‘tours at ‘Marine Barracks Hawaii.

W- C. Neville not only served a tour
at Marine ‘Barracks Hawaii but

‘received the: Medal -of Honor and

later became Commandant.

In July 1976, the three Marine
Barracks ‘on Oahu, (Pearl Harbor,
Barber’s Pomt and Lualualei) con-
solidated into one Marine Barracks

‘known as Marine Barracks Hawaii.
‘{mplementation -of Guard Compa-
nies: Wahiawa and West Loch
brought the total ‘operational-

;trength of the: Barracks to almost
300 Marines. These Marines. were

-nvolved in extensive security tasks
shroughout the island. of :Oahu.

From 1976 to 1991, the Barracks
=xperlenced several orgamzatlonal

changes which mcluded the deacti-

vation of Guard Companies Barber’s
Polnt Ludlualei, and Wahiawa.

These changes brought the strength
of the Barracks down to 75 staff-
NCOs and officers and 350 enlisted

Marines.

The last three years has segn the
deactivation of Guard Company
West Loch and the Headquarters
and Service Company: These
changes have brought the strength
of the Barracks down to its present:
seven officers -and 146 enlisted

,Marmes

In addition to- their security re-
quirements, the Marines of Marine
Barracks Hawaii also perform at
least two sunset parades a year.
One is to commemorate the Navy’s
birthday:and one is for the Marine
Corps’ birthday.

The Marines of Marine Barracks
Hawaii are. also. responsible for
many of the Marine honor guards,
burial detalls, ‘ceremonies, color
guards and: parades within Hawaii. -
and the Pacnﬁc Rim.

With 1 many- former Barracks com-
manding officers looking on, the
present commanding officer, Col. W.
W. North will furl the Barrack’s
flag after 90 years of faithful ser-
vice to ‘country and. Corps.

The new flag to be unfurled, Marine

‘Security Force Co., Pearl Harbor,by:
