Goggles improve squadron's capabilities

Helicopter, Anti-Submarine Light 
Squadron 37 became one of the Navy's 
first HSL squadrons to fly using Night 
Vision Goggles during training here last 
week. 

The training was part of an ongoing 
Navy effort to instruct every HSL 
squadron in the use of NVGs. 

"The purpose of this training is to 
increase tactical mission capability and 
to enhance flight safety as 4he Navy con- 
tinues to operate more and more at 
night," said Navy Lt. Shawn McAndrew, 
an NVG instructor assigned to HSL-43 at 

Naval Air Station North Island in San 
Diego. 

"Right now, the Navy is in the process 
of training detachments from six fleet 
squadrons, eventually qualifying all HSL 
squadrons with NVGs," McAndrew said. 

Lieutenant Junior Grade John Dietter, 
a pilot with HSL-37, said NVGs are 
important tools which will enhance the 
squadron's capabilities during combat. 

"The NVGs are an extra tool we have 
for visual identification," Dietter said. 
"It's very hard to see ships at night. 
These goggles help us distinguish 
between enemy and allied ships." 

McAndrew said pilots must train with 

Marines demonstrate AAVs for guests

Kaneohe Bay Marines showed off their 
amphibious capabilities for about 50 
guests April 14 at Pyramid Rock Beach. 

The 1st Marine Battalion; 3rd Marine 
Regiment and Combat Support Company 
leathernecks gave assault amphibious 
vehicle rides and demonstrations to mem- 
bers and guests of the Coastal 
Engineering Research Board. 

The CERB, a military and civilian 
research board that meets once a year and 
directs the research and funding of coastal 
engineering projects, visited K-Bay as a 
part of their Honolulu convention. 

The theme for this year's convention 

was "military applications of coastal engi- 
neering." While on Oahu for their con- 
vention, the board came to Kaneohe Bay 
to see for themselves the water conditions 
Marines go through when they come 
ashore on assault amphibious vehicles. 

"It was a new experience for us," said 
Professor Robert Dean, who studies 
coastal engineering at the University of 
Florida and got a chance to splash ashore 
on an AAV. 

"This gives us a feel of what Marines 
go through," added Professor Robert 
Dalrymple, who studies coastal engineer- 
ing at the University of Delaware. 

"It's important for our civilians to get a 
good aspect of the military and the chal- 

lenges they face when coming ashore," 
said Army Maj. Gen. Russell L. Fuhrman, 
the President of CERB, and the director. 
of Civil Works, Army Corps of Engineers. 

"The civilian applications also have 
military applications," said Maj. Gen. 
Fuhrman, who added that state and local 
agencies as well as the government, spend 
several hundred million dollars a year in 
shore protection. 

Once funding is approved and directed, 
the coastal research projects help create 
models of how ocean currents behave and 
predict different types of surfs that may in 
turn provide' useful information for the 
design of equipment such as AAVs, 
according to Maj. Gen. Fuhrman. 

NVGs for ten flight hours, five of which 
are spent in daylight conditions and the 
remaining five hours in darkness.

"The importance of this training is to 
continue, to promote our war fighting

Newly-married Marines failing to 

prepare their spouses to deal with a 

long deployment occurs far too often 
in the Marine Corps, despite the 

tremendous efforts being made to 

ensure it does not happen. 
recently 

learned of a 
young lady who 
married just two 
days before her 
Marine husband 
left on deploy- 
ment. She had 
no idea how the 
Marine Corps 
could assist her during the six months 
her husband would he deployed. The 
Marine failed in his duty to help her 
prepare for his absence. 

Marines are not supposed to do 

that! 
I don't think she understood what 

the Key Volunteers Network was and 
how its members could assist her 
while her husband was away. I don't 
think she even knew about the 
L.I.N.K.S. (Lifestyles, Insights, 

Holub 

Networking, Knowledge and Skills) 
program or who to call should she 
face an emergency while her Marine 
was away. 

I am all for young love and the 
institution of marriage, but there is 
more to marriage than good inten- 
tions and a loving relationship. Even 
couples thinking about marriage 
should find out about the family sup-, 

port available. It's never too early. 
hope that the Marine I mentioned 

above did not purposefully fail to 

give his wife the information she 
needed. I'm really bothered when a 

Marine ninnies and withholds infor- 
mation from his/her spouse. 1 will 
never understand why some Marines 
want to keep their spouses in the 
dark. The Marine Corps spends a lot 
of time and money on programs that 
help prevent problems at home dur- 
ing deployment. 

To his credit, the Marine did take 
the time to get her a dependent iden- 
tification card prior to shipping off. I 

have dealt with cases where Marines 
did not. 

It is simply un-Marine to leave a 
spouse unprepared for deployment. 

Staff noncommissioned. officers and 
NCOs should demand that their 
Marines invite their spouses to unit 
predeployment information briefs. 
Leaders who don't are not doing 
their job. I know we cannot force a 

family member to attend these func- 
tions, but we sure can order the 
Marine to attend. We can call and 
check with his/her spouse to ensure 
they are getting the information. 

Ensuring a family has the needed 
information during deployment is 
the mature, responsible thing to do. It 
is ultimately the Marine's responsi- 
bility to ensure his/her family can 
take care of themselves during 
deployment. 

Here are some pre-deployment 
tasks all married Marines should 
accomplish before leaving: 

1. Explain your pay and allot- 
ments to your spouse. 

2. Ensure sufficient allotments for 
your family's well being while you 
are gone. 

3. Update life insurance (SOLI), record 

of emergency information, wills and any 

powers of attorney your family may need 

while you ale gone. 

4. Make sure your car is in good 
working condition. 

Of all the things a married 
Marine should do prior to deploy - 
merit, perhaps the most important 
is putting your spouse in contact 
with the unit Key Volunteer 
Network. Key Volunteers get the 
most pp-to-date scoop. They also 
form a great support group to help 
spouses and kids deal with deploy- 
ment. One of the greatest advan- 
tages of putting a spouse in contact 
with Key Volunteers is that they 
will realize they are not alone. 
There will be others with the same 
feelings and depressions about the 
deployment. 

The Marine Corps is expedi- 
tionary. We all know that. The Corps 
is the most ready when the nation is 
least ready and that includes making 
sure our families are taken care of 
just as much as warfighting. Warriors 
with peace of mind about their home 
are more effective on the battlefield. 
Our family support programs make 
us stronger in battle, but only if they 
are utilized, Use them!

Harriers participate

ABOARD USS NASSAU - 
The 24th Marine Expeditionary 
Unit (Special Operations 
Capable) participated in NATO 
air strikes against Yugoslavia for 
the first time April 15 as part of 
Operation Allied Force. 

The MEU's mission was to 
launch and recover four of the 
MEU's six AV-8B Harrier jets, 
attached to Marine Medium 
Helicopter Squadron 266, from 
USS Nassau currently in the 
Adriatic Sea, and deliver eight 
500-pound bombs oh unspeci- 
fied targets. 

The air strikes were the first 
of their kind for the 24th 
MEU(SOC) and the first ever 
combat mission for the AV-8B 
Harrier two-plus variant accord- 
ing to Lt. Col. Jeffrey L. 
MarAall, Aviation Combat 
Element commanding officer. 
The newer model Harrier came 
into play in 1995 when engine 
upgrades and radar systems were 

installed in all of the MEU's air- 
craft and many of the Marine 
Corps'. Additionally, this was 
the first Marine Corps Harrier 
combat mission since Desert 
Storm in 1991. Although HMM- 
266 Harrier jets did participate in 
non-combat missions over 
Bosnia-Herzegovina in 1995, 
they did not drop ordnance. 

"Our only focus was mission 
success," said the Harrier detach- 
ment's officer-in-charge. "The 
historical ramifications haven't 
crossed our minds - we are here 
to support NATO operations." 

"It went by the book as 
planned," said one of the Harrier 
pilots who participated in the 
mission. "Initially I was nervous 
about going into combat, but that 
soon faded and it was just anoth- 
er day at work. You get excited, 
then feel some fear ... the profes- 
sionalism takes over and you get 
into the zone." 

The Marines have been train- 
ing for a challenge like this for 
more than 11 months. Those pre- 

in NATO air strikes 
cious months of training prior to 

' the deployment and the five 
months into the current deploy- 
ment demonstrated the MEU's 
unique ability to prepare and exe- 
cute missions quickly. 

"We are all ready to go," said 
Gunnery Sgt. Bruce Harris, 
HMM-266 ordnance chief. "In 
my 17 years I haven't worked 
with a better group of Marines," 
he said about his ordnance han- 
dlers. "When I need something 
done I go to them and it gets done 
20 minutes before I need it done." 

Since the deployment began, 
Marines and Sailors frdm a vari- 
ety of sections have been routine- 
ly getting jets ready for take off. 
From adding external fuel tanks 
to placing bombs and AIM-9 
sidewinder missiles on the air- 
craft, they have perfected the, rou- 
tine. 

"These guys can have this 
plane ready in 15 minutes," 
Harris said. "They have been 
waiting a long time for this. 
They're motivated that we 

received a mission." 
For the last two months, fol- 

lowing the completion of Spanish 
Amphibious Exercise in mid- 
January, the MEU and its 
Marines and Sailors have been 
poised and ready to support 
NATO missions. 

This was the second NATO 
mission the MEU has participat- 
ed in since the air strikes began. 
They first were sent on a human- 
itarian assistance operation in 
Macedonia. - ' 

This latest mission demon- 
strated the flexibility of the 
MEU(SOC). In a matter of days, 
the unit recovered their Marines 
and equipment from Macedonia 
and made the trek to the Adriatic 
Sea to join forces in support of 
the NATO phased air operation. 

' "It shows, one, the expedi- 
tionary capabilities of the MEU 
and, two, the flexibility to per- 
form peace-keeping missions and 
then transition to combat mis- 
sions. That is what the Marine 
Corps does," said an AV-8B pilot.

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Disbursing SPIE rigs, 
rappels with 4th Force 
Lance Cpl. Otto C. Pleil -Muete

Four Marines from the Kaneohe 
Bay Disbursing Office went Special. 
Patrol Insertion and Extraction rig- 
ging over Kaneohe Bay and rappelled 
from a Marine Heavy Helicopter 
Squadron 366 CH-53D, helicopter 
April 14 thanks to assistance from 
4th Force Reconnaissance Company. 

The opportunity arose for the 
finance personnel after 4th Force had 
a change in their training schedule, 
and they still had the scheduled air- 
craft available for rappelling and 
SPIE-rig training. 

The Disbursing personnel jumped 
at the chance to train with 4th Force, 
and took advantage of the few seats 
available. 

"It's a break in the monotony of 
your everyday job," said 1st Lt. Jason 
Latona, the finance officer at 
Disbursing, and one of the volunteer 
participants. Latona said many of his 
Marines only see the faces of Marines 
from 4th Force that pass by their 
office. For one day, however, they 
were also able to experience what the 
recon unit does. 

The Disbursing Marines first rap- 
pelted from the rope of a CH-53I5, as 
the helicopter hovered 60 to 90 feet 
above the landing pad near Hale Koa 
Beach, according to Sgt. David 

Schwartz, a paraloft chief master for 
4th Force. 

After they rappelled, both with and 
without combat gear, the Disbursing 
leathernecks began SPIE-rigging. 
For the SPIE-rigging, they slapped on 
goggles and helmets and clung at 
intervals onto the rope by special 
attachments, as the helicopter carried 
them over the bay. 

To prepare for their day of adven- 
ture, these Marines rappelled and 
"helo" jumped off the K-Bay rappel 
tower six times each, both with and 
without a pack on their back, April 
13. 

Although SPIE-rigging is not the 
kind of training these devil dogs 
expect on a normal basis, those who 
participated said they appreciate this 
type of opportunity. 

"I wanted to do some training," 
said Lance Cpl. Angelo Genova, tem- 
porary lodging allowance disbursing 
clerk at the Disbursing Office, "and it 

seemed like something fun to do." 
Latona said this training helps 

make his Marines better suited for 
handling any potential combat situa- 
tions they may encounter. 

It's my responsibility to make 
sure these Marines are well rounded," 
said Latona. "They need this kind of 
training to reinforce what they 
learned at boot camp."

Child abuse is one of soci- 
, ety's oldest, most explosive 

problems. More than one mil- 
lion children are reported vic- 
tims of abuse each year. Three 
children die every day as a' 
result of abuse and neglect: We 
can all participate in efforts to 
eliminate this serious threat to 
our children. The National 
Committee to Prevent Child 
Abuse offers the following sug- 
gestions for ways to prevent 
child abuse. 

Examine your own behavior. 
Recognize that you are the 

most important person in your 
children's lives. What you say 
to them and how you treat them 
determines how they feel about 
themselves. Offer them honest 
praise at every opportunity. 

When you're feeling troubled 
or lonely and pressures build, 
don't lash out at at your child. 
Stop and take a deep breath. 
Remember, you are the adult. 
Close your eyes and pretend 
you're hearing what your child 
is about to hear. 

If you think you need help, 
you're not alone. Being a parent 
isn't easy for anyone. 
Sometimes it's overwhelming. 

Take the first step and seek help, 
Check your community's 
resources for a child abuse or cri- 
sis hotline, parenting group or 
family service agency. 

Respond when you see abuse. 
Start a conversation with the 

adult to direct the parent's atten- 
tion fi.om the child. Say some- 
thing like, "It looks like it's been 
a hard day for both of you." 

Praise the parent and child at 
the first opportunity and divert 
the child's attention by talking 
to the child. 

Report suspected abuse. 
Protecting children requires 

everyone to report suspected 

abuse or neglect. To report sus- 
pected abuse, call Child 
Protective Services at 832-5300 
or call your local police depart- 
ment. 

Help parents in the community.. 
Establish a patent support 

group. Plan a regular time when 
parents can get together to talk 
about, and find solutions to, par- 
enting challenges. 

If you know a parent under 
stress, offer him or her a break 
and take care of the children for 
a while so the parent can relax. 
Another option is to organize a 
regular play group so children 
and parents can benefit.
