From the Commander’s Desk:
FIDO Family and Friends,

Thank you for your strong support for our FIDO Soldiers over the last three months! As you all know, the training
schedule has been extremely busy recently with the company executing its multiple training exercises, both here on Fort Lewis
and at Yakima Training Center. After so much time and effort training, I am proud to report that our Soldiers have exceeded ex-
pectations and accomplished a great deal—developing into tactically and technically proficient combat engineers.

In August, FIDO conducted four Sergeant’s Time Training events at Fort Lewis, in which our Sappers refined their abil-
ity to conduct tasks including route reconnaissance, obstacle reconnaissance, constructing wire obstacles, and breaching complex
obstacles. These “standard duty-day” training events helped prepare our Sappers for their upcoming field exercises.

From 08-11 September, FIDO executed its Squad Certification Exercise over a continuous four days in the field on train-
ing areas in Fort Lewis. This exercise tested squad leaders and their squads on the ability to execute collective combat engineer
tasks in a simulated combat environment. With FIDO leadership observing and evaluating the squads, simulated enemy forces
attacked our Sappers while they conducted reconnaissance missions, constructed wire obstacles, and breached enemy-emplaced
obstacles.

From 21 September to 15 October, FIDO deployed to Yakima Training Center to provide combat engineer support to the
2-2 Stryker Brigade Combat Team. During this exercise, our Sappers executed Bangalore breaches of simulated enemy obstacles
in support of infantry platoons, using actual demolitions and live ammunition. Our Sappers executed missions both during the
day and at night by employing night-vision devices. This training allowed our Sappers to exercise different techniques for breach-
ing, and it also presented an opportunity to train with the infantry and learn from their techniques.

At the time of writing this article, FIDO is preparing for its final major training event of 2015. From 26-30 October,
FIDO will conduct its Platoon Certification Exercise at Yakima Training Center. This exercise will test platoon leaders and their
Sappers on the ability to execute collective tasks as entire Sapper Platoons. Resourced and coordinated by the 864th EN BN, Sol-
diers from 610th ESC, 22nd ECC, 571st Sapper Company, FSC, and HHC, 864th EN BN will all deploy to Yakima Training Cen-
ter to create a realistic training environment for our Soldiers. During the exercise, our Sappers will use live demolitions and exe-
cute their combat engineer tasks while being attacked by simulated enemy forces. With so much great training in the 3 months
prior, I am confident that our Sappers will be successful, and I look forward to describing their success to you in the next Newslet-
ter!
