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DOT bans all Samsung Galaxy Note7 phones from airplanes

The U.S. Department of 
Transportation (DOT), with the 
Federal Aviation Administration 
(FAA) and the Pipeline and 
Hazardous Materials Safety 
Administration (PHMSA), an-
nounced it is issuing an emergency 
order to ban all Samsung Galaxy 
Note7 smartphone devices from air 
transportation in the United States. 
Individuals who own or possess a 
Samsung Galaxy Note7 device may 
not transport the device on their 
person, in carry-on baggage, or 
in checked baggage on flights to, 
from, or within the United States. 
This prohibition includes all 
Samsung Galaxy Note7 devices. 
The phones also cannot be 
shipped as air cargo.   The 
ban was effective on 
Saturday, October 15, 
2016.

“We recognize 
that banning these 
phones from air-
lines will incon-
venience some 
passengers, 
but the safe-
ty of all those 
aboard an air-
craft must take 
priority,” said 
Transportation 
Secretary 
Anthony Foxx. 
“We are taking this 
additional step be-
cause even one fire 
incident inflight pos-
es a high risk of severe 
personal injury and puts 
many lives at risk.”

Device owners have expe-
rienced documented incidents 
of dangerous evolution of heat 
with both recalled and replacement 
Samsung Galaxy Note7 devices. 
Samsung and the U.S. Consumer 
Product Safety Commission (CPSC) 
acknowledged this imminent 
safety hazard with the company’s 
September 15, 2016 and October 
13, 2016 recalls.   Additionally, on 
October 11, 2016, Samsung sus-
pended the manufacture and sale of 
the Samsung Galaxy Note7 device.

“The fire hazard with the origi-
nal Note7 and with the replacement 
Note7 is simply too great for anyone 
to risk it and not respond to this of-
ficial recall,” said CPSC Chairman 
Elliot F. Kaye. “I would like to re-
mind consumers once again to 

take  advantage of the remedies of-
fered, including a full refund.   It’s 
the right thing  to do and the safest 
thing to do.”

What air travelers should 
know
• If passengers attempt to trav-

el by air with their Samsung 
Galaxy Note7 devices, they will 
be denied boarding.

• Passengers who attempt to 
evade the ban by packing 
their phone in 

checked 
luggage are increasing 
the risk of a catastrophic in-
cident.   Anyone violating the 
ban may be subject to crimi-
nal prosecution in addition to 
fines.

• Passengers currently travel-
ing with Samsung Galaxy 
Note7 phones should contact 
Samsung or their wireless car-
rier immediately to obtain in-
formation about how to return 
their phones and arrange for a 
refund or a replacement phone. 

Samsung has provided guid-
ance for customers about re-
fund and replacement options, 
as well as how to contact wire-
less carriers, at  http://www.
samsung.com/us/note7recall/
[external link]. Samsung is also 
answering customers’ ques-
tions at 1-844-365-6197.

• If an airline representative ob-
serves that a passenger is in 
possession of a Samsung Note7 
device prior to boarding an air-

craft, the air carrier 
must deny 

board-

ing 
to the 

passenger un-
less and until the passenger 

divests themselves and their 
carry-on and checked baggage 
of the Samsung Galaxy Note7 
device. Passengers absolutely 
should not pack the phones in 
their checked luggage.

• If a flight crew member identi-
fies that a passenger is in pos-
session of a Samsung Galaxy 
Note7 device while the aircraft 
is in flight, the crew member 
must instruct the passenger to 
power off the device, not use or 

charge the device while aboard 
the aircraft, protect the device 
from accidental activation, in-
cluding disabling any features 
that may turn on the device, 
such as alarm clocks, and keep 
the device on their person and 
not in the overhead compart-
ment, seat back pocket, nor in 
any carry-on baggage, for the 
duration of the flight.

The Samsung Galaxy Note7 de-
vice is considered a forbidden haz-
ardous material under the Federal 
Hazardous Material Regulations 
(HMR; 49 CFR Parts 171-185), 
which forbid airline passengers or 

crew from traveling with lithium 
cells or batteries or portable 

electronic devices that are 
likely to generate a dan-

gerous evolution of 
heat. PHMSA has is-

sued a special per-
mit to Samsung to 

facilitate commer-
cial shipment of 
the recalled de-
vices by ground 
transportation.

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Hope for a new generation, Byrnes’ speech of hope at 70

The 70th anniversary of the 
“Speech of Hope,” given by then 
U.S. Secretary of State James F. 
Byrnes on Sept. 6, 1946, was cel-
ebrated in Stuttgart, Oct. 7, hosted 
by the Deutsch-Amerikanisches 
Zentrum / James-F.-Byrnes-Institut 
(DAZ) and the Baden-Württemberg 
Staatskanzlei, or State Chancellery.

Gen. Curtis M. Scaparrotti, 
commander U.S. European 
Command,  was an honored guest 
and speaker at the event along with 
Ambassador John B. Emerson, U.S. 
Embassy Berlin, Prime Minister 
Winfried Kretschmann, the 
Chairman of the Munich Security 
Conference Wolfgang Ischinger, 
former German Ambassador to 
the United States, and Dr. Rudolf 
Böhmler, chairman of the board 
of the DAZ. All speakers gave an 
overview on German-American 
relations following World War II. 
They emphasized the importance of 
passing the lessons learned and the 
respective values when it comes to 
transatlantic relationships on to the 
next generation.

“Germany is today an indispens-
able partner in promoting global 
security and prosperity, and in 
protecting democracy and the free-
dom, dignity, and human rights of 
all peoples,” said Emerson during 

the program’s opening remarks. 
“Our true partnership is not an in-
herited trait; its value needs to be 
transmitted from one generation to 
the next…if we are to keep strong 
a strong bridge created by those 
bonds, we need to reach out to those 
generations,” he added.

School groups from all over 
Baden-Württemberg participated 
in the event with jazz entertain-
ment, which included students from 
Stuttgart High School on Panzer 
Kaserne,   and contribution to the 
dialogue of the evening as they re-
cited their views of the future of 

transatlantic partnerships.
“On September 6, 1946, an 

American journalist covering the 
visit of U.S. Secretary of State James 
F. Byrnes to Stuttgart described 
the once so prosperous city, the 
‘Geburtsstadt des Automobils,’ as 
a skeleton of the flourishing city it 
once was. The spirits of the inhab-
itants were just as shattered as the 
city. Throughout Germany, people 
needed food, a roof over their heads, 
jobs – and most of all, they needed 
hope. On that day, amidst the rubble 
and despair of postwar Germany, 
Secretary Byrnes helped to set the 
course for a new way forward…
Today, in all 16 ‘Bundesländer,’ 
or federal states, ‘Einigkeit und 
Recht und Freiheit’ are givens. And 
as Bundestagspräsident Norbert 
Lammert said on Monday in 
Dresden at the Tag der Deutschen 
Einheit, or Germany’s Unification 
Day, Germany may not be a para-
dise on earth, but for many people 
around the world, it comes very, 
very close,” Emerson said.

According to numerous financial 
and business publications and personal 
accounts, volunteering, or interning, 
is described as an important avenue 
to gain or improve skills and work ex-
periences. Volunteering has proven to 
also open new doors for employment 
opportunities.

Rosario Seelen, American Red 
Cross Dental Clinic program lead, aims 
to encourage fellow military spouses 
and dependents struggling to find a job 
in their profession or degree field, to 
volunteer.

“Sometimes it’s not all about the ad-
ditional income. There’s a sense of re-
ward that when we do for others with 
nothing more than a giving spirit, it is 
more valuable and rewarding than a 
pay check.”

Volunteering through the American 
Red Cross in Stuttgart, Seelen is 

currently building her professional re-
sume in the dental field.

“Now that I have the dental assis-
tant experience, and vast opportunities 
through the American Red Cross, I’m 
gaining more marketable skills, net-
working, knowledge and experience.”

Although this is not always what 
she envisioned herself doing for a ca-
reer, Seelen expresses great gratitude 
for the opportunities given within the 
military community.

“The challenge of no or little choic-
es/opportunities to compete for a job 
has forced me to think ‘outside the box’ 
and step out in uncharted territory. It’s 
scary, yet exciting at the same time and 
it’s neat to see how those opportunities 
weave themselves together,” said Seelen.

Her advice to other military spouses 
is to strive to always “think outside the 
box,” looking beyond and being smart 
about the options available.

“Each day is a new day to begin 
again… be positive and keep on keep-
ing on,” said Seelen.

Though the hiring process can be 
tough overseas, USAJOBS is the central 
site for government positions where 
spouses and dependents can watch for 
openings. Seelen recommends using 
the free resources available through 

Army Community Service that help 
with the USAJOBS application process.

“Remember that we sometimes en-
ter ‘a season in time,’ so while you aren’t 
with the responsibility of a job, you can 
not only volunteer, but use this time 
for quality family building, community 
togetherness and helping lay the foun-
dation to establish greater good for oth-
ers,” said Seelen.

ARTA PLAGE, Djibouti —
Approximately 46 U.S. Army Soldiers 
with 1st Battalion, 124th Infantry 
Regiment, assigned to Combined Joint 
Task Force-Horn of Africa, along with 
French Marines completed the French 
Marine Desert Survival Course, Oct. 
12, 2016, at Arta Plage, Djibouti.

The soldiers and French Marines 
came together during the French-led 
course to learn desert survival skills 
and operational techniques in Arta’s 
austere environment, so as to better 
prepare for future real world situations.

During the survival course, the 
U.S. and French participants com-
pleted several tasks including desert 
operations, combat lifesaving skills, 
weapons training, survival cooking, 
how to decontaminate water, and wa-
ter and mountain obstacle courses.

“The main focus is combined arms 
tactical training, which is 70 percent of 
the course,” said French Capt. Charles 
Lenoir, French Desert Survival Course 
head instructor. “Then, 15-20 percent 
is obstacle course training — or what 
we call “commando”-type training. 
The other 10 percent is desert survival 
course, which goes over how to survive, 
how to prepare meals, and how to make 
a fire and water in desert conditions.”

When the U.S. soldiers arrived, 
they were embedded with French 
infantry and cavalry units, and be-
gan their first four days of training in 
desert operations. There they set up a 
forward operating base, defensive po-
sitions, and conducted patrols. During 
their time in the mountain phase, 

they also reacted to simulated enemy 
contact and tested their reaction to 
ambush situations, said U.S. Army 
Staff Sgt. Jack Najjar, French Desert 
Survival Course instructor.

Upon completion of the desert 
mountain phase, the teams made their 
way to Arta Plage where they com-
pleted desert survival training, com-
bat lifesaving skills, and the water and 
mountain obstacle courses. 

“The combat and obstacle phase 
gets people to do teamwork, and [it 
puts] them through an effort,” said 
Lenoir. “And with the U.S., it’s a good 
experience to work with our allied 
forces so we do it as much as we can.”

On top of the U.S. soldiers learning 
the tactical techniques of the French 
Marines, they are also learned the 
French language. 

“I started with pointing and waving. 
And now, with the same obstacle every 
day, when (the instruction is given) in 
French, I know exactly what he is talk-
ing about,” said Najjar. “The French 
have been outstanding people, even 
with the language barrier. At the end of 
the day you will see (U.S. and French) 
sitting together, trading Meals, Ready-
to-Eat, and somehow communicating.”

Although the course’s training fo-
cused primarily on U.S. soldiers learning 
French tactics, Najjar said, the French 
instructors also enjoyed learning some 
of the Americans’ tactics, as well.

“It’s great we’re doing (the course), 
because they are learning our way of 
doing things, and we are learning their 
way of doing things. And that im-
proves the whole relationship between 
the U.S. and French Marines right here 
in HOA,” Najjar said.

7th ATC Soldiers share basic instructor skills with Ukrainians

YAVORIV, Ukraine — Soldiers from 
7th Army Training Command trained 12 
Ukrainian cadre on how to prepare and 
conduct classes during a Ukrainian Basic 
Instructor Course here, October 12.

The UBIC is based on the Army’s 
own basic instructor course. During the 
three-day course, students learned how to 
prepare and present tasks and were evalu-
ated on whether they performed the tasks 
to standard. They also learned how to de-
velop questions and review lesson plans.

“The main goal is to ensure that they 
(Ukrainians) are conducting the instruc-
tions properly,” said Staff Sgt. Ryan Meek, 
an instructor evaluator with 7th ATC. 
“And answering any questions that they 
may have while they are going through 
the instruction.”

Meek said, the course is designed to 
make sure the Ukrainian instructors are 
on the same page to ensure they have a 
standardized process of conducting the 
training.

During the course, Ukrainian stu-
dents had the opportunity to instruct 
for the first time. The student-instructor 
would teach a particular task and then 
conduct a check on learning by testing his 
fellow students. The instructor/evaluators 
would then review the performance after 
every session.

“It is important to teach the class,” said 
Junior Lt. Bohdan, a Ukrainian instruc-
tor. “And even more important to have 
the AAR (After Action Review) at the 
end of each class, so the students under-
stand their shortcomings and work on it,”

Staff Sgt. John Basileo, an instructor/
evaluator with 7th ATC said, the secret 
to being a good instructor is having the 
drive to teach and develop people. “If an 
instructor has the passion to take a stu-
dent from point A which is no knowledge 
at all, to point B, which is the end result 
where they have all the knowledge and 
tools to apply it, that is definitely the right 
path to becoming one of the best instruc-
tors,” he said.

According to Bohdan, Meek and 
Basileo did a great job professionally in 
assisting the students and answered every 
question they asked during the course.

“The instructors and students re-
sponded positively during the course,” 
Bohdan said “They were motivated and 
focused throughout the course, because 
they understood that the basic instructor 
skills will make a huge impact in the fu-
ture of the Ukrainian Army.”

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Cuban cigar ban relaxed for US citizens overseas

Persons subject to U.S. jurisdiction 
may now buy Cuban-origin merchan-
dise, including alcohol and tobacco 
products, while in a third country for 
personal consumption. These prod-
ucts may be consumed while in a third 
country or imported into the United 
States as accompanied baggage.

“Other countries do not ban 
Cuban products and items such as 
Cuban cigars or rum have been on 
sale all over Europe for years,” said 
Tim Sellman, director of the  U.S. 
European Command  Customs and 
Border Clearance Agency. Now, new 
changes to the Cuban Assets Control 
Regulations mean that U.S. citizens 
can legally consume these products 
while overseas or take them to the U.S. 
subject to the same limits as for any 
other foreign-made items.

As an American living over-
seas, you can claim either “returning 

resident” or “nonresident” exemptions 
with customs when traveling on leave 
or TDY. “These exemptions apply to 
the foreign-made items you bought 
overseas,” Sellman added.

Under the “nonresident” exemp-
tion, all personal effects are duty-free 

but you have to bring them back to 
Europe with you when you return. 
“A nonresident may also import 
$100-worth of foreign-made goods 
duty-free as gifts, one liter of alco-
holic beverages, and either 200 ciga-
rettes, 50 cigars or two kilograms of 

smoking tobacco for personal use,” 
Sellman explained. An additional 100 
cigars may be taken under the gift 
exemption.

As “returning residents,” travelers 
can take foreign-made items to the 
States but only the first $800 of their 
value would be duty-free. This applies 
to each family member, so a family of 
two would have a $1600 exemption. 
The advantage is that these articles can 
remain in the States. Gifts, one liter of 
alcoholic beverages, and no more than 
100 cigars and 200 cigarettes may also 
be included in the $800 exemption.

To import duty-free alcohol, trav-
elers must be at least 21 years old, in-
tend to consume it for personal use 
and not violate the laws of the state in 
which they arrive.

and violence, or experience un-
expected di�  culties.

No one is better able to tell you 
this than the U.S. consular o�  cers 
who work in more than 250 U.S. 
embassies and consulates around 
the globe. Every day of the year, U.S. 
embassies and consulates receive 

calls from 
American citi-

zens in distress.
� e U.S. Department of 

State o� ers the following travel 
tips to help you avoid serious di�  -
culties during your travels.

Safety on the Street
Use the same common sense trav-

eling abroad that you would at home. 
Be especially cautious in (or avoid) 
areas where you may be more easily 
victimized. � ese include crowded 
subways, train stations, elevators, 
tourist sites, market places, festivals 
and crime-ridden neighborhoods.

• Don’t use short cuts, narrow alleys 
 or poorly lit streets.
• Try not to travel alone at night.
• Avoid public demonstrations and 
 other civil disturbances.
• Keep a low profi le and avoid 

loud conversations or argu-
 ments.
• Do not discuss travel plans or 
 other personal matters with 
 strangers.
• Avoid scam artists by being wary 
 of strangers who approach you 
 and o� er to be your guide or sell 
 you something at bargain prices.
• Beware of pickpockets. Th ey of-
 ten have an accomplice who will: 
 jostle you, ask you for directions 
 or the time, point to something 
 spilled on your clothing, or dis-
 tract you by creating a distur-
 bance.
• Beware of groups of vagrant chil-
 dren who could create a distrac-
 tion to pick your pocket.
• Wear the shoulder strap of your 
 bag across your chest and walk 
 with the bag away from the curb 
 to avoid drive-by purse-snatchers.
• Try to seem purposeful when you 
 move about. Even if you are lost, 
 act as if you know where you are 

 going. Try to ask for directions 
 only from individuals in authority.
• Know how to use a pay telephone 
 and have the proper change or to-
 ken on hand.
• Learn a few phrases in the local 
 language or have them handy in 
 written form so that you can sig-
 nal your need for police or medi-
 cal help.
• Make a note of emergency tele-
 phone numbers you may need: 
 police, fi re, your hotel, and the 
 nearest U.S. embassy or consulate.
• If you are confronted, don’t fi ght 
 back — give up your valuables.

It is a good idea to sign up for the 
Smart Traveler Enrollment Program — 
think of it as checking in — so that you 
may be contacted if need be, whether 
because of a family emergency in the 
U.S., or because of a crisis in the area in 
which you are traveling. It is a free ser-
vice provided by the State Department, 
and is easily accomplished online.
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SVCs advocate for sexual assault victims

The U.S. military continues to ex-
pand on the progress being made for 
thousands of sexual assault victims by 
giving them a voice in the criminal in-
vestigation and prosecutorial systems.

Among the Army’s efforts to combat 
sexual assault in the ranks, the Special 
Victim Counsel Program was developed 
to strengthen the support of sexual as-
sault victims and enhance their rights 
within the military justice system.

Special victims counselors are 
specially trained military attorneys, 
duty-bound to work for no one but 
the victim through the military justice 
process. Working with a robust sup-
port system of victim advocates and 
victim witness liaisons, they assist in 
ensuring that victims fully understand 
their rights throughout the military 
investigative, judicial and legal admin-
istrative process.

“It can be difficult to prosecute sex 
crimes in the military because of the 
fear of retribution and the stress of the 
judicial process; it can be too long and 
traumatic,” said Capt. Renee Darville, 
Northern Law Center client services 

chief. “So the Army said, ‘Let’s give the 
victim an attorney. Give them a voice 
and agency to determine what level they 
want to participate in, and help them 
feel more in control in the process.’”

According to the Department of 
Defense, victims must be confident 
that, should they report, they will be 
treated fairly. Part of that fair treat-
ment is to ensure they know and can 
exercise their rights.

“I am an attorney specifically for 
the victim,” Darville said. “I have 
100-percent confidentiality. I am the 
victims’ buffer and voice. I am here 
to help them heal but also by build-
ing victims’ trust in the system, we 
hope they’ll be more willing to report 
offenders.”

The DOD received a total of 6,083 
reports of sexual assault for allegations 
involving service members, according to 
the FY 15 Department of Defense annu-
al report on sexual assault in the military.

Despite the substantial increase in 
reporting over the past 10 years, a sig-
nificant number of sexual assaults go 
unreported each year. Only 23 percent 
of the estimated 20,300 service mem-
ber victims who indicated experienc-
ing a sexual assault reported the crime.

Focus group participants discussed 
likely reasons for not reporting an in-
cident of sexual assault including fear 
of negative reactions from peers, im-
pact on reputation, and concern of 
possible repercussions for collateral 
misconduct.

To combat this, the military added a 
requirement for victims to be provided 
with an explanation of the right to con-
sult with an SVC and the availability of 
other legal assistance. Victims must re-
ceive this explanation at the time they 
initially report a sexual assault.

In addition, no one in a victim’s chain 
of command or the accused’s chain of 
command will influence an SVC in pro-
viding legal support to a victim.

“Our efforts are having an impact, 
but there are still many hurdles to over-
comes,” said Army Maj. Gen. Camille 
Nichols, director of the Department of 
Defense Sexual Assault Prevention and 
Response Office. “Reporting the crime 
is essential for our ability to bring care 
and advocacy to survivors, and hold 
offenders appropriately accountable.”

The 2015 Military Investigation 
and Justice Experience Survey, which 
obtained survivor feedback about 
participating in the military justice 

process, showed that most respon-
dents were highly satisfied with the 
support they received. Seventy-seven 
percent said they would recommend 
other survivors come forward to re-
port sexual assault.

It is imperative Army leaders and 
Soldiers, especially sexual assault vic-
tims, have confidence in the military 
justice system, the annual report said. 
Instilling trust and inspiring victims 
to report sexual offenses will assist 
the military in achieving the cultural 
change it desires.

Until then?
“[JAG] is a safe space,” Darville 

said. “People come to legal assistance 
every day for all kinds of reasons so a 
victim does not have to worry about 
disclosing why they are here. People 
can access me without that fear.”

She added, “It is never too early or 
too late to reach out; I can support at 
any point in the process.”

Members of the DOD community 
who have been affected by sexual as-

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Making a difference by crafting heirlooms

The unusual and 
beautiful craft of quilt-
ing has been a vital 
part of the U.S. Army 
Garrison Stuttgart 
community for 25 
years. The work of 
the Black Forest Quilt 
Guild may have gone 
unnoticed to many, 
but it only takes a con-
versation with Guild 
President Danielle 
Greene to set the re-
cord straight.

Greene is a military 
spouse, the mother of 
two girls, and an ex-
perienced, enthusias-
tic needle worker. In 
less than one year, she 
has found a new “ex-
tended family” of 150 
like-minded pals, and a 
source of fun and inter-
cultural engagements 
in the USAG Stuttgart. 

It is also a way to 
give back to the mili-
tary and host-nation 
communities, while 
carrying on a long-
standing tradition.  “A 
quarter century ago, 
the guild was started 
by American ladies, 
who invited local 
counterparts to join 
them at Kelley and 
Patch Barracks. After 
9/11, German mem-
bers could not come 
on base anymore, so 
the “old firehouse”, now 
the Panzer Community 
Club, became their new 
meeting place.” “We still have an origi-
nal local member, Anneliese Preiss. 
She is in her 90s now, lives in the area, 
and still keeps in touch.”

Socializing in a cross-cultural 
environment is a special benefit that 
comes with guild membership. “U.S. 
guild members rotate constantly, so 
our core group of Germans married 
to military retirees provides stabil-
ity.” The latter tend to have a strong 
Swabian background and a somewhat 
different approach to fabric types and 
patterns. 

Because, German members cannot 
make purchases at the Arts and Crafts 

Center and fabric is much costlier on 
the economy, they don’t waste any-
thing and are very creative at making 
great things with scraps. 

The German character of the guild 
is underscored in its name, too, as the 
Black Forest is iconic for Germany in 
the U.S. 

The guild meets every first Friday 
of the month to talk about projects, 
share skills and sew demos. The ac-
tual work, though, is done at their 
weekend gatherings, which also take 
place once a month. “When you are a 
quilter or sewer, there is nothing bet-
ter than being in a group: it gives you 

appreciation,” said Greene. “We are 
grateful to the Garrison that offers us 
a space to work together.”

Guild members return the favor for 
the use of the space. Apart from donat-
ing beautiful handicraft to children’s’ 
hospitals and orphanages in the host-
nation region, they also contribute to 
the Garrison’s community services. 
Greene, for instance, offers free sew-
ing classes at the HUB on Mondays 
from 3:30 to 4:30 p.m. Teenagers can 
learn basic machine-sewing skills and 
complete small project in one ses-
sion, even if they are total beginners. 
Everyone is welcome to attend – boys, 

too. Presently, teens are 
encouraged to make 
Halloween tote bags 
to give to younger 
children, friends and 
neighbors, or thank-
you gifts. As Greene 
puts it, it’s very impor-
tant “to teach how you 
can give back to the 
community.”

This lesson is 
handed down along 
with needle skills. In 
fact, many quilters’ 
daughters become 
members, as well.  “It’s 
such a value for the $35 
membership fee,” re-
marks Green who has 
clearly acquired some 
true Swabian spirit. 
Greene’s eyes beam 
when she talks about 
guild activities and vol-
unteer work. “Quilting 
can touch the life of 
people. I feel like I am 
making a difference 
through my handiwork 
skills, I can incorporate 
what I do in my com-
munity - and we do-
nate hundreds of dol-
lars to local American 
and German charities, 
as well as thousands of 
hours of work.”

It goes without 
saying that the Black 
Forest Quilt Guild 
members are happy 
to exhibit their handi-
work and reach out to 
the general public or 
potential future quil-
ters. Usually, they only 
manage to organize a 
show every other year, 
and their next one was 
planned for 2017. 

A few months ago, however, 
the congress Centers of Böblingen-
Sindelfingen invited them to par-
ticipate in the arts & crafts exhibit 
“KunstGenuss”, one of their yearly 
events. The guild accepted right away: 
“It’s very gratifying to put our work on 
display – and this time it will be off 
base!” On November 5 and 6, 2016, the 
group’s masterpieces will be on display, 
and smaller objects offered for sale at 
the Kongreshalle in Böblingen. 

Military community members 
planning to visit the exhibit will be 
granted free admission by showing 
their military ID card.

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USAG Stuttgart and Stuttgart Airport partner in full scale exercise

� e U.S. Army Garrison Stuttgart 
held  its  annual force protection ex-
ercise, Stallion Shake, in partnership 
with the Flughafen Stuttgart GmbH, 
or Stuttgart Airport, Oct. 22, at the 
airport and at Stuttgart Army Air� eld.

� e U.S. military provides support 
in emergency management all around 
the world, but if a disaster were to 
strike on one of the � ve military in-
stallations in Stuttgart, German host 
nation � rst responders would take 
the lead working together with U.S. 
personnel, and various volunteer re-
sponse teams.

� is was the � rst time the garri-
son has partnered with the Stuttgart 
Airport to conduct  such a  simulated 
emergency incident response training.

“Stallion Shake is our full-scale 
exercise in which we test our capabil-
ity on how we would handle any type 
of emergency response situation that 
would happen  within  our garrison 
footprint. Each year,  we  train on  a 
di� erent installation. � e importance 
is really how we work together; our 
garrison emergency response with 
our host nation emergency response,” 
said USAG Stuttgart Commander Col. 
Glenn K. Dickenson.

Typically, guidance for a military 

garrison full-scale exercise is pro-
vided by the Homeland Security 
Exercise and Evaluation Program. 
Stuttgart Airport’s bi-annual require-
ments  fall in accordance  with the 
International Organization for Air 
Transport (ICAO).   In addition to 
Defense Department evaluators from 
Vicenza, Italy,  the  U.S. Army Europe 
Deputy Commanding General for the 
Army National Guard, Maj. Gen. John 
L.  Gronski, also attended to observe 
the events.

Stallion Shake 2016 was designed 
to assess various aspects of the gar-
rison’s emergency management plan, 
to include communications, random 
antiterrorism measures, intelligence 
information sharing, analysis and the 
AtHoc emergency mass noti� cation 
system.

� e scenario began for USAG 
Stuttgart personnel the evening prior 
to the exercise with a terrorist threat 
that raised the Force Protection 
Conditions (FPCON), and trig-
gered  the need to  increase security 
measures at each of the installation ac-
cess control points. � e garrison also 
deployed an AtHoc recall message to 
stand up an Emergency Operations 
Center to monitor the situation. � e 
EOC is made up of trained person-
nel from each directorate of the gar-
rison to ensure communication � ows 

through the proper command chan-
nels in any emergency situation.

“AtHoc messages do not just go 
out – it creates a dynamic that is in-
ternal to the garrison to handle any 
threat that may arise. We all kick into 
emergency process mode thinking 
about what we need to do next,” said 
Daniel W. Spencer of USAG Stuttgart’s 
Protection Branch.

� e events following covered 
multiple separate training incidents: 
weather, aircra�  in� ight emergency, 
diversion and crash including � re and 
multi-national passenger evacuation.

Minutes a� er the crash on the air-
� eld was reported, host nation airport 
� rst-responders arrived on scene to 
extinguish the � re and initiate the res-
cue and care of the 40 passengers (vol-
unteer actors with simulated injuries) 
on board.

During this training scenario, the 
cause of the crash for airport person-
nel was an obstruction within the 
plane, such as birds in � ight; while for 
USAG Stuttgart, the incident followed 
requirements for a terrorist attack.

 “Today, we are practicing an air-
cra�  that has had an in� ight problem 
and crashed on the runway. � e inter-
national airport � re department, our 
garrison � re department   as well as 
other emergency personnel respond-
ed and collectively worked together,” 

Dickenson said.
� e exercise involved a variety of 

German and American participants to 
include: USAG Stuttgart’s Directorate 
of Emergency Services (Military Police 
and � re� ghters), the 66th Military 
Intelligence Criminal Investigation 
Detachment, the District Government 
Stuttgart, the Stuttgart Airport Fire 
Department, Esslingen County and 
City of Stuttgart � re departments, 
Police Department Reutlingen, volun-
teer emergency services departments 
to include the German Red Cross 
Esslingen-Nürtingen and the German 
Red Cross Stuttgart.

“It’s critical how well we can com-
municate back and forth to support 
each other,” Dickenson said.

At the conclusion of the exercise, 
Dickenson emphasized how the � ow 
of information and interaction be-
tween participants improved in com-
parison to last year.

“� e intent is to keep the strong 
relations with the civilian airport � re 
department…and to continue to im-
prove relations with authorities from 
Esslingen County and townships sur-
rounding SAAF,” said Karl Dörsam, 
USAG Stuttgart’s � re chief.

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A PUMPKIN
CHEESECAKE

It’s delicious!

Ingredients
Crust:
1 1/2 cups of graham cracker crumbs
1 teaspoon of ground cinnamon
1/4 teaspoon of ground mace
4 ounces of melted butter

Filling:
One small to medium pie pumpkin 
(it will need to produce 1 1/2 to 1 3/4 
cups of cooked pumpkin purée)
24 ounces of cream cheese (cultured 
cream cheese adds the most fl avor, if 
you can get it)
3 whole large chicken eggs plus one 
yolk
1/4 cup of full-fat sour cream
1/2 cup of white sugar
1/2 cup of brown sugar
1 teaspoon of ground cinnamon
1/2 teaspoon of ground mace
1/8 teaspoon of sea salt
1/8 teaspoon of ground cloves
2 tablespoons of all-purpose fl our
1 tablespoon of pure vanilla extract

Directions
Heat your toaster oven to 450 de-

grees F.
Split the pie pumpkin in half and re-

move the seeds and stringy stuff. Rub 
each pumpkin half lightly with the 
oil of your choice (walnut oil works 
well for this). Bake until the pumpkin 
is soft all the way through, this should 
take about 45 minutes. Cool slightly, 
then scoop out the cooked pumpkin 
fl esh and purée it in your food proces-
sor. Set aside.

Decrease your toaster oven temper-
ature to 350 degrees F.

Combine the graham cracker 
crumbs, ground cinnamon, ground 
mace and melted butter in a medium 
mixing bowl. Mix well. Press into the 
bottom of a greased 9 inch springform 

pan. Bake for 8 minutes. Set the baked 
crust aside and let cool.

Put the cream cheese into a stand 
mixer fi tted with the beater paddle. 
Beat until completely smooth. Add the 
pumpkin puree. Beat till smooth and 
combined. Add the eggs and the yolk 
one at a time, beating between each 
addition. Add the sour cream, beat 
again. Add the sugar, beat again. Add 
the brown sugar, beat again. Add the 
cinnamon, mace, cloves, sea salt, fl our 
and pure vanilla extract. Beat again.

Pour the fi lling into the prepared 
crust. Bake for one hour, rotating it 
halfway after 30 minutes. Turn the 
toaster oven off, but don’t open it and 
leave the cheesecake in the toaster 
oven for an additional 30 minutes. 
Remove from the toaster oven and let 
cool at room temperature for 2 hours. 
Wrap with plastic wrap and refrigerate 
for 5 hours.

Tips And Suggestions
Check out my other articles to fi nd 

a recipe for homemade whole grain 
graham crackers. They make excellent 
crumbs for the crust.

Put a small cup (oven proof of 
course) of water in the corner of your 
toaster oven while baking the cheese-
cake. This will minimize, but not 
eliminate, the cracks.

Pumpkins make a cheesecake 
incredibly moist. This cheesecake 
will stay moist for days in the re-
frigerator. The fl avors of 
both the cream cheese 
and pumpkin shine 
through. 

One warning: 
if you bake the 
pumpkin cheese-
cake without a 
water bath it will 
likely crack on the 
top. I’m ok with this; I 

think it adds to the rustic, homemade 
look. If the cracks present a problem 
for you, you will need to use a tra-

ditional Bain Marie, or 
water bath, and extend 

the baking time by 
15 minutes. This 
will probably also 
require fi ring up 
your full-sized 
oven; there isn’t 

enough room in 
most toaster ovens 

for a proper water bath.
