Liner Service Continues 
 
 ARC shipping company continues its 
government service liner contract with 
Charleston.  ARC calls Charleston’s TC Dock 
approximately 6 times a month. 
 ARC vessels carry routine cargo, 
sustainment cargo, UAH’s, and occasionally 
unit cargo between Charleston and Europe and 
Charleston and the Middle East.  
 “The vessels work TC Dock, Wharf A, 
and when both are occupied, we work ARC at 
North Charleston Terminal”, said Kristine 
Sports, Contracting Officer Representative. 
 “On occasion, the vessel will work 
downtown at Union Pier at the carrier’s 
discretion when quantity of cargo does not 
warrant a call to TC Dock,” said Sports.  
 According to the ARC website 
www.arrcnet.com, ARC vessels can be 
configured to transport hundreds of 
automobiles, trucks, and military equipment, as 
well as helicopters and break-bulk cargo.

841st Continues MRAP 
Shipments

 The 841st continues to send life-saving 
MRAP vehicles into the CENTCOM theater of 
operations. 
 The first major sealift shipment of 
MRAP vehicles to CENTCOM were shipped 
from TC Dock in December 2007. 
 As of FEB 08, the 841st is closing in on 
reaching the shipment number of 2,000 MRAP 
vehicles.  By March 08, the 841st will have sent 
in 6 months, the same amount of MRAPs that it 
took the Air Force a year to complete. 
 The Secretary of Defense visited the 
MRAP production and shipping facilities in 
Charleston in January 2008.  A member of the 
Secretary of Defense Public Affairs wrote an 
article on the 841st that was published on the 
DOD webpage.
