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each had the intelligence to complete the missions,” said 
Cpl. Destynee Martinez, an intelligence analyst with 
VMFA-251. “I think it taught a lot of our new Marines, 
who maybe this was their first exercise, an idea of the 
mission tempo we operate at while deployed.”

This exercise is the best training for deployments the 
Marines will get, said Kirchner.
