Soldier Readiness paramount 
for Army Reserve Soldiers in 
Pacific Theater

FORT SHAFTER FLATS, Hawaii — The Defense Department 
has a higher expectation of deployability by its forces, said 
Defense Secretary James N. Mattis in February, according to 
the U.S. Department of Defense’s website. 

With that in mind, the Army Reserve’s 9th Mission Support 
Command conducted one of the largest Soldier readiness pro-
cessing events in the Army Reserve at the United States Army 
Reserve Daniel K. Inouye Complex Nov. 2 - 3. 

According to Lt. Col. Raja Kolli, the event’s officer in charge, 
approximately 1,300 Army Reserve Soldiers were processed 
during the two-day event, with approximately 800 of them 
receiving periodic health assessments and 700 receiving dental 
exams, while all 1,300 had their required paperwork checked 
and double checked to ensure they are ready for any pending 
deployment that might arise. 

“We are the first Army Reserve Command to conduct a level 
two SRP using the Active Duty’s MPDVS [Mobilization Plan-
ning Data Viewing System],” said Kolli, who is an operational 
medicine physician in his civilian role. “That system automat-
ically syncs the Soldier’s information in real-time to DEROS 
[Date Estimated Return from Overseas], which enables the 
Regular Army to utilize our Soldiers much quicker than other 
Soldiers from other Commands.” 

The 9th MSC is the most ethnically diverse, geographically 
dispersed command in the U.S. Army Reserve, crossing seven 
time zones, two U.S. States, two U.S. Territories, a Common-
wealth and two foreign countries. 

The need for Soldier readiness is being observed firsthand 
as 9th MSC Soldiers were just mobilized to help with the 
Indo-Pacific and Joint Region Marianas Super Typhoon Yutu 
recovery. The Category 5+ storm devastated the U.S. Com-
monwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands October 24th.

More than 60 Army Reserve Soldiers deployed to Guam, and 
280 to Saipan within the past week.

The 9th MSC’s Chief of Staff, Col. Geoffrey Greene, was 
pleased with the command’s ability to process so many Sol-
diers in a single weekend, proving the Army Reserve is ready 
when needed.

“Soldier readiness is the Chief of Staff of the Army’s number 
one priority,” said Greene. “It’s also the number one priority 
of Lt. Gen. Charles D. Luckey, the commander of the Army 
Reserve, so it’s extremely important to us here at the 9th MSC 
to get our Soldiers ready to do whatever we’re called upon to 
do.” 

An annual SRP generally consists of medical and mental 
health assessments, dental examinations, eye examinations, 
family readiness tasks to ensure all financial benefits are in 
order and a military training checklist. During an SRP, Sol-
diers verify that they have completed all required training and 
briefings to better prepare them for any potential deployments.

“We were called upon to assist in the recovery and restoration 
efforts of those impacted by Super Typhoon Yutu,” added 
Greene. “We have just under 500 Army Reserve Soldiers on 
the islands of Guam, Saipan and Tinian. Out of those 500 we 
had to select 350 based on specific ranks, skillsets and quali-
fications in order to mobilize them. And because our Soldiers 
were medically ready, are trained to perform their specific 
jobs, and they performed the necessary requirements to mobi-
lize, it made the mobilization a rather quick process.”

The remaining 9th MSC units at other locations, e.g. Alaska, 
Korea and Japan, are projected to receive their SRP in coming 
weeks with the entire command completed by Jan., 2019. 

“We do this every year,” said Greene. “We do our best to en-
sure all 3,400 Soldiers within the 9th MSC are ready to deploy 
when needed.”
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Soldiers to be eligible for tuition assistance   	                                       	
							           right after AIT

WASHINGTON — Soldiers will no longer 
have to wait one year after completing their 
Advanced Individual Training to receive tuition 
assistance.

Soon, tuition assistance will be available im-
mediately for Soldiers of all components after 
AIT. This assumes they meet existing eligibility 
requirements and have no flags like disciplinary 
problems or failure of the Army Physical Fit-
ness Test, according to Pamela Raymer, chief, 
Army Continuing Education System, Human 
Resources Command.

Officers who have completed the Basic Offi-
cer Leaders Course and warrant officers who 
have graduated from the Warrant Officer Basic 
Course will immediately be eligible for tuition 
assistance as well, she added.

The second part of the change is that Soldiers 
who wish to pursue a master’s degree will no 
longer have to wait 10 years in order to apply 

for tuition assistance funding, Raymer said. 
Instead, enlisted Soldiers who have success-
fully completed the Advanced Leader Course, 
warrant officers who have graduated from the 
Warrant Officer Advanced Course and officers 
who have graduated from the Captains Career 
Course or equivalent will immediately be eligi-
ble, irrespective of component, she said.

This policy change takes effect Aug. 5, accord-
ing to Army Directive 2018-09 (Army Tuition 
Assistance Policy) of June 6, 2018. The direc-
tive was signed by Secretary of the Army Dr. 
Mark T. Esper.

All other existing tuition assistance policy, such 
as Soldiers being able to take up to 16 semester 
hours each fiscal year at the rate of $250 per 
semester hour, remains the same, Raymer said. 
Unfortunately, less than 20 percent of Soldiers 
in all components use tuition assistance, she 
said.

“We’re hoping this new policy will encourage 
more Soldiers to sign up for tuition assistance, 
as this will help them professionally when 
they’re in the Army and increase their employ-
ability when they separate,” Raymer added.

Raymer suggested that Soldiers in an active 
duty status might want to use tuition assistance 
and save their GI Bill for when they leave the

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658th RSG dedicates Reserve Center 
to Col. Young-Oak Kim

CAMP HUMPHREYS, South Korea — The 658th 
Regional Support Group, 9th Mission Support 

Command, hosted a ribbon-cutting ceremony and dedi-
cated the Armed Forces Reserve Center here to the late 
Col. Young-Oak Kim on Saturday morning.

Kim, a highly decorated Soldier who was assigned, in 
1943, to the 100th Infantry Battalion, 442nd Regimental 
Combat Team, is well known for his courageous par-
ticipation in the Battle of Anzio after he volunteered to 
crawl into no-man’s land in Germany and captured two 
Germans – whose information later helped with the liber-
ation of Rome on June 4, 1944.

“Col. Kim was adamant about his commitment to the 
Army and the Soldiers around him,” said Col. Harry 
B. Hudick, 658th Regional Support Group commander. 
“Those who personally knew him can attest he was a 
man passionate about serving his Nation; he was a leader 
who cared about Soldiers and people.”

Kim’s legacy, however, is not based solely on his con-
tributions to the Army. According to Woo Sung Han, 
award-winning journalist and author of “Unsung Hero,” 
half of Kim’s real story lies in his humanitarian accom-
plishments.

As Kim fought in the front lines of the Korean War, 
Han says Kim took care of 500 orphans for 18-months. 
After his time in service, Kim then dedicated his life to 
helping women of domestic violence, victims of Japan’s 
sexual slavery, senior citizens, children, the underprivi-
leged, and orphans, to name a few.

“He promised to himself that if he survived the war he 
would dedicate his life to the improving the community 
he belonged to,” said Han. “And he kept his promise. 
He was a guardian angel for second-class citizens in the 
peace time.”

Among those present for the ceremony were Maj. Gen. 
Arlan M. DeBlieck, Eight Army deputy commanding 
general of sustainment; Brig. Gen. Douglas Anderson, 
commanding general of the 9th Mission Support Com-
mand; Dyanne McMath, niece of Col. Young-Oak Kim; 
Edward Chang, director of the Young-Oak Center for 
Korean American Studies; and Stephen Kagawa, chair-
man of the board of directors for Go For Broke National 
Education Center.

“I am humbled as the commander to be able to preside 
over this ceremony,” said Hudick. “When our Soldiers 
come to training, they will walk into this building and
