Ever-vigiliant and 
informed: Foreign travel 
briefings at Whiteman AFB

International travel can be exciting. 
Planning the itinerary, making reserva-
tions, buying and packing luggage for the 
various excursions. It is a lot to look for-
ward to.

Before members of Whiteman Air 
Force Base travel outside of the country, 
there is just one more thing they need to 
factor in: a foreign travel briefing.

The Office of Special Investigations 
offers these briefings for anybody who 
works on base who has plans to take 
leave, go on temporary duty (TDY), make 
a permanent move to an international duty 
location or deploy. 

“The travel brief is every Thursday at 2 
p.m.,” said Special Agent Tobiah Kroskob, 
assigned to the Air Force OSI Detachment 
811 at Whiteman. “The brief occurs at our 
building, Building 132 and we ask that 
people just wait in the waiting room until 
an agent comes to grab them.  The brief 
takes approximately 20-30 minutes.”

Kroskob said the ultimate goal of the 
foreign travel briefings is to help Team 
Whiteman become less of a target for 
criminal, terrorist, and foreign intelli-
gence entity collection and crimes. 

There are annual computer training 
requirements service members must com-
plete, but these briefings provide them 
with an additional level of preparedness 
in a world where global threats evolve 
constantly.

“Military personnel are targets for a 
variety of reasons,” said Kroskob. 

She explained that members tend to 
stand out because of their general military 
appearance, including distinctive hair-
cuts and gear such as t-shirts with the Air 
Force or unit logos on it, or even uniform-
print backpacks.

“This tells others right away that we get 
a regular income and probably have items 
worth stealing,” said Kroskob.  “From a 
foreign intelligence entity (FIE) point of 
view, most of us have access to informa-
tion that the general population doesn’t 
have.  So for other countries that are look-
ing for that info, we make a good access 
point.”

Service members must be vigilant and 
protect sensitive information crucial to 
the mission, while avoiding potential per-
sonal harm.

BETHESDA, Md. — Sully, the celebrated yellow Labrador retriever that was the 

service dog of former President George H.W. Bush, has joined the ranks of working dogs 
at Walter Reed National Military Medical Center here.

Inducted by way of a paw shake and through an oath of offi ce given yesterday by Walter 
Reed’s director, Navy Capt. (Dr.) Mark Kobelja, Sully enlisted in the medical center’s 
facility dogs program, in which he will work with disabled inpatients and outpatients.

During his enlistment ceremony at the center’s USO building, Sully was cited as “a 
true patriot” and was enlisted as a Navy hospital corpsman, 2nd class.

Pinning on Sully’s devices were Evan Sisley, personal aide and senior medic to 
President Bush and Navy Petty Offi cer 2nd Class Samantha Murdock, the leading petty 
offi cer for Walter Reed’s Facility Dog Program.
TREMENDOUS IMPACT

The 2-year-old Labrador was by Bush’s side for six months, and it was the Bush 
family’s wish that after the former president’s death, Sully would join the service-dog 
program at Walter Reed. He joins a unit of six other dogs in Walter Reed’s Facility Dog 
Program.

“We appreciate the time he had with the president. Sully made a tremendous impact 
— not only for the president — but his caregivers and the entire [Bush] family,” said 
John Miller, president and chief executive offi cer for America’s VetDogs, where Sully 
was trained to be a service dog.

“Sully’s going to do a great job here at Walter Reed. He’s going to see a patient on 
average every hour,” leaving patients in more cheerful moods, he said.

“He’ll do a lot of things here, but mostly bring smiles to faces,” as a dog with the 
right demeanor, Miller added.

PATIENT VISITS
Sully and the other service dogs at Walter Reed typically visit patients on wards and 

in behavioral health, the brain fi tness clinic, and occupational and physical therapy 
clinics.

The facility dogs at Walter Reed average 2,500 contacts with people and more than 
200 working hours per month collectively, according to a Walter Reed press release. 
Many of the dog handlers are active-duty service members who are trained in a 6-week 
program. The dogs live with a custodian of the program.

Sully, like his six battle buddies, is trained in situational awareness, sitting politely 
for petting, accepting a friendly stranger, walking through a crowd, how to react to 
distractions, entering elevators, how to react to another dog, and various commands.

Spangdahlem AB master sergeant 
wins Spark Tank competition

ORLANDO, Fla.— Master Sgt. Jonathan Maas as-
signed to the 52nd Fighter Wing, Spangdahlem Air Base, 
Germany, was named the 2019 Spark Tank winner during 
the Air Force’s Spark Tank competition at the Air Force 
Association Air Warfare Symposium Feb. 28, in Orlando.

This year’s winning idea was the Joint Chemical Agent 
Detector Renewable Energy Power Supply, which will 
provide uninterrupted chemical agent detection while 
running continuously with minimal user maintenance.

“Originally I wasn’t going to apply for this competi-
tion,” said Maas. “But my buddy continued to push me to 
apply and I’m glad I did because it shows that even those 
ideas you may not think people are going to care about, 
people are going to listen with this type of program.”

Maas’s submission was one of six Spark Tank finalists 
that were showcased to a panel comprised of Secretary 
of the Air Force Heather Wilson, Air Force Chief of Staff 
Gen. David L. Goldfein and Chief Master Sgt. of the Air 
Force Kaleth O. Wright who were also joined by Mark 
Cuban, entrepreneur and Dallas Mavericks owner and 
George Steinbrenner IV, Harding Steinbrenner Racing 
owner.

While the competition has only one winner, other Spark 
Tank ideas received senior leader support to move ahead.

Since its inception in September 2017, the Spark Tank 
competition has been a high-profile, public forum that 
celebrates the innovations of Airmen while identifying 
avenues to increase lethality and cost-effective modern-
ization, pushing boundaries to pursue future technologies 
and recognizing problems and creative solutions.

Wilson began the Air Force’s Spark Tank competi-
tion in September 2017 and has been co-hosted between 
the Airmen Powered by Innovation program and the 
AFWERX innovation ecosystem, which was conducted in 
a multi-step approach starting with participants submit-
ting their ideas through the IdeaScale website.

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Her first, his last: Father and 
daughter deploy together

SOUTHWEST ASIA — It’s very 
common to hear service members thank 
their families for the emotional support 
while they are deployed.

It’s with this support service members 
have found it possible to make it through 
missed anniversaries, birthdays and oth-
er monumental occurrences.

For Chief Master Sgt. Ralph Chandler, 
385th Aircraft Maintenance Squadron 
Det. 2 chief, it was no different, but on 
his most recent deployment, that support 
was a little closer than normal.

As a child, joining the military was 
always something that weighed on his 
mind, especially with his family history 
of making the service commitment and 
his great uncles who made the ultimate 
sacrifice while serving during WWII.

“Growing up knowing that story and 
having a strong connection to it was al-
ways in my mind, as well as my dad who 
was a 30-year U.S. Army Guardsman 
and retired as a Sgt. 1st Class,” Ralph 
said.

So after attending college for a few 
years, he found himself not feeling 
fulfilled and decided to follow in his 

family’s footsteps and joined the active 
duty Air Force.

“I was an aircraft armament sys-
tems specialist,” he explained. “I was a 
weapons loader on F-15s, and soon after 
F-117s.”

It was during this time he and his 
wife, Teresa, would start their family.

While stationed at Holloman Air 
Force Base their family grew, Sarah and 
Alana were introduced to the Air Force 
family.

But, he would face a tough decision 
shortly after the birth of his middle 
child, Alana.

“It was the decision of do I stay in and 
take these orders to Kunsan Air Base, or 
do I get out and go to the Guard,” he 
said.

 
With a family background in the 

guard, he recalled how it was a good 
atmosphere for he and his brothers and 
decided it would be a good way forward 
for he and his family.

In 1994 he would sign with the Ohio 
Air National Guard in Springfield, and 
would retrain as a machinist and welder.

This allowed them to move back 
to their hometown of Norwalk, Ohio, 
where his youngest daughter, Madison, 

would be born.
After a few years at Springfield he 

then transferred to an Air National 
Guard unit in Mansfield, his current duty 
station, and would deploy shortly there 
after.

Deployments would become some-
what frequent for Chandler. One deploy-
ment in particular would stand out more 
for his youngest daughter, Staff Sgt. 
Madison Chandler, 779th Expeditionary 
Airlift Squadron aviation resource 
manager.

She recalled in 2012 when she was a 
sophomore in high school as being one 
of the most difficult. 

“My sister, Alana, was a senior and 
we got to play varsity volleyball togeth-
er,” she said. “Not having our dad there 
was really tough, because he was our 
number one supporter.”

While this time was one that she re-
members vividly, it didn’t steer her away 
from wanting to follow in her father’s 
footsteps.

In the fall of her senior year she ap-
proached her dad with a statement that 
caught him off guard.

“She said, ‘Dad, I think I want to join 
the Guard,’” Ralph explained.

Without hesitation, he offered to 

take her to base to speak with other 
Guardsmen in the career field she was 
thinking about joining, aviation resource 
management.

 
“I met my co-workers, and I remem-

ber just feeling excited and knew that 
was what I wanted to do,” Madison said.

Still in her senior year, she enlisted, 
and in July of 2014 she would be off to 
basic training.

“That was a wake up call to the real-
ization of what I got myself in to,” she 
said with a laugh. “I knew it was going 
to be a challenge, but I knew I was ca-
pable of doing it.”

After basic she would immediately 
head to tech school in November of 
2014.

“He came down to watch me gradu-
ate,” she said as she looked at her Dad. 
“Along with my sister Alana, they sur-
prised me and when I got to see them 
that was the best surprise ever.”

After a few years of going to school 
full time and working in the Guard part 
time, Madison would be notified of her 
first deployment.

Little did she know her dad could 
very well be deploying at the same time.

Ralph had been in an accident and 
was uncertain about his ability to deploy, 
but once he was cleared he prepared for 
‘another’ deployment.

“At first it really didn’t sink in,” 
Ralph said.  “I was like, ‘alright, it’s an-
other deployment and Madison is going 
to be coming over with me’.”

For Madison this provided a little bit 
of insight on what to expect since her 
dad would already be at the location for 
a while before she arrived.

“I was excited, I knew I wouldn’t feel 
homesick with him here,” she explained.

With roughly half of his deployment 
down, it really started to sink in that 
Madison was about to be there with him.

 
“It honestly didn’t hit me until I was here 

and holy moly my daughter is going to be 
here pretty soon,” he explained. “It really 
gave me something to look forward to.”

The days dwindled until the day of 
her arrival.

“Greeting her as she stepped off that 
plane was pretty amazing,” he said with 
a grin.

Joining the Guard provided a chance 
for them to work together and ultimate-
ly serve down range together, which 
brought that family support to the de-
ployed location.

With the possibility of this being 
Chief Chandler’s last deployment, it was 
all the more special knowing he was here 
for his daughter’s first.

The proud family tradition of service 
for the Chandlers will be in steadfast 
hands with Madison.
