Pilots Sought In New Program 

Pilots are in demand 
by the Air Force Reser­
ves. 

And, enlisted men in 
the 937th are eligible 
to apply for admission 
in the program. 

According to Ca pt. 
Bobby Gonshor, personnel 
officer for the 937th, 
the unit is pushin~ re­
cruitment under the re­
serves' new Undergradu­
ate Pilot Traini~ Pro­
gram which offers the 
college graduate a 
c hance to be an officer, 
a reservist and a pilot. 

The enlisted man now 
in the reserves would 

obligate himself for a 
five-year stay in the 
reserves following his 
completion of pi 1 o t 
training . 

One of the greatest 
benefits of the program, 
Gonshor stressed, 1s 
that the pilot candidate 
will have to spend only 
12 weeks or his obliga­
tion outside Oklahoma. 

Those 12 weeks are 
spent 1n Officers Train­
ing School 1n San Anton­
io. 

Gonshcr said the pilot 
candidate can choose his 
pilot training school. 

"If he chooses t he pi-

lot's s chool at Vance 
Air Force Base 1n Enid, 11 

Gonshor explained, "he 
will spend only 12 weeks 
outside Oklahoma." 

Time spent on active 
duty, Gonshor noted, 
will depend on the stu­
dent's capacity to per­
form 1n the pilot train­
ing school and 1n his 
additional training with 
the local unit. 

After the p 1 1 o t 's 
school, the new second 
lieutenant will be assi­
gned to active duty tra­
ining on the 9J7th's new 
aircraft, the C-lJO. 

The remainder of the 

service obligation will 
be spent on reserve sta­
tus. 

Applicants for th• 
program, Gonshor said. 
must be a college grad• 
uate or within a f e • 
months of graduat1~. 

They must also be able 
to complete a rigorous 
physical and aptitude 
testing program. 

Candidates cannot be 
more than 27 years 014 
at the time of induction 
into the Air Force Re­
serves. 

Further information 
can be gained from Capt. 
Gonshor.

Jenkins Takes New Command 

Col . Cecil Jenkins 

Col. Cecil T. Jenkins 
has moved from commander 
of the 937th to command­
er of the 94 Military 
Airlift Wing at L.G. 
Hnasc omb Field at Bed­
ford, Mass. 

Jenkins took over the 
command of the 937th in 
the fall of 1969. 

Jenkins came to the 
937th from duties as 
deputy commander of op­
erations for the 44Jrd 
Military Airlift Wing at 
Kelly Air Force Base , 
Texas. 

He praised the 937th 
a s "one of the best-man­
ned units in the Air 
For ce Reserve program." 

Col. Jenkins was born 
in Lott , Texas, on March 
2, 1921, and was gradua-
ted from Chi lton (Texas) 
Hi~h School in 1940 0 

He attended Southwest 
Texas State College and 
was graduated w 1 t h a 
degree 1n business in 
1949. 

Jenkins Joined the Air 
Force cadets in 1942 and 

received his commiss ion 
and pilot's wings in 
June, 1944 , at Foster 
Field in Texas, begin­
ning his fighter pilot 
career. 

In 1945 Jenkins was 
assigned overseas t o the 
Fifth Air Force , 68th 
Fighter Squadron, where 
he served as a P-47 pi­
lot and assistant arma­
ment offi cer . 

While serving in the 
f a c ific , his unit wa s 
moved to the Philippines 
Okinawa and on to Jape.n 
·9.fter the war. 

In Japan Jenkins was 
assigned to the 7th Fi­
gther squadron oft he 
fam ous 49th Fighter 
Group , where he s erved 
as the Group Transporta­
tion officer and later 
as a flight commander. 

On his return from ov­
erseas, Col. Jenkins was 
released from active du­
ty in 1946.

In Oct., 1968, he was 
selected , while still on 
a ctive duty, to fill the 
position of director o f 
operations and training 
for the 44Jrd Military 

Airlift Wing and assumed 
those duties on June 2, 
1969. 

Jenkins served 1n that 
capacity until Sept. 29, 
1969, when he was selec ­
ted to c ommand the 937th
