Nearly six months to 
the day since they bid 
farewell to their families 
and friends, the Marines 
and sailors of the 22nd 
Marine Expeditionary 
Unit (Special Operations 
Capable) returned home 
to their bases in North 
Carolina Tuesday and 
Wednesday. 

The unit's six-month 
deployment as the land-
ing force for 
Expeditionary Strike 
Group 8 took the unit to 
the European and 
Central Command the-
aters and thrust its war-
riors into the front lines 
of the war on terror. 

For two months, the 

MEU launched an 
aggressive counterinsur-
gency campaign in Iraq's 
volatile Al Anbar 
province alongside ele-
ments of the Iraqi army 
and under the auspices 
of the 2nd Marine 
Division. The 22nd 
MEU (SOC)'s thirteen 
named operations result-
ed in a number of insur-
gents killed, dozens 
more detained, and tons 
of arms, ordnance and 
ammunition confiscated 
and destroyed. 

These successes were 
not without sacrifice as 
39 Marines were 
wounded and three oth-
ers killed during opera-
tions in Iraq. Cpl. 
Orville Gerena, Lance 
Cpl. David S. Parr and 

Pfc. Jacob D. Spann 
were killed Feb. 6 when 
their vehicle struck an 
improvised explosive 
device near the ancient 
Iraqi town of Hit, where 
the MEU had estab-
lished a forward operat-
ing base and series of 
combat outposts. 

Following its tour in 
Iraq, the MEU became 
the strategic reserve 
for Central Command 
and went on to take 
part in Exercise Image 
Nautilus, a bi-lateral 
training exercise under-
taken alongside elements 
of the armed forces of 
Djibouti, a vital 
American ally in the 
Horn of Africa region.

10 terrorists killed; suicide vests, weapons destroyed

BAGHDAD, Iraq — 
Coalition forces killed 10 ter-
rorists, three of them wearing 
suicide vests, and wounded one 
at approximately 1:30 a.m. 
Tuesday at a safe house located 
approximately 40 kilometers 
southwest of Balad, Iraq, while 

searching for an Al-Qaida ter-
rorist leader. 

Upon the troops' arrival, a 
terrorist sleeping while on 
guard outside the safe house 
woke up and attempted to 
engage the assault troops with a 
pistol. The terrorist was shot 
before he could fire his weapon. 
As the wounded terrorist fell 
backward, he reached toward 

his chest and detonated a sui-
cide vest. None of the assault 
troops were harmed in the 
explosion. 

Meanwhile, the troops killed 
nine other terrorists, seven who 
exited the safe house during the 
fight and two who were killed 
inside. Two of the nine terror-
ists were wearing suicide vests, 
but the troops killed these 

bombers before either could 
detonate his vest. 

The terrorists had grenades, 
rifles, a pistol, ammunition, 
explosives, a machine gun and 
suicide vests in their posses-
sion. The troops found $1,000 
in U.S. currency on one terror-
ist. And after the suicide 
bomber detonated his vest, they 
noticed hundreds of scattered 

pieces of charred U.S. bills. 
The safe house and all lethal 

material, including two remain-
ing suicide vests, grenades, 
weapons, explosives and blast-
ing caps were destroyed. The 
injured terrorist was medically 
evacuated to Balad for further 
medical care. No civilians were 
located in or nearby this safe 
house. • 

Politics help 
defeat insurgents 
in Iraq, Rice says

WASHINGTON — Recent political progress in Iraq will 
help defeat the insurgency there, Secretary of State Condoleezza 
Rice said Sunday. 

"You defeat an insurgency through politics, not just through 
military force. The Iraqis have gone out and voted three times, 
and they now have a permanent government. That's a sign 
progress," Rice said on CBS's Face the Nation. 

During last week's first-ever joint trip to Iraq with Defense 
Secretary Donald Rumsfeld, Rice said, the country's new lead-
ers said they wanted to take on more responsibility in the secu-
rity realm. 

"We talked with the Iraqi leadership. ...They want to be able 
to take responsibility for their own security, and we want them 
to take responsibility," she said during an earlier appearance this 
morning on ABC's This Week with George Stephanopoulos. 

The secretary said this was already beginning to happen, as

Rice, Rumsfeld brief President 
on joint visit to fertile crescent

to WASHINGTON — After traveling 
Baghdad last week to meet with 
Iraq's newly chosen leaders, 
Secretary of State Condoleezza 
Rice and Defense Secretary 
Donald H. Rumsfeld Monday 
briefed President George W. Bush 
on their impressions. 

Bush thanked the two Cabinet 
officers for making the trip, noting 
that he didn't think phone calls 
were enough to demonstrate to the 
new Iraqi leaders the extent of 
U.S. support for their new unity 
government. 

"I had spoken to them on the 
phone, but I thought it was very 
important for both secretaries to 
go firsthand, to be there with the leadership to 
say we're supporting them," the President said. 
"It's very important for these two senior offi-
cials to sit down with these new folks and say, 
'You have our support, and we want you to suc-
ceed.'" 

Bush said both secretaries reported the new 
leaders are optimistic, energetic and eager to

succeed. "And that's really important for the 
American people to know, that we've got part-
ners in this effort who are dedicated to a unified 
Iraq and dedicated to putting a government 

together that is one that will repre-
sent all the Iraqi people," the 
President said. 

The country's new prime min-
ister, president and parliament 
speaker know they face a difficult 
road, Bush said. "It's a govern-
ment that understands they've got 
serious challenges ahead of them," 
he said. "And the three leaders 
spoke to Secretary Rice and 
Secretary Rumsfeld about their 
need to deploy the growing 
strength of the Iraqi security 
forces in such a way as to defeat 
the terrorists and the insurgents. 
And we will continue to support 

them in that effort." 
Bush said Rice and Rumsfeld also reported 

discussions about establishing control over 
militias and other unauthorized armed groups, 
enforcing the rule of law, rebuilding infrastruc-
ture and strengthening Iraq's economy and

"It's a relief to know that 
these men are out of the game," 
said Cpl.

"I think we 
put a dent in the insurgency in 
the area tonight." 

A group of Iraqi soldiers 
accompanied the Marines on 
the raid. The "jundis" - the 
Arabic name for junior enlisted 
Iraqi soldiers - advanced in 
with the Marines, incorporated 
in their ranks. It was the latest 
in a series of operations 
Marines and Iraqis teamed 
together. 

"We integrated soldiers from 
the Iraqi army," Hopkins said. 
"I couldn't have asked them to 
perform any better." 

The night's raid was satisfy-
ing for Company B Marines. 
They've suffered casualties to 
small-arms and IED attacks, a 
lingering threat for every 
Marine near Fallujah. There 
was a measure of justice meted 
out for their fellow Marines 
along with knowing they got 
the right insurgents.

BANI DA HAR, Iraq — It 
was pitch dark when four 
insurgents were captured in 
the town of 3,000, nestled 
along the Euphrates River in 
Iraq's A1 Anbar province. 

With the prisoners secured 
and on their way to a deten-
tion facility; Iraqi soldiers 
celebrated the achievement 
with stoic professionalism. 

They're proud of the fact 
more insurgents are off the 
streets of this town and that 
they captured the bandits 
without the assistance of the 
Marines - which has been an 
uncommon occurrence in the 
few years since the end of 
Saddam, Hussein's regime in 
2003. 

"We are sending a message 
to the insurgents," said 
"Ahmed," one of the Iraqi 
soldiers involved in the cap-
ture of the four insurgents. 
"There is a new sheriff in 
town." 

In recent months, the sol-
diers - all from 2nd Battalion, 
2nd Brigade, 7th Iraqi Army 
Division - have demonstrated 
their ability to operate with-
out the assistance of Coalition 
Forces, said Staff Sgt. Mike 
Wear, intelligence chief 
assigned to the Military 
Transition Team. 

Moreover, coalition forces 
say the Iraqis' latest success-
ful counterinsurgency opera-
tion is indicative of their 
overall progress in recent 
months. 

They have independently 
raided insurgent hideouts, 
located weapons caches and 
set up traffic control points to 
catch insurgents transporting 
weapons in the past few 
months. 

"I believe that with the 
progress they are making with 
us and the [Marines] in the 
province, these soldiers will 
be ready to take over their 
battle space in six to eight 
months," said Lt. Col. Owen 
Lovejoy, senior advisor for 
2/2/7's military transition 
team. 

Most importantly, the sol-
diers have given a sense of 
security to local residents, 
according to Mohamed, who 
enlisted in the Iraqi Army just 
recently. 

Moreover, residents feel 
the Iraqi soldiers from 2/2/7 
are providing that security, 
instead of relying solely on 
Coalition Forces for such pro-
tection, said Mohamed. 

The recent successful 
counterinsurgency operation 
by the Iraqi soldiers, dubbed 
Operation Bani Da Har, was 
the fourth fully independent 
operation Iraqi soldiers have 
conducted since February, 
according to the Military 
Transition Team responsible 
for mentoring the fledgling 
Iraqi Army unit. 

The soldiers' recent 
accomplishments have led Lt. 
Col. Owen Lovejoy, 42, sen-
ior advisor assigned to the 
Transition Team, to believe

GHARMAH, Iraq — A 
sniper team from 1st Battalion, 
1st Marine Regiment's Company 
B, collected several confirmed 
kills and spoiled an insurgent 
ambush during one recent day's 
fighting. 

The team stepped up to even 
the odds and took out insurgents 
when Company B ran into a 
series of firefights in the small 
city north of Fallujah. They are on 
duty in Iraq with Regimental 
Combat Team 5. 

"It's very important to the 
grunts here to feel they have over-
watch looking out for them," said 
Cpl. Jacob D. Betts, a 30-year-old 
radio operator from Tyro, Kan. 

The snipers watched a road in 
the city north of Fallujah when 
the attack started. The insurgent 
attack, meant to kill and drive 
Marines out of the area, was 
turned on its heels when snipers 
drew their crosshairs on their tar-
gets. 

"It was chaos when the explo-
sions were heard," said Lance 
Cpl. Patrick T. Nolan, the 19-
year-old security team leader 
from Fayetteville, N.C. "People 
on the streets were running away 
from the sounds of gunfire."

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The snipers oriented them-
selves to the sounds of the fight 
when one insurgent carrying an 
AK-47 assault rifle ran clear into 
the snipers' line of fire. The 
Marines shared glances and 
instinctively knew what had to be 
done. 

"The first guy came in to view 
wearing what looked like a black 
ninja suit," Betts explained. 
"Once he was in sight, a wave of 
insurgents followed." 

The team leader led the 
snipers' repulsion with the first 
shot cracking through the air. 
Volley after volley echoed from 
the muzzles of the sniper's 
rifles. Their aim was true. 
Insurgents were dropping in 
their tracks, never knowing what, 
hit them. 

"Some fell where they were, 
but some kept moving," Nolan 
said. "Later the grunts on the 
ground found adrenaline and 
syringes where the insurgents 
were." 

The afternoon's fight was 
hardly over. With the sound of 
the last shot ringing in their ear, 
the team of Marines spied anoth-
er danger lurking. Several insur-
gents, armed with rocket-pro-
pelled grenades and assault

The southern California-based Marine battal-
ion provided security for those in the meeting and 
will assist the Iraqi Government by ensuring the 
Iraqi border patrols are beefed up, adding securi-
ty for the refugees, according to Maj. Mart Good, 
the battalion's operations officer and 33-year-old 
Andrews, Texas, native. 

While the Marines have beefed up security 
measures, it has been the Iraqi Government; 
which has taken the lead in ensuring the refugees 
have provisions and security at the camp. 

"Iraq's got the lead," said Good. "When we 
first got out there, [the Iraqi colonel] asked us 
what we wanted him to do, but we told him 
' I his is your show.'" 

"We are here to keep everyone talking and 
help facilitate the next step," added Yount. "Until 
[a solution is found], all we can do is to continu-
ally give humanitarian assistance and support." 

While the refugees' fate is undecided, many 
have not given up hope that they will be allowed 
to eventually cross into Jordan, where some have 
family. 

"My wife is a Jordanian citizen and even she 
wasn't let in," said Taha, another refugee. "Her 
parents, grandparents, brothers and sisters all live 
there." 

After refusing the Iraqis passage into Jordan, 
the Jordanian government closed the port of entry 
into Iraq and reinforced their guard with extra 
troops, trucks and tanks to prevent any crossing 
from happening, according to Col. Mohammad 
Abas, the acting director of the Iraqi border 
authority. 

"The refugees were treated poorly and insult-
ed by the Jordanian authorities so we gave them 
a place to stay and some assistance," said Abas. 
"It is our duty to do so." 

While many of the refugees left Baghdad to 
escape violence and persecution, many have their 
own stories to tell about intimidation by local 
criminals. 

Through an interpreter, one man recounted his 
decision to move his family out of Baghdad -
"Some men told us to leave or there would be hell 
to pay, we shrugged it off until a man who lived 
not far from us was killed — it was time for us to 
g o " 

The refugees abandoned their homes in 
Baghdad by their own admission, but many knew 
their chances of entering Jordan without proper 
documentation was slim, according to Yount. 

Instead, many of the refugees hoped to get the 
attention of international agencies, like the U.N., 
he said. 

Attention was exactly what they got - the bor-
der was closed, prohibiting anyone and every-
thing from crossing the border, to include deliv-
ery trucks and even people seeking medical help, 
which Abas described as an international incident 
- which is why the U.N. got involved, he said. 

"Luckily, no medical emergencies occurred, 
because the next closest medical facility is [110 
miles away] in Rutbah," he said. 

The border was opened back up, but not to the 
inhabitants of the refugee camp. Also, the continu-
ous attention at the border due to the refugees' 
presence requires solutions to a few problems 
which are hoped to be solved during the next meet-
ing. 

"This isn't the right place for the group - it is too 
crowded and there are a lot of trucks coming

through, this is not a suitable place especially with 
all of the children," said Abas. 

The Iraqi Border Authority wants to establish a 
new camp two kilometers away from the port of 
entry, so the refugees can be better protected, he said. 

"I am asking for an urgent solution. Our sum-
mer season is coming up and it is very harsh," 
said Abas. 

The current camp, though, "isn't that bad," 
according to Taha. 

"[My family and I] could use a better tent," as 
he pointed to water that had leaked inside the tent 
during recent rainstorms. "But overall, not bad. 
We have a good supply of food and our water 
tanks are filled every day or so." 

At least some of the refugees are opposed to 
the idea of relocating, though. Through an inter-
preter, one refugee complained that if they move 
to the proposed location, they will fall off the 
Iraqi Government's radar and eventually be left 
to their own devices to survive. 

For better or for worse, if a new camp is built, 
it would be an incentive for more Palestinians to 
flee Baghdad because they would have some-
where to run away from the violence, according 
to Abas. 

"We expect about 450 people to eventually get 
here," said Abas. "Because of the threat of vio-
lence and bloodshed, they are leaving. It's not 
safe [in Baghdad],"•

Burnett commended the quick action of 
his driver and his vehicle commander, 
Lance Cpl. Wrangler Haws, and Cpl. Scott 
Campbell, for maintaining their compo-
sure and reacting without hesitation to 
assess the situation and keep their vehicle 
from falling in the hole. 

"Those two guys are incredible," he 
said. "I have the utmost confidence in 
them now, because that was the biggest 
IED we'd ever seen. Once I saw them 
operating and keeping their bearing, now I 
understand how hard it is." 

The battalion enforces an order that 
Marines stay as protected as possible 
whenever they leave base, requiring body 
armor covering every essential organ, 
including the eyes. Marines wear Kevlar 
helmets, Kevlar-lined outer protective 
vests with enhanced small-arms protective 
inserts completely surrounding the upper 
body. There's also neck and groin guards. 
Fire-retardant gloves and ballistic-rated 
eyeglasses are among the list Marines 
must wear, despite the heat and chores 
they take on. 

Turrett gunners like Burnett wear even 
more. They're completely covered with 
added protection against blasts. 

"Though their gear is heavy, with the 
chest plates, side SAPIs, throat protectors, 
and 'eye-pro,' all that stuff is invaluable," 
said 1st Sgt. Roy West, the company first 
sergeant. "And as we go through this 
deployment, the younger Marines are 
learning how important it is to wear the 
gear. The 'eye pro' that they're using now 
is worth its weight in gold." 

West, who is originally from Houston, 
said the battalion emphasizes the phrase 
"complacency kills" to every one of its 
Marines for their own safety. 

"As soon as you start relaxing and say-
ing 'I don't need to wear eye-pro,' that 
will be the day you get blinded," he said. 
"It's very important that we stress that to 
the young Marines, and they're learning 
it." 

Burnett said that while his glasses 
saved his eyes, his fellow Marines gave 
him confidence in their ability to protect 
each other in future incidents. 

"I didn't really do anything except take 
the blast," he said. "Haws and Cpl. 

Campbell saved the day. They're definite-
ly on my Christmas list." 

Burnett was in high school when 
Darkhorse pushed through Fallujah during 
Operation A1 Fajr in November 2004. He 
said he'd thought about becoming a 
Marine all his life, but the breaking point 
came during a high school history class. 

"Every history book I'd ever read in 
high school said Beirut was a political 
war," he said. "My dad was in Beirut, and 
that's how I was educated about it. I was 
the only kid in my high school who knew 
that 248 Marines died there on October 23, 
1984." 

Burnett said he decided he couldn't do 
anything about the history books, but 
could at least be around people who cared. 

A football injury from his days at 
Greenbrier High School delayed Burnett 
from enlisting in the Marine Corps. A 
series of physical therapists and doctors 
examined him, but the screws and cable in 
his left leg almost ended his plans to enlist. 
His first obstacle was at the Military 
Entrance Processing Station. 

"Nobody at MEPS wanted to sign the 
waiver forms when they saw the pins," he 
said. "They said there was no way." 

Burnett's recruiter sent waiver papers 
to a recruiter in Texas, then Louisiana, 
then Virginia, where a general officer 
authorized his enlistment. His father, Sgt. 
Maj. James Burnett Sr., the sergeant major 
for Battalion Landing Team, 1st Battalion, 
4th Marine Regiment had recently 
returned from serving in Iraq last year 
when his son signed the enlistment papers. 

He's currently deployed again with his 
battalion as part of the 11th Marine 
Expeditionary Unit (Special Operations 
Capable). He offered his thoughts in an e-
mail exchange. 

"Of course I was very proud of his 
decision to join the Marine Corps," 
Burnett Sr. said. "He made that decision 
early in life without any coaching or spe-
cific direction." 

The junior Burnett became a squad 
leader in boot camp, graduated the School of 
Infantry on Camp Pendleton and received 
orders to 3rd Battalion, 5th Marine 
Regiment in 2005.

AAVs keep Darkhorse 
grunts in mission

CAMP SMITTY. Iraq — It's not a 
quiet ride inside the belly of these metal 
beasts, but when transporting Marines 
through enemy territory, safety is com-
fort. 

Marines of Company I, 3rd Battalion, 
5th Marine Regiment employ heavily 
armored amphibious assault vehicles 
from 2nd Assault Amphibian Battalion, 
Company D, for safe passage as they con-
duct security and stability operations in 
nearby Ferris Town. 

"Right now we're supporting them 
with Quick Reaction Force, daytime 
patrols with amphibious vehicles, raids 
and whatever else they need," said 
Gunnery SgL Matthew Shields, a 35-
year-old platoon sergeant from Denver. 

The Camp Lejeune-based platoon 
assumed complete responsibility for the 
vehicles and their mission recently. The 
"amtracks" are the wild ride that keeps 
the Marines safe as they move about the 
region. 

"Our mission is to support Company I 
in their patrols "whenever they go on 
patrols and any mission they deem suit-
able for amtracks." said 28-year-old Staff 
SgL Henry Salgado from Queens, N.Y., a 
section leader lor AAV Platoon. "We 
maintain them and keep them up to sup-
port the company. It's a busy job." 

The AAV's heavy metal tracks allow it 
to go places a Humvee can't, with more 
space to transport Marines for missions 
that require a quick insertion. The bigger 
size also spells thicker armor, a benefit 
Marines recognize. 

"I know I feel safe when I'm riding 
around in them," said Cpl. Ashlin Day, a 
Weapons Platoon machine gunner from 
Copper Canyon, Texas. 

Maintaining these machines is no 
small task. Mechanics work without 
power tools, turning wrenches and check-
ing vehicles from top to bottom to make 
sure they're fit for the mission. 

"Every bit of work that happens on the 
amtrack is all manual labor," said CpL 
Randy Griffith, an AAV operator from 
Forty Fort, Pa. "Every last bit of it." 

Griffith said since amtracks are essen-
tial to the mission, the labor is w orth the 
extra hours. 

~If we can't do our job, every one else 
can't do theirs, so working is no big 
deal," he said. 

Cpl. Bry an Shay, a machine gun sec-
tion leader with Weapons Platoon, 
described a recent mission in the city 
using the amtracks. "They held the outer 
cordon and pro\ided security' around the 
she with .50-cals and MK-19's while the 
Marines went inside, caught a high value 
target insurgenL" explained Shay, a 22 
year old from Littleton, Colo. 

"Our sole concern is that Company I 
can get in that town over there," said 
Griffith a 25 year old. "If something 
breaks, we could be up until four in the 
morning fixing iL" 

The platoon will continue to support 
Company I on a daily basis throughout 
the deployment, working to accomplish 
the mission while forging a bond with the 
other Marines. 

"It's a good relationship," Shields 
said. "Things have been fine since we've

Marines aid Iraqis on paving route to stable ®FROM7A

FALLUJAH, Iraq — Iraqis 
here are looking to pave their 
way to a more prosperous 
future with the help of some 
Marines. 

"New England's Own" 
Marines are working with Iraqi 
engineers to help reopen a local 
asphalt factory . 

"The Iraqi people had a 
desire to reestablish an asphalt 
factory , in the city, that was 
damaged during the war," said 
Ma]. Richard R. Russo, execu-
tive officer, 1st Battalion. 25th 
Marine Regiment, Regimental 
Combat Team 5. 

Iraqi engineers voiced plans 
to bring the asphalt factory 
back to life during a recent 
Fallujah city council meeting. 
A team of Marines was 
launched lo the site in eastern 
Fallujah to survey the area and 
coordinate with Iraqi engineers. 

"Basically we are looking to 
see w hat the factory would need 
lo become operational again," 
said Staff Sgt Erik A. Chism. a 
platoon guide with Company B. 
1st Combat Engineer Battalion. 
"1 was checking the composi-
tion of the soil. If we build a 
road out there, we need to 
make sure the soil is stable to 
keep the erosion level down." 

Iraqi engineers were exited 
to sec that the Marines were 
there to help with the process. 

"This factor) is going to 
benefit the people of Fallujah 
very much," said Iraqi 
Engineer Waleefe, who helped 
head the project. 

Plans w ere discussed 
between Iraqi Police. Marines 
and the Fallujah officials to 
clear way for a new road into 
the factory. The road would 
alleviate some of die traffic on 
the main road in the city and 

allow the factory workers to 
drive directly into their com-
plex. 

"The old road going into the 
complex in unavailable to use 
because of security," said 
Russo, from Beverly, Mass. 

Iraqi engineers brought in 
heavy equipment to start mov-
ing dirt and clearing a path for 
the road. The crew also started 
to form security berms around 
the complex to help stop 
incoming threats. 

"It is nice to be able to help 
the local people out with our 
expertise in showing them how 
to make things more secure," 
said Chism, a 30 year old from 
Centerville, Ala. "This is just a 
stepping stone. [It] lets us 
know that they are in the 
process of rebuilding the city 
on their own." 

Iraqi Police agreed to help 
provide security for the work-
ers at the plant. There are con-
cerns in Fallujah, though, that 
aren't the norm at U.S. con-
struction sites. For instance, 
security a job site in the 
United States means protecting 
against theft. Here. Marines 
and Iraqis discussed ways to 
communicate between them-
selves and engineers in case of 
an attack. 

"We need radios and 
guards," Waieeb explained. 
"The workers here need to be 
safe." 

Marines noted the requests 
of the Iraqis to help the factor) 
project get underway. 

"There is a lot of work to be 
done." Chism said. "With the 
asphalt factory up and running 
though, they can start repaving 
the roads in the city and mak-
ing it a better place " 

"Bringing the factory online 
is another step in bringing eco-
nomic stability to the people of 
Fallujah." Russo added. •

Baseball is said to be 
the nation's pastime and 
her passion is probably. 
football, but neither of 
these popular American 
athletic endeavors can 
claim half of the history 
of North America's 
original team sport; 
lacrosse. 

Historic documents 
suggest that Native 
Americans have been 
playing lacrosse in some 
form or another since 
the 15th century. French 
fur trappers and Jesuit 
missionaries in the 
region of Quebec, 
Canada are said to have 
been the first Europeans 
to witness Indians play-
ing the game. Early 
lacrosse games involved 
hundreds and even thou-
sands of players, each 
carrying one or two 
sticks with a leather 
pouch or mesh basket 
attached to the end to 
scoop up and carry a 
ball made of hard wood. 
Team members would 
range across the coun-
tryside for miles and 
play for days on end in 
an effort to deposit 
through ball a goal more 
times than their oppo-
nents. 

With modern inno-
vations in equipment 
and rules, lacrosse 
has remained a popu-
lar second-tier sport 
in much of the 
Northeast and upper 
Midwest . A fast-
paced, hard-hi t t ing 
hybrid of soccer, foot-
ball and hockey, 
lacrosse is the official sport of 
Canada and has won converts 
around the globe. 

The National Football 
League's great running back, 
Jim Brown, played lacrosse at 
Syracuse University and admit-
ted that, given a choice, he pre-
ferred it to football. 

With endorsements like that, 
there is little wonder at lacrosse's 
growing popularity, especially in. 
areas of the country that have lit-
tle or no tradition in the sport. 

This spring, that growth has 
reached all the way to 
Jacksonville, with the start up of 
the Onslow Youth Lacrosse

League. 
Michelle Leonard's children 

grew up playing lacrosse when the 
family lived in Newport, R.I. 
When the Leonards recently 
moved to Onslow County and 
found that the nearest youth 
lacrosse leagues were as far away as 
New Bern and Havelock, they took 
it upon themselves to introduce the 
sport to Jacksonville. The reception 
has been nothing short of remark-
able. 

"There's so much interest in 
lacrosse in this area, especially with 
so many military families moving 
here from parts of the country 
where it's popular," said Leonard. 

"The season is a month old and 
we're still signing kids up - once 
they try it, they love it." 

With the help of several volunteer 
coaches (many of them active-duty 
Marines who played in high school 
and college), Leonard organized 
three introductory clinics over the 
winter to generate local interest in the 
league. When registration opened in 
March, 90 players signed-up to fill 
out three boys' teams and one girls' 
side. 

"It's a very fast sport to pick up," 
said John Sarno, who coaches the 
boys under-13 squad. "It takes 
about a season to get the basic 
skills, but after that, you can start 

getting into the techni-
cal aspects of things 
like setting picks and 
running set plays." 

Due to its physical 
nature, lacrosse players, 
especially in the men's 
format, are required to 
wear protective gear, 
including a helmet and 
upper-body armor. The 
start-up cost to equip 
young players starts at 
around $200, according 
to Leonard, 

To offset the expen-
diture for children who 
are trying out the sport 
for the first time 
(which includes all but 
four of this year's play-
ers), the league quali-
fied for an equipment 
grant to help kids who 
are starting from 
scratch. 

New players can reg-
ister and receive every-
thing they will need 
except a stick for SI50. 
As the season has pro-
gressed, Leonard said 
that many families are 
investing in their own 
equipment. "Once the 
kids fmd out how much 
they love the sport, 
they want their own 
gear." 

Lincoln Vogler, who 
plays for the U-13 boys 
team, is one of the few 
veteran lacrosse players 
in the league. He 
already knew before the 
season that he had a 
passion for the sport 
and he said he hopes 
that others will give it a 
try. 

"When we lived in 
Quantico, Va., my 
next-door neighbor 
got me interested in 
said Vogler, who has 

been playing for the last three 
years. "I like sports that are fast 
and have contact. Some of my 
friends who play football and like 
the contact should play lacrosse -
it's my favorite sport." 

"Hie Onslow Youth Lacrosse 
league will remain open through-
out the season to anyone who wish-
es to join.

FOXBOROUGH, Mass. 
(AP) — Clint Dempsey drib-
bled slowly1 up the left side of 
the field then accelerated past a 
defender and kicked the ball. 

One of America's top soccer 
players smacked it off the left 
post in a recent scrimmage for 
the New England Revolution 
against Harvard. His former 
college coach had seen moves 
like that many times. 

"His creativity is incredi-
ble," Furman coach Doug 
Allison said. "He's a complete 
player." 

So complete, in fact, that 
Dempsey - an aggressive, 
entertaining player known for 
his unique goal celebrations -
could soon be using his skills 
against the world's best. He has 
a solid shot at being named to 
his first U.S. World Cup team 
when coach Bruce Arena 
announces the roster Tuesday. 

"He's very competitive in 
training and in games," Allison 
said. "His intensity is very good 
and sometimes it spills over, as 
you can tell." 

Joe Franchino still has a 
chipped tooth to prove it. 

Dempsey and Franchino, 
teammates on the Revolution, 
scuffled during an intrasquad 
scrimmage March 13. 

"I just got a blatant elbow to 
the face and I confronted him 
about it and he turned around 
and he popped me," said 
Franchino, captain of the Major 
League Soccer team and anoth-
er intense player. 

After the punch, they went 
to the ground and continued 
grappling before teammates 
quickly broke them up. 

"They're two very competi-
tive players," said Revolution 
forward Taylor Twellman, who 
also could make the World Cup 
team. "Practices are competi-
tive, so it's hard to knock that. 
There's a fine line. You have to 
practice like it's a game." 

The Revolution suspended 
Dempsey for two weeks and 
the scrap cost him a spot on 
the U.S. team that played in 
Dortmund against Germany 
on March 22. He was con-
cerned that it might affect his 
chances of playing in the 
World Cup in Germany where 
the United States has its first 
game June 12 against the 
Czech Republic. 

"You're always concerned 
about what's going to happen, 
but what was done was done," 
Dempsey said. "You have to 
live with the consequences of 
your actions." 

Both he and Franchino say 
they've moved beyond that. 

After Dempsey scored in the 
season opener April 1 in a 1-0 

win over Los Angeles off a free 
kick set up when Franchino 
drew a foul, Dempsey said, "It 
was a good job by Joey to win 
the foul." 

And the two dined at the 
same table during the last road 
trip for a game at Kansas City 
on April 15. 

"There's a lot of things that I 
learned," said Dempsey, who 
took plenty of abuse as one of 
the most fouled players in MLS 
last season. "You've just got to 
keep a cool head and try to be a 
smarter person." 

He's focusing on his next 
game, the home opener Sunday 
against Chicago. 

Then comes Tuesday's 
announcement. He's nervous 
even though he headed in the 
only goal March 1 in a 1-0 win 
over Poland in blizzard condi-
tions in Germany. 

Dempsey got a boost when 
Arena didn't start him April 11 
in a 1-1 tie against Jamaica, the 
last tuneup before Tuesday's 
announcement. 

"He told me that he's seen 
what he needed to see from 
me," said Dempsey, who 
played very well after entering 
the game in the 55th minute. 
"That was a good feeling ... but 
nothing's ever final until you 
hear on May 2." 

Dempsey returned to prac-
tice with the Revolution on 
March 28 and coach Steve 
Nicol thinks two weeks away 
may have helped. 

"I certainly hope it gave him 
a shake and made him realize 
what's important," Nicol said. 
"He's come back and he's 
looked as though that's exactly 
what he's done. He's taken it on 
board for what it was and he's 
back to what he was." 

He was - and is - an excel-
lent soccer player, a 23-year-
old native of Nacogdoches, 
Texas, who was the MLS rook-
ie of the year in 2004 and was 
second to Twellman on the 
Revolution last year with 10 
goals. 

The 6-foot-1 Dempsey is an 
outstanding dribbler, is very 
effective heading the ball and 
has distinctive goal celebra-
tions. When he scored in a 3-2 
win over Japan in February, he 
stood in front of the goal, 
swaying hips in a dance, then 
pounded his chest with his 
fists. 

He's appeared in a hip-hop 
video and in a photo spread in 
Maxim magazine. 

"He's a pretty jovial guy," 
Allison said. "He's very loyal, a 
very religious guy, very family 
oriented young man. His mom 
and dad were always very 
important to him." 

His former coach is crossing 
his fingers that Dempsey will 
hear good news Tuesday.

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A long journey for Couch, 
capped by an amazing finish

NEW ORLEANS — From the time he 
was 16 and made the cut in the Honda 
Classic to get his first taste of golf at the 
highest level, Chris Couch never doubted 
he was good enough to win. 

He just didn't realize it would take the 
better part of 16 years. 

And no way he could he have scripted 
a week like he had in New Orleans, 
capped by a 55-foot chip that dropped for 
par on the final hole to close with a 7-
under 65 and win the Zurich Classic by 
one shot over Charles Howell III and Fred 
Funk. 

"It was awesome," Couch said Sunday 
night, Mardi Gras beads draped around his 
neck. 

He was flawless for 16 holes by mak-
ing nine birdies - and twice missing birdie 
putts inside 6 feet - to build a two-shot 
lead. Then came a few bad shots that land-
ed in mud-caked bunkers that felt like 
concrete and left him little chance to 
escape. 

On the par-3 17th, he hit his bunker 
shot so clean that it soared over the green. 
Couch chipped too strong about 12 feet 
past the cup, but limited the damage to a 
bogey when he holed a 12-foot putt. 

"I knew that was to keep the lead," he 
said. 

Then came the 18th hole at English 
Turn, where Couch caught a flier from the 
left rough and hit a pitching wedge from 
153 yards that went about 170 yards 
before it settled up against the back slope 
of a wet bunker. Fearful of hitting this one 
over the green and into the water, Couch 
tried to dig it out and barely got it out of 
the sand, into the slope of the bunker, 55 
feet from the hole. 

Fred Funk earlier made a 30-foot birdie 
putt to close with a 62 and was on the 
practice range at 18 under, hopeful of a 
playoff. Howell, also at 18 under, had a 
45-foot birdie putt from the fringe. 

"Worse-case scenario, get in a play-
off," Couch said. 

His uses a rare, cross-handed grip for 
chipping, and Couch lofted this pitch per-
fectly onto the green and watched it track 
toward the cup, all the way until it disap-
peared between the pin and the right edge 
of the cup. He thrust his arms into the air, 
so stunned by the wild turn of events that 
he threw his wedge to the ground in relief. 

Couch finished at 19-under 269 and 
won $1.08 million for his first PGA Tour 
victory, and the first sporting event on 
national television in New Orleans since 
Hurricane Katrina. 

Howell did his best to match birdies 
with Couch, but he had no answer for the 
finish. 

"I was expecting him to get the ball up-
and-down for five," Howell said. "To hole 
it? It looked like it came off good." 

Howell bent down to study the line of 
his putt when he heard the roar. 

Funk heard it from all the way across 
the parking lot on the range, not knowing 
what happened until later. 

"That's unbelievable." Funk said. "But 
that's what you have to do to win out 
here." 

Adding to a memorable week for 
Couch was the way it started. He arrived 
in New Orleans a w eek ago Sunday, head-
ed down to Bourbon Street for some 
drinks and then got lost trying to find his 
car parked six blocks away. 

He was lost in the wrong part of town 
He got into a car with the wrong kind of 
people. And when he asked out of the car, 
the section of town was so seedy that 
Couch ran as fast as he could for 20 min-
utes before he could call police and get 
safely to his car. 

Has any winner of this event ever had a 
week like Couch? 

"I doubt i t " he said, Mardi Gras beads 
draped around his neck. "It's been an 
adventure. But it couldn't have worked 
out any better." 

He could say the same of his career. 
Couch stood next to his idol, Tom 

Watson, on the practice green at the 1990 
Honda Classic and knew he wanted to be 
a golfer. But the road to stardom was 
rocky, and Couch once tried to give up. 
The only reason he didn't get the assis-
tant pro job in Gainesville, Fla., was 
because the head pro said Couch had too 
much talent to quit. 

Three years ago, he missed the first 
four cuts on the Nationwide Tour and 
was out of money when he called a good 
friend on tour, Brendan Pappas of South 
Africa, and asked to borrow $3,000 to 
get through the next couple of events.

Charlotte, N.C. (AP) — 
Loading up on depth in key areas, 
the Carolina Panthers added a 
tight end and a second defensive 
back in the late rounds of the NFL 
draft Sunday. 

Entering their fifth season 
under coach John Fox and gener-
al manager Marty Humey, the 
Panthers are coming off an NFC 
championship game appearance 
and have become annual playoff 
contenders, allowing them to 
draft for development and not 
immediate needs. 

None of Carolina's picks in 
this year's draft will be expected 
to start right away, but all were 
picked at positions where the 
team hopes to add depth and 
develop young prospects. 

"Our dream is, every one of 
these guys is good enough to 
start," Fox said. "Whether that's 
reality or not, you never know. 

The guys we select in the draft, 
we have good feelings about." 

"We got the players we came 
in wanting to get," Hurney said. 

With their fourth-round pick, 
No. 121 overall, the Panthers took 
safety Nate Salley of Ohio State. 
He will be expected to back up 
veteran Mike Minter and Colin 
Branch, who is expected back 
after missing all of last season 
with a knee injury. 

The team also has signed vet-
eran free agent Shaun Williams at 
the position after last year's pleas-
ant surprise, Marlon McCree, 
signed with San Diego as a free 
agent. 

Salley spent two years in the 
same Ohio State defensive back-
field as Panthers starting comer-
back Chris Gamble. Fox said he 
liked Salley's experience in a 
high-level program and the fact 
that he functioned as "quarter-
back" of the Buckeye secondary. 

"I never thought the Panthers 
would be the ones to pick me," 

Salley said by telephone from 
Fort Lauderdale, Fla., on Sunday. 
"It's a blessing right now." 

Most of his experience at Ohio 
State was at free safety, Salley 
said, playing to his strengths of 
physicality and range. He said he 
hopes to become a more sure 
tackier in the NFL. 

hi the fifth round, with the 
155th selection, the Panthers took 
Virginia Tech's Jeff King, a 6-
foot-5, 256-pound tight end who 
will be groomed as a potential 
successor to longtime starter Kris 
Mangum. Though tight end is not 
a high-profile position in the 
Panthers' offense, Mangum is 
entering his ninth year and back-
ups Mike Seidman and Michael 
Gaines have failed to assert them-
selves as potential successors. 

"Obviously Carolina's going 
to run the football and I'm going 
to pride myself on blocking and 
hopefully catch some balls as well 
when called upon," King said by 
telephone. "No question, my 

blocking is going to have to be 
really good and I'm going to work 
on that and improve on it if there's 
some weaknesses there." 

Fox said he sees King as capa-
ble of playing both fullback and 
tight end. 

In the seventh round, the 
Panthers added a third Virginia

Matt Leinart's final year of college consisted of 
exactly one class: ballroom dancing. 

This weekend, he got the bill: $10 million. 
If you're saving to put a kid through college 

anytime soon, relax. 
Leinart didn't really get a bill from USC — he 

was on scholarship. The $10 million is how much 
less he will pocket as the No. 10 pick in Saturday's 
NFL draft versus what Leinart would have received 
as the presumptive No. 1 pick a year ago. And that's 
a conservative estimate. 

We know that because quarterback Alex Smith 
skipped his final year at Utah, became the top pick 
in the 2005 draft instead and got $24 million from 
San Francisco in guaranteed money - the only real 
way to compare NFL deals. That's more than twice 
the $10.5 million guaranteed to receiver Mike 
Williams, the No. 10 pick in last year's draft. 

Leinart could wind up with a better contract in 

Arizona than Williams, his former teammate at 
Southern California, got from Detroit. But it won't 
be nearly as good as the one signed by quarterback 
Vince Young, who beat Leinart and USC in the 
Rose Bowl, skipped out on Texas a year early, went 
as the third pick overall to Tennessee, and stands to 
make roughly $7 million more than Leinart will. 

Money wasn't the furthest thing from Leinart's 
mind when he announced he was returning to USC 
in January 2005, fresh off delivering a second-
straight national championship and winning the 
Heisman. A week later, he answered his cell phone 
and said his only regret was having to squeeze 
another few thousand miles out of an aging Ford 
pickup he'd dubbed the "Danger Ranger." Leinart 
admitted having his eye on a new Chevy Tahoe, but 
said the jalopy would do for the time being. 

There were "still no regrets" and never any 
guarantees where he'd wind up being drafted, 
either this year or last.

September 2005, Hurricane Ophelia roared 
through North Carolina's coastline destroying 
and damaging its beaches. Camp Lejeune sul-
fered more than $1 million in damage. Historic 
Riseley Pier, located along Onslow Beach, suf-
fered $500,000 in structural damage, leaving the 
pier at half of its length. The question on every-
one's mind now is; What will become of Camp 
Lejeune's fishing pier? 

"Headquarters Marine Corps (Logistics 
Facilities) has tentatively approved funding a 
repair project to replace the pier this Fiscal Year," 
said Mr. Fred Cone, Deputy AC/S, Installations 
&Environment, Marine Corps Base, Camp 
Lejeune. 

Plans are being created to redesign and 
repair Riseley Pier. During construction work 

on the pier in the mid-80s. the construction 
company hit limestone and a portion of the 
pier design had to be deleted because of exces-
sive costs to build the facility to its original 
length. "That is why the pier was so shori and 
likely why the first pier washed away," said 
Cone. 

A design firm is looking at the optimum length 
for the pier based on recreation, subsurface con-
ditions, cost, and statutory funding constraints. 
"As usual, there are a number of restrictions and 
limitations that make the process much more 
complex than just building a pier, such as the 
$750,000 limitation on new construction." added 
Cone. 

"Bottom line, there is a plan for re-construc-
tion of the pier, but there won't be a pier this 
summer or fall...more likely spring 2007 would 
be a better estimate of completion," said

Oscar winner, Gossett narrates 
Montford Point documentary

Louis Gossett Jr. narrated a documentary about the 
Marines who trained at Montford Point and the obstacles 
they had to over come. 

Gossett was contacted by Melton McClaurin, a retired 
professor from University of North Carolina Wilmington 
who has been working on the documentary for the last five 
years with members of the UNCW television station and 
Finney Greggs the director of the Montford Point Marines 
Museum. 

Gossett agreed to narrate for the documentary after read-
ing the script. 

"They had been after me for about a year and I got to read 
the copy of the film," said Gossett. "It's a piece of history 
and I've always been interested in all things historical." 

Gossett has dealt with Marine roles before and is known 
for one of them when he stared as Richard Gere's drill 
instructor in An Officer and a Gentleman, in which Gossett 
received an Oscar for his part. 

Work on the documentary started in 2000 with a partner-
ship with South Carolina State University, according to 
McClaurin. 

McClaurin has interviewed 61 Montford Point veterans 
who attended training at Montford Point from 1942 to 1949, 
and has also filmed several shots of the documentary on 
Camp Johnson. 

The documentary will be the first film to hail the accom-
plishments of these historical Marines. 

"It's has been a labor of love having all these Montford 
Pointers tell their story," said Finney. "You turn on the tele-
vision and you hear about the buffalo soldiers and the 
Tuskegee airmen but you don't hear about Montford Point." 

The documentary portrays the training the Marines went 
through and the hardships they had to face in the Marine 
Corps. 

"They were told if you leave here quietly nothing will 
happen to you," Finney said. "They stayed and they trained. 
Those men had to fight for the right to fight" 

The documentary is scheduled to be previewed July 29 at 
the Montford Point Marine Association convention and 
McClaurin hopes to air the documentary on the Public 
Broadcasting Station. •

The Marine Air Ground Task Force 
Integrated Systems Training Center 
offers Marines, sailors and other service 
members the opportunity to attend a 
variety of courses concentrating on 
those tools - Command and Control sys-
tems and software. 

The various sy stems combine to cre-
ate that common operational picture. 
Commanders use the COP to gather 
information about troop movements, 
reinforcements, enemy locations and 
other data that will help paint that pic-
ture - creating an awareness of the con-

v'jmtlv transforming threats facing 
Marines. 

"The MISTC provides the Marines 
the know ledge to operate the situational 
awareness tools; how to integrate and 
irteroperate these C2 systems with each 
•rther ~ Scott Remalia. MISTC Site 
Lead, II Marine Expeditionarv Force. 

Courses vary from three to five days 
and certain courses require a secret 
clearance, since students will ultimately 
be using the secured Marine Corps 
Secret Internet Protocol Router 
Network. 

"We start with the basics," Remalia 
said. "The buttonology - how to make it 
operate. We then teach students how to 
integrate and interoperate the systems 
and how they interact with each other to 
get the commander the information he 
needs." 

The systems have been proven 
in Iraq, swaying commands to 
send their f igh te rs to take 

advantage of this training. 
The trainers at Mojave Viper are 

expecting young warriors to be 
trained on C2 systems before arriving 
to Marine Corps Air Ground Combat 
Center Twenty nine Palms, Calif., said 
Remalia. 

Remalia uses the volume of stu-
dents to attest for the importance of 
the MISTC. Since January 2006. 
MISTC has trained more than 420 
students. He predicts that the MISTC, 
which was started in 2001. will edu-
cate more than 1.700 by the end of the 
year. 

SgL Jeremiah D. Uhl tactical data net-
work specialist. Marine Wing Support 
Squadron 273. Marine Corps .Air Station 
Beaufort, S.C., said the Blue Force 
Tracker course was not part of a required 
training class prior to his deployment in 
August but, "'was good know ledge." 

Uhl like many of his peers, thought 
these types of courses were for higher 

headquarters, but soon realized it was 
designed for battalion kvel and below. 

The BFT course, w hich is the most 
popular class, plots convoy and troop 
mov ements by using a global positioning 
and satellite transceiver svsiem mounted 
inside the Humvee. 

The accuracy is right on." said Uhl. 
"This helps to bring the fog of war to a 
minimum." 

Lance CpL Joshua M. Livingston, 
tactical dan network specialist. Marine 
Wing Support Squadron 27?. also attend-
ed the BFT course and added the sxaeni 
provides critical accountabilitx for 
Marines on the ground and ai the com-
mand center. Although he believes radio 
will never be obsolete, he agreed that the 
BFT has better clarity than other forms of 
communication.

Every Marine is a rifleman. Regardless of age, 
gender or military occupational specialty, every 
Marine is trained to operate the M16-A2 Service 
Rifle. The best of the best. At 13 weeks in length. 
Marine Corps boot camp is recognized as one of the 
world's most intense basic training programs. One 
shoL one kill. Simply put. Marines are just that 
good; it should only take one round. Though univer-
sally true for all Marines, for the scout sniper, these 
phrases take on a whole new meaning. 

Just to be eligible for a shot at joining this elite 
group, Marines are required to have an infantry 
MOS, a first class physical fitness test and an expert 
rifle qualification score. So when a military police-
man not only made it through the 10 weeks of train-
ing, but beat out more than 20 other highly trained 
grunts in the process, the question that immediately 
comes to mind is - how? 

With an overall average of 93.7 percent (com-
pared to the class average of 85 percent), Sgt. Dain 
K. Doughty, an MP with the base Provost Marshal's 
Office, recently graduated from the Scout Sniper 
Basic Course aboard Camp Geiger as the 2-06 class 
honorman. 

"My only goal was to pass," said Doughty. "Not 
being an 03,1 was grateful just to have the opportu-
nity." Although this was his first and only time 
attending the course, Doughty was by no means a 
beginner; his job on the base Special Reaction Team 
gave him plenty of practice with the M40A1 Sniper 
Rifle. 

"SRT is basically the military version of the 
[Special Weapons and Tactics] team," said Doughty. 
"Our mission is to respond to any high risk situa-
tions. It's like recon for MPs; more of a challenge." 

Doughty's motivation for attending the course was 
the prospect of fine tuning his skills, which would in 
turn make him more capable of saving lives. 

"I wanted to be a scout sniper for the same rea-
son I joined the Marine Corps in the first place, to be 
one of the few and the proud," said Doughty. 

Normally, however, Marines without an infantry 
MOS aren't permitted to take this course. 

"Historically, the attrition rate for this course 
is about 50 percent," said Gunnery Sgt. 
Brannon S. Westall, the staff noncommissioned 
officer for the Scout Sniper Basic Course. 
"Being an 03 is one of the prerequisites because 
a sniper is simply an infantry Marine with spe-
cialized training. There's really no need for a

PKS Aquarium set to open 
after £25 million renovation

This is not going to be like the fishbowl where your 
guppies used to live. 
Construction workers, graphic designers and a shoal of sub-

contractors are wrapping up a massive $25 million expansion 
project at the North Carolina Aquarium at Pine Knoll Shores. The 

2-and-l/2-year renovation will soon result in a state-of-the-art attrac-
tion, ready for its grand re-opening to the public May 19. 
"We had the opportunity to design the aquarium from scratch," said 

Director Jay Barnes. "It's been an exciting process." 
The past 30 months have seen the aquarium grow dramatically, from 29,000-

to 93,000-square feet in size, featuring a massive 306,000-gallon tank. "The 
Living Shipwreck" display, with a 70-foot replica of the World War II-era 

German submarine, U-352, which now lies on the bottom of the ocean off the 
North Carolina coast and is a favorite destination for recreational scuba divers, 
will be home to a fabulous array of marine creatures native to the mid-Atlantic. Sea 
turtles, sand tiger sharks, groupers and amberjacks will stare out at aquarium visi-
tors through the 8-and-l/4-inch clear acrylic windows in what will surely be the 
centerpiece of the new facility. 

Staff and volunteer divers will be able to speak while underwater through two-
way radios to answer questions from curious spectators standing on the dry side Of 
the windows. There will be regular feedings Of the animals in many of the exhibits 
and a host of daily programs to attend. 

According to Barnes, the aquarium has a "mountains to the coast" theme. When 
visitors first walk in they will be greeted by the sound of moving water and walk 
under the 32-foot waterfall that represents, the aquatic environments of the Great 
Smokey Mountains. The exhibits are l a id out to take people through the 
Piedmont, to the rich abundance of the coast and finally to the ocean deep. 

Along the representative journey, people will find themselves becoming 
educated in the thousands of aquatic species that live in the waters of North 
Carolina. Aquarium staff members expect to have 2,500 -3,000 animals on 
display. 

Not everything in the new aquarium will be brand spanking new. 
Designers worked with Barries and the rest of the staff to keep some 
of the favorite displays from the old facility, including what was 

once the largest exhibit - the 50,000-gaIlon "Queen Anne's 
Retenge tank that duplicates the marine community living 

amid the wreckage of that 18th century ship discovered 
near Beaufort Inlet in 1996 and widely believed to be 

the flagship of the dreaded pirate Blackbeard. 
Longtime patrons will also be pleased to see the 

return of the stingray touch pool, where they 
can get their hands on live specimens of 
these often vilified fish (minus their 
stingers of course). 

Once it opens, state officials expect 
around 500,000 visitors to the N.C. 
Aquarium at Pine Knoll Shores 
annually. Barnes said he anticipates 
the first few months of the summer 
to be especially busy. 

Aquarium hours will be 9 a.m. -
5 p.m. daily throughout the year, 

with expanded hours to 9 p.m. on 
Thursdays in July. The aquarium will 

be closed in observance of 
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and 

New Year's Day. 
Admission is $8 for adults, $7 for seniors 62 and 

over, $6 for children ages 6 -17 and free for kids under 6 
years old.

THE NEW WORLD (PG-13)

The New World is a historical epic adventure 
about 17th-century colonial leader John Smith, 
his romance with Indian princess Pocahontas, 
and the roots of Indian exploitation by white set-
tlers. 

The adventure is set amid a critical time when 
Native Americans first encountered Europeans 
and the clashing of both cultures during the 
founding of the Jamestown settlement. 

The 1607 Jamestown settlement in Virginia 
brought together Captain John Smith and the 
famous Native American icon, Pocahontas.

She marries John Rolfe, the English tobacco 
farmer and widower, played by Christian Bale 
(Batman Begins, Reign of Fire) and has a child 
with him. Rolfe courted her after the departure 
of her first love, John Smith. 

Pocahontas carves her own fate in a white 
man's world and spends her later life in England 
as Rebecca. However, she died shortly after an 
audience with King James I in London at the age 
of 22. 

Other principal characters are Christopher 
Plummer (Syriana, Alexander, The Sound of 
Music) as Captain Christopher Newport; Wes 
Studi (Last of the Mohicans, Dancing with 
Wolves) as Opeehancanough; August 
Schellenberg (Free Willy) as Powhatan; Raoul 
Trujillo (Highlander) as Tomocomo; Michael 
Greyeyes (Skinwalker) as RupwewAVobblehead; 
David Thewlis (Kingdom of Heaven) as Captain 
Wingfield; Noah Taylor (Charlie and the 
Chocolate Factory) as Selway; Ben Chaplin

Legendary writer and director Terrence

She gives a wonderful and 
impressive performance with little dialogue and 
one can sense the deep, true love that develops 
between her and Smith. 

The movie is a work of breathtaking imagi-
nation, masterful and magnificently presented in 
a very impressionistic, poetic and visual style 
that takes a long time in capturing the audience.
