Travis hosts clinical research for NASA's new technology

TRAVIS AIR FORCE
BASE, Calif. - NASA rep-
resentatives presented new
medical diagnostic technolo-
gy, the E-Nose Breathalyzer,
to members of David Grant
USAF Medical Center Oct.
21, 2020, at Travis AFB.

The E-Nose breath an-
alyzer, under development
at NASA’s Ames Research
Center in Silicon Valley, will
have the capability of an-
alyzing compounds found
within a person’s breath to
diagnose a battery of illness-
es and abnormalities includ-
ing respiratory illnesses,

infectious diseases and car-
diovascular conditions. As
the science continues to be
explored, the breath analyz-
er may one day be used to di-
agnose cancer. Travis Air-
men are hosting the NASA
technology and collaborative
research at the DGMC clini-
cal investigation facility.
“The technology is de-
signed to make rapid mea-
surements, in less than S
minutes, at the point of care,
in a way that is complete-
ly non-invasive. When ful-
ly realized, the NASA E-
Nose will open a new realm

of medical care to both the
warfighter and potential
space travelers,” said Dr. Da-
vid Loftus, Space Bioscienc-
es Research Branch, NASA
Ames Research Center bio-
logical studies researcher.
“The technology itself
is handheld,” Loftus said.
“This makes it valuable not
only to the U.S. Air Force
during aeromedical evac-
uation, but also to NASA,
as a tool for monitoring the
health of astronauts far from
medical centers on Earth.
Human exploration of space,
to the Moon and Mars, will

require compact medical di-
agnostics technologies that
can be ruggedized for field
use. The Air Force and oth-
er branches of the military
share this requirement.”
The future of the rela-
tionship between DGMC
and NASA looks bright, with
plans for future collabora-
tive medical research be-
tween the two institutions
currently in talks, particu-
larly in the fields of nutrition-
al medicine and blood anal-
ysis.

Foam system
protects assets

foam fire suppression system,
which is designed to protect U.S.
Air Force assets, was the final
renovation in a series of Hangar
811 upgrades.

The new fire suppression sys-
tem replaced the hangar’s orig-
inal Aqueous Film Forming
Foam system.

Hangar 811 normally serves
as a place for aircraft clean-
ing and maintenance for Tra-
vis’ fleet, which is valued at more
than $7 trillion.

“After almost two years of re-
furbishing Hangar 811, install-
ing this fire suppression system

was the last step we needed be-
fore we could get the hangar back
from contracting,” said Master
Sgt. David Ellestad, 60th Main-
tenance Group hangar manager.

The new high expansion foam
is less toxic than the older foam
fire suppression system and
doesn’t corrode aircraft.

Preparations start

The project, which was de-
layed in March due to COV-

is projected to be completed
in February 2023, six months
ahead of the slated delivery of
the first of 24 KC-46s in August

Airmen innovate PPE
to fight against virus

TRAVIS AIR FORCE BASE, Calif. —
Team Travis Airmen prototyped person-
al protective equipment April 17, 2020, to
help base medics safely treat and trans-
port potential coronavirus patients.

Members of the 60th Medical Group
emergency department at David Grant
USAF Medical Center joined forces
with the 60th Maintenance and the 60th
Operations Support Squadrons, all here,
to develop an isolation pod and an intu-
bation protection box.

An isolation pod includes an en-
closed gurney, a wheeled stretcher med-
ics use to transport hospital patients.

A intubation protection box, a portable
transparent box that serves as a physi-
cal barrier between health care profes-
sionals and patients, limiting airborne
pathogens to the confines of the box.

“These products have functionality
not only for the coronavirus pandem-
ic, but also for any airborne illnesses
we could encounter in the future,” said
Tech. Sgt. James Martin, 60th MDG
emergency department shift leader.

Designing the isolation pod and the
intubation box was a team effort and
had its challenges, said Capt. Gabrial
Marcus, 60th MXG maintenance oper-
ations officer.

Producing the intubation box took
eight days and the isolation pod re-
quired 10 days.

Travis designs

ramp for TIS

TRAVIS AIR FORCE BASE,
Calif. - Airmen from Travis Air
Force Base designed a solution
to safely transport COVID-19
patients and eliminate unnec-
essary risk during aeromedical
evacuation missions.

Military AE teams are re-
sponsible for providing care for
wounded and ill service mem-
bers during flight. Many of these
missions traverse numerous
countries, oceans and at times,
battle fields.

Airmen at Travis AFB sup-
ported the first medical evacu-
ation of a U.S. service member
diagnosed with COVID-19 from
the Indo-Pacific area of respon-
sibility using the Transportation
Isolation System July 17. The
TIS is a disease containment
unit that reduces the risk of ex-
posure to medical teams and
aircrew when transporting in-
fected patients.

Prior to the success of that
mission, safety hazards that

could make transporting a pa-

tient on military aircraft in-
creasingly difficult, were iden-
tified said Master Sgt. Matthew
Coica, 628th Medical Support
Squadron lead for TIS opera-
tions at Charleston AFB, South
Carolina.

There are several rollers in-
side the C-17 Globemaster III
and C-130 aircraft, which are of-
ten used to support AE missions,
that present a stepping hazard
and at times, can be slippery,
Coica said.

Knowing your baseline can as-
sist you in improving your cur-
rent health status, or let you
know when it’s time for you to
visit your health care provid-
er to address specific risks that
may be concerning. If avail-
able, have your recent blood
work (cholesterol, glucose) and
vitals (weight, blood pressure)
to enter into the questionnaire

for more accurate results.

How do I take the HRA Well-
ness Profile?

The HRA Wellness Profile
only takes 10 — 15 minutes to
complete and can be taken an-
nually on a computer by log-
ging into your USAFwellness.
com account. Or, download the
app by searching for Motiva-
tion Alliance in the app store on
your i0OS/Apple or Android de-
vice. If you do not already have
a USAFwellness.com account
you will need to create one.
Upon account creation the sys-
tem will automatically prompt
you to complete the HRA Well-
ness Profile.

Active-duty individuals are
not required to take the HRA
Wellness Profile, but have the
option to once logged into their
USAFwellness.com account.

How is my HRA Wellness
Profile information protected?

Information collected in the
HRA Wellness Profile is strict-
ly anonymous and confidential.
The web portal is secure and
makes no use of your private
data for any purposes.

What happens after I take my
HRA Wellness Profile?

Upon completion of the
Health Risk Assessment you
will receive your Wellness Pro-
file which includes your Rela-
tive Lifestyle Risk level (Low,
Moderate, or High), recom-
mendations for ways to im-
prove your current health sta-
tus, and/or information about
when it’s time to consult with
your doctor.

USAFwellness.com can as-
sist in your journey to a health-
ier lifestyle by providing you
with tools you need such as: in-
formation on various health
topics, activity and nutrition
tracking tools with the ability
to sync your health information
from your wearable (i.e. FitBit
Garmin etc.), a recipe library,
and much more.

CAPE CANAVERAL AIR
FORCE STATION, Fla. — The
U.S. Space Force’s Space and
Missile Systems Center success-
fully delivered the Advanced
Extremely High Frequency-6
satellite to the Astrotech Space
Operations processing facili-
ty in Titusville, Florida, Jan. 12,
2020.

“The delivery of the last
AEHF satellite comes at an in-
flection point, as the first deliv-
ery of the USSF for launch,” said

Lt. Col. Paul La Tour, AEHF
Space Segment materiel leader.

“The successful delivery of
AEHF-6is a significant achieve-
ment for the program, it brings
us another step closer to deliv-
ering mission critical capabili-
ties to the warfighter,” said Mr.
Cordell DeLaPena, Program
Executive Officer for Space Pro-
duction. “AEHF is an important
asset to our sea, air, and ground
missions and thanks to out-
standing teamwork, innovation,
and partnership we are ready to
begin launch processing for the
final AEHF space vehicle.”

The enormous satellite was
transported from the Lockheed
Martin Space Systems Cen-
ter satellite integration facili-
ty in Sunnyvale, California, via
a C-SM Super Galaxy aircraft,
Jan. 11, 2020. The C-S crew
from the 22nd Airlift Squadron,
Travis Air Force Base, Califor-
nia, ensured the satellite was
transported safely and accord-
ing to the time sensitive sched-
ule.

The C-S was built to carry
more cargo around the globe
than any other plane. It can
lift more than a quarter million
pounds, and the approximately
34,000-cubic-foot cargo bay is
large enough to contain six he-
licopters.
