C: Hazing a 'warfighting issue' 
ition, consequences addressed in new Marine Corps Order 

Headquarters Marine Corps 

WASHINGTON — Leadership, 
dignity, and respect are hallmark per-
sonal qualities of Marines. When these 
qualities are carefully maintained, the 
Corps' image and reputation are sec-
ond to none. 

The Commandant of the Marine 
Corps, Gen. Charles C. Krulak, wants 
all Marines to understand that certain 
activities won't be tolerated—not only 
because they detract from the levels of 
leadership, dignity and respect ex-
pected of Marines, but also because 

they can be physically and emotion-
ally damaging. 

One such activity is hazing, and it 
is addressed in a new Marine Corps 
Order (MCO 1700.28), personally 
signed by the Commandant June 18. 

The order defines hazing as any 
conduct "whereby one military mem-
ber, regardless of service or rank, 
causes another military member...to 
suffer or be exposed to an activity 
which is cruel, abusive, humiliating, 
or oppressive. Hazing includes, but is 
not limited to, any form of initiation 
or congratulatory act that involves 

physically striking another to inflict 
pain, piercing another's skin in any 
manner, verbally berating another, en-
couraging another to excessively con-
sume alcohol, or encouraging another 
to engage in illegal, harmful, demean-
ing, or dangerous acts." 

Hazing is not confined to physical 
contact; it can also be verbal or psy-
chological in nature. The definition 
does not include mission or operational 
activities, 'or the requisite training to 
prepare for such missions or opera-
tions. Additionally, activities such as 
administrative corrective measures, ex-

tra military instruction, command-au-
thorized physical training; and incen-
tive training for recruits are specifically 
permitted by the order. 

Any violation or attempted viola-
tion of the order on hazing can result 
in disciplinary action under Article 92 
of the Uniformed Code of Military Jus-
tice (failure to obey an order or regu-
lation). Additionally, Marines who 
engage in hazing may also face other 
charges, to include: Article 80 (at-
tempts); Article 81 (conspiracy); Ar-
ticle 93 (cruelty and maltreatment); 
Article 124 (maiming); Article 128 

(assault); Article 133 (conduct unbe-
coming an officer and gentleman); 
and Article 134 (indecent assault, 
drunk and disorderly conduct, and/or 
solicitation). 

The measures contained in MCO 
1700.28 are necessary, the Comman-
dant said, because "unfortunately, 
some in our ranks confuse hazing with 
the tradition of certain military cer-
emonies and develop initiations or 
'rites of passage' they believe promote 
loyalty. They do not."

Civilians awarded medal for heroic action

MARINE CORPS AIR STATION NEW RIVER, 
N.C. — Two civilian employees have been awarded the 
Navy and Marine Corps Medal for risking their lives dur-
ing Hurricane Bertha to rescue victims of a sunken boat. 
The award, also known as the "Lifesaving Medal" is the 
highest recognition for heroism the Navy and Marine 
Corps bestows in peacetime. 

Firefighter Scott N. Longo, of Holly Ridge, N.C., and 
Assistant Air Station Operations Officer Robert L. 
Livingston Jr., of Columbus, Ga., were both on duty when 
Hurricane Bertha hit the area July 12, 1996. The destruc-

tive weather center received a call that two boats were 
sunk at the marina and survivors were in the water. Ac-
cording to Livingston, upon arriving at the scene, they 
observed a jacket on the flybridge that looked like some-
one waving. "That unnerved everybody," he said. "That, 
and the fact that there were two kids involved." 

Without hesitation, both men decided to attempt a res-
cue. The medal citation states, "They broke into the ma-
rina building and acquired a 12-foot Zodiac boat, motor, 
and fuel. They departed the beach into two-foot white-
capped seas with winds sustained at 40 miles per hour 
and gusts to 60 miles per hour. During this attempted 
rescue, recorded winds reached 70 miles per hour sus-
tained with gusts to 108 miles per hour." 

When they reached the sunken vessel, the men found 
no survivors. They then made a sweep of the coastline 
where survivors would most likely drift. Exhausting all 
efforts, they returned to shore where they learned the boat-
ers had already made it back safely. 

Colonel David C. Anderson, air station commanding 
officer, observed the rescue attempt from the shore. "We 
never knew the boaters were safe when they (Longo and 
Livingston) went out into the water. These men never 
hesitated to risk their lives for others," Anderson said. 

Hurricane Bertha caused more than $20 million in 
damage to the New River/Camp Lejeune area. Less than 
two months later, the area was hit yet again by Hurricane 
Fran. 

Celebrate independence by keeping 'rifle platoon' intact 
Editor's note: The following is a message 

from Lt. Gen. Charles E. Wilhelm, commander, 
U.S. Marine Corps Forces, Atlantic, concern-
ing the upcoming holiday season. 

The Fourth of July is the occasion when we 
pause to celebrate our Independence and to re-
member that our cherished way of life has been 
secured by many Americans, some of whom 
sacrificed their lives in the cause of freedom. 
There is a difference between sacrificing your 
life and throwing it away, and throwing prom-
ising young lives away is precisely what we 
are doing on the highways. 

This year, 20 Marines and Sailors from U.S. 
Marine Corps Forces, Atlantic, have died in 
17 private auto accidents and five died in the 
month of May alone. Think about it. If this 
trend continues for the rest of 1997 it will 

equate to losing an entire Marine Rifle Pla-
toon— killed to the last man— this year. Devil 
dogs, we lost nowhere near that many of our 
Hard Chargers when we resoundingly thumped 
a quarter million of Sadam Hussein's finest in 
the Persian Gulf War! 

You may remember that in my spring safety 
message, I stated that I would meet with the 
Commander and Sergeant Major of every Bat-
talion or Squadron which experienced a traf-
fic fatality. I have been as good as my word. I 
met with four Commanders and Sergeants 
Major who had lost a total of six Marines in 
traffic accidents. Did I say traffic accidents — 
I'm sorry. When we examined the circum-
stances surrounding each "accident" we 
learned that two of the drivers were legally 
drunk, the third was driving his car at a speed 
in excess of 90 miles per hour, and the fourth

was tooling down a North Carolina rural road 
at a speed in excess of 75 mph. So, we didn't 
really have any accidents — we had four cases 
of premeditated carelessness and irresponsi-
bility. I rest my case. 

Eight of this year's accidents occurred dur-
ing or around extended 96 hour liberty peri-
ods. I am looking at curtailing extended lib-
erty for those with spotty driving records.

MARINE MAIL: 
Extended tours can save 
Marine Corps much needed 
cash for other expenditures 

The following Marine Mail was sent 
by Sgt. Michael G. Long, Camp S.D. But-
ler, Japan: 

I have been examining the great expense 
entailed with PCS orders and feel the re-
cent ALMAR revisiting this issue is a posi-
tive step in the right direction to save much 
needed funding for operational expendi-
tures. 

I noticed tour caps in CONTJS for a par-
ticular location were addressed. Low cost 
PC A orders were another remedy to this 
problem. I assume an example of this in 
action would be a Marine stationed at 
Camp Lejeune, N.C., could be PCA'd to 
Camp Geiger's School of Infantry instead 
of having to send a Marine from Iwakuni 
to fill the same billet. 

I propose that a parallel policy in the 
Pacific be instituted. For example, a Ma-
rine stationed at MCAS Iwakuni, Japan, 
for the six-year maximum addressed in the 
ALMAR could be PCA'd to Okinawa, Ja-
pan. just like the CONUS example. This 
measure would not only increase profi-
ciency, command continuity, and stabilize 
families, but would impact U.S.-Japan re-
lations in a positive manner. 

I make this claim because, unlike the 
CONUS tours, longer tours overseas are 
by request. Although I have no data to 
support my claim, I feel any study would 
find that personnel who request to stay 
overseas for longer periods of time gener-
ally cause little or no friction between the 
two nations. 

The savings from such moves could 
then be applied to fund operational com-
mitments throughout the Corps. 

Whatever your answer, a good Marine 
always follows his orders. I thank you for 
the opportunity to express these ideas and 
hope they are beneficial.

The following reply was forwarded by 
Col. Mark B. Pizzo, Deputy Director, Per-
sonnel Management Division, HQMC: 

This headquarters is indeed aggres-
sively pursuing overseas extensions and 
in-place consecutive overseas tours 
(IPCOT) as a means of reducing PCS costs 
and enhancing unit cohesion and family 
stability. Assignment monitors have been 
directed to give favorable consideration 
to extensions and IPCOT requests that ful-

fill the necessary assignment criteria. Of 
course, not all Marines assigned overseas 
can extend their tour lengths or get as-
signed to a consecutive overseas tour. 
Approval of these requests depends on 
the MOS and rank of the Marine, as well 
as career development concerns. 

There are several incentives that are 
used to make overseas extensions and 
IPCOTs more appealing. For example, en-
listed Marines willing to volunteer for a 
12-month extension can take advantage 
of one of the following options, once ap-
proved for an extension: 15 days special 
leave with government-funded round trip 
travel to nearest CONUS port of entry; 30 
days special leave; or, $80 per month bo-
nus for the period of 12 months. During 
FY96, a total of 213 enlisted Marines took 
advantage of the 15 days special leave 
with government-funded travel option. 
During FY97, a total of 563 enlisted Ma-
rines have already been approved for this 
option. Marines who volunteer to serve 
an in-place consecutive overseas tour (for 
example, a three-year tour on Okinawa, 
followed by assignment to another Three-
year tour on Okinawa) can take advan-
tage of a paid round trip travel to the home 
of record for themselves and their com-
mand-sponsored family members. During 
FY96, a total of 50 Marines received this 
entitlement. During FY97, a total of 151 
Marines have already been approved for 
this entitlement. As you already know, 
every overseas extension saves two PCS 
moves, the Marine's from overseas and 
the Marine normally sent to replace him/ 
her. 

We will continue to seek an increase 
in the number of Marines requesting ex-
tensions and in-place consecutive over-
seas tours.

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New gunnery system 
keeps 1 st LAR 
Bn. on target 

MARINE CORPS BASE, Camp Pendleton, Ca-
lif. —The new Precision Gunnery System for Light 
Armored Vehicles was recently tested by 1st Light 
Armored Reconnaissance Battalion during a force-
on-force engagement here. 

The PGS is a recent development designed to 
hone Marines' gunneiy skills and make combat simu-
lation exercises, such as the Marine Corps Combat 
Readiness Evaluation Standard, more realistic. 

This was the first time the gear had been used 
for a simulated engagement. Prior to this, it was in 
the testing phases of its development. 

The system consists of external sensors that 
register hits, a pulse projector mounted on the 25V 
mm chain gun, a control panel to view information 
about shot locations, a computer processor, and a 
global positioning system. 

One advantage of PGS is its ability to simulate 
an actual round's trajectory. With the lasers used 
on a Marksmanship Integrated Laser Engagement 
System, LAVs only needed to point and shoot at a 
target to score a hit, according to SSgt. Edward 
Milewski, battalion master gunner. With the pulse 
projector, if the distance isn't calculated correctly, 
the pulses won't land on target. 

The PGS can be used as a training tool after the 
engagements are over. By removing the memory 
cards from each LAV and downloading the infor-
mation into a central computer, the entire scenario 
can be played out, including all shots fired. 

"Each unit has a GPS built in so we can overlay 
the battle onto a map and see what really happened." 
Milewski said. "It makes catching mistakes and 
showing corrections easier."

Engineers make fortress 
out of beach 

MARINE CORPS BASE, Camp Pendleton, Ca-
lif. . r— What was once a strip of beach, much like 
any other on the Pacific, is how a fortress, ready to 
repel the hordes of mechanized infantry 

preparing to assault it during Exercise Kernel 
Blitz. 

Second Platoon, Bravo Company, 1st Combat En-
gineer Battalion has turned Red Beach into a nearly 
impenetrable fortress Using a variety of obstacles. At 
the water's edge are hedgehogs and tetrahedrons, 
lairge metal constructions designed to block Assault 
Amphibian Vehicles and tanks comin§ from the water. 

Preparations for the fortification of the beach 
have been going on since the beginning of May. 

Construction moved quickly, with nearly half the 
beach completely finished after the first day. "Even 
though we're missing a whole squad we expect to be 
done before the June 7 deadline," Baskerville said. 

There were problems getting the construction 
started. When 2nd Pit. began staging their gear near 
the beach they ran into some unexpected obstacles 
of their own. "When we brought the gear down over 
Memorial Day weekend, the beach we were preparing 
to block was covered in RVs and campers," said SSgt. 
Joseph Baskerville, platoon sergeant. 

As the 300 yards of beachhead become more 
cluttered with barriers, it seemed as though the ex-
ercise might have ended in the water. "We've left 
openings on the beach for the AAVs to get through 
to simulate the line charges they'd use to get 
through," Baskerville said. 

After the barricades are complete, 2nd Pit. will 
join up with one of the units taking the beach they 
helped defend. They will then push through Red 
Beach and provide engineering support to the in-
fantry in the exercise.

"1 never really understood what the Acad-
emy was all about. I knew it was a college, I knew 
it was a military organization, but I didn't under-
stand the whole picture," she said with a grin. 

In fact. Roe found her experience of training 
recruits at Parris Island was her only reference 
pointfor what life at the Academy would be like. 
"I thought it was going to be very strictly run, 
authoritarian like Marine boot camp," she said. 

Roe holds the distinction of being the first 
female enlisted Marine stationed at the Naval 
Academy. Her accomplishments were recently 
recognized when Lt. Gen. Carol A. Mutter, Deputy 
Chief of Staff for Manpower and Reserve Af-
fairs, presented her with the Navy and Marine 

Corps Commendation Medal. 
Roe was among the initial group of en-

listed Marines in October 1994 who were as-
signed to a new program at the Academy. 
Navy officials had determined that midship-
men needed to build confidence in staff NCOs 
and chiefs earlier in their careers. Assigning 
enlisted Marines and Sailors to the Academy 
would not only illustrate their role in the sea 
services, but would also provide midshipmen 
with mentors who could assist them with their 
questions and concerns. 

As her award citation illustrates. Roe's a 
positive impact on many midshipmen: "Her 
presence, ability to relate to midshipmen, and 
personal example were instrumental in the 
daily professional development of over 130 
midshipmen assigned to her company ... Her 
direct role in counseling midshipmen who 
were service assigned to (he Marine Corps 
has resulted in the Naval Academy produc-
ing superior future Marine Corps leaders." 
* "I wasn't there as a recruiter," Roe said, 

"but I certainly wanted'exeeptional midship-
men to think about going Marine."

Each unit then sends it's 
refueling vehicles to the site 
and carries the precious liq-
uid to its waiting tanks, 
trucks and other equipment 
so the attack can proceed. 

"What we've done here 
is to build a simulated beach 
unloading point where we 
can receive fuel from ship to 
shore," Kurts said. 

According to Kurts, at-
tempting to transfer large 
amounts of volatile fuel can 

be deadly if the proper safety guidelines are not followed ex-
actly. Even so he said that using real fuel is the only way to be 
sure that everyone knows their job. 

"When we practice with water I don't think that you have the 
same intensity level to get the job done right. One slip up out 
here with all of this fuel and it could be a disaster," Kurts said. 

"Is it dangerous? Yes it's dangerous, because we work with 
many different types of fuels." 

Upon their arrival, the reserve and active duty Marines were 
immediately integrated to leam how to overcome the dangers of 
handling fuels. 

"We're getting the chance to work with actual fuel and that's 
not something we get to do very often," said GySgt. Erich J. 
Grimminger. staff noncommissioned officer-in-charge of sec-
ond and third platoons from Wilmington, Del. "This give the 
opportunity to come out and really take what we have learned 
and put it into practice. I'm really happy about how well the 
reserve and active Marines worked together. I couldn't tell who 
the reserve forces were and who the active forces were.

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Soft drinks are 
not tooth friendly 

The follow ing information was pro-
vided by 2d Denial Battalion, it was copy • 
righted by the American Dental Associa-
tion and reprinted with permission in the 
interest of dental health education. 

Dentists have traditionally blamed 
sticky, sugary foods such as toffee or even 
raisins for much of the nation's tooth de-
cay. Although clingy, sweet foods can 
threaten your dental health, sugar-sw cet-
ened soft drinks may also be responsible 
for cavities. With most of the attention 

• focused on sticky foods, soda's dental 
dangers have, until recently, gone largely 
unnoticed. 

The long-held belief that some foods 
that stick to teeth have greater decay-caus-
ing potential than less adhesive foods, soft 
drinks among them, is being investigated. 
Analyzing data on the dental health and 
diet patterns of across-section of the U.S. 
population, scientists have found a strong 
link between soft drink consumption and 
the incidence of tooth decay. Gram for 
gram, sticky foods may actually have 
more decay-causing potential than soft 
drinks, researchers admit. But when fac-
tors such as quantity and frequency of con-
sumption are taken into account, soft drinks 
appear to cause just as much damage. 

Though Americans drink large quan-
tities of soda, tooth decj) iv mou clovclv 
linked to the frequency w iih which swcci 
ened soft drinks arc consumed The quan 
my consumed each time is not nearly .is 
strongly associated with tooth dec.iv as 
how often the sugar) liquid is consumed. 

In other words, sipping a sweetened suit 
drink all afternoon is moa* harmful to \our 
teeth than drinking a large soda with a meal 
and then not drinking am soda for the tvsi 
of the day. Diet soft drinks, which contain 
artificial sweeteners instead ot sugar. im-
probably not a good alternative. 

While not yet proven, there is some 
evidence of a link betw een soft drink con-
sumption and erosion of tooth enamel 
The high acid content of both diet and 
regular soft drinks, especially when com-
bined with the dehydrating effects of caf-
feine that is found in many soft drinks, 
may contribute to erosion of the tooth 
enamel. 

This problem may be more likely w ith 
diet sodas because people tend to sip on 
them, thus prolonging exposure of their 
teeth to the liquid. Controlling sour soft 
drink intake - diet or regular makes good 
dental sense. If you must drink soda, it is 
better to drink it through a straw to cut down 
on exposure of the liquid to your teeth.

to be concerned for and take care of their safety that was paid for as such a high cost. There 
are several precautions that can be taken to ensure that Marines can further enjoy these 
blessings. 

Driving safety can be maximized through things such as leaving earlier to prevent the 
desire to speed, leave well-rested and refreshed, taking frequent breaks, sharing the driv -
ing responsibilities with another individual if possible and it is also important to make sure 
that the vehicle is in proper working order and travelers should always wear a seat belt " 

"We want to impress on everyone that this July 4th will be an extremely heavy traffic 
period and things such as fatigue and drinking and driving magnanimously increase the 
chance of accidents," said Tex Ritter, base safety manager. 

The summer holidays often lead people .to the water as well. Water safety is also a big 
concern. Steps that can be taken to prevent aquatic accidents include swimming and div-
ing, not only with a buddy, but also in authorized areas. Boating safety is just as important 
as driving safety in regards to drinking and driving . Boaters should always remember to 
wear flotation devices while out on the water as well, according to Ritter. 

Finally, fireworks safety is always a concern during this time of year. The best advice is 
"leave the fireworks to the professionals and attend an organized event such as the one wc 
will be having here on base," said Ritter. 

"I'm not going to tell Marines they can't have a good time, 1 would just like to remind 
them to keep our core values in mind and do the right things such as going out with 
designated drivers and things of this nature," said Sgt.Maj. Joseph Houle. sergeant major.

If you or someone you care about 

should ever have to undergo surgery, 
having the right anesthesiologist in 
your corner could make a great deal 
of difference. 

Most people don't realize it's the 
anesthesiologist who's responsible 
for monitoring the vital life signs of a 

I patient during surgery. 
In fact, anesthesiolo-
gists are often called 

I the internist of the 
operating room. If 

j' A something goes wrong 
[ 1 in surgery and the 

Vitez patient's life is threat-
ened. the anesthesiolo-

gist takes control to stabilize the 
patient, sometimes literally saving 
the patient's life. 

In fact, an anesthesiologist is 
one of the most highly-trained 
and skilled physician specialties. 
Anesthesiolo-gists must complete 
medical school, an internship in 
internal medicine and a residency 
program in anesthesiology. 

Another fact of which many peo-
ple are not aware is that just as you 
can choose your own surgeon or 
internist, you are free to choose an 
anesthesiologist. Patients have the 
right to request a meeting with the 
hospital's recommended anesthesiol-
ogist several days if not weeks prior 

Knowing the facts about 
anesthesiology may help make 
surgery a more relaxing experi-
ence for many people. Be sure 
to arrange a pre-surgery inter-
view with your anesthesiologist. 

to an operation—and after the meet-
ing, you have the right to request a 
different physician if you choose. 
The anesthesiologist you choose 
must have staff privileges at the hos-
pital in which your surgery is per-
formed. As with other specialties, 
patient-to-patient referral can be an 
excellent way to find a good anesthe-
siologist. 

There are several things a patient 
should expect from an anesthesiolo-
gist: good communication; informa-
tion; straightforward answers to 
questions; time; ability to relieve 
anxiety; and the ability to clearly 
provide insight into what you can 
expect during surgery. A patient can 
expect an explanation regarding the 
various types of anesthesia that may

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On the road again 
Corps band has no time to break

Charlie service uniforms in the morning, camouflage 
utilities in the afternoon and dress blues in the evening 
— that's the normal routine for the 2d Marine Divi-
sion Band during this summer season. It's their busi-
est season of the year, in which an estimated 450 per-
formances has them going in many different directions 
at once. 

Units say goodbye to their commanding officers and 
hello to new ones approximately every two years. Ac-
companying the ceremonies are Marines from the band. 
They meet that commitment in addition to their usual pre-
sentations at ceremonies, receptions, concertsand funer-
als, and anywhere else they are needed. 

"We're really busy; we're probably the busiest band 
in the Marine Corps...sometimes we work six or seven 
days a week," said Sgt. Stacey Sydnor. percussionist. 

Working extended hours is common for these 37-pIus 
leathernecks who have to spread themselves thin across 
the base and the country. When performing at changes of 
command'and official ceremonies, the band fulfills its 
mission to support Marines; when they perform for towns 
across the country, they act as one of the Corps' best re-
cruiting tools. 

"Retirement homes, bicentennials, holidays and pub-
lic concerts, anything military we do it," Sydnor said. 

Performing for the public brings added responsibility 
to these Marines. 

When they stand before civilians they automatically 
become Marine Corps ambassadors. They have to main-
tain a positive and energetic image no matter how tired 
they may be, according to MSgt. Garry H. Lauziere, band 
drum major. 

"Someone could be in the Corps, but their mom may 
not know what the Corps is about until she sees the band," 
Lauziere said. 

For that same reason it's essential for them to look 
their best. After their day is taken up by rehearsals and 
performances, their night is consumed in preparation for 

the following day. After a full and demanding work day, 
band Marines spend most of their evenings pressing and 
cleaning their uniforms and spit-shining their boots — 
their appearance has to be perfect. 

A workday can be hectic for these Marines who per-
form up to three times a day and rehearse three to four 
times a week. If that is not enough to fill their schedule, 
some hold additional billets as transportation, public af-
fairs, administration, logistics and training noncommis-
sioned officers (NCOs), in addition to their job as musi-
cal artists. 

"Many people don't understand what we do. 
They think it's easy, that we don't do anything, but that's 
not true." according to Cpl. Rainie Smith. "We do every-
thing like every other Marine [ training wise]." 

All the work pays off at the end, however. When the 
busy season settles down every Marine is afforded the 
chance to take 30 days of leave. 

"We demand a lot from them," Lauziere said. "We try 
to give them a break when we can, but the season de-
mands keeps them on the edge." 

On the edge is exactly their position during times like 
the Marine Corps Ball season. Pieced bands within the 
Division Band like the Two Brass Quintets, the Wood-
wind Quartet, the Dixie Band and the Show Band Task 
Force perform rap and country western at various func-
tions. Having several separate bands. Allows them to 
spread out and perform on separate locations simulta-
neously. 

The job is hard but not without perks. Marines enjoy 
traveling to perform for towns who don't get to see them 
often and welcome them with open arms. 

The band put on 401 shows in 1996. It was a busy year 
for them, but not quite as hectic as they project this year 
to be. So far, an estimated 450 performances are expected 
by the end of the year. That's a lot of work for these Ma-
rines, but they will get through it by focusing on the im-
portance of working with a Marine Corps band. 

" Watching the smiles of the children and patriotic 
people who watch the band's performances make it all 
worthwhile," Sydnor said. "They go crazy when they see 
us in blues." 

During the summer season the band does an estimated 450 performances.

Moving can be a very stressful time. If you will be 
leaving Camp Lejeune this summer, it's still not late to 
plan ahead. As you prepare to clear on-base family hous-
ing, you need to decide whether to clean the quarters your-
self, or to hire a cleaning agent. Some ideas to help in 
making your decision are as follows: 

First of all. there is no requirement for anyone to hire 
a cleaning agent or agency when in the process of clear-
ing quarters. Cleaning services are available to use at 
your discretion, and you are free to hire anyone you like. 
If you choose not to, you will still be responsible for clean-
ing quarters prior to your final inspection (MCO 
PI 1000.22). 

Family Housing has no official affiliation with clean-
ing agents/agencies, but maintains a list for the conve-
nience of our customers. It is rotated on a regular basis to 
avoid any appearance of ranking or approval. 

I. Fees charged by cleaning agencies are generally 
dependent upon the condition and size of the quarters. 
Residents are encouraged to negotiate with any number 
of agencies to avoid paying excessive charges and may 
solicit competitive bids. Agencies are not obligated nor 
required to bid on any particular house and residents are 
not obligated to accept bids. 

This is a'service provided to you by the individual agent, 
not by Family Housing or any military or government 
agency. 

You may get as many bids as you like, and negotiate a 
better price for yourself, the same as you would do any 
service you may find in the local community. 

Many of these agents offer competitive prices and are 
willing to bargain: the negotiation is up to you. You may 
choose to do some of the work yourself, i. e„ yardwork, 
siding, etc., to lower the total'cost. So, NEGOTIATE, 
NEGOTIATE. NEGOTIATE. 

Agency fees are not regulated by Family Housing nor 
may agencies enter into collusion or agreement regard-
ing prices or areas of operation. They may charge what 
the market will bear. 

Agencies whose fees are considered excessive, may 
be by-passed for consideration. 

Agencies not yet certified may charge lower fees in 
order to gain their certification more quickly. Then they 
may adjust their fees accordingly. There are two classes 
of cleaning agents; those that are certified to stand final 
inspections for the service member and those that are not. 
Those agents, not certified to stand final inspections, are 
new and have not met the necessary requirements to stand 
the final inspection, but they will be able to save you a lot 
of time and effort. 

2. Policy concerning commercial quarters cleaning 
agencies: 

All personnel desiring to act as cleaning agents must 
make application for permits to the Director, Family Hous-
ing.

refundable registration fee for each child. While either parent can initiate 
registration, only the sponsor can sign several forms necessary to complete 
the process. Patrons who are already receiving care are required to register 
by July 1. Parents will also receive cards to verify they have properly regis-
tered their children. 

Registration is designed to be as convenient as possible and will give 
parents access to all child care services aboard Camp Lejeune. 

Child Development Services contributes to the Marine Corps' commit-
ment to being a "force in readiness" through supporting Marine families 
with quality, affordable child care in center and home-based settings. 

"All of our programs are developmental and designed to provide for the 
social, emotional, physical and cognitive growth of children," said Tonya 
Turner, supplemental programs and services director. 

Child Development Services has developed several programs to meet 
the needs of such a large and diverse military population. Eligibility for 
services is limited to children six weeks through 12 years of age of military 
and Department of Defense (DoD) civilian personnel, reservists on active 
duty or during inactive personnel training and DoD contractors. Some of 
the more popular services include: resource and referral; full-time, hourly 
and Saturday evening care in child development centers; Family Child Care 

homes; School-Aged Care and Respite/Emergency Care. 
Resource and referral provides assistance to parents 

with many child care questions to include locating appro-
priate, affordable and accessible child care, selecting a 
home-based caregiver and information on several other 
programs. 

In a military environment where both parents often 
work, full-time care can be the answer parents are look-
ing for. There are two locations aboard Camp Lejeune 
where full-time care is given. The Brewster and Tarawa 
Terrace Child Development Centers provide care from 6 
a.m. to 6 p.m. Monday through Friday. Children are served 
nutritional meals at these centers as well. "Our goal is to 
provide the children with nutritious meals while also teach-
ing them good eating habits at an early age in order to 
reduce future health problems and educational costs," said 
Helen Newbold, Child and Adult Care Food Program 
manager. Fees for this program are based on total family 
income. 

The CDCs sometimes reach maximum capacity, which 
causes parents to be placed on a waiting list for child care.

This waiting list serves patrons through a priority system. Dual military, 
single military, single DoD civilian personnel, or military whose spouse is 
employed full-time are all Priority I. Those personnel whose spouses do nol 
work, reservists on active duty or during inactive personnel training are 
Priority II. All other eligible personnel are Priority III. The length of time 
spent on these lists ranges from one week to five months. 

An hourly service is offered through "several channels for parents whose 
needs don't require frequent long term care. Centers offer care on a space-
available platform that varies in time available. These services are also of-
fered in Family Child Care homes. The cost through all venues is $2 per 
hour, per child. 

Parents looking for some time to themselves can find quality care on 
Saturday evenings from 6 p.m. to 12 a.m. at the Brewster CDC. The cost is 
also $2 per hour, per child. Unlike regular houfly care, meals are not pro 
vided, but food may be brought by patrons. 

Shift workers might find the Family Child Care Program attractive in 
that it offers care 24 hours a day, seven days a week. This care is given by 
providers authorized to offer child care services in base quarters. Caregivers 
receive extensive training and are subject to monthly unannounced inspec-
tions. 

The CDS office can refer anyone interested in this program to an appro-
priate provider. 

In an effort to prevent school-aged children from suffering some of the 
negative effects associated with "latch-key" kids, the CDC has a School-
.Age Care program. This program is available at the Berkeley Manor El-
ementary School and Tarawa Terrace CDGfrom 6:30 a.m. to the start of the 
school day, and from end of school until 6 p.m., and from 6:30 a.m. until 6 
p.m. on school holidays. There is also a summer fun program with this 
group that includes field trips, skating, swimming and other group activi-
ties. Finally, when military families face a crisis, the CDC in conjunction 
with the Lyman Trust Fund provides free child care 24 hours a day in Fam-
ily Child Care homes. Eligible families must contact a unit key coordinator, 
unit commander, chaplain, Naval Hospital physician/social worker, or New 
Parent Support Program nurse/social worker for assistance. These person^ 
will contact CDS. 

Perhaps the most rewarding aspect of the Camp Lejeune Child Devel-
opment Centers involves the knowledge that children are being given qual-
ity care by qualified personnel who truly care about their welfare. 

"I really have enjoyed the 12 years that I've worked here with the chil-
dren," said Deborah Beale, child care provider. "I try to be a positive role 
model and set examples [the children] can follow in every day life."

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Georgia Governor's fall to the top via Marine

MARINE CORPS RECRUIT DEPOT, Parris Is-
land, S.C- — "Drunk, dirty, disheveled, and dejected, I 
sat cross-legged on the floor of the Gilmer County Jail 
in the Appalachian town of Ellijay, Ga." 

It s hard to believe that these words describe a man 
on the path to greatness. But that's exactly how Georgia 
Governor Zell Miller starts out his latest book, "Corps

Values — Everything You Need to Know I learned in 
the Marines." 

The path that led Miller from that jail cell in August 
1953 to his position at the top in the state he loves wasn't 
easy. In fact, he took one of the hardest routes imagin-
able — the U.S. Marine Corps. 

The decision to enlist, said Miller, is one of the best 
he ever made. 

"I would not be governor today if it were not for those 
12 weeks I spent at Parris Island and those three years I 
spent in the Marine Corps," said Miller in his deep south-
ern drawl. "The values that were taught to me in the 
Marine Corps are values that are current in everything I 
do." 

With his wry southern wit and often humorous ac-
counts of recruit training at Parris Island in the 1950s, 
the former Marine sergeant puts a spin on the funda-
mental Marine Corps values with which he was embed-
ded, and applies these lessons as a guide for changing 
an ailing society. 

Somewhere in the literary ground between Robert 
Fulghum's "Everything I need to Know I Learned in 
Kindergarten," Hillary Rodham Clinton's "It Takes a 
Village," and William Bennett's "The Book of Virtues," 
Miller's fourth literary work weighs in big on values 
and boot camp memories, but small on the windy, self-
aggrandizing style that plagues the memoirs of many 
politicians. In the words of "Marietta Daily Journal" col-
umnist Matt Towery, who ran on the GOP ticket in op-
position of Miller in 1990, Miller is "gently placing his 
arm around the shoulder of the reader and sharing the 
secret to an orderly and productive life." 

"I just wanted to weigh in on the discussion of values 
that I had first learned from my mother and were later 
reinforced so strongly by the Marines " said Miller. 

Like a tattoo, those values are under Miller's skin 

and have guided him every day since he left the 
Corps' ranks. The values are neatness, punctuality, 
brotherhood, persistence, pride, respect, shame, re-
sponsibility, achievement, courage, discipline, and 
loyalty. Miller dedicates a chapter to each value and 
reinforces the value's importance with anecdotes, 
philosophies, and his version of the facts of life. 

Not surprisingly, Miller's "Corps Values" fall di-
rectly in line with the Marine Corps' Core Values 
— Honor, Courage and Commitment. The two phi-
losophies share the common idea that character is 
destiny, both in individuals (such as governors), and 
organizations (such as the Marine Corps). 

"I have met very few former Marines who haven't 
kept these values," he added. 

From the towering portrait of Iwo Jima that rests 
on the wall behind his desk in the Georgia State 
Capitol, to his trademark black cowboy boots that 
are polished to mirrors at the toe, to the gold eagle, 
globe and anchor pinned on his suit jacket, Miller's 
love and respect for the Corps are present in his 
everyday life. 

Miller isn't the only one who is thankful to the 
Corps for guiding him to the top political office of 
Georgia. Countless cars driven by college students 
returning home for summer break bear bumper 
stickers praising HOPE Scholarships. 

Since 1993, HOPE (Helping Outstanding Pupils 
Educationally) has provided free college tuition and 
book allowances to students who graduate from 
Georgia public or private schools with at least a B 
average. In addition, Miller has also provided a pre-
kindergarten plan for all Georgian 4-year-olds and 
a tough DUI plan aimed at keeping those children 
and their families alive.

Biltmore Estate encompasses approxi-
mately 8.000 acres, including formal and informal gardens designed 
by the father of landscape architecture in America, Frederick Law 
Olmnted. 

While the incomparable beauty of Biltmore Estate is the result 
of the combined creative talents and vision of all three men 
Vanderbilt, Hunt and Olmsted — it is Biltmore House which con-
tinues (o be the ccnicrpiccc of Vanderbilt's legacy. This great house 
remains the largest private residence in the United States, a Na-
tional Historic Landmark now owned by Vanderbilt's grandson. 

Begun in 1890, Biltmore House is constructed of tons of Indiana 
limestone transported by a special railway spur built specifically 
to bring the massive amounts of material and supplies to the site. 
It took hundreds of workers five years to complete the house. 

On Christmas Eve in 1895, George Vanderbilt formally opened 
thr doors lor the first time to friends and family, in the late 20th 
century . Bi l tmore House remains much as it was when the 
Vandcrhilts occupied it nearly 100 years ago, showcasing George 
Vanderbilt's original collection of furnishings, art and antiques. 

Vanderbilt, grandson of industrialist Commodore Cornel ius 
Vanderbilt, was an intellectual, fluent in several languages, well-
traveled and knowledgeable about art, architecture, music, agri-
culture. horticulture and literature. 

Vanderbilt's diverse and cultured tastes influenced his travels with 
architect Hunt while Biltmore House was being built. The two men 
journeyed throughout Europe and the Orient, purchasing paintings, 
porcelains, bronzes, carpets and furniture. All of it would eventually 
becomc part of the collection of 50,000 objects still in Biltmore today. 

Indeed, it is the nature of the collection, reflecting the personal

and oak floors while fresh flowers from the estate gardens, green-
houses and conservatory decorate the rooms. 

Upstairs on the third floor, in addition to more bedrooms, are areas 
where guests once played parlor games and took afternoon tea. as well 
as rooms formerly occupied by ladies' maidservants. Downstairs, the 
domrWit scrs ants kept the entire house running smoothly with the help 
of a state-of-lbe-art domestic nerve center, complete with a main kitchen, 
t«, . specially kitchens, large laundry complex, refrigeration systems 
and pantries.

his sweeping landscape providing a fitting backdrop for this mag-
nificent chateau. Rare Franklinia and Persian ironwood trees grow 
side by side with mountain laurel, rhododendron, native azaleas 
and white pines. A four-acre English Walled Garden features 
50,000 Dutch tulips and iris each spring as well as an All-Ameri-
can Rose Garden and summer annuals in warmer months and chry-
santhemums in autumn. 

Biltmore's unique horticultural environment creates a blooming 
season that begins in early spring and continues until the first frost: 
in other words, something is blooming at Biltmore from March 
through November. Even during winter months, the conservatory 
is full of colorful tropical plants such as poinsettias, orchids, lil-
ies, cacti and bougainvillea. 

In keeping with the Vanderbilt tradition of entertaining in style, 
today s guests at Biltmore are treated, not only to the elegant sights 
of a 19th century country estate, but to the epicurean pleasures of 
living like a Vanderbilt for a day as well. Housed in a former dairy 
barn, also designed by architect Richard Morris Hunt, Biltmore 
opened a state-of-the-art winery in 1985, where guests can learn 
about viticulture and oenology as well as sample Biltmore's own 
wines. The estate currently produces approximately 75,000 cases 
of wine annually. 

Another Hunt structure on the estate which was also once part 
of the dairy operation is Deerpark Restaurant, where guests can 
again taste estate wines, this time as they complement as array of 
fine seasonal entrees. If they are lucky, Deerpark guests might 
even catch a glimpse of an estate deer grazing in the woodland, 
originally designated by Olmsted as a deer preserve, and now sur-
rounding the restaurant. 

Adjacent to Biltmore House is a large stable area, restored to 
reflect the original character of the work and storage rooms. The 
main stable is now a cafe where guests are seated in renovated horse 
stalls and may select from an enticing menu featuring slowcooked 
rotisserie chicken and Biltmore's estate-raised Angus beef 

And for those looking for still a different dining opportunity, The 
Bistro, located adjacent to the winery, serves a unique menu com-
bining traditional French bistro recipes and mountain fare. The 
menu features wood-fired pizzas and freshly-made pastas, as well 
as signature entrees prepared with Biltmore's own estate-grown 
vegetables. 

Biltmore Estate is located near the intersection of Interstates 26 
and 40. Entrance to the estate is three blocks north of Exit 50 or 
50B on Interstate 40. 

The estate is open daily from 9 a.m. until 5 p.m., except Thanks-
giving Day, Christmas Day, and New Year's Day. 

Special celebrations take place at Christmas, when the house is 
fully decorated in Victorian Tradition, and each spring during Fes-
tival of Flowers. 

Admission to the estate includes Biltmore House, gardens and 
winery and enables the estate to remain private and self-sufficient, 
receiving no governmental funding or grant monies. For guests 
who enjoy visiting Biltmore every season. Twelve Month Passes, 
providing year-round admission, are available. Prices for Christ-
mas Daytime, Candlelight Evenings and Festival of Flowers Eve-
nings vary from regular admission prices.

Tsali (pronounced Sah-lee) 
ailes of single-track trail wrapped around the 
Fontana. One of the most popular mountain 
ns in the eastern United States, Tsali attracts 

itain bikers each year. 
,rs Tsali was a little known and seldom used 
Uing of two Loops creatively named the Right 
When Mountain bikes were first introduced it 
g for local mountain bikers f rom the nearby 

Nantahala Outdoor Center (NOC) to discover Tsali. As Tsali 
grew in popularity local mountain bikers joined in partnership 
with the National Forest Service and constructed two new Loops 
named Thompson and Mouse Branch. 

Today equestrians and mountain bikers share Tsil i under an 
alternating trail use schedule arranged by the National Forest 
Service. On Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Saturday bikes are al-
lowed on the Mouse Branch and Thompson Loops On Mon-
days, Wednesdays, Fridays, and Sundays bikes are allowed on 
the Left and Right Loops. Hikers, runners and hunters (in sea-
son) are currently allowed on all trails every day. 

Tsali is ranked by Bicycling Magazine a "one of the ten best" 
off-road rides in the United States and it is no wonder with sev-
eral creek crossings, rolling terrain, and a beautiful c l i f f - top 
overlook high above Lake Fontana. Consisting of a mix of single-
track and double track trail the 7.4 mile Thompson Loop rolls 
through mixed pine and hardwood forest . 

The trailhead for the Thompson Loop is located at the "day-
use" parking area and is next to an informational sign. Most 
people ride the Thompson Loop counter c lockwise even though 
there is not currently a required direction of travel. The trail is 
marked with red blazes and easy to follow. 

At the start of the Thompson Loop you ride through a gate 
and onto the entrance road for the Mouse and Thompson Loops. 
At 0.1 miles the end of the Thompson Loops enters on the left . 
Continue on the right. At 0.6 there is a junct ion with three op-
tions. The Thompson Loop is the first trail on the left . At mile 
6.1 turn left up the hill. Forest Service Road 2551 bears off to 
the right. At mile 7.3 turn right and return to the trail head. 

The Tsali Recreation Area is located about 12 miles west of 
Bryson City on NC 28 North. For trail maps, guide books and 
current trail condit ions stop by the Nantahala Outdoor Center ' s 
Out f i t te r ' s Store bike shop located 9 miles f rom Tsali on Hwy 
1 9 / 7 4 West. NOC also offers bike rentals ranging f rom a Spe-
cialized Rockhopper for $27 a day to a "Test Pilot" (high-end 
bikes with high-end components) for $38 a day. We expect over 
1,800 riders to come to the Nantahala Outdoor Center in 1997 
for bike rentals. Mountain bike clinics range from a one day 
"Sample r" , s tar t ing with the basics , for $75 to a "Week of 
Tra i l s ) , advanced instruction along with local knowledge f rom 
an NOC ins t ructor /guide , for $775. Costs include lodging, 
meals, equipment and area transport. Private instruction is avail-
able starting at $150 a day. Cost decreases as your group size 
increases. This is offered year-round. Bring the family. Our 
licensed day-care center can provide fun & friends for your chil-
dren during your family stay.

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Fortunes didn't pan out for 
early White Sands settlers

W H I T E S A N D S M I S S I L E R A N G E , N . M . — Stone 
walls f r om the assay o f f i c e and mil l , the founda t ion 
to the general s tore and r emnan t s of a f e w o ther bui ld-
ings are all that remain of Es tey City. Oh, and thou-
sands of rusted tin cans . His tor ians es t imate about 500 
people l ived here be tween 1901 and 1911. They came 
with p romises of fo r tunes to be made min ing coppe r 
f rom the Oscura Mounta ins . But records reveal only a 
few sh ipments of ore ever left the town, and by the 
beginning of the second decade of this century, Estey 
City was a ghost town. Vest iges of o ther ranches and 
cabins — perhaps some as yet und i scovered in the late 
20th century — dot the vast, rugged l andscape of this 
southern New Mex ico outpos t . But Estey City s tands 
alone as a comple t e town that in its brief heyday, in-
cluded some 50 homes , a genera l store, a church , a 
school , a hotel and a sa loon. Now, i t ' s mos t ly forgot -
ten, and few even a t tempt a visit . Jim Eckles could 
pinpoint Estey City on a Whi te Sands range map, but 
it took him several a t tempts and a lot of back t rack ing 
to find and t raverse the narrow, rock-s t rewn road that 
ascends through a val ley of c reosote , A p a c h e p lume 
and cactus , passes be tween two low peaks and ends 
on a knoll above the old min ing town. No s igns or 
markers guided us — only E c k l e s ' eye fo r f ami l i a r 
l andmarks and his k n o w l e d g e of the rugged terra in 
that is the backyard of his workp lace . "We d o n ' t get 
many requests to visit the site, and f rankly , tha t ' s OK, 
because of its f rag i l i ty ," said Eckles , a med ia re la t ions 
o f f i ce r at Whi te Sands . Tall and lean, with a reddish 
beard and relaxed demeanor , Eckles l ikes to share his 
knowledge of the pos t ' s h is tory and env i ronmen t . As 
he steered the rugged o f f i c e f o u r - b y - f o u r over re lent -
lessly rough terrain, he poin ted out l andmarks vis ible 
more than 20 miles away. " I t ' s amaz ing the d i s tances 
you can see here ," he said and gent ly r ibbing this East 
Coaster , added, "p robab ly a little f a r the r than you can 
see in W a s h i n g t o n . " F r o m the kno l l w h e r e E c k l e s 
pulled to a stop, the s tone wal ls of the f o r m e r assay 
o l l icc s tood stark and black agains t the mat te sky, and 

not a sound could be heard, save the gent le hum of 
the deser t wind. The ghos t s of Estey City seemed to 
be whisper ing , beckon ing us to " C o m e fo rward ... take 
a closer look ." Eckles strode conf ident ly down the hill, 
his desert boots sure as they gr ipped rocks and sand. 
At a bend in the na r row trail obscured by this t les , he 
s tooped to examine an eve r - expand ing del ta of rus ted 
cans and broken glass , punctua ted by the more recent 
addi t ions of a luminum beverage cans that caugh t the 
meager rays of c loud-d i f fused sunshine . "Pe rhaps this, 
more than any other remnant , depicts the his tory of 
Estey Ci ty ," he said, push ing at the bill of his cap to 
get a bet ter look. P ick ing up a rec tangula r can with a 
round spout — like a syrup conta iner — he pointed 
out s t i l l -vis ible pr int ing s tamped into the meta l . Point-
ing at another , cy l indr ica l " s o u p " can. he noted the 
small punc tu re hole in its side. "It appea r s to have 
been opened with a m i n e r ' s pick to pour out the con-
tents , ' he said. The set t lers arr ived here, bas ing their 
f u tu r e on the promises of a 1905 p rospec tus issued by 
the Div idend Min ing and Mil l ing Co. of Bos ton . The i r 
expec ta t ions fa r ou twe ighed the ore their mines even-
tual ly y ie lded , Eckles said. Many probab ly arr ived by 
rail on the same t racks that later wou ld de l iver provi-
s ions and min ing equ ipmen t about 15 miles southeas t 
of where they set t led. D.M. Estey, whose fami ly bus i -
ness m a n u f a c t u r e d Estey organs , f o u n d e d the small 
town, but he died be fore large-scale min ing opera t ions 
began . The town itself would die within a few years 
a f t e r the miners d i scovered there w a s n ' t enough cop-
per in these hills to make any money. Perhaps the de-
ve lopers knew the mines w o u l d n ' t yield the p romised 
r iches , Eckles said, and schemed only to make money 
for t hemse lves f rom sales to inves tors . They were the 
only ones who prospered f r o m the venture . A 1907 
edi t ion of "Eng inee r ing and Min ing J o u r n a l " repor ted 
"The Div idend Coppe r Company , G .M. Boyson , man-
ager, has spent $380 ,000 on mines and mill , with no 
re turns . " And so they abandoned Estey City by horse 
and wagon or by rail, south to El Paso or nor th to Al-
b u q u e r q u e , San ta Fe and Denve r , l e av ing b e h i n d a 
legacy of hard work and high hopes — poorer for the 
expense but r icher by fa r fo r hav ing tried.
