MARINE CORPS COMBAT 
DEVELOPMENT COMMAND, 
Quantico, Va.—BGen Paul K. Van

The cer-
emony had spe-
cial meaning for 
the division visi-
tors because in-
coming presi-
dent BGen Peter 
Pace was BGen 
Van Riper's 
former chief of cannon. 
staff. 

BGen Pace took command of the 
learning institution from BGen James 
R. Davis at Breckenridge Audito-
rium here in front of a crowd of 
family, friends and faculty. Featured 
at the ceremony were a Marine color 
guard and and band detachment, and 
remarks by LtGen WalterE. Boomer, 

MCCDC CG. 
"We provide a forum for the gen-

esis of new concepts," LtGen Boomer 
said. "We personify the manage-
ment of training and education. The 
Marine who passes through our school 
is able to execute sound militaryjudg-
ment." 

LtGen Boomer, who commanded 
I MEF forces in Southwest Asia, 

spoke on change 
and innovation, 
and how crucial 
they are to the for-
ward movement of 
the Marine Corps. 

"Without them, 
the Corps will 
wither, even 
though we've been 
in existence more 
than 200 years," he 
said. Turning to the 
two commanders 
seated onstage, he 
added, "But that's 
not going to hap-
pen." 

BGen Van 
Riper was ac-

sion commander 
was the first president of the univer-
sity, and had been instrumental in 
getting the program "headed in the 
right direction," BGen Davis said. 

The next day the Lejeune-based 
entourage got an early start touring 
the fields of Chancellorsville, where 
in 1863 rebel Gen Robert E. Lee 
defeated a larger Union force under 

under Joseph Hooker. Despite their 
victory, the Confederates lost their 
leader, Gen Thomas J. "Stonewall" 
Jackson. 

The group wasmetby Mike Miller, 
a Marine Corps historian who spe-
cializes in the Civil War. He took 
them through several key areas of the 
battlefield. 

During the noon break, the Ma-
rine commanders stopped at a small 
house where Jackson's amputated 
arm had been laid to rest. Years later, 

the battlefield was saved for poster-
ity through the initiative of Marine 
legend MajGen Smedley D. Butler. 

On Friday, the group visited the 
facilities of Weapons Training Bn. 
They toured the armory, where weap-
ons are custom-made and modified 
for use by competition shooters, Ma-
rine snipers and Marine Expedition-
ary Unit (Special Operations Ca-
pable) personnel. 

They also exchanged information 
with the Marines at the facility to 

improve the quality of marksman 
ship in the Corps, as well as wilh staff 
members at the The Basic School for 
Marine officers. 

"I wanted to let commandcrs and 
key staff come toQuantico to see how 
they build our weapons and sniper 
rifles, and meet some of the brains 
involved with the program," BGen 
Van Riper said.

Lejeune's senior enlisted offer perspective on core values

Recently, more than 100 years of 
Marine Corps experience got together 
to discuss core values, a new term 
which seems to have sprung up over-
night after the Tailhook scandal.

sage from Commandant of the Ma-
rine Corps Gen Carl E. Mundy Jr. in 
his White Letter 10-92. 

The letterdirectsMarines to focus 

their priorities on "reaffirming and 
achieving expected standards of eth-
ics, behavior and respect for each 
other and those around us." 

What do these words mean to the 
four "war horses" listed above who 
lead the four commands at Camp 
Lejeune?

made bytheother three regarding the 
meaning of the term "core values." 

"I think they are the values the 
Marine Corps traditionally holds. The 
values that are above and beyond 
what is expected and given by civil-
ians and our sister services. The 
Marine Corps holds itself to a higher 
standard when it comes to conduct 
and performance and that's what 
makes us Marines." 

The senior enlisted Marines said 
they understand core values. But do 
they think the Marines they com-
mand understand them? 

"I firmly believe that it goes back 
to the certificate of appointment 
which says 'Know ye that reposing 
special trust and confidence in the 
fidelity and abilities of said 
Berry. "All Marines are basically 
good at heart." 

"Every Marine knows what kind 
of conduct is expected of them," said 
Moore. "Unfortunately we have not 
reinforced it to the extent that we 
should have. lt doesn't matter if they 
are officer or enlisted, they know

Superman syndrome, 
driving are deadly mix 
Cpl. David J. Ferrier 

One look at the green and white 
sign with the flashing traffic signal 
and the words "Deaths lastyear- 13, 
Deaths this year — 19," clearly indi-
cate Marines are not invincible. Yet 
that belief, that being young means 
being able to take risks and not suffer 
the consequences, seems to inhabit 
the majority of people in the service. 

But that assumption is unfair and 
incorrect, according to CDR Manuel 
Rafanan, bead of the Mental Health 
Department at the Naval Hospital 
here. 

"There is no distinction or stereo-
typical group of people who believe 
they are invincible. It is just human 
nature," he said. 

Insurance companies in North 
Carolina seem to be giving young 
people the benefit of the doubt re-
garding insurance rates. Premiums 
are no longer increased if a driver is 

male, unmarried or under 25 How-
ever, a surcharge is added if a driver 
has less than three years driving ex-
perience. which could apply to young 
and old drivers alike. 

It doesn't matter whether some-
one is young or old. Marine or civil-
ian . male or female; some people are 
simply carefree, Rafanan said. 

He added that this carefree atti-
tude exists in all human beings, some 
just have more control over it than 
others. 

"Everyone has the instinct of self-
preservation and not everyone wants 
to be Superman," Rafanan said. 

"But sometimes we experience 
unguarded moments that create en-
ergy and good feelings. If those feel-
ings exceed our limitations then the 
experience can get out of control." 

Those unguarded moments can 
occur anytime, but usually happen at

Patrolling tactics like "use com-
mon sense" and "pass all hand and 
arm signals" were refreshed before 
the men were sent out. Toting life-
like rubber AK-47s and rocket 
launchers, Marines scoured the field 
for any sign of reconnaissance teams 
with no success. Tired from the en-
ergy-draining heat, they fell into fit-
ful bouts of sleep, interrupted by the 
incessant buzzing and biting of in-
sects. 

Morning found the Marines rav-
enous as well as covered with swell-
ing bug bites. Earlier they had hosed 
each other down with every type of 
repellant, but to no avail. Once again 
patrols were dispatched, this time 
with greater success. Boot tracks and 
broken twigs indicated where about 
six scouts had had "eyes on" the 
aggressor's position the previous 
night. 

Later that afternoon, one team 
returned to camp with a report they 
had heard the recon team moving 
away from them. More than a dozen 
Marines were sent out "on-line" to 
sweep through some of the thickest 
growth they had seen. Along the 
way, wild blackberries provided a 
needed tart treat. 

Nearly ready to give up, the patrol 
began to head back to camp when 
one Marine literally walked into the 
recon team's position and "lit them 
up." 

Returning to the command post, 
the aggressors broke down theirelabo-
rate hammocks and communication 
antennas in preparation for the as-
sault. 

Darkness slowly approached be-
fore the low droning of helicopters 
was heard in the distance. 

Silhouetted against the moonlit 
sky, two AH-1T Cobra helicopters 
flew into view, providing a hovering 
security for five CH-46 and two CH-
53 helicopters laden with the assault 
force. Landing behind the Marines, 
theCoC leathernecks stormed out of 
the helicopters and began their charge 
toward the enemy. 

Minutes ticked by as the desert-
clad Marines waited for the attack. 
Seemingly without warning,wave 
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A camouflaged Marine creeps through the towering grass as he scouts for intruders. 

after wave of attacking Marines 
crashed through the brush spraying 
the area with blank fire. Wasting no 
time the assaulting Marines per-
formed the five prisoner of war tech-
niques of search, silence, segregate, 
speed and safeguard effortlessly. 

Disoriented from the attack, the 
Marines could only watch helplessly 

as burlap bags and twist ties were 
placed over their heads and around 
their wrists. Suddenly the call came 
for the assault force to pull back to 
the helos for extraction, leaving the 
bound Marines to the bugs. 

When it was all over, Cpl Ilario 
Pantano, an assistant team leader for 
Scout Sniper Platoon, commented 

on the performance of his fellows. 
"I think we all joined the Corps for 

the same reasons, to have the chance 
to do all this 'gungy' stuff," said 
Pantano. "We adapted well to the 
environment considering none of us 
had worked together before. What-
ever deficiencies we had, our enthu-
siasm made up for everything."

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Preventing Lyme 
disease best cure

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Practicing preventive 
neasures is the best way to reduce your chances of 
ontracting Lyme disease. This can be done by 

ivoiding areas such as trees, dense undergrowth and 
all grass that are likely to be tick-infested—especially 
luring the high-risk spring and summer seasons when 
>ossible. 

When working or playing in tick-infested areas, 
ight colored protective clothing should be worn to 
nake ticks readily visible. Insect or tick repellents 
hould be applied as recommended. In heavily tick-
nfested areas, 
lants legs should 
pe tucked into 
ocks and the 
unction sealed 
/ith masking 
ipe. 

P e r i o d i c 
earches for 
cks on yourself, 
our children or 
thers in your 
arty during outdoor activities and after undressing 
re advisable. Pets should be checked on a regular 
asi s and treated as necessary, as they may bring ticks 
ome. 

Remember that being bitten by a tick does not 
ecessarily lead to Lyme disease — not all ticks are 
ifected. 

Because ticks must be attached for at least 24 hours 
sfore Lyme disease organisms are transferred, the 
:ids against infection are improved when ticks are 
:moved promptly and properly. Ticks should be 
:moved with tweezers by grasping the tick where its 
louth enters the skin and then applying gentle pres-
ire. The tick bite should be cleansed with disinfec-
nt. If the tick was attached, it should be saved in a 
r, and the date and place where the tick was required 
lould be recorded. 

If a rash or other symptoms of Lyme disease 
:velop, having the tick may be importantin aiding in 
diagnosis. If the tick was not attached, it should be 
jstroyed. 

The first symptom of Lyme disease is usually a red 
sh that gradually increases in size. Like chickenpox 
e rash starts out flat, becomes raised, may blister and 
trm scabs. The rash may even have a blue tinge to it. 
(ultiple rashes are not uncommon. 
Other common symptoms of Lyme disease include 

tigue, headache, neck sti ffness, jaw discomfort, pain 
stiffness in muscles or joints, slight fever, swollen 

ands or conjunctivitis. Treatment in the early stages 
usually very effective — so symptoms should not be 
ken lightly. Seek medical assistance if symptoms 
list. Prevention, however, is the best cure. 

Chaplain's Corner 
A God who reveals himself

Scriptures tell us no one has ever seen God at 
anytime. God is unimaginable, incomprehensible, 
indescribable, and cannot be grasped by our mind: 
"A God who is comprehensible is not God." If we 
read about men and women in the Bible, particu-
larly in the Old Testament, they experience God as 
a mystery. 

Their encounters with God are in a "dark cloud" 
(Psalms 18:9,11, 97.2 Deuteronomy 4:11 and 12). 
At best they may hear his voice. 

There is a danger in our times, not simply to 

speculate about the nature of God, but to create him 
in our own image. God is defined according to our 
human terms and theology is based on comfort and 
popularity with the masses. TQM (Total Quality 
Management) has even taken over in certain circles 
of religious faith groups: the "consumer" (man) 
defines the "product" (God). Ultimately, this is not 
worship of the true and living God but the worship of 
human creatures. 

These idols of false gods need to be smashed with 
the truth of God we encounter in Scriptures. 

Even though the true and living God is ineffable 
and mysterious in essence, he has chosen to reveal 

himself in certain persons, at certain times and places: 
God revealed himself to Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and 
the patriarchs.He gave the law of Moses. He spoke 
through his servants, the prophets. According to the 
New Testament Gospel, God has most fully and 
completely revealed himself when his only-begotten 
son became incarnate in Jesus Christ, "who is the 
expressed image of the invisible God," Revelation is 
complete in Christ; nothing needs to be added. 

Christians, be wary of the false gospel of the New 
Age and "every wind of false doctrine." Remember, it 
is God who teaches us who he is: "Blessed is God who 
reveals himself to us."

It is unlikely that parents can 
help the children "cram" for the 
test, but they may still have time 
for some preparatory action. 
Jeanne Darling, CLDS school 
psychologist suggests parents work 
with children on counting to 10, 
identifying common objects,~ 
repeating stories in their own words 
and answering "thinking" ques-
tions. 

"These are good pre-kindergar-
ten steps to take whether there is an 
assessment or not," Darling said. 
"One of the best preparation steps 
is reading to a child. There is 
nothing more important than 
reading." 

The EPSF is a national, stan-
dardized assessment exam used at 
CLDS for the past four years. 
Before that, a similar test was 
conducted that measured similar 
skill levels. 

Once the test is completed and 
scored, the child is placed at one of 
five achievement levels under each 
category. 

Those achievement levels 
include considerable strength, 

moderate strength and average, 
moderate and considerable need. 

Children achieving in one of the 
top three levels indicate a readiness 
for beginning kindergarten and 
being able to work at a level with 
the majority of other children. 
Darling said the trend in previous 
years has shown an "overwhelming 
majority" of students are up to par 
with their expected capabilities. 

However, about 10 percent of 
the 500 children expected to take 
the assessment will fall under one 
of the last two categories. 

These "slow learners" will not 
be held back, Darling said, but 
mainstreamed in an effort to bring 
them up to the average level. 

"Even children considered slow 
learners will do well in kindergar-
ten for a year," Darling said. 

"But, if more of the child's 
scores range in the moderate need 
and considerable need area, the 
youngster will need special help in 
the classroom. In that case, a 
program will be devised to bring 
the child up to the standard of his 
peers."

Marine Corps commissions two Prowler squadrons

MCAS CHERRY POINT, 
NC — History was made July 1 
when the Marine Corps commis-
sioned two more EA-6B Prowler 
squadrons, splitting Marine Tacti-
cal Electronic Warfare Squadron-
2 (VMAQ-2) and forming VMAQ-
1 and VMAQ-3, which will have 
fire aircraft each. 

Q-2's "Playboys" was origi-
nally formed when VMCJ 1, 2, 3 
were combined in July of 1975. 
Its mission is to jam enemy radar 
and communications. In addi-
tion, they conduct airborne elec-
tronic reconnaissance in support 
of Fleet Marine Force operations. 

Throughout the years, VMAQ-2 
has deployed worldwide to the West-
em Pacific, Europe, Southwest Asia, 
and Australia, where they have oper-
ated from airfields and U.S. Navy 
aircraft carriers. Currently, the squad-
ron flies the EA-6B ICAP II 
"Prowler." 

The uses of and defense against 
electronic warfare have become in-
creasingly sophisticated over the 
years. These challenges prompted a 
continuous presence of VMAQ-2 
detachments around the world, re-
flecting the need for multiple Marine 
EA-6B forces. 

The vital role of electronic war-
fare in the Gulf War further empha-
sized the importance of the EA-6B 

and on December 11, 1991, the Ma-
rine Corps decided to form three 
VM AQ squadrons. The reserve EA-
6B squadron, VMAQ-4, will be acti-
vated Nov. 1. 

Each of the new squadrons will 
have its own commanding officer, 
executive officer and sergeant major 
and approximately twenty-five ad-
ditional officers and 150 troops. 

The future VMAQ-1, currently on 
a WestPac deployment as Detach-
ment X-Ray, will be commanded by 
LtCol. R. S. Collins. 

VMAQ-2, currently at Cherry 
Point, will continue to be commanded 
by LtCol G. E. Monarch, III. The 
future VMAQ-2 will maintain the 
"Playboys" nickname. Monarch and

Most of the base is part of the 7th 
State Senate Di strict. Onslow Beach, 
however, is within the 4th State Sen-
ate District. For the state House of 
Representatives, the base and the air 
station is divided into four districts, 
the 4th, 10th, 12th, and 80th. The 
80th district makes up the housing 
areas, Boney said. The 10th is the air 
station, the 4th is the barracks area, 
while the 12th is the rifle range.

what acceptable conduct is and is not." 
Chamberlain said he believes value con-

flicts arise when Marines bring the values 
they had as civilians into the service. Many 
teens own televisions, VCRs, cars, have their 
own rooms and expect to live like that in the 
Corps. "Those same values that were near 
and dear to them as a civilian, they expect to 
have them here. Because of today's society 
we have to be flexible and able to understand 
that." 

Moore said he believes Marines today 
mosdy value material things. He said the 
Marines of his era differed from today's 
enlisted. "When you were told what you 
would or would not do, you accepted that. 
You were not so quick to challenge authority. 
But today's PFC and lance corporal have 
been challenging authority since day one." 

The other sergeants major concurred with 
Moore. "Marines today are more demand-
ing," said Berry. 'They don't readily accept 
things the four of us accepted. Their ques-
tions are considered a challenge to those of 
our experience." 

One minor question Marines of today ask 
is why are a Marine's boots laced left over 
right? Chamberlain said the answer of "well, 
[hat's just the way it is" doesn't satisfy Ma-
rines anymore. 

"I've been lacing my boots that way for 27 
years and never asked why," he said. "Now 
when you tell a Marine his laces must be left 
aver right, he wants to know why. Questions 
ike that make us do our homework in order 
io maintain our credibility." 

Berry agreed that the fact that Marines ask 

questions and challenge authority isn't nec-
essarily negative. For example, their ques-
tions have helped him re-evaluate his values. 
"Because they want to know why things are 
like that causes me to ask, just why they are 
like that. It's made an improvement on me as 
a person." 

Cromwell said the family has a great 
impact on the quality of Marine the Corps 
enlists today. "We didn't start teaching them 
values in the Marine Corps. Their parents 
taught them as they grew up." 

A third indicator that values have changed 
over the years was emphasized by Moore 
during the discussion. "When I was a PFC it 
was unheard of to hear of a Marine stealing 
from another Marine. It was something a 
Marine just didn't do. It was unthinkable. 
Now just look at the blotter and everytime 
you'll see something about theft. The Marine 
Corps hasn' t gotten larger so that tells me the 
values of Marines tend to change." 

Berry related another anecdote. "In 1965 
at 2d Reconnaissance Battalion you could 
leave your paycheck cashed on your rack, 
take a shower and when you came back the 
money would still be there. The mixture of 
bills might have changed; you might find ajar 
of pennies, but if you left $200, $200 would 
still be there." 

Berry went on to say that he no longer 
considers a Marine who steals a Marine. "I 
have personal heartburn with saying Marines 
steal. In my mind they are not Marines. If an 
individual wearing the uniform woulddo that 
to a Marine, he has crossed the barrier and is 
expelled from the Band of Brothers." 

In his white letter, Gen Mundy said inci-
dents such as excessesive use of alcohol, lack 
of discipline, and unethical conduct likesteal-

ing, are clear signals that Marines need to 
take stock of the core values of leadership, 
ethics, respect and overall conduct. Those 
core values haven't changed since the ser-
geants major day, but the reasons recruits 
join the Corps in the first place has. 

Growing up during World War II and 
Korea, Cromwell said he knew Marines went 
to war, but that was all he knew about them. 
Chamberlain knew from age 12 he wanted to 
be a Marine and did everything he could to 
ensure he would become one. A smart-alecky 
recruiter motivated Berry to sign the dotted 
line. "Fie told me 'Fat chance. We don't think 
you can do it.' It was a good recruiting 
technique. I accepted just to prove him 
wrong." Moore involuntarily joined; he was 
drafted. Draft-dodging was common at the 
time and he didn't really want to he in the 
military, but he felt he owed it to the country. 
"I had a sense of responsibility, not to myself, 
but to the country that had given me so 
much." 

As varied as their personalities are, the 
sergeants major said so are the reasons Ma-
rines join the Corps today. Gen Mundy said 
in his white letter the "warrior spirit and 
professional focus we have strived so hard to 
imbue must not be misunderstood as a re-
placement for civility and law-abiding be-
havior." 

Chamberlain said today's warriors must 
be promised something tangible before they 
will sign up. "Contracts, duty stations, mili-
tary occupational specialties, promotions... 
they want to see it in black and white. They 
don't want to leave things to chance like we 
did." 

Cromwell said it sometimes takes a con-
flict to see a swell of patriotism. "When a 

crisis breaks out, recruiters love it During 
Saudi they had people beating down their 
doors to join." 

Berry said he felt it was a combination of 
tangible and intangible benefits that makes 
people want to join today's Marine Corps. 
"Once they see the tangible benefits, that 
mystique of being a Marine, the challenge, 
the history will sway them. Everyone I as-
sume has a basic need to be number one and 
we capitalize on that." 

It would be naive to assume that everyone 
lives up to that number one attitude all the 
time. So what do these four senior leaders do 
about problems in their commands? 

They agreed that there are no problems 
specifically associated with their commands, 
rather they all share common shortcomings. 
They adhere to the commandant's letter which 
says, "the leaders in our Corps must lead and 
teach by example to a standard well above 
that even expected of subordinates." 

Cromwell and Moore said communica-
tion between Marines of different ranks is a 
frequent headache. Cromwell said commu-
nication becomes especially important when 
a Marine gets in trouble. "No one will talk to 
him or try to get him squared away." He 
described an incident where a Marine was 
being forced out of the Marine Corps, but 
never brought his difficulty to his superiors. 
"It must be a two-way street for it to work." 

Chamberlain said he believes the people 
who constantly show up on the blotters don't 
understand the meaning of core values. "Un-
til they are reeducated or separated from the 
service, we're going to continue to have 
problems." Finally, Berry said the difficulty 
lies in maintaining a balance between mis-
sion accomplishment and troop welfare. "We 

must explain to our Marines in a manner ft 
can convey to their subordinates the imp 
tance of this. Is what I want mission relate 
Or is it for my welfare?" 

Another issue all four Marines said ft 
felt very strongly about was returning to i 
power to police their own to the noncomm 
sioned officers. Berry summed up th 
statements this way. "Give the staff NCO a 
NCO the support they need in the form of' i 
away.' Give them a mission and everythi 
they need to do it and leave them alo-
When you come back, they get the praise 
it's done right, or corrective criticism if n 
But they are allowed to make mistakes!" 

Berry and the other sergeants major wi 
in adamant agreement about the issue of b< 
in the barracks, a topic addressed in a pre 
ous white letter from Gen Mundy. "We lit, I 
ally put our lives in the hands of Marines 
a daily basis and we do so with the Mmi 
confidence," Chamberlain said. "Yet wh 
we get back in garrison and get them dust 
off, we turn around and say 'Tim? out. You 
not mature enough to drink beer in the bi 
racks.' This has been a long time coming a 
I don't foresee any problems. If there are, 
handle it expeditiously." 

Concluding their conference, Berry wrapp 
up his feelings on the relaxed alcohol policy a: 
his confidence in the core values of Marini 
which chimed well with the commandan: 
words—"We must ensure that our actions nx 
notonly theexpectationsofthe American Peop 
but our own expectations as well." 

"There is no doubt in my mind that our NO 
can handle this," Beny said. "They are going 
benefit from this one small act of trust in the 
fidelity and ability and when they benefit, t 
Marine Corps benefits."

Rafanan said the prospect of being 
free and the release after work can 
cause feelings of invincibility. "I like 
lo think of it as ' impulsitivity," a lack 
of decision making. People seek im-
mediate gratification of their needs, 
act on it and then later come to regret 
it."

Driver's Improvement Course, man-
datory for drivers under age 26. Ac-
cording to Cpl Steven Jones, a DIC 
instructor, most accidents involve 
people under 26. 

"The younger generation has a 
tendency to buy a car for speed, 
versus an older person who buys a 
family car. The Driver Improvement 
Course gets "back to beginnings" to 
refresh their driving skills." 

Rafanan said moderation and a 
realization of a person' sresponsibil-
ity might curb urges to act impul-

sively. A disaster befalling the seem-
ingly invincible person might also be 
a needed slap in the face. 

"But some people never leatn. 
They go from one accident to the 
other and don't leam from their own 
experiences." 

He cautioned that although im-
pulsive people might be more acci-
dent prone and at a higher risk, even 
the most cautious person could run 
into disaster. "The safest driver could 
still have an accident. In life there are 
no guarantees." 

WILMINGTON, N.C. — 
There have been 28 drownings on 
the Cape Fear River since 1963. 
Of these, 26 occurred at the three 
locks and dams managed by the 
Wilmington - District U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers and two oc-
curred on the river itself, below 
Fayetteville. 

Thirty-four people were actu-
ally involved in the accidents that 
resulted in the 26 drownings. The 
other eight people were either res-
cued or swam to safety. 

In 1989adrowningwas averted 
at Lock and Dam No. 1 when a 
boat capsized about 30 yards be-
low the dam and the lockmaster 
was able to reach the victim by 
boat and rescue him. 

The most recent drowning in 
June occurred at Lock and Dam 
No. 1 in Bladen County north of 
Riegelwood, as the result of a boat-
ing accident. An active-duty sol-
dier and his 21-year-old son were 
fishing too close to the dam and 
their boat capsized. Both men 
were thrown from the boat and the 
soldier was able to swim to safety. 
His son's body was found four 
days later less than a mile down-
stream. 

The 26 deaths and other acci-
dents that occurred at the locks and 
dams could have been prevented if 

basic safety precautions had been 
taken. 

According to Lawrence Crawley 
Jr., Bridges and Locks Management 
Section chief, the areas beneath the 
dams are the most hazardous. 

"The downstream side of the dams 
have a continuous circular motion of 
water called a boil," he said. "A 
person or an object, such as a log or 
a boat, can be sucked into it by the 
currents and continue to be turned 
over in it for days at a time." 

The other two locks and dams on 
the Cape Fear River are William O. 
Huske, about 20 miles south of 
Fayetteville, and Lock and Dam No. 
2, south of Elizabethtown. 

All three of the locks and dams are 
clearly marked with buoys and warn-
ing signs advising boaters to stay 
clear of the dam. 

Crawley says boating accidents 
can be avoided and lives can be saved 
if these few safety precautions are 
taken. 

The three main safety rules to 
follow at the locks and dams are: 

1. Swift currents can sweep you 
over the dam. Stay at least 300 feet 
from the dam on the upstream side. 

2. You can be pulled to the dam 
from the downstream side. Stay at 
least 200 feet from the dam on the 
downstream side. 

3. Even though water may cover 

one dam during flood stages, the 
other dams may have a waterfall 
with dangerous conditions below 
the dams. 

Boaters should also wear a U.S. 
Coast Guard-approved personal 
flotation device when boating. 
They are also cautioned that the 
locks and dams are closed on week-
ends and federal holidays and no 
federal workers are around to re-
spond to emergencies. 

All three locks and dams are 
open Monday-Friday from 8 a.m.-
5 p.m. They are all closed on 
weekends and federal holidays. 
Picnic areas and boat ramps are 
open 24 hours each day, seven 
days a week. 

More information on safety 
practices at locks and dams can be 
obtained by contacting the 
Wilmington District, U.S. Army 
Corps of Engineers Public Affairs 
Office at (919)251-4626 from 8 
a.m.-4 p.m. Monday-Friday. 

Information available include 
the pamphlet, "Hazards of the 
Locks and Dams on the Cape Fear 
River," a 30-minute movie on 
safety at locks and dams that's 
available for loan to interested 
groups, and various speakers are 
available to make presentations/ 
briefings to interested groups on 
locks and dam safety. 

Cheney asks Congress for budget aj 
sees proposed defense cuts as 'too steep'

Defense Secretary Dick Cheney 
told lawmakers recently that some 
members of Congress are propos-
ing defense cuts "too steep and too 
dangerous" for the time. 

Testifying before the Senate 
Appropriations Defense Subcom-
mittee, Cheney asked the legisla-
tors to stick with the plan proposed 
by the president He said cuts 
beyond those proposed by the 
administration would end up 
destroying the finest military force 
the United States has ever fielded. 

"If we try to reduce the force 
too quickly, we can break it," he 
said. "If we fail to fund the 
training and high quality we have 
come to expect, we will end up 
with an organization that may still 
outwardly look like a military, but 
will simply not function. It will 
take a long time, lost lives and 
many resources to rebuild. Our 
nation's security will be hurt, not 
furthered, by such precipitous 
defence cuts." 

Cheney said if the drawdown is 
done correctly, it will provide the 
necessary security for American 
interests. He said the decisions 
Congress will make are "not about 
jobs back home in some 
congressman's district, not about 
political pork, not about the 
economic impact in the communi-

ties affected, although obviously, 
these are all important consider-
ations." 

He said the decisions will be 
about America's security, deterring 
war, about winning war if one is 
forced upon the country and about 
saving the lives of the men and 
women of the armed forces. 

Cheney said the administration's 
fiscal year 1993 defense budget 
considers the changes in the world. 
"With the passing of the Cold War 
threat — a global war beginning on 
short notice in Europe — we have 
been able to identify some missions 
and forces no longer needed," he 
said. "But we built our new 
regional defense strategy, and the 
base force to implement it, not by 
cutting down from Cold War 
levels, but by judging what would 
be needed to further democracy 
and our national security interests 
in a post-Cold War world." 

He said the DoD took a fresh 
look at the defense needs of the 
country. One premise is that the 
United States will need to station 
troops overseas. 

He cited Europe, Southwest 
Asia and the Pacific. "These forces 
are critical to allow us to defend 
our national interests and to come 
to the aid of our friends if they 
should again be threatened," he 
said. 

While forward-deployed troops 
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are important, another aspect is th 
United States may have to reconsl 
tute forces quickly. He said this 
capability would deter or defend 
against a strategic attack. 

Cheney said the developments 
of the last three years — the 
dissolution of the Warsaw Pact, th 
breakup of the Soviet Union, 
treaties reducing nuclear arms — 
give the United States a strategic 
depth it hasn't had in years. This 
depth enables the United States to 
respond to the emergence of 
another global threat in a gradu-
ated, multidimensional way, he 
said. 

The threats today are vague, 
distant and harder to define, nut 
this may not always be the case. 

"Today we face a fundamental 
choice," he said. "We can make 
the investments required to 
maintain the strategic depth that» 
have won — a much smaller 
investment than we made to secur 
it. 

Or we can fail to secure these 
advantages, and eventually the 
threats will not be remote, they wi 
not be vague, and we will not havt 
the alliances and the capabilities (• 
deal with them. 

We will wish then that we had 
made the much smaller investmei 
that we ask for today to preserve 
the depth in our strategic position 
that we have won."

"We expected a different fight from 
Reynolds," said W.N. Stankowski, one of 
Lane's training assistants and the Marine 
Corps Service Support School's boxing 
coach.

I had no idea he would 
have the nerve to try and stand toe-to-toe 
with someone as confident and powerful as 
Dennis." 

"Zennie's a good fighter," Lane added. 
"But, my game plan was to put a lot of 
pressure on him and make him come to me. 
I caught him with a lot of good side kicks 
and knees to the abdomen and was able to 
take him out early." 

"Dennis dropped more than 20 pounds 
and increased his endurance training to 
prepare for a chasing match," Stankowski 
said. "There wasn't much room for Reynolds 
to run because Dennis combines his kicking 
and boxing skills so well. He became the 
crafty fighter, moving from side to side, 
showing different angles and setting up his 
kick, which is about as fast as the fastest 
jab." 

Lane got his start with the boxing side 
of kickboxing with Stankowski while he 
was stationed here in the early '80s. "Den-
nis was an ex-high school football star 
looking for something new to do, so I taught 
him to box," Stankowski said. "The great 
thing about the guy is that he never gets too 
big that he doesn't remember where he 
started. Whenever he comes here to train, 
he always manages to run me down and I 
give him any assistance he needs." 

When he's not helping an old pupil train 
for a world title fight, Stankowski is busy 
training other young fighters. Right now he 
is forming a team to train and take to the 
October National Boxing Championships 
at the Olympic Training Center in 
Marquette, Mich. 

The win put Lane's record at 25-3 with 
22 knockouts. Next on his agenda is a chute 
boxing match against the Japanese cham-
pion. "After Japan I'm setting my sights on 
unifying all the kickboxing belts in the 
super heavyweight class, including the 
Karate International Council of Kickboxing 
and International Sport Karate Association 

belts," Lane said. 
"I'm heading back to College Park, Md., 

right now to train with Vietnam Karate/ 
Kung Fu grandmaster Qeoc-Dung, an ex-
cellent specialist in knees and elbows 
fighting which I'll be using a lot of in 
Japan." 

Qeoc-Dung trained two fighters who 
participated in the night's bouts. Washing-
ton D.C.'s Omar Gonzalez lost his middle-
weight match to Dallis Trigs of Long 
Beach, N.C. "I've only been training Omar 
for three months now," Queoc-Dung said. 
"Before coming to me he had no martial 
arts or boxing background and in just three 
months he almost defeated an opponent 
with more than six years experience under 
his belt." 

Queoc-Dung's other fighter was reserve 
SSgt Melvin Robinson, 28, a Washington 
D.C., real estate agent attached to the 4th 
CAG. Robinson was also on the bad end of 
a split decision with his super light heavy-
weight opponent. 

"I'm not used to this North Carolina 
heat," Robinson commented. "And, I had 

to drop six pounds in one morning because 
I was caught off guard on the weigh in. I lost 
a lot of power doing that and the fatigue 
factor came into play a lot earlier in the 
fight than I expected." 

Robinson's martial arts background is in 
Tae kwan do and Judo. In 1985, he was a 
member of the All-Marine Judo team. He 
got into kickboxing because he "needed 
something more realistic than formal mar-
tial arts training. I feel that kickboxing is 
the best practical application because com-
peting is as close to a real fight as you can 
get."

Camp Lejeune will holding its 7th Annual 
Toughman Triathlon September 5 at 8 a.m. The 
endurance race will boast a three-quarter mile 
swim, 26-mile bike ride and a 10-Kilometer run. 

In preparation for this event many Marines are 
out swimming, biking and running. One of these 
Marines, SSgt Bob Bieri, chairman of the Associa-
tion of Military Triathletes, offers a few training 
pointers. 

"The most difficult parts of becoming a triathlete 
is deciding the best way to train and getting 
through your first race," said Bieri, a two-time 
Ironman veteran. 

"Training can seem to be an insurmountable task 
at first," said Bieri. "You have to gain knowledge 
and competence in three separate endurance sports. 
There are dietary, physiological, monetary and 
psychological concerns along with time constraints 
to deal with." . 

Goal-setting is important to help deal with these 
concerns, according to Bieri. "For your first race, 
your goal should be to finish comfortably." 

To help with training and to monitor progress, 
Bieri suggested keeping a record of training. 
Include distances covered, time spent, how you felt 
and any other comments. By looking back at it, 
you can decide what works or what is wrong with 
your training. 

You should also monitor your pulse and weight. 
Fluctuations from your "norm" are indicators of 
stress or over-training fatigue. 

Cycling tips: 
When cycling, you want to think in terms of 

pedaling in complete circles with most of the power 
coming from the action that simulates scraping mud 
from your shoe on a curb. Tiy to maintain 80-100 
revolutions per minute. And remember that by 
hammering on a larger gear is only asking for 
trouble, especially when you consider that you have 
to run a 10K race afterwards. 

Running and sw imming: 
Running is something that the average Marine 

and sailor does quite often; however, running after 
cycling 26 miles is different. If you have the time, 
walk or jog a mile after your cycling workout to 
start letting your legs know what they are in for. 

The best thing you can do for swimming is to 
have someone analyze and work on your stroke. 
Swimming is more technique than muscle power,

"While that might not seem like much, simple 

math will tell you that in eight weeks you will 
double your original mileage and in 12 you can 
triple your mileage." 

Although it might seem like a long, slow proc< 
to increase mileage, adhering to the 5 percent n)l< 
can reduce your risk of over-training and injury, • 
added.

or# of amateur wrestling success, Sgt Buddy Lee made the Olympic team.

MARINE CORPS COMBAT 
DEVELOPMENT COMMAND 
Quantico, Va. — Accomplishing 
a goal supersedes all other 
priorities to some. 

For one Marine here it was 
earning a place in Olympic 
history. 

Sgt Buddy Lee earned a spot 
on the U.S. Olympic Wrestling 
Team after defeating longtime 
rival Ike Anderson in Greco-
Roman wrestling at the Olympic 
Trials in California recently. 

Lee started with organized 
sports in junior high school, 
playing mainly basketball, 
football and track. 

"I injured my ankle at basket-
ball tryouts in high school, so I 
couldn't play," Lee said "After 
that healed. I went out for the 
wrestling team when I was 15." 
His high school record was 90-4-
1. There he was three-time 
district champion, three-time 
regional champion, state runner-
up, state champion and four-time 
team most valuable player. 

Lee also earned many victories 
and titles at Old Dominion 
University in Virginia including 
two-time National Collegiate 
Athletic Association AU-Ameri-
can, four-time most valuable 
player, freshman team Ail-
American, senior and freshman 
Athlete of the Year and three-
time outstanding male athlete. 

He also earned a bachelor's 
degree in secondary education. 

"It was when I won my first 
national title that I thought I had 
the chance to make it to the 
Olympics. As a child, I always 
dreamed of being in the Olym-
pics. It's the pinnacle of amateur 
competition. 

"I made a commitment to 
myself that I wasn't going to let 
anyone take away my dream. In 
order to make it there, you can't 
let anyone sidetrack you. You 
have to stay completely focused 
on what you want to accomplish 
for many years. 

"People don't realize how 
much work is involved in train-
ing. We might work out twice a 
day. two hours for each workout. 
Then we'd do any extra things 
»e wanted to. like lifting weights 
and spend hours studying films of 
past matches and future oppo-
nents." 

Lee chose to focus on Greco-
Roman wrestling a number of 
years ago to get better workouts. 
Only the upper body can be used 
to pin a man. Using the legs in 
any way is illegal. 

Lee has maintained a 136.5 
pound competitive weight for the 
last 15 years. 

"There are two factors in-
volved that allow me to stay at 
this weight. One is not living 
with mom. and the other is not 
being married. 1 normally don't 
cook for myself because of my 
schedule. I don't have time to eat 
three meals a day. 

"The key to being a successful 
athlete is knowing your body 
inside out and how it worksT I 
know how to get my body to 
perform at its optimum level." 

One tool Lee used to learn 
about and train his body is 
jumping rope. 

"A man named Herbert Rainey 
taught me to jump rope not only 
to stay in shape but as an art 
form. He was a martial artist and 
he taught me to practice disci-
pline, believe in myself and 
follow my dreams. 

"Even today he continues to 
support me and he always 
believes in me. He even came to 
my Olympic trials." 

Rainey's ideas and teachings 
stayed with Lee throughout his 
career. Lee continues to use the 
jump rope as part of his training. 
He likes it so well that he started 
his own jump rope manufacturing 
company. 

Lee even gives seminars and 
performs his unique jump rope 
techniques in front of school 
children. 

"The slogan for my seminars 
is 'skip over drugs, jump into 
fitness.' Giving seminars, 

speaking with young children and 
teaching them to follow their 
dreams is probably how I most 
benefit the Marine Corps. 

"Many athletes are looked up 
to and don't really use their 
talents to make a difference in 
the community. That's why 1 
don't have any heroes in pro 
sports." said the 34-year-old 
wrestler. 

"Teammates of mine like Eric 
Wetzel and Keith Wilson are 
more like heroes to me. They 
spend time with young children 
and give back to the community. 
A hero does things from the 
heart, not for materialistic 
reasons. 

"They also helped me out as a 
teammate and gave me good 
input, making it possible for me 
to have an Olympic team berth." 

Since Lee's enlistment in 
1982, he has been Armed Forces 
National Champion several times 
three times Military World 
Champion, three times Greco-
Roman National Champion, 10 
times Marine Champion, four 
times National Olympic Sports 
Festival Champion, two times 
World Team member. 1985 
Marine Athlete of the Year, 10th 
place finisher in the 1989 World 
championships, Olympic alternate 
in 1988, 4th place finisher in 
World Championships, 1992 
Double Gold Interservice Na-
tional Champion, voted outstand-
ing wrestler in recent Olympic 
Trials, two time World Cup 
silver medalist and Pan-American 
silver medalist. 

"This will be my last Olym-
pics. When the Olympics are 
over it will be the end of one 
career and the beginning of 
another. I want to launch my own 
fitness campaign through jump 
rope. I want to teach kids about 
success, perseverance, discipline, 
commitment and many other 
things to show them how to help 
themselves and society. I want to 
teach kids to make a difference 
in a corrupt world. I can't rest in 
peace until I do that."
