Losing driving privileges can be a 
frustrating experience whether it's on or 
off base. In 1988, more than 1,000 
Marines, Sailors and civilians received 
tickets for driving aboard Camp Lejeune 
while their driving licenses were suspend-
ed or revoked, according to a base traffic 
court spokesman. 

Some received tickets because they ig-
nored revocation or suspension for the 
sake of convenience. However, in some 
cases the offenders were just not aware 
of the revocation or suspension. 

A license could be suspended or revok-
ed in the civilian community right now 
if the driver has failed to appear in court 
for a traffic ticket in any state or has been 
late in paying a fine, the spokesman said. 
The penalty for such an offense on all 
DoD installations could be a mandatory 
two-year revocation of driving privileges 
aboard base. 

Other reasons for suspension or revoca-
tion in North Carolina include DWI con-
victions, accumulation of 12 points on 
driving records in three years and one 
conviction of driving 15 miles over the 
speed limit when the posted limit is 55 
mph. 

One of the most significant reasons 
could be the commission of an offense in 
another state by a driver, which if com-
mitted in North Carolina would be 
grounds for suspension or revocation 
there.

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Navy Relief: first resource, not last resoi 
EDITOR 5 NOTE: The annual Navy 

Relief Society fund drive begins May 25. 
This is the first part of a series on the pro-
grams available through Navy Relief 
aboard Camp Lejeune.

The company gunny just passed the 
word the annual Navy Relief fund drive 
begins May 25. A scattering of cynical 
comments is heard: 

"No way! I tried to get some money 
after I stood office hours last year and lost 
half a month's pay. They turned me 
down! Why should I give them any 
money?" 

"1 can't give them any money. I'm in 
the hole already because my wife and I 
just bought SI0,000 worth of furniture!" 

A lot of Marines and Sailors believe the 
only thing Navy Relief does is hand out 
interest-free loans and grants; only those 
going on emergency leave or families who 
have hit rock bottom benefit. 

Nothing could be further from the 
truth. 

"It's the smart Marine or Sailor who 
comes to Navy Relief," said Dan Larson, 
director of the Navy Relief Society 
aboard Camp Lejeune. "We're the first 
resource, not the last resort." 

While providing loans and grants is the 
most visible of Navy Reliefs programs, 
it is certainly not the only assistance 

available to 
Camp Lejeune's 
Marines and 
Sailors. 

Navy Relief 
provides assis-
tance through the 
f o l l o w i n g 
programs: 

• —A layette 
program provides 
a package of basic 
needs for new-
born infants of 
servicemembers 
in need. These layettes are free and 
available from 30 days before due date 
to 30 days after the birth. 

• — A visiting nurse program provides 
in-the-home nursing services for infants 
born at the Naval Hospital and those re-
questing the service, as well as care for 
elderly dependents and retirees. The ser-
vice also conducts "Well Baby" clinics at 
Tarawa Terrace and Midway Park com-
munity centers monthly. 

• —A professional budget counselor 
helps Marines, Sailors and their families 
find ways to budget wisely, from "getting 
out of the hole" financially to working 
out simple savings plans for major pur-
chases. The counselor also gives classes, 
on request, in budgeting and financial 
management to companies and battalions 

aboard Camp 
Lejeune. 

• — Programs 
are also available 
assisting widows 
of servicememb-
ers, providing a 
children's waiting 
room at the 
Naval Hospital 
and providing a 
food locker for 
disaster victims. 

The Navy 
Relief Society ex-

ists to provide necessary assistance to 
members of the Naval Service and their 
dependents, widows and orphans. 

Anyone, regardless of rank, marital 
status or age, could find themselves in a 
bind, Larson said. 

"Anyone could need emergency 
assistance. You could walk out the front 
door of your barracks room and have 
your car's engine blow up on you. That 
qualifies as an emergency — you need 
transportation." 

One foundation of Navy Relief is par-
ticipation by volunteers, to ensure that re-
quests for assistance are handled by per-
sons familiar with the special demands of 
service life. 

"Volunteers run this organization," 
Larson said. "We have only 12 paid staff 

members, and most of those work in s 
port functions such as bookkeepi 
Some of our volunteers only work fi 
hours a week. Others put in full eif 
hour days. It's up to the individual. 

All those programs cost money. C 
trary to what some believe, the moi 
received during annual fund dri 
doesn't go somewhere else. 

At Camp Lejeune in 19! 
$370,916.97 was raised in the ann 
Navy Relief fund drive, of wh 
$29,673.36 was used to provide pri 
and printing. A lot was done with the 
maining $341,243.61. 

In 1988, servicemembers at Camp ] 
jeune received of $1,076,267.93 
interest-free loans; $66,290.96 was awa 
ed in grants. A total of 1,375 layet 
were made available to newborn infai 
of servicemembers. The visiting nurse s 
vice made 4,390 visits and travel 
18,516 miles. 

Assistance is provided on the basis 
need; those who deserve aid receive 

"We make sure the servicemember I 
a real need," Larson said. "We do 
waste contributions. You don't ws 
your money going to someone who 1 
lost part of a month's pay from offi 
hours. That would be circumventi 
military authority."

"Mr. Vice, I request to levee a 
fine" . . . These words echoed throughout 
the evening during 2nd FSSG NCO 
School's mess night April 7. Those words 
rang through the room, building the 
motivation level to a peak at the age-old 
traditional event. 

The evening started with the NCO 
school Marines enjoying refreshments 
before filing into the dining room to stand 
behind their chairs at three long banquet 
tables. 

At the command of the president of 
the mess, the Marine in charge, all took 
their seats. Any late comers were fined 
and not allowed to enter the mess until 
properly requesting to do so. 

By the president's direction, the floor 
was opened for fines.

Each event was graded by a staff NCO. 
The events included casualty handling, 
Nuclear, Biological and Chemical actions, 
continuing actions in combat, combat 
patrolling, land navigation and placed 
heavy emphasis on combat marksman-
ship. In addition, the squad leaders were 
closely graded on command, control and 
communication of their squads. 

"We're evaluating the troop leader's 
reaction and counter actions, as well as 
his priority of work," said Staff Sgt. John 
Bateman, platoon sergeant, HQ Co., 6th 
Marines, said. 

Bateman also looked for the things the 
squad leader did automatically, and com-
pared this to what he didn't do. 

One area evaluated was logistics, accor-
ding to Reep. "They have to ask for 
logistics support. Thev have to he task 

oriented and organized." 
"We know they can take care of 

themselves," Reep said. "But it's impor-
tant for the squad leader to know he can't 
do it all. There has to be trust and respect 
among the members of the squad." 

But the competition was centered 
around the single word "stress." Each 
squad knew the word intimately. 

At LZ Parrot, while digging in, Cpl. 
Mark Massey, 2nd team leader in the 1st 
Bn's. squad, realized the significance of 
stress. "Stress will become a bigger fac-
tor as the competition wears on," he said. 

How well each squad handled stress 
would determine their effectiveness. How 
each squad dealt with it was determined 
by the quality of its leadership.

Maint. Bn„ 2nd FSSG, "fam-fired" the MK-19 40mm 
grenade launcher in late April, as part of a continuous 
training program initiated to hone their skills as "war-
riors." 

It was the first time most of them had ever fired 
the MK 19, but this type of activity is familiar to 
them. Technicians receive weapons training and fir-
ing familiarization at least once a month, according 
to Capt. Michael E. Brown, company commander. 

"ELMACO is in the business of defending itself," 
Brown said. "We have to defend our perimeter (in 
the field)." 

These weapons have proven very effective in this 
type of defense in the past, he said. Learning to fire 
and use the MK-19 effectively involves the same type 
of training as any other weapon. 

To prepare for fam-fire with the MK-19, according 
to Staff Sgt. Jeff Gibbs, radio technician, all sergeants 
received classes on the MK-19. Subjects such as basic 
characteristics, assembly and disassembly were taught 
by instructors from the School of Infantry. 

After classes, the sergeants shared their newly ac-
quired knowledge with other technicians to prepare 
them for the fam-fire, Gibbs said. This also gave the 
NCOs a chance to further develop their leadership 
abilities and confidence. 

In addition to the MK-19, another weapon was 
fired that day. However, most of the technicians had 
experience with the Squad Automatic Weapon from 
previous training. 

With the experience gained from this training ex-
ercise and earlier ones, ELMACO technicians are 
learning how to protect themselves in the field, which 
Brown said is no joking matter. 

"Dead technicians don't fix anything," Brown said.

A very unique group of officers 
worldwide will celebrate its birthday 
Saturday. 

Although the Navy Nurse Corps is 81 
years old, its history first began in 1811 
when the Secretary of the Navy commis-
sioned Dr. William Barton, a young Navy 
surgeon, to submit recommendations for 
conducting hospitals and institutions for 
the sick. 

Nearly 100 years later, Dr. Barton's 
recommendations became a reality. 

Congress approved the formation of 
the Navy Nurse Corps on May 13, 1908. 
From an original size of 20 nurses, it grew 
until it reached its present strength today 
of about 3,000. 

From its very beginning, the Navy 
Nurse Corps supported the Navy's health

Innovative use of staff and resources enabled the Naval Hospital to open a 
Pediatric and Minimal Care Ward on 3 east on May 1.

program in war and peace. 
During the Spanish-American War, an 

increasing number of skilled nurses were 
needed to care for the sick and wound-
ed. Though not an official Navy unit, a 
group of women were employed in 1898 
by the U.S. Naval Hospital at Norfolk, 
Va. 

Following the establishment of the 
Navy Nurse Corps, Esther Hasson was 
appointed its first superintendent and the 
first 20 nurees, later known as the "Sacred 
20," reported to the U.S. Naval Hospital, 
Washington, D.C. for orientation and 
duty. 

The nurses were unique not only 
because they were the first women in the 
Navy, but because they were neither of-
ficer nor enlisted. 

It wasn't until the Army-Navy Nurses 
Act of April 1947 that Congress authoriz-
ed permanent commissioned rank and 
permanent integration of reserves into 
the regular Navy. 

Navy nurses found themselves in the 
midst of a war zone in 1941. Five of them 
were captured on Guam and transferred 
to the military prison at Zentusji, Japan. 
In 1942, they were returned to the United 
States aboard the exchange ship, 
Gripsholm. 

Eleven nurses were captured at Manila 
in 1942 and interned at Santo Thomas. 
Later, they were moved to Los Banos in 
the Philippines, where they survived over 
37 months as prisoners of war and were 
liberated in 1945. 

At the height of World War II, Navy 
nurses on active duty were assigned to 
hospitals, dispensaries, schools, 12 
hospital ships and in foreign lands where 
American women had never been seen 
before. 

In June, 1950, with the outbreak of the 
Korean War, the nurses sailed into 
Korean waters aboard the hospital ship 
USS Consolation, followed by the USS 
Repose and the USS Haven. 

In 1964, just prior to the escalation of 
the Vietnam War, the Secretary of the 
Navy approved the admittance of males

into the Navy Nurse Corps. 
With Navy nurses were assigned 

Saigon, Da Nang, Rach Gia and otl 
bases in South Vietnam, hospital shi 
again made their appearance in host 
waters, with the USS Repose and U 
Sanctuary alternating duty in the Sou 
China Sea to receive the seriously si 
and wounded.

Military nursing tradition dates back centurie

The Knights of Malta, Florence Nightingale, Har-
riet Tubman and Walt Whitman had one thing in 
common. They influenced the world around them 
through their skills and experiences. They were 
nurses. 

The Knights of Malta were a military nursing 
order during the Crusades. They cared for the sick 
pilgrims and wounded crusaders. 

The Knights were skilled as warriors, but used their 
skills only to protect their hospitals and patients. 
They were nurses first and knights second. 

Florence Nightingale was a member of the British 
upper class. She brought about dramatic changes and 
social reform in caring for the sick. Her organization, 
leadership and education made nursing a profession. 

Harriet Tubman led the slaves to freedom via the 
Underground Railroad. She also nursed the 

wounded soldiers of the Union Army. 
Walt Whitman was also a nurse of the Civil War. 

Many of his poems and essays on social and moral 
justice were based on his experiences as a nurse. 

Just as the desire to help people inspired the 
Knights, Nightingale, Tubman and Whitman, it also 
inspires the nurses of today. 

Today's nurses are highly educated, professional 
men and women who use their knowledge, skill and 
insight to help people. 

Today, nurses help people maintain good health, 
recover from illness or injury, learn to care for 
themselves and their loved ones, adjust to, loss or 
limitations and live life as fully as possible. 

Fictitional characters, such as those on television, 
give an inaccurate portrayal of nurses. People do not 
become nurses to "find a man," recover from a 
broken love affair, or to hide from organized crime 
under the Federal Witness Protection Program. 

Nursing is an adventure, however. Every day an 
every patient is a new adventure, depending on th 
nurse. 

A nurse can be anything — a counselor, 
manager, an administrator, an investigator, a probler 
solver, or a mechanical and technical expert; the lis 
continues. 

A nurse can also work almost anywhere — ii 
hospitals, business and industry, schools and colleges 
the armed forces, the Peace Corps, public agencies 
private homes, and outpatient and medical clinics ani 
so on.

The transition course was imported 

from the British Royal Marines and 
brought to the United States by Master 
Sgt. Richard C. Waller Jr., NCOIC of 
2nd MarDiv. School, marksmanship 
training unit. 

This is the first time we've used it for 
competition in America," Waller said. 
"We put this course in to replace the 
pistol course because we've had technical 
problems with the pistol." 

The transition course takes Marines 
beyond basic marksmanship to the next 
stage of weapons handling, according to 
Waller. The Marines must master basic 
marksmanship before they can achieve

success with the transition course," he 
said. 

The course involves four stages, not 
one of which is anything like the basic 
marksmanship training Marines undergo 
once a year. 

The first stage of fire, or initial contact, 
happens at the 500-yard line. From there, 
a head and shoulders silhouette with a 
12-inch circle in the center sits against a 
six-foot screen. Shooters fire at the target 
and receive five points for hitting the cir-
cle, four for hitting the silhouette and 
zero for hitting anywhere else. 

After firing 10 rounds at the seeming-
ly pinhole-sized target, things got a little 
more interesting in stage two — the 
assault. 

With a magazine and 10 rounds, lock-
ed and loaded the shooters had to shoot 
two rounds within 15 seconds from the 
500-yard line. After the second shot the 
targets went down and the shooters 
scrambled to their feet and sprinted to the 
400-yard line. An unusual twist was that 
a round was chambered in their weapon 
during the 100-yard dash. 

At the 400-yard line, the targets pop-
ped up for 15 seconds and the shooters 
had to put two more well-aimed rounds 
downrange from the sitting position. The 
targets came down and the shooters were 
off and running to the 300-yard line, ad-
justing windage and elevation on the 
way. 

The targets changed at the 300-yard 
line. The six-foot white screen was no 
longer there to contrast against the black 
of the silhouette. The target was alone on 
a stick. Now the head and shoulders 
blended into the gray sky, making things 
even more difficult. 

Lying on their bellies in the prone posi-
tion, the shooters had to concentrate on 
controlling their breathing after sprinting 
200 yards. 

Here was not a place to rest, at least 
not for more than 15 seconds. Firing two 
more well-aimed shots, it was full-speed 
ahead to the 200-yard line. 

Some shooters squatted, some knelt, 
but all breathed heavily, prepared for 
another 15-second glimpse of the target. 
Each shooter fired two more rounds 
downrange before the targets went down 
and they had to get up and run 
downrange again. 

At the 100-yard line and closer to the 
targets than they've been all day, it still 
wasn't much easier to see. Standing up 
for the final phase of stage two, the 
shooters placed two more rounds 
downrange toward the minuscule pieces 
of black paper. 

Stage three of the transition course 
slowed the pace just a bit. The shooters 
trotted back to the 300-yard line to begin 
yet another shooting challenge. 

Standing at the ready with two five-
round magazines, the shooters waited for 
their targets to appear. The targets had 
changed once again. A six-foot white 
screen with two head and body silhouet-
tes popped up and were at the mercy of 
the shooters. 

The targets went up and the shooters 
hit the deck. In the prone position they 
shot two sets of five rounds at 30-second 
intervals. 

It was time for stage four, or the close 
quarter battle stage of fire. 

From the 300-yard line the shooters 
sprinted to the 200-yard line, to stand 
ready and wait for the head and shoulder 
silhouettes on a stick to appear. Shooters 
had five seconds to fire a round from the 
standing position, then bending their 
knees to squat or kneel, fired off another 
round. After these two shots were fired 
the target would disappear for five to 20 
seconds. 

The shooters stood up, once again 
ready to "kill" the small black blur of a 
target. Up came the target and 
downrange went one round from the 
Marines' rifles. They squatted and knelt 
to send another round downrange, before 
the targets disappeared again. The cycle 
repeated itself five times, ending after 10 
rounds were fired. 

On the transition range, each stage of 
fire was worth 50 points for 200 points, 
according to Waller. 

"It's an extremely challenging course," 
Waller said. "It's interesting to see how 
Marines work under stress." 

Although the course is new and ad-
justments to thinking will have to be 
done, the realism of the course isn't 
wasted on the Marines. 

"It's a challenge," said Lance Cpl. John 
Fela, a competitor from Comm. Co., HQ 
Bn., 2nd MarDiv. "It gives me a good 
taste of what it (combat) might be like, 
without the enemy firing upon me."

The stench of diesel fuel fills the air as 
the twin 312-horsepower engines come to 
life. A Marine stops to wipe his forehead 
of sweat on the hot March day, then 
returns to securing lines between the 
M4T6 floating bridge and the two bridge 
erection boats used to propel the 24-ton 
span across Courthouse Bay. 

A Marine casts off a line from shore 
as the raft commander gives the boats the 
signal to move the bridge. The jet engines 
shoot water out through their scoops as 
the boats struggle to push the 92-by-44 
foot bridge off a sand bar. 

The raft commander solves the pro-
blem by moving a boat to the front of the 
raft to pull, while basic and journeymen 
engineer students move onto the beach 
to give it a push. Once freed, the five-float 
reinforced raft begins its slow trip to the 
opposite shore. 

Breaching obstacles is something that 
engineers are experts at, even an obstacle 
built by Mother Nature. While a river is 
not much of an obstacle for the infantry, 
the heavier support forces have more of 
a problem when there are no bridges to 
go across. That is why the engineer 
students at MCES were on the shores of 
Courthouse Bay — to learn how to get 
equipment across any wet gap, provided 
the water is at least 38 inches deep. 

An experienced eight-man team can 
have the bridge operational in three to 
four hours so tanks, trucks and other 
equipment with supplies can continue 

their way to the front. 
"While bridging is a part of th( 

course, normally the basic students < 
not get to participate in the bridge opei 
tions," said Gunnery Sgt. Jose Arreol 
a bridging instructor for the bas 
students. "The basic students joined tl 
operations to enhance their training.' 

Classes for both courses were giv( 
before going down to the beach. Tl 
basic students constructed one float ar 
learned how to do prevents 
maintenance on the boats and raft befo 
joining the journeymen in the raftir 
operations. 

The journeymen had to learn how i 
operate the boats and command the ra 
for a test on the fourth day of operation 

"This is pretty challenging for tl 
students because of the piers and san 
bars in the bay. It's very tricky," sa 
Gunnery Sgt. Mike Brooks, a bridging ii 
structor for the journeymen. 

The students didn't have too many pn 
blems with the four days of rafting ope 
tions, a small part of the three mont 
course, except for trying to get off tt 
beach the first time. 

"Getting caught up on a sand bar i 
the beginning was good because tli 
students got to see how to get the bridf 
off it," Brooks said.

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ANGLICO Marine ace of highway resc

It takes five aerial victories for a fighter 
pilot to be declared an ace. After a 
dogfight, the victorious pilot will paint a 
symbol on the fuselage of his plane— a 
silhouette of the aircraft he shot down . 

Cpl. Larry Kriebel, a naval gunfire 
observer with 2nd Air and Naval Gun-
fire Liaison Company is on his way to 
becoming an ace of highway rescues. 

To Kriebel it's no big thing, but the 
record states otherwise. 

In June of 1987, Kriebel and a friend 
from his unit were returning here from 
a weekend "swoop" 
to Richmond, Va. 
En route, they came 
upon the flaming 
wreckage of a 
pickup truck with 
the driver trapped 
inside. Disregarding 
lieir own safety, the 

two ANGLICO 
Marines pulled the 
driver from the 
inferno. 

The driver, who 
was also a Camp Lejeune Marine, suf-
fered bums and compound fractures. The 
two good samaritans administered first 
aid and comforted the victim until help 
arrived. 

For their actions that weekend, they 
were each awarded the Navy Achieve-
ment Medal. 

Kriebel's subsequent "swoops" were 
uneventful until a cold Friday night in 
February. 

Kriebel was driving north on Interstate 
95. Recently married, the 22-year-old was 
on his way to spend the weekend with his 
new bride. 

Near the Virginia state line, traffic 
came to a standstill. On the northbound 
span of a bridge over the Roanoke River 
a car had lost control and was sitting 
sideways. Luckily, no other vehicles had 
struck it, but traffic had to creep around 
the obstructing car. 

As Kriebel was passing the car, he 
observed a car on the southbound span 
lose control also. But, this time it was not 
without consequence. 

An 18-wheel tractor trailer following

the car jack knifed while attempting to 
stop. The truck went through the guard 
rail and plunged 40 feet into the icy river 
below. 

Fortunately, the cab of the truck came 
to rest above the raging current. As 
emergency personnel arrived, Kriebel and 
Pvt. Bruce Beardsley, a soldier from Fort 
Bragg, volunteered to assist in the rescue 
operation. 

The swift current and steep, snow-
covered embankments hampered plans to 
launch a small rescue boat. 

A second plan was devised to lower 
Beardsley via a cable and harness to the 
wreckage, where he would perform first 

aid. As the firemen 
lowered Beardsley 
between the spans 
he let out a yell he 
was slipping out of 
the harness. The 
angel of mercy was 
about to become the 
second victim. As 
Beardsley was pulled 
to safety, Kriebel 
devised a solution to 
the problem. 

Kriebel retrieved 
a harness and strap from his car. It was 
equipment used to secure his 782 gear 
during ANGLICO parachute jumps. 

"I rigged a seat that held Beardsley in 
an upright, balanced position," Kriebel 
said. For an added measure of safety, 
Kriebel attached a back-up rope to the 
cable. Beardsley was then lowered to the 
wreckage where he administered first aid 
to the driver. 

However, rescue crews were still at 
odds on how to launch the boat. It would 
take too long to reach the nearest boat 
landing, and the craft was too heavy to 
lower straight down from the sides of the 
bridge. 

The ANGLICO Marine was the man 
with the plan again. 

Kriebel flagged down a passing pickup 
truck that had a cable and winch on the 
front bumper. He directed the driver to 
position his truck between the two spans. 
The cable was attached to the boat. Two 
fireman got in the small craft and Kriebel 
gave them a slow, but safe, toboggan ride 
down the slope to the river. 

The boat immediately maneuvered to 
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he used to assist in the highway rescue. 
the wreckage. The victim, who suffered 
a head injury, was able to step from the 
truck to the boat. 

The grateful rescue crews offered 
Kriebel and Beardsley dinner and a place 
to sleep for the night. Anxious to see their 
families, both men declined the offer and 
continued on their journeys. 

A Meritorious Mast is forthcoming for 
Kriebel's latest act of humanitarian in-
genuity. He doesn't feel it is necessary. 
"It's no big deal. It's what I would expect 
someone to do if I were in the same 
situation," he said. 

His supervisor spoke highly abc 
modest hero of ANGLICO.

After an explosive artillery barrage 
softened the defenses of a fortified posi-
tion, a barrage of smoke and white 
phosphorous was laid down to obscure 
the oncoming offensive assault by in-
fantry. 

Without the support of artillery and air 
strikes when available, an infantry unit 
would sustain heavy casualties when 
assaulting a fortified position. Even with 
supporting fire, such an assault is at best, 
a difficult and disjointed task for small 
unit leadership to prevail. 

A Marine unit slightly smaller than a 
platoon, void of officers and staff NCOs, 
assaulted such a position. The assault ran 
them through a labyrinth of trenches and 
machine gun bunkers. It was the last tac-
tical field operation by this a class of in-
fantry NCOs in School of Infantry's, 
Squad Leaders Course. 

The seven-week course concentrated 
on putting NCOs in various leadership 
positions, according to Staff Sgt. Tom 
Thompson, SOI instructor. "Each day we 
rotate the leadership roles. One day we 
might place a corporal as the platoon 

' commander, the next day he may be a 
rifleman." 

The class has two academic sections: 
Weapons organic to a rifle company and 
infantry tactics. The tactical portion also 
includes classes on calling for fire and 
land navigation. 

During the assault on the impressive 
fortified position constructed by students 
from MCES here, the squad leaders ap-
plied what they had previously learned 
during the course. 

"Well definitely go back to our units 
more prepared and with more con-
fidence," Cpl. James Dolon, Alpha Co. 
1st Bn., 8th Marines, said. 

Most importantly, the final assault 
taught the students control in the in-
escapable confusion of noise and poor 
visibility of battle.

"Once they assaulted and gained a 

foothold, they had to consolidate and 
establish a hasty defense," Thompson 
said. "During this phase, they had to 
receive reports on ammunition and 
casualties and assemble search teams for 
the wounded." 

"Ideally, we want lo attack the flanks," 
Thompson said. "But it's not always 
possible." 

Finding the weak points in a fortified 
defense depends on a good recon-
naissance prior to the attack, according 
to Thompson. "Once the recon team 
makes it past observation and listening 
posts, they have to look out for mines and 
boobytraps and finally draw up a barrier 
plan of the position." 

When the students' attack began, 
breaching and security teams preceded 
the main assault force. "They were to 
clear a path through obstacles and 
mines," Thompson said. 

Upon reaching the first line of tren-
ches, the students cleared them moving 
outward from the point of entry. Securi-
ty at the entry point was vital, according 
to Thompson, but it's handled simply. "A 
Marine already in the trench acts as 
security," he said. "Those who enter will 
shout their name and be identified by him 
before entering." 

Thompson equates this warfare to 
"house-to-house fighting." "It's low, hard 
and vicious," he said.

Mahler said the biggest hurdle he and his platoon 
have had to face has been getting the right equip-
ment and establishing a unit organization. 

"The battle has been with getting tables of equip-
ment and organization set up that are suitable to our 

"One project we're working on at 
the moment is to get a secondary occupational 
specialty designation of 0321 (reconnaisance) assigned 
to all the scouts." 

The platoon is still evolving, Mahler added.

Mahler said the concept of a scout platoon at the 
regimental level has begun to catch on. 

"I've had inquiries from other regiments (at Camp 
Lejeune) and we've been keeping a detailed history 
to help when they start their own scout platoons," 
Mahler said. "At the moment, though, 2nd Marines 
is the only regiment that has a specific mission to fit 
a scout platoon into." 

Attrition has also pared down the platoon's 
numbers. 

"Well be running an indoctrination for people in-
terested in joining the platoon pretty soon," Mahler 
said. "We're looking for Marines in the 0300 field, 
anywhere within 2nd MarDiv., with a cold weather 
or mountain-warfare background who can ski."
