SINCE RELIEVING THE 22nd MAU from 
their peacekeeping duties in Beirut, Lebanon May

through a weary and tragic six months losing more 
than 250 comrades to terrorist bombings and 
sniper attacks. 

A North Carolina version of a tickertape 
parade for a hero's welcome was planned for the 
Marines upon their arrival at Morehead. 

East and West Carteret High School Bands 
were scheduled to provide the music as the 
Marines filed down the gangplanks to be greeted 
by local dignitaries and those families and friends 
that couldn't stand the anticipation waiting for 
their loved ones at Camp Geiger. 

HUGE BANNERS LINED the path back to 
Jacksonville as well as hundred of yellow ribbons 
tied around anything and everything that could 
hold one. 

Both the Morehead City Chamber of Com-
merce and the Military Affairs Committee of the 
Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce played a 
huge part in the welcome-home effort for the 
peacekeeper. 

More than nine thousand yards of ribbon were 
distributed to area residents and businessmen to 
decorate the city for the return. 

"WE DISTRIBUTED YELLOW ribbons to 
anyone who wanted them," explained John 
Peacock, executive director of the Jacksonville 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Mat Raymond, chairman for the Military 
fairs Committee said the effort will show 
Marines and Sailors how the community f 
about them.

The buses rumbled down the 
highway from Morehead City to Camp 
Geiger. Onboard were former 
members of the Multi-national 
Peacekeeping Force . The 
Leathernecks, proud to have done their 
duty overseas, were happy to be home. 

AT THE CAMP Geiger dining 
facility, wives and children anxiously 
waited. It had been half a year since 
they had seen their husbands and 
fathers. 

Both husbands and wives had 
dreamed of this reunion. Unfortunate-
ly reality doesn't always live up to ex-
pectations. Often the Marines and 
family members are disappointed. 

"Be flexible," advised Capt. M. 
Krusa-Dossin, Director of the Family 
Services Center. "The main thing to 
remember is not to get hurt if a special 
gift or carefully prepared meal goes 
seemingly unnoticed. The excitement 
of the reunion can take away from 
even the best plans. Allow for spon-
taneity." 

THE FAMILY SERVICE Center 
offered some reminders to help couples 
get to know each other again. 

FOR WIVES: 
Expect him to be different when he 

gets home. You've changed and so has 
he. 

Reassure him that he is loved and 
needed. He may seem a little surprised 
or even hurt that you've been able to 
manage without him. 

GIVE HIM TIME to relax. He's 
been used to a regimented lifestyle 
while on duty, he may not want to 
jump into a daily routine. 

Offer to drive. He may not have 
driven, since before he left and you 
driving might make his culture shock a 
little easier to handle. 

FOR HUSBANDS: 
Expect her to be different. You've 

changed, so has she. 

EXPECT HER TO act with more 
confidence. Just because she's learned 
to cope without you, doesn't mean she 
wants to or enjoyed it. 

Ease back into your role as head of 
household. Don't walk into the house 
with an "I'm home now and I'm in 
charge" attitude. 

Be positive about decisions she 
made while you were gone. Maybe 
some of them were not the-most effec-
tive, but she was. acting under a 
stressful situation and-did her best. 

"EXPECTATIONS MUSJ BE 
realistic," Capt. Krusa-Dossin em-
phasized. "Difficulties that existed 
before the husband was deployed will 
still be there when he returns. The 
handling of problems must be the 
responsibility of both husband and 
wife, and have to be handled with open 
minds." 

"Begin the relearning process by 
talking. If you feel apprehensive, say 
so. Communicate honestly and tactful-
ly."

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Cobra down v

''This is my day to die. Everybody has a day to 
die, 1 told myself. Everybody gets picked, God 
picked me today." Thus begins Captain Tim 
Howard's saga. 

CAPT. HOWARD WAS a Cobra pilot with 
Marine Medium Helicopter Squadron-261 during 
the invasion of Grenada. His aircraft was shot 
down and he was severely wounded, yet 
miraculously survived. 

Today, the Marine Corps Air Station, New 
River, based Marine is recuperating in the Naval 
Hospital at Camp Lejeune. 

Capt. Howard, wheeled himself into his room 
on the third floor of the Naval Hospital having 
just returned from having his dressings changed. 
Inside his room he was warmly greeted by two of 
his air station buddies who had been waiting for 
him. After several long seconds struggling to posi-
tion himself in the room, a task he demands to do 
himself, Capt. Howard situated his wheelchair. 

SATISFIED, HE BEGAN to tell his story, for 
what he said seemed to be the 100th time. 

Capt. Howard was one of hundreds of 
Marines who found himself on the tiny island of 
Grenada, a place most had never heard of before 
late October. The Pensacola, Fla. Marine was 
one of two pilots flying a Cobra gunship during 
the invasion. The Leathernecks had already com-
pleted three flights between their homeship, the 
USS Guam, and their Grenadian targets. The 
fourth run would be their last. 

After refueling and reloading the chopper on 
the Guam, they were circling the capital city St. 

George.'s when Army Rangers radioed that they 
were being fired on by what seemed to be a large 
enemy force. Captain Howard's Cobra respond-
ed, racing to the scene. 

"WE HAD BEGUN firing some rockets when 
we were hit with so much anti-aircraft fire I 
thought they must have been missiles. 1 think a 
round went through both engines." Another 
round severed his right arm while yet another shat-
tered his leg. "Next thing I knew, my hand and 
forearm were lying on the floor in front of me." 

"We were on our way down. I kept yelling to 
Jeb (Captain Jeb Seagle, co-pilot) to grab the 
stick, but he was up (front) there kind of bobbing 
back and forth, I think that he had been knocked 
unconscious. It was a miracle that I hadn't lost 
consciousness too. It took a couple of seconds to 
clear my head but somehow I grabbed the stick 
with my left hand. I must have subconsciously 
turned to the field, because if you look at pictures 
(of the area) that's probably the only field within 
five miles. Everything else is jungle and houses." 

Capt. Howard managed to guide the Cobra to 
the field yet still had the seemingly impossible task 
(in his condition) of landing it.

Capt. Howard plummeted several feet tc 
ground shooting excruciating pain through 
already tortured system. "He (Capt. Seagle) 
saying we had to get out of there. He grabber 
by the back and I kind of peddled with my le 
help him pull me away." Capt. Seagle draggei 
injured companion about 40 yards from the dc 
ed bird, pausing occasionally attempting to a1 

enemy fire. 
Capt. Howard argued with his partner, tel 

him to go on without him. "He was still in shi 
Jeb looked at me, and for the first time realize, 
couldn't save me." Finally he agreed to lei 
"I'm going to go get help, I'll be right bac 
With that he ran toward the beach. "After 
left, I never saw him again," lamented 
recuperating Leatherneck. 

Surprisingly, I wasn't bleeding much." 
captain lay in the 14-inch-tall grass watching 
enemy take potshots at him. The fire in the Co 
continued until the heat was sufficient to ignite 
ammunition aboard, which scared off enemy 
temporarily.

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hat I could actually feel the heat of some rocket 
notors as they passed me. I kept thinking that 
>ne won't achieve flight and a fragment will go 
hrough me and kill me. 

The chances of not surviving were 
istronomical, nobody was there, the Army was six 
niles away, the Marines were 15, and the bad guys 
vere 300 yards away, which limited my chances." 

"AFTER THE COBRA'S ammunition was 
•xhausted the enemy again started toward the 
lestroyed craft. That's when bullets started hitting 
eally close. I could see their guns and uniforms. 
)nce in a while one would raise his rifle up and 
here would be a puff of smoke. I had rounds hit 
>etween my legs and I could hear them pop next to 
ny ears. I was laying in an open field, it was a 
niracle they didn't hit me. They were coming 
lown the hill and shooting at me. I was helpless, 
ind here they were shooting at me for sport. That 
nade me mad, because sooner or later they would 
lave to hit me, so I waved my middle finger at 
hem in my last act of defiance." 

As the enemy started to close-in on the injured 
^eatherneck, the earth suddenly shook around 
lim. He then remembered the radio messages he 
lad sent just minutes after crashing. Still having 
he presence of mind to use his radio, he did so. "1 
nade a couple of calls and told them that Jeb was 
;till alive, and for them to try to find him." Capt. 
toward was so sure he wasn't going to make it-
hat he hadn't included himself in the request. (It 
vas later learned that Capt. Seagle had been kill-
ed.) 

"I thought it-(the earth-shaking noise) was 
"Javal gunfire. 1 lifted up on one elbow and turned 
iround. When I saw that Cobra coming in my 
lean just soared." His hopes were shattered 
however, when the helicopter was shot down. 

"I JUST LAY there a little while longer, it 
seemed like forever." Keeping control, he com-
manded himself to breath deeply, trying to keep 
his pulse rate down, if only to live a few minutes 
longer. Although he believed he would soon bleed 
to death, Capt. Howard savored the moment. 

"I was looking around and (decided) it was a 
pretty little island." He noticed houses not far 
from his position, perhaps just more than 100 
yards away. "I could see people coming out of 
their houses and looking at me. I didn't want to 
move because I didn't know if they would slit my 
throat or what, so I was looking at them and them 
at me." 

As Capt. Howard told what happened next his 
face lit up. 

"ABOUT THAT TIME I heard that (swishing 
noise) and there's no helicopter in the free world 
that sounds like that. 1 thought they were going 
over to the destroyer or cruiser." But the noise 
grew louder instead of weaker. The captain began 
to wave his good arm. To his delight the chopper 
landed just a few yards from the prone Marine. 

"Gunnery Sergeant Kelley Neidigh, the crew 
chief, pulled me up the steps into the airplane, 
which didn't feel too swift. They tried to be 
careful, but how careful could you be when you're 
holding a guy in one hand and a rifle in the other. 
They were putting themselves in a very dangerous 
position." Once inside the helicopter, first aid was 
administered to try to stop the bleeding. 

"1 remember the gunny patting me on the leg 
saying, 'You're going to be all right, you're going 
to be all right.' I said to him, 'No I'm not, but I 
really appreciate the chance to die with Marines,' 
and thats the way I really felt about it. 1 didn't 
think I could ever make it because it was too far, 
and I had lost too much blood." 

WHEN THE AIRCRAFT finally reached the 
flight deck, Capt. Howard began to think that 
maybe he did have a chance to survive. "I started 
getting optimistic thinking, .'I'm going to live and 
see my family again." 

While being attended to, a doctor repeatly 
warned Capt. Howard, "Don't move your head." 
The puzzled captain replied, "Don't worry about 
my head, my arm is gone, save my leg." It turned 
out that the doctor pulled out a piece of metal 
from Capt. Howard's neck that was lodged half 
an inch from his jugular vein. 

Although Capt. Howard has lost his right arm 
and his right leg has more pins holding it together 
than you have fingers, he is not feeling sorry for 
himself. 

CAPT. HOWARD WAS so - near death so 
many times, that he is thrilled at just being alive. 
"I really appreciate the little things like sunrise 
and sunset now, and my wife, she has been great. I 
know this sounds corny but you never realize how 
much they love you until something like this hap-
pens." 

Since arriving at the Naval Hospital, Capt. 
Howard has become somewhat of a celebrity as 
more and more people hear his story. He has been 
written about in prominent newspapers, the televi-
sion networks want interviews and the letters com-
ing in have been overwhelming. He has received 
hundreds of letters to date. Trying to answer them 
left-handed has been rather difficult, he admitted. 

"Maybe tomorrow I'll be as depressed as hell, 
but today I'm thrilled to be alive."

Camp Lejeune Naval Hospital stands ready to 
support Marines and Sailors in case of a con-
tingency or disaster wherever they are deployed. 

SUCH WAS THE case a month ago when the 
first Marines and Sailor injured in the Oct. 23 
Beirut bombing arrived at the Naval Hospital for 
treatment and reunions with their families and 
loved ones. 

The day of the bombing the Naval Hospital 
was designated the primary stateside care facility 
for the wounded Marines and Sailors; putting the 
hospital's contingency plans into effect. 

It was to be the first real test of the new facili-
ty's capability to react to this type of emergency 
since its opening in February. 

'"ALTHOUGH THIS WAS the first time 
something of this magnitude has been taken care 
of in this facility it definately has not been the first 
time we (the hospital) have had this type of patient 
load or patient review," remarked Lieutenant An-
thony Guido, Chief of Patient Administration. 
"What we started to do from the beginning was to 
review each patient on a out going basis and we 
did cancel some elective surgery at first because we 
did not know how many the hospital would 
receive at first." 

The chief of patient administration went on to 
say that the hospital received a total of 50 wound-
ed over a period of two weeks following the bomb-
ing. 

Although this was the first time the new 
Hospital to be used for the treatment of ser-
vicemen wounded in action it was not the first 
time for key members of the hospital staff to be 
involved with the treatment of wounded Marines 
and Sailors. 

IT WAS BECAUSE of the experience of the

staff during the time of uncertainty that helped 
the hospital's commanding officer make timely 
decisions to insure that the hospital was prepared 
for the worst according to Lt. Guido. 

"The hospital's contingency plans enable us to 
get key players here in a timely manner thus allow-
ing the commanding officer to make decisions in 
the early stages of any disaster," remarked the 
lieutenant. "What this does is enable us to look 
at our staffing, supplies and the wards and allows 
us to evaluate what we need in the early stages .of 
the disaster." 

At that time the hospital was unsure of 
whether it was going to receive 100 wounded in 15 
minutes or 20 over a period of days. 

"AFTER THE FIRST load the hospital 
what to expect. Most of the patients were 
care of in the hospital over seas," said Lt. C 
"So once they arrive here we reviewed thei 
and made sure that there was no injuries rei 
during transportation from One hospil 
another." 

The lieutenant said the morale of the ho 
staff remained at a high at all times even wh< 
wounded where coming in at all house o 
night. 

Now with only three of the Beirut wound, 
maining, the hospital goes on with its nt 
business-continuing to provide care for 
and Sailors and their families.

Since antiquity, scrolls have recorded»events of 
historic significance. The 102-foot-long scroll in-
cribed with hundreds of get well wishes from the 
people of Dayton, Ohio, is also a testimonial to 
the efforts of the members of the Multi-National 
Peacekeeping Force wounded in the Beirut ter-
rorist bombing. 

THE SCROLL WAS presented to the wound-
ed servicemen at the Camp Lejeune Naval 
Hospital. 

Fran Nixon, a Dayton housewife, got the idea 
to send the recovering peacekeepers a get well card 
when her thoughts went from the soap opera she 
was watching to the tragedy that had befallen so 
many Marines and Sailors. Originally, the card 
was to be sent to the Marines from Dayton, then 
she decided to send a card to all the wounded ser-
vicemen, from the people of Dayton. 

Nixon started by contacting a local super-
market that donated a roll of white meat-
wrapping paper. She then began her two-day quest 
to round up all the signatures she could. She 
started at the downtown recruiting offices, then 
walked down the street gathering get well wishes 
and signatures. She also obtained greetings at the 
Dayton Arcade and Sinclair Community College. 

WHEN THE SCROLL was completed, it was 
sent to the Marine wives of Camp Lejeune. The 
wives, along with hospital Executive Officer and 
Acting Commander Captain Denny Denison, 
presented it to the three remaining servicemen 
recovering at the hospital. 

"1 think it took a lot of effort to do this, and 
we really appreciate it," Sergeant Armando 
Ybarra commented. 

The scroll will remain and be displayed at the 
Naval Hospital, according to Capt. Denison.

BEIRUT, LEBANON - They called their posi-

tion "Root Gulch." 
In the weeks they spent at a seemingly remote 

location at the northeast perimeter of the Beirut 
airport, the U.S. Marines of Charlie Company's 
1st Platoon saw themselves as characters in a 
Western epic. 

The transition was easy. It began with the com-
plex mission of the Multinational Peacekeeping 
Force. Scaled down to a platoon-sized level, their 
objective was to maintain the security of that por-
tion of the airport perimeter assigned to them, the 
area they called Root Gulch. 

"ROOT GULCH WAS like a little Western 
town," said Second Lieutenant Bill Harris, 1st 
Platoon commander and "mayor" of Root 
Gulch. "There were three concrete buildings, one 
which once served as a church. It had a little stee-
ple an^ a broken altar inside it. There was a dirt 
roaa that went along behind the position, so it was 
sort of like a one-road town," the La Grange, Ga. 
native explained. 

"In its boom days Root Gulch had a popula-
tion of about 60," Mayor Harris continued. 
"That included our platoon plus three sniper 
teams, a tank crew, Dragon attachments, and a . 
50-caliber machine gun team." 

Little imagination was required to make nor-
mal functions of the platoon camp become 
features of the stereotyped Western town. One 
building became "Town Hall" or the Mayor's Of-
fice." Naturally that's where 2dLt. Harris lived 
and worked. The American flag flew out in front. 

ANOTHER BUILDING BECAME the "Root 
Gulch General Store and Post Office" where 
food, ammunition and mail were distributed. In 
the sandbag bunker above it, sodas were stored, so 
that space became the "Saloon."

And the Marine who took up post and 
residence in the third building of course became 
the pastor of "Root Gulch Church." 

The residents of Root Gulch became a 
"posse" to protect the town from "outlaw ban-
dits," the warring factions that are ruining 
Lebanon with violence to gain power and wealth. 
Between them stretched a 400-yard "No Man's 
Land," bounded by barbed wire on one side and a 
concrete and brick wall on the other. To maintain 
law and order in Root Gulch, the mayor depended 
heavily on his "sheriff" and "deputy." 

THE SHERIFF, STAFF Sergeant Joe Curtis, 
platoon sergeant, was already a legendary lawman 
when Root Gulch was established. "That's law, 
spelled LAAW," drawled his deputy, Sgt. Charles 
Hall, platoon guide, pointing out the acronym for 
light anti-tank assault weapon. SSgt. Curtis of 
Champagne, 111. became the first Marine in Beirut 
to fire a LAAW.

Amphibious assault 
by combined forces 
highlights Honduran 
exercises

PUERTO CASTILLA, HONDURAS 
(Delayed)-As sunlight sprinkled over the tropical 
white shoreline near this northern Honduran port 
city the morning of Nov. 18, world attention 
focused on U.S. ships anchored off the coast. 

Amphibious Squadron Two had arrived. The 
combined U.S.-Honduran exercise AHUAS 
TARA (Big Pine) II was building to an am-
phibious crescendo. 

Inside the ships, Marines of the 28th Marine 
Amphibious Unit and soldiers of the 4th Hon-
duran Infantry Battalion anxiously awaited their 
call to hit the beach. Their mission: conduct a 
combined surface and h'eliborne assault to isolate 
and seize amphibious task force obiectives ashore. 

AGGRESSORS, U.S. ARMY soldiers trom 
the 193rd Infantry Brigade in Panama, were set in 
defensive positions among the thick foliage which 
capped the small dunes along the beach. Scattered 
across the shallow beach front, more than 100 in-
ternational media correspondents left their foot-
prints in the otherwise undisturbed sand. Two 
hundred yards down the beach, a small set of 
bleachers overflowed with nearly 150 international 
dignitaries and military leaders, invited by the 
Honduran government to observe the combined 
amphibious assault. 

Arriving ranks add, fire power to forces ashore 

The stage was set. As the sun climbed higher 
against a deep blue Carribean backdrop, the 
temperatures soared. With it, so did the activities 
two miles,off the coast. The curtain was rising. 

Sea Knight and Sea Stallion helicopters from 
Marine Medium Helicopter Squadron-264, 
preceded by Cobra attack helos, launched from 
the massive flight deck of the USS Nassau 
(LHA-4). Landing craft sped from the well decks 
of amphibious ships and circled in rhythmic reci-
sion, awaiting their cue to move toward the lan-
ding beach. Over the horizon, on the flight deck of 
the USS Guadalcanal (LPH-7), AV-8A Harrier 
jets were revving up; fine tuning their engines 
before rising to join hands with the coo/ coastal 
breezes.

THE ORCHESTRATION WAS superb: an 
awesome display of air, land and sea power. The 
sea soldiers of the 28th MAU, alongside their 
Honduran allies, shared center stage for the mid-
morning amphibious performance. 

"Our major objective," emphasized Colonel 
Randal W. Austin, 28th MAU Commander, "is to 
demonstrate the full range of the amphibious 
capabilities of the Navy/Marine Corps team in a 
combined exercise scenario." 

As ship to shore movement began, it was ap-
parent from comments on the beach that this ob-
jective would be met. 

BILLOWING CLOUDS OF smoke followed 
explosions on each end of beach; a signal that 
simulated Naval gunfire support had found its 
mark. Two assault waves of amtracs were now on 
line, with a third wave of tanks close behind. Each 
wave moved' forward as h'elicopters flew in tight 
formation to reach their designated landing zones. 
The landing on the beach and the touch down in 
the LZs were to be simultaneous. 

Simulated Naval gunfire continued; then ceas-
ed. The sound of explosions were replaced by.the 
rush of Harriers as they pierced the air, scorching 
the sky above the beach in simulated close air sup-
port of the landing. 

"Softening the beach," was the term one pilot 
used to describe the mission of the AV-8A. A 
rather mild choice of words it seemed. The Har-
riers were the first to draw applause from the au-
dience as they exited stage right.

AMTRACS WERE NOW clearly visible as the 
puffs of black diesel smoke from their engines 
contrasted the white-capped surf. Minutes later, 
the first assault wave was on the beach. The small 
aggressor force posed little opposition and the 
tracks pushed through to a nearby road. 

Inland, helicopters released their eager riders. 
As the second surface assault wave rolled onto the 
beach, five minutes after the first, the flying 
young men of HMM-264 piloted their mechanical 
birds over the backside of the beach as they head-
ed out to sea. The amphibious spectacle was at the 
high water mark. 

Acitivity abounded. Ashore, the amtracs pro-
gressed over the track ladened beach. At sea, the 
third surface assault wave carrying the tanks was 
arriving to drop off its cargo. In the air, the se-
cond heliborne assault wave had launched just as 
the first wave skimmed back over the beach. 

THE SHOW WAS running according to 
schedule. Col. Austin would later confirm that the 
landing "was on time and activities went accor-
ding to the (landing) plan." 

There was a moment of anxiety, however, as 
brief as it may have been. Landing craft ferrying 
the tanks reached the sandbar just shy of the 
beach. As the crafts' big steel gates plopped into 
the salty surf, tankers buttoned up for the short 
swim ashore. 

The weight of an exiting tank almost caused 
the rear of one of the boats to lift out of the water. 
Only the tank's turret could be seen as it made its 
way through five-foot deep water. The sight was 
another crowd pleaser. 

BUT THE ANXIOUS moment was short-
lived. Soon the heavy hitters pushed through the 
beach on their way to amphibious task force ob-
jective one: Puerto Castilla. 

The amphibious performance was winding 
down now. The landing of the three surface 
assault waves was complete. From the time the 
first amtrac said hello to the Honduran coast to 
the time the last drop of salt water dripped from a 
churning tank tread, approximately 20 minutes 
had passed. 

Act one had come to a close. Various'scenes 
would be played out the remainder of the day, but 
the curtain had fallen for the hundreds of en-
thusiastic beach viewers who had assembled for 
the combined amphibious performance. 

REPORTERS, DEPARTED TO do their 
reporting. International dignitaries had to return 
to their stately affairs and military commanders 
found it necessary to get back to their commands. 

For the Leathernecks of the 28th MAU and 
soldiers of the 4th Honduran Infantry Brigade, 
the combined amphibious assault was the starting 
point for three days of combined exercises.

COLONIA DE TRECE DE JUNIO, 
Honduras--"Bravo company has taken Durango 
bridge," shouted a U.S. Marine, translating from 
Spanish the message just passed by an excited 
Hondyran soldier holding a radio handpiece. 
"Seven enemy casualties." 

"Amigos?" The Honduran battalion com-
mander s face reflected firm seriousness as he in-
quired about friendly casualties. 

"None." A cheer rose through the barrio com-
mand operations center. "Ooh-rahs" mixed with 
"Vivas." The first combined U.S. Marine-
Honduran infantry operations in history were 
clicking. 

NOVEMBER 18, THE 4th Battalion of Hon-
duran Infantry and the 28th U.S. Marine Am-
phibious Unit (MAU) hit Puerto Castilla beach, a 
white-sanded peninsula jutting from this country's 
north central coast. The assault culminated a 
month-long Marine involvement in Ahuas Tara 
(Big Pine) II, an exercise during which 
Leathernecks familiarized soldiers of this 
strategically-located Central American nation 
with the art of amphibious warfare. 

Marine liaison teams, which included many 
bilingual in Spanish and English, played key roles 
in orienting the Hondurans to skills which will bet-
ter the soldiers' ability to defend wide coastal 
borders, some accessable only by sea. 

Some 40 Marines and Sailors arrived Nov. 10 
at the 4th Battalion' coastal base at La Ceiba. The 
liaison team was comprised of men from the 
Camp Lejeune, N.C.-based Second Air/Naval 
Gunfire Liaison Company (ANGLICO) and from 
the 28th MAU headquarters. 

"THIS EXERCISE REALLY typified the 
work ANGLICO trains for," explained Major 
Ron Sirmons, who headed the detachment. "Our 
primary mission is to provide liaison teams to the 
U.S. Army for joint operations and to foreign 
allies during combined ops so those forces can 
most effectively employ Navy and Marine Corps 
close air support from carriers and naval gunfire. 

"Prior to D-Day, when the 4th Battalion took 
half of Puerto Castilla beach and BLT 1/6 
Marines took the other, we had given the Hon-
durans several da?s of orientation classes. We 
covered support arms: what the Navy-Marine 
Corps team has to offer in allied operations and 
how the Hondurans could call it up if needed. 

"We gave them an introduction to Naval gun-
fire, attack aircraft, close air support and artillery 
calls for fire." 

"OUR TEAM ARRIVED on the evening of 
the tenth," recalled Lieutenant Mike Decker, 25, 
of Florissant, Mo., a 28th MAU liaison officer. "1 
wasn't sure what sort of class schedule they'd 
want us to present. They put us to work first thing 
the next day. They'd get -up at 4:45 a.m., run 
physical training, shower and eat. We'd start our 
classes at seven and keep going until five in the 
afternoon.

"What the MAU headquarters Marines 
taught," added Maj. Sirmons, "was how the 
Hondurans should embark and debark our lan-
ding craft, how to do the-same while making a 
helicopter assault and how to organize Marine 
Corps-style squad patrols and ambushes.

Practical application of some skills prior to 
D-Day was not possible; necessity proved the 
mother of invention. "We set up rows of benches 
on a large soccer field and practiced as if they were 
seats in a landing craft," said the major. "We had 
the troops go in and go through the procedures as 
if they were coming off the ramp in the real thing.

The American author O. Henry described life 
in Honduras as a ". . .fetterless, idyllic round of 
enchanted days . . . " ' it is. It is, however, a life lived 
by people whose per capita income is $600 yearly, 
and the frequently conducted civic action projects 
of mifitary units throughout Honduras contribute 
greatly to amicable relations between the gover-
ment and the people. 

FAMILIES WERE ALREADY donning 
recently acquired clothes when the foot patrols 
returned late in the morning. Wasting no time, the 
soldiers mounted up on amtracs to begin 
mechanized patrols toward the heavily-defended 
Durango bridge, an aggressor stronghold. 

Located over a principal banana crop trade 
route, the Rio Aguan, the concrete bridge was a 
must-win. Colonel Cardona had surveyed the area 
in a Marine Corps UH-1N Huey helicopter. He 
directed both Alpha and Bravo companies toward 
the structure. 

Sitting atop the amtracs with weapons poised, 
they'manuevered, assaulted and took the Durango 
bridge. Exercise umpires announced it had been 
done without a friendly casualty and the word was 
radioed to the command post. The final objective 

had been taken. 
AT COLONIA DE Trece de Junio, smoke rose 

from the open-pit mess stove as the muscled, dark-
ly complected cook served lunch portions of 
heavily salted beef strips and a small loaf of sour-
dough bread for each man. 

The operation winding down, Col. Cardona 
reflected on what of significance would be left 
when the Marines departed. " W e are getting from 
this training a major defensive capacity for our 
count ry ," he said.

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Bridging continents 

PUERTO CASTILLA, HONDURAS 
(Delayed)-Army Private First Class Roscoe Whit-
worth had never trained against U.S. Marines 
before. The only real Marines he had seen, outside 
the movies, were Marine recruiters in Philly where 
he opted for the Army. 

Now, at age 20, he and his buddies were ex-
pected to hold a one hundred yard span of steel 
and concrete over Lake Guaimoreto from Marine 
attackers. 

Based out of Panama, PFC Whitworth had 
parachuted with others near their current position 
only three days earlier. 

rHEY WERE TO act as aggressors against 
U.S Marines during the combined exercise 
AHAUS TARA (Big Pine) U. 

Roscoe knew the reputation Marines had in 
combat and he was "glad this was just a training 
exercise." To him. the warm breeze blowing off 
the blue Carribean seemed more suitable for "a 
day on the beach" than sweating under the weight 
of his M-60 machtnegun. 

Nevertheless, he was serious about his team's 
mission; to defend this bridge, while his con-
federates did the same for the older bridge two-
hundred yards across the lake. 

BIT THF MARINES were just as serious 

about their mission; to take both bridges and hold 
them for Marines advancing from the beach just 
six miles down the road. 

For 2d Lieutenant James Murphy III and 
members of the 1st Platoon, Charlie Company, 
1st Battalion, Sixth Marines, the mission looked 
relatively simple. 

"We were to land by helicopter at two LZs 
(landing zones) that disected the two bridges," re-
counted 2dLt. Murphy. "Once we had eliminated 
any opposition, we were to secure both bridges for 
advancing Marines from the beach; at the same 
time preventing their reinforcements from moving 
up from the South." 

UNFORTUNATELY, PFC ROSCOE'S team 
of aggressors didn't know 2dLt. Murphy's plan. 
They had a general idea, but it was still ques-
tionable. 

The questions were answered at exactly 10:30 
a.m. when the simultaneous beach and bridge 
assaults began. 

The "whoop-whoop" of Marine helicopters 
announced the beginning of the bridge assault as 
two teams of three CH-46's from Marine Medium 
Helicopter Squadron-264 hit both LZs together. 
Once landed, the Marines quickly spread to the 
near-by tree line to begin their hundred yard ad-
vance to the bridge.

"IT TOOK US about 25 minutes to make 
way through the thick jungle carpeted by eight 
ches of water," explained 2dLt. Murphy. "Tl 
was about a ten minute fire-fight with the 
gressors." 

During the fight, PFC Roscoe and his tt 
suffered several simulated KIAs (Killed in Aeti 
and WIAs (Wounded in Action). The Mari 
reportedly suffered no heavy casualties and li 
the two bridge positions.

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Not always easy 
PUERTO CASTILLA, HONDURAS 
(Delayed)--Adjusting to shipboard life was short 
lived for the Marines of Battalion Landing Team 
(BLT), 1st Battalion, Sixth Marines who sailed to 
Honduras Nov. 11 to participate in combined 
operations with the Honduran Army. 

A week after departure from Morehead City, 
N.C. some Marines with BLT 1/6 crammed into 
amtracs that slowly carried them from the ships 
across the crystal blue, sunlit Atlantic to the sandy 
shores of Puerto Castilla. 

The remainder of the BLT Marines made their 
assaults in helicopters from Marine Medium 
Helicopter Squadron 264. 

ONCE ASHORE ON the marshy grounds of 
Honduras, life for the Marines wasn't an exotic 
one. 

The BLT headquarters was set up by slicing 
through a densely vined jungle in the midst of an-
noying mosquitoes, gnats and hungry colonies of 
red ants. While in the jungle, ponchos were the 
roofs and mosquito nets were the sides of the 
Leathernecks' shelters. 

As the BLT headquarters was setting in 
squeaky amtracs and tanks shook the ground as 
they forced their way inland down a swampy trail 
lined by eight-foot high plants. 

NOT ALL MARINES had the luxury of 
wheels. Two companies of Marine sweated as they 
made their way inland in sweltering conditions. 
They didn't always have firm ground to step on 
and sometimes trudged through knee high water 
covered with lily pads. 

While humping inland, the temperature was in 
the 80's and the humidity was 90 percent plus. 
" H e a d exhaustion was a problem we 
encountered," said HM2 Robert B. Hooks who 
works at the Battalion Aid Station. But the pro-
blem was temporary as the corpsmen quickly 
treated the Marines and the battalion moved on. 

Although most of the time the sun pierced 
down, sometimes it played coy, darting in and out 
of gathering storm clouds. Brief showers added 
needed relief for exhausted infantrymen from time 
to time. 

THE BLT'S SIMULATED enemy were U.S. 
Army soldiers who continually badgered them 
with guerilla warfare tactics. "We set up patrol 
bases so the men could drop their packs and go on 
small unit patrols to destroy the enemy," said 
Captain Bill Meade, commanding officer of Bravo 
Company. 

The BLT recently went through jungle warfare 
training in Panama. "The training in Panama 
familiarized us with guerilla tactics, jungle war 
skills and how to live in a jungle environment," 
said Capt. Meade. 

Not all was humping and sweating during the 
three day exercise. Many Marines got a taste of 
how the Hondurans lived. The natives lived, in 
mud houses roofed with palm fronds. Little bar-
rios scattered the areas where the Leathernecks 
passed. With permission, Marines set up defensive 
positions in the front yards of the Hondurans. 

LIDIA, A 40-YEAR-OLD Honduran woman 
remarked, "There has been more peace of mind in 
the area since the Americans and the Honduran 
Army have been here." One of her 11 grand-
children, with a bag of MRE's in hand said, "I 
want 'o be a Marine, you all eat good." 

Marines man machine guns around 28th MAU headquarters 

"The people were so happy and friendly," said 
Sergeant Carl W. Robinson from Bravo Com-
pany. "Their living conditions ere much different 
than ours." The villagers had dirt floors and no 
electricity in their dwellings and water was carried 
from a centralized pipe. 

Life for the Marines in the sultry heat and bug 
filled jungles of the Honduras ended with a 
welcome washdown of all the vehicles and gear at 
the port. The washdown is common practice to rid 
the equipment of bugs and dirt. 

- WITH THE NAVY ships an eyesight away, 
Marines pondered over hot showers, cold sodas 
and three days of liberty in Fort Lauderdale, Fla. 
BLT 1/6's participation in Ahuas Tara (Big Pine) 
II had come to a close.

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'Jack Frost nipping at your nose

As the mercury begins to dip below 50 degrees 

and Jack Frost nips at your nose, some applied 
preventive measures could keep you safe this 

- Winter. 
ACCORDING TO THE essential subjects 

book (EST) for Marines, two of the most common 
cold injuries are hypothermia and frostbite. 

Hypothermia is a severe chilling that 
dangerously lowers the entire body temperature. 
The condition occurs when an individual loses 
body heat faster than it can be produced. Some of 
the symptoms are abnormal fatigue, weakness, 
weariness and mental confusion. 

The recommended first aid for hypothermia is 
to forstall further heat Toss, warm the body by any 
means available (a hot bath is preferable), treat 
for shock and seek medical aid immediately. 

A SIMPLE RULE to follow to prevent 
hypothermia is to avoid sweating by wearing 
multiple layers of dry clothing that can be shed 
during strenuous activity. 

Frostbite is the freezing of a part of the body 
from exposure to freezing temperatures. Frostbite 
can cause the loss of limbs or other serious, per-
manent injury. It is described in the EST book as 
"the most common cold injury." 

Some symptoms of frostbite are: 

1. Numbness (often the fir$t sign) 
2. Tingling, stinging or aching sensations 
3. Skin may be pale with a waxy appearance; 

firmer to the touch than surrounding areas. 
4. White spots on the skin. 

A frostbite victim should be taken to a heated 
shelter if possible. All items that constrict circula-
tion should be removed without causing further 
injury. Dry the person carefully, being sure not to 
rub the frostbitten area. 

THE ONLY WAY to warm a frostbite victim 
safely in the field, according to the EST, is by 
body heat. Place the victims hands in your arm-
pits, his feet on your stomach or between you 
thighs. Warm the victim's face and ears with your 
hands. 

A casualty with frostbitten feet should not 
walk, if possible and the area should be kept dry 
and elevated. Do not apply ice, snow or cold water 
to the affected part. 

To avoid frostbite, the following tips are 
recommended. 

1. Dress wisely; wear sufficient clothing for 
protection against cold and wind. 

2. Make every effort to keep body and 
clothing dry. 

3. Exercise exposed areas frequently, exercise 
fingers and toes from time to time to keep them 
warm and to detect numb or hard areas. Warm 
face and ears occasionally with hands for the same 
reason. 

4. Use the buddy system. Watch each other's 
face for frozen spots. Thaw immediately using 
hands and body heat. 

5. In extremely low temperatures, be careful 
not to touch metal with your bare skin. 

According to the February McCall magazine, 
researchers have found that cigarette smoking and 

alcohol use decrease physical resistance to coli 
Alcohol gives a feeling of warmth when actuall) 
causes the body to lose heat. The nicotine 
cigarettes decreases the supply.of blood to yo 
extremities - leaving you with cold hands and fe. 

If planning a car trip in frigid weather - ev 
just an hour's jaunt - the Automobile Associate 
of America recommends the following items to 
kept in the car as an emergency survival kit: -

1. Plastic bags can add warmth as gloves 
overcoats. 

2. Shower caps can be worn underneath hs 
for added warmth. 

3. Old work gloves or mismatched gloves a 
great for opening the hood or changing tires. 

4. Plastic bag of salt, sand or cat litter f 
traction. 

5. Thermal blanket in case you are stranded 
the car. 

6. Black board eraser for foggy windows. 
7. Chocolate bars, peanuts and dried frui 

-energy foods - in case you are stranded. 
8. De-ice spray to thaw frozen locks an 

loosen lugs on wheels in case of a flat tire. 
9. Flat-bladed shovel for moving snow. 

10. Supply of change for phone calls. 
11. Flashlight with working batteries and it

ding fathers had 217 years ago. 
Townspeople dress in the 18th century 
fashion of the Moravians, the Ger-
manic people who brought a strong 
faith, artisan's skills, a sense of order, 
an abhorrence of violence and a uni-
quely close-knit way of life to the 
Carolina wilderness. 

Although some of the homes in Old 
Salem are private residences, about 
eight are open to the public. Buildings 
like the Boy's School and the Schultz 

Shoemaker Shop are not functional, 
but the townsfolk who work in the 
shops recreate the atmosphere of that 
period to help visitors experience the 
feeling of 18th century life. 

Christmas is very special in this 
historic community. The traditional 
Christmas Eve love feast is observed 
every year in keeping with the Mora-
vian's abhorrence of violence. The 
public is invited to share in this ritual at 
no charge. There are four observances 
Dec. 24, with childrens' feasts at 11 

a.m. and 2:30 p.m. and adults' feasts 
at 5 and 7:45 p.m. 

A FREE CANDLELIGHT tea 
-another Old Salem tradition - will be' 
served in the Single Brothers House at 
2 and 9 p.m., Dec. 8 and 9 and again at 
11 a.m. and 9 p.m. Dec. 10. 

Candlelight tours will be given Dec. 
18. All events are open to the public.
