- As Supreme Allied Commander, 
Atlantic, Admiral Wright is respon-
sible to N̂ VTO for the defense of

United States. At his Norfolk head-
quarters, the admiral heads a 140-

defense of the „ United States 
against attack from the seas. 

Admiral Wright, who was born 
in Amherst, Mass., June 4, 1898, 
is one of the six four-star admirals 
currently serving in the U. S. Navy. 
He graduated from the Naval Acad-
emy at the age of 19. 

Fitness Report 
Tightened For 
Corps Officers 

The Commandant of the Marine 
Corps last week issued an order 
tightening up officer fitness re-
port procedures. 

Effective Feb. 15, under terms 
- . . of an ALMAR'issued Feb. 1, re-
member international staff of of- porting seniors will not refer com-
ficers from NATO commands who 
contribute forces or resources. 

In his U. S. national capacity, 
Admiral Wright commands the At-
lantic Fleet which presently con-
sists of about 500 ships, 230,000 
men and 1,000 Naval aircraft. He 
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pleted fitness reports to officers 
reported on, except in cases where 
the report contains material "con-
sidered as unsatisfactory." 

Other major provisions of the 
ALMAR are: 

An outstanding or unsatisfacto-
ry mark .in Section 16.a (regular 
duties) or Section 19 (general value 
to the service) will be justified un-
der Section "D" in the space re-
served for the reporting senior's 
handwritten remarks. 

Reporting seniors will also re-
cord in Section "D" the total rium-
ber of officers of the same rank 
reported on for the same reporting 
occasion, and will indicate the 
number marked outstanding, ex-
cellent, above average, etc., under 
the item, "general value to the 
service." 

Purpose of the ALMAR is to 
bring about more realistic and 
equitable officer fitness report 
markings.

Testing Cycle 
For E-5, E-6 
Is Authorized 

Promotion tests will .be admin-
istered to personnel in pay grades 
E-5 and E-6 during March and 
April. Technical tests for E-5 and 
E-6 personnel in MOS's Q741, 0761, 
and 7141 are waived for the 60-2 
-testing period. 

In the primary cycle, GMST-1960-
Primary (Male) and GMST-1960-Prî  
mary (Wonfen) will be administered 
March 21. Primary technical tests 
-will be given March 22. 

The alternate cycle of GMST 
tests will be held April 11 and the 
technical tests will be administered 
April 12. 

If eligible personnel are not af-
forded the opportunity to take pro-
motion tests on the regularly sched-
uled testing dates, a report of their 
cases will be forwarded to the 
Commandant of the Marine Corps 
for appropriate action. Late admin-
istration of promotion tests will 
not be authorized after June 30. 

The service records of all per-
sonnel joining a command will be 
screened prior to June 30 to de-
termine their promotion testing 
status. 

Futher details may be found in 
Marine Corps Order 1418.10. 

The promotion testing announce-
ment came as a surprise to most 
Camp Lejeune staff NCO's since 
the last E-5 and E-6 examinations 
were conducted during summer 
months. The tests, however, are 
scheduled for administering peri-
odically by Headquarters Marine 
Corps. 

$120,000 Pier 
Success After 
Lumber Delay 

After weathering a five-
month storm of delays, long-
awaited "Riseley Pier" opens 

| Sunday morning with an "open 
house'' celebration beginning 
a 8 a.m. and lasting until dark. 
Camp Lejeune Marines, their fami-
lies and guests, will get their first 
look at the giant fishing dock, un-
der construction a mile and a half 
south of the enlisted men's beach 
house at Onslow. Beach ^ijjee last 
May. 

The 850-foot pier, to be named 
in honor of retired Lt. Gen. James 
P. Riseley, former Base command-
er, was hampered by many prob-
lems, including a shortage of the 
type of lumber used in pier con-
struction. Originally, it was due for 
completion last September. 

Free F i rs t Day 
Admission to the piervvill be free 

for the opening day festivities. The 
Exchange snack bar, tackle and 
bait shop will be open throughout 
the day. 

Beginning Monday, the $120,000 -
structure will be open from 8 a.m. 
until midnight every, day of the 
week. When warmer weather moves 
into the Carolinas, the pier will re-
main open around the clock. 

Actual dedication of the pier is 
scheduled sometime in April, ac-
cording to Pier Manager Robert 
G. Mclntyre. General Riseley will 
travel from his New Mexico home 
to be present for the ceremony. 
A bronze-lettered plaque will be 
posted on the pier; the inscription 
reading: "Riseley Pier, Named In 
Honor of James P. Riseley, Lt. 
Gen., USMC, Retired, An Avid 
Sportsman"; the dedication date 
currently pending. 

Admission to the pier after Sun-
day will cost 40 cents for a 24-hour 
ticket. The weekly rate is SI.50. 
Monthly tickets cost $4. Rental tac-
kle will be available for 25 cents,

First Warrant Officer Course To Convene 
As part of a new concept design-

ed to encourage career advance-
ment, Quantico will convene this 
month the initial Warrant Officer 
Candidate Course of the Marine 
Corps. 

The program was established for 
corporals (E-4) and above with six 
through eight years of service ̂ to 
afford the NCOs the opportunity 
for selection to warrant officer ear-
ly in their careers. The course will 
convene annually. 

Replacing the system of appoint-
ing warrant officers by selection: 

board only, the program will also 
accept NCOs with more than .eight 
years service provided their com-
manding officers endorse them as 
exceptional candidates. 

Selections for warrant officer 
will be made primarily on the bas-
is of an individual's demonstrated 
and measured growth potential or 
aptitude to serve as a warrant of-
ficer in authorized technical fields. 

Nine major subjects will be 
taught including map reading, Ma- j 
rine Corps history, physical con- j 
ditioning, principles of leadership,! 

drill and command, infantry weap-
ons, small unit tactics, military 
law and general subjects. 

Upon completion of the six-week 
course selectees will be commis-
sioned as warrant officers and sent 
to Basic School for an additional 
10-week instruction designed' tt> 
familiarize them with the., duties 
of company grade officers. , 

After completing both courses of 
instruction, the warrant officers 
will be assigned command billets 
in accordance^ with their previous 
Military Occupational Specialities.

Artistic Temperament Helps 
Platoon Sergeant's Duties 

A sergeant is building a ship in Barracks 212; a three-mast-
ed schooner at that. How will the sergeant launch the ship? 
Will the barracks have to be torn down? Will the sergeant auto-
matically be prompted to captain as befitting a sailing master? 
Or will he be demoted when the commanding officer gets the 
word? The answer to all theses-
questions is no' For the ship 
i- a model and is only three 
feet long. 

The shipbuilder, Act. SSgt. Ray-
mond F. Chanette, a platoon ser-
geant in Delta Co., 1st Bn., Sec-
ond Marines, has been working on 
the model in his spare time dur-
ing the past two weeks. 

The gleaming, four-color scale 
model, a replica of the original 
Sark, is complete except for tbe 
topside riggin' and the sails. Ser-
geant Chenette figures it will take 
him about 15 or 20 hours to finish 
these painstaking details. 

233 Pieces 
The Cutty Sark kit comes broken 

down into 233 pieces and features 
movable boat davits, rudder and 
v heel, bilge pump controls, hatch 
covers, and belaying pins. 

The original Cutty Sark was built 
in Scotland and sailed between the 
Old World and the New in the 
1380's. Sergeant Chenette remark-
ed that due to her tremendous sail 
spread, she was capable of over 
17 knots and was the speed queen 
of, her day. She once' sailed 3,547 
miles in 11 days and is the world's 
last Clipper Ship. She is now berth-
ed in London as a sea shrine. 

What does Sergeant Chenette do 
v.'ith the ship models? He sends 
them to his seven-year-old nephew, 
Roger Laferrier.

the temperament of a .platoon ser-
geant with that of an artist, but, 
on close examination, the two have 
much in common. 

Both require a great deal of 
knowledge, skill, patience and a 
keen understanding of human na-
ture. Sergeant Chenette combines 
the two qualities admirably. The 
six-foot, 185-pound Marine is mod-
est concerning his many accom-
plishments and gives the impres-
sion that he chooses his words 
carefully before he speaks.

Guadalcanal Service 
Sergeant Chenette began his4 

model building, sketching and 
painting while still in grade school 
in Worcester, Mass. After graduat-
ing from Commerce High School 
there, he entered the Navy in Aug-
ust of 1942. As a Corpsman, he 
was attached to the 1st Marine Di-
vision on Guadalcanal and made 
every landing thereafter through 
Okinawa as the 1st Division fought 
its way up the island chain. 

During the fierce initial assault 
on Peleliu, Chenette was awarded 
the Purple Heart and Silver Star 
for his actions against the enemy. 

Discharged at the close of WW 
H, Sergeant Chenette designed and 
painted posters and billboards for 
outdoor advertising concerns. 

Deciding to make the military his 
career, Chenette enlisted in the 
Marines and during 1948-51 served 
at Marine Barracks, Guantanamo 
Bay, Cuba. 

He fought in three battles with 
the First Marines in Korea before 
being assigned to Marine Barracks, 
Subic Bay, Philippine Islands. In 
1954, Chenette came to Camp Le-
jeune and with the exception of 
cruises in the Mediterranean has 
been stationed here ever since. 

Act. SSgt. Chenette is currently 
attending the Special Air Tactical 
Control Course at Norfolk, Va. Up-
on completing the two-week course, 
he will return to Camp Lejeune to 
await further assignment.

Only persons who rate Exchange 
and Commissary privileges will be 
allowed to use the pier, and must 
possess a valid "ID" card for ad-
mission. Children under six will not 
be permitted on the pier, but chil-
dren between the ages of six and 
13 will be admitted free, if accom-
panied by adults. 

Capaci ty 
The parking lot at the foot of 

the pier will accommodate 250 cars. 
The dock itself will hold more than 
600 persons comfortably. Squaring 
and "logging" of the parking area 
will begin soon, Mclntyre reported. 

No boating-or swimming will be 
allowed near the pier and ring-type 
life-saving buoys will hang from its 
railing.

the year of application; 

Be a high school graduate and at-
tain a passing score on the Officer 
Selection Test; must not have pre-
viously failed any Marine Corps 
officer-type training program; have 
a GCT test score of 120 or higherT 
be serving in grade E-4 or above; 
have completed not less than two 
nor more than five years' active 
service; must be at least 20 and 

not less than 27 years of age on 
July 1 of the year commissioned 

Physical Test ** 
Must have satisfactorily passed 

the Physical Readiness Test with-
in a three-month period prior to 
date of application and be not eli-
gible as a "sole surviving son" for 
exemption from duty in a combat 
area. 

There is no established'period 
for the submission of applications. 
They may be forwarded any time 
that an individual is deemed qî H-1-
ified for appointment to the cotn- -
missioned ranks.

Integration Plan For Junior 
Law Officers Is Announced 

A special program for integration of junior Reserve of-
ficer lawyers into the regular Marine Corps is now under 
way, Headquarters Marine Corps announced. The new pro-
gram is part of an overall plan aimed at providing the Ma-
rine Corps, on a permanent basis, with an adequate number 
of officer lawyers. Eligible to* . '— 4 
apply for integration under 
terms of MCO 1120.12, which 
was signed this week, are perma-
nent Reserve captains and lieuten-
ants on active or inactive duty who 
meet the following qualifications: 

(1) Have an MOS of 0185 (Trial 
Defense Counsel Officer) or 0195 
(Law Officer), or meet the require-
ments for either MOS. 

(2) Hold a law degree from an 
accredited university. 

(3) Have passed the bar examina-
tion and be certified for practice 
before the. highest court in resi-
dent state. 

(4) Be junior to Maj. James S. 
Heeker, No. 2,189 on the combined 
lineal list of Jan. 1, 1959 (to be 
computed constructively in the case 
of officers on inactive duty). 

(5) Be physically qualified. 
A selection board convened by 

the Secretary of the Navy will 
meet at HQMC in April to consider 
applicants for integration. Applica-
tions must reach the Commandant 
of the Marine Corps (Code DPB) 
not later than April 1, 1960. The 

board is expeeted to be authorized 
to select about 60 officers for inte-
gration. 

All applications must be submit-
ted via commanding officers, the 
Director of Marine Air Reserve 
Training, or Directors of Marine 
Corps Reserve or Recruitment Dis-
tricts, as appropriate. 

Commanding officers in the reg-
ular establishment having Spec^ 
Court Martial authority, the Direc-
tor of Marine Air Reserve Train-
ing, and District Directors will con-
vene special interview boards to 
evaluate applicants for integration. 
Evaluation reports> will accompa-
ny each application. 

Officers integrated under the 
terms of this program will bp given 
primary MOS's, will be assigned 
to legal duties on a continuing bas-
is, and will* serve in equal Sta<4^ 
with other unrestricted officers in 
all respects, including equal oppor-
tunity for px&n&otion. Integration 
will be. acdomplished without loss 
of date of rank or lineal prece-
dence.

Parents of school children are responsible for (1) having chil-
dren ready to board school buses promptly, (2) not delaying 
buses by holding conversation* 
with the drivers. The responsi-
bility of adequately instruct-
ing children regarding maintenance 
of proper conduct at all times aiso 
lies with the parents. 

In particular, it is emphasized that 
children must obey all instructions 
issued by the Superintendent of 
Schools, Principal, school bus ope-
rators, and the school children 
monitors. With liegard to maintain-
ing discipline and enforcing safe-
ty measures, the school bus driver 
is the final authority on his speci-
fic bus. 

At any time that a school bus 
driver cannot maintain order, the

To accomplish this mission, the 
major and his staff will provide 
comprehensive training and guid-
ance for all "lower echelon" per-
sonnel engaged in reenlistment 
duties.

"After all," Major Thompson 
said, "the main objective of our 
reenlistment program is to retain 
as many of our highly qualified 
Marines as possible. To do this, our 
reenlistment NCO's have to be 
thoroughly oriented in their duties 
and well acquainted with the ad-
vantages and services our program 
has to offer." 

Major Thompson and his Reen-
listment Chief, Act. MSgt. Andrew 
J. Szafranski, have a full schedule 
of personal interviews, unit and

ments, and a two-day school for re-
enlistment NCO's on Feb. 10-11. 

Warming up to his subject. Major 
Thompson made it plain that he is 
leaving no stone unturned in his 
quest to "merchandise" and "sell" 
the benefits of the Marine Corps 
as a career. 

"We are always available for in-
terviews, lectures, career apprais-
als, and information on schools, ci-
vilian employment and the reserve 
program. 

'In short—we offer aid and in-
formation on any matter that con-
cerns the serviceman and his de-
pendents," said the major. The ma-
jor's office is located in Bldg. 537; 
telephone 7-3693. 

Major Thompson strongly empha-

sizes that liaison be maintained be-
tween unit reenlistment NCO's, 
company commanders and prospec-
tive reenlistees. 

The major commented that he 
was- "most concerned" with first-
tour enlistees as the overall per-
centage in the category is expected 
to reach 20-25 per cent. 

"The initial enlistment person-
nel represent a tremendous invest-
ment by the Marine Corps. To re-
alize a 'profit' on this investment, 
the Corps has to retain these peo-
ple for another enlistment," Major 
Thompson said.

You study this record of politi-
cal setbacks and you ask yourself: 
Why in the world didn't Lincoln 
stop trying? What made Abraham 
run; most men would have wearied-
af te r so many repudiations and fad-
ed into obscurity. 

But, of course, the man who was 
born 151 years ago was not most 
men, although he understood his 
fellow men bet ter than most. Poli-
tics gave purpose and meaning to 
his life. He perservered until the 
people gave him the Presidency. 
The rtst is history.

PROMOTION BOARD—A board 

headed by Brig. Gen. Harold D. Han-
sen convened last week with author-
ity to recommend 996 Marines for 
promotion to the top two enlisted 
pay grades. The board, which is ex-
pected to be in session about nine 
weeks, is authorized to select 61 
sergeants major from an eligibility 
list of 483.. There are 440 master ser-
geants (E-8) eligible for-promotion.

In 1948, Congress passed a pub-
lic law, the Women's Armed 
Forces Integration Act, providing 
for women to serve in the Armed 
Forces. The percentage of women 
was to be two per cent of the 
male complement.

Woman Marines serving at major posts in the United States, Europe and Hawaii will celebrate the 17th anniversary 
of their "fighting force" Saturday, proud to stand up and reflect upon the outstanding record they have made since the 
first World War—eager and able to carry on this fine tradition. During World War I, the Marine Corps began recruiting 
women to replace men qualified for overseas duty. They accepted 305 women and callfed them "Marinettes." The women, 
were stationed only at Headquarters Marine Corps. They had no officers, the highest rank held was sergeant. Their uni-
forms, in keeping with the • i — : — • 1— *— — r * ; 

style of the times, included 
high-buttoned shoes and 
long skirts. In July, 1919, the 
"Marinettes" were disbanded. 

During World War II, women 
were" again called upon to serve 
in the Marine Corps. "Free a Ma-
rine to Fight" was the name of 
campaign to recruit the Woman 

- Reserves. Formed Feb. 13, 1943", 

they left their domestic routines 
to begin boot training at Hunter 
College, N. Y. The officers were 
trained at Mt. Holyoke, Mass. 

After boot training, the wom-
en served as bus drivers, repair-
men, cooks, typists and anywhere 
else they might be needed. 

The first boot camp for wom-
en on a Marine Corps Base was 
at Camp Lejeune. In July, 1943, 

18 drill instructors from Parris 
Island were sent to Lejeune to 
train the recruits. At that time, 
the Base was known as New River. 
It was later re-named in honor 
of Gen. John A. Lejeune whose 
daughter, Pvt. Eugenia Lejeune, 
completed recruit training in 
August, 1944. 

Civilian clothes were "taboo" 
in the early years of the war. The 
uniform was worn for all types 
of activities and for all occasions, 
on the job, at the beach, actively 
engaged in sports and recreation 
and on liberty. 

The first duties assigned to 
Woman Marines were clerical. 
Later specialized jobs were as-
signed. In July, 1945, Congress 
authorized the first Woman Ma-
rines to be sent to Hawaii. 

The first director of Woman 
Marines was Col. Ruth Chaney 
Streeter, a school- teacher from 
Morristown, N. J. She resigned 
in December, 1945, and was re-
placed by Col. Katherine Towle. 
Colonel Streeter and Colonel 
Towle were awarded the Legion 
of Merit for their services during 
the war. 

The Woman Marines were de-
mobilized in September, 1946, 
All but 100 of the women were 
sent home, the rest were kept on 
active duty in Washington. D. C. 

After Colonel Towle's resigna-
tion, Maj. Julia E. Hamblet was 
appointed commanding officer of 
the women remaining on active 
duty.

10, 1948. In 1948, Colonel TowJo 
was again the director of the 
Woman Marines. She served until. 
May, 1953, when Colonel Hamb-
let, the youngest director of.

New treatments for venomous

The new treatments may mean 
many lives saved and much pain 
and suffering brought to an end. 
According to the report, swimmers 
and skin divers are most apt to 
benefit from the new techniques. 
In some cases the stings have prov-
en to be fatal. 

The stings of venomous marine 
life are associated with specialized 
spines, containing the venom 
glands. These spines.are found on

Other symptoms which may oc-
cur are heart failure, difficulty in 
breathing, delirium, convulsions, 
vomiting, blood disorders and fev-
er. 

The fish causing the stings in-
clude horned sharks, sting rays, rat-
fish, catfish, weeverfishes, scor-
pion-fishes, toadfishes, dragonets, 
rabbitfishes and stargazers. Species 
of the venomous are found in all 
the oceans and seas of the world 
in both tropical and temperate 
regions. 

The news letter says that treat-
ment should be directed to alleviat-
ing pain, combating the effects 
of the venom and preventing sec-

ondary infections. Recommended 
treatment is to soak the injured 
member in water as hot as the pa-
tient can stand. Soaking should be 
done for 30 minutes to one hour, 
and should be started as soon as 
possible. 

Cutting the wound and sucking 
as in the manner of snake bites is 
recommended. A tourniquet may 
be used between the wound and 
the heart and should be placed as 
close to the wound as possible, 
however, its value is debatable. In 
any event the patient should be 
rushed to a hospital as soon as 
possible for application of pain 
killers and treatment for secondary 
shock. Simple supportive measures 
suffice for primary shocks, but sec-
ondary shocks require immediate 
and vigorous therapy.

Modern Dental Science Principles Given 
To Camp Lejeune High School Students 

"Dental research now being con-
ducted offers promise of revolu-
tionizing dentistry." Capt. C. T. 
Pridgeon, USN, Base Dental Of-
ficer, made that statement this 
week in a talk before the stu-
dents of Camp Lejeune High 
school on the occasion of Na-
tional Children's Dental Health 
Week, which is being observed 
Feb. 7 to 13. 

According to Captain Pridgeon, 
research already has given the 
dental profession sufficient infor-
mation to justify the statement 
that no child need ever lose a 
tooth from decay. 

Despite the fur ther hope, offer-
ed by research, the most effective 
way the individual can fight dental 
disease in his mouth is by observ-
ing the principles of proper dental 
care. Captain Pridgeon predicted 
that it will be some time before 
there is a substitute for these prin-
ciples, which he listed as: 

—Making proper use of the 
toothbrush. 

—Eating a balanced- diet light 
in sugar-rich foods. 

—Going regularly to the dentist; 
Since these principles have been 

known for many years, Captain 
Pridgeon raised the question of 
why there still is so much dental 
diseases in the United States. 

He answered the question by 
saying that perhaps the principles 
of proper dental care sound too 
easy, too simple. Although this 
may be true, Captain Pridgeon 
stressed their importance in pre-
venting dental disease. 
• To quote the captain, "The great 

hope for reducing the size of the. 
dental problem must lie in the 
acceptance by the public" of the 
lessons of prevention." 

Discussing the three preventive 
principles of proper dental care, 
the speaker referred to the tooth-
brush as the "most effective instru-

ment in the prevention of tooth 
decay." 

Captain Pridgeon called timing 
the vital element by using the 
toothbrush. The teeth, he explain-
ed, should be brushed after every 
meal and snack. 

The speaker stated that the 
foods essential to good general 
health also are important in the 
development of healthy teeth, and 
that even more-important are the 
foods people should avoid eating 
—foods that are rich in sugar. 

He ended by saying, "Modern 
dental science has taught us so 
much about the proper care of 
teeth that there is ample reason 
today to smile."

Fishing Pier 
Ceremonies 
To Be Held 

After weathering a five-
month storm of delays, long-
awaited "Riseley Pier" opens 
Sunday morning with an "open 
house" celebration beginning 
a 8 a.m. and lasting until dark. 
Camp Lejeune Marines, their fami-
lies and guests, will get t'heir first 
look at the giant fishing dock, un-
der construction a mile and a half 
south of the enlisted men's beach 
house at Onslow Beach since last 
May. 

The 850-foot pier, to be named 
in honor of retired Lt. Gen. James 
P. Riseley, former Base command-
er, was hampered by many prob-
lems, including a shortage of the 
type of lumber used in pier con-
struction. Originally, it was due for 
completion last September. 

Free F i r s t Day 
Admission to the pier will be free 

for the opening day festivities. The 
Exchange snack bar, tackle and 
bait shop will be open throughout 
the day. 

Beginning Monday, the $120,000 
structure will be open from 8 a.m. 
until midnight every day of the 
week. When warmer weather moves 
into the Carolinas, the pier will re-
main'open around the clock. 

Actual dedication of the pier is 
scheduled sometime in April, ac-
cording to Pier Manager Robert 
G. Mclntyre. GeneraJ Riseley will 
travel from his New Mexico home 
to be present for the ceremony. 
A bronze-lettered plaque will be 
posted on the pier; the inscription 
reading: "Riseley Pier, Named In 
Honor of James P. Riseley, Lt. 
Gen., USMC, Retired, An Avid 
Sportsman"; the dedication date 
currently pending. 

Admission to the pier after Sun-
day will cost 40 cents for a 24-hour 
ticket. The weekly rate is $1.50. 
Monthly tickets cost $4. Rental tac-
kle will be available for 25'cents, 
and includes rod, reel, line, hooks, 
and sinker. Ice and bait may also 
be purchased. Patrons may, how-
ever, use their own gear or Special 
Services equipment checked out 
at their respective units.

The letter companies are com-
posed of combat -engineers "who do. 
the actual construction on all tasks 
assigned the Battalion. Typical of 
the jobs undertaken are building 
forms for foundations; pouring ce-
ment; constructing bridges; and lay-
ing -out camp sites during Division 
training exercises. The letter com-
panies also maintain roads in train-
ing areas. 

The mission of the Support Com-
pany is to provide close engineer 
support for the Division. Within 
the company is all the heavy equip-
ment, drivers and operators for 
such equipment, the motor trans-
port section, electricians, drafts ' 
men, surveyors, communicators, 
and other technicians needed to 
perform the company's mission. 
The company also operates the 2nd 
Division's drafting school. 

Support Company surveyors and 
draftsmen work hand-in-hand in 
laying out parade routes, safety 
zones for Division firing ranges, 
and parking areas as part of their 
Pioneer assignment. 

An integral part of the Support 
Company is the Demolition Section 
which lays minefields ahead of de-
fensive positions and breaches 
those created by the enemy. The 
Battalion demolition school also 
trains infantry Marines throughout 
the Division in basic land mine war-
fare and demolitions. The various 
units are afforded an opportunity 
to attend school lasting from one 
day up to two weeks. The basic ope-
rating unit within the Pioneers is 
the letter companies, but all equip-
ment and operators for this equip-
ment must come from the Support 
Company. 

Headquarters and Service-Compa-
ny is the administrative unit of the 
Battalion. Here the technical as-
pects of the various tasks under-
taken by the Battalion are worked 
over by engineering experts and 
then handed down to the separate 
companies. The seemingly endless 
administartive chores are handled 
by clerks, typists, legal workers, 
supply personnel, communicators 
and medical corpsmen.
