The bill, which would add Mich 
time lost onto the normal expira-
tion of enlistment date of th* man, 
would apply mainly to the Navy 
since the Army and Air Force al-
ready have such a procedure to get 
the full term of service out ot 
their personnel. 

The bill states that a man who 
is AWOL or deserts or spends time 
in the brig or misses duty for more

Registration Vital Factor 
In Absentee Voting Laws 

(This is the f i rst in a series of weekly articles devoted to absentee vot-
t ing for members of the Armed Forces. 

The Office of Armed Forces Information and Education 
and the states have joined forces to help persons who, by 
virtue of their duty or service with the department or agencies 
of the United States Government,• — 
will be. absent from their legal vot-
ing places this presidential election 
year. 

To guide you as to your state's 
particular absentee voting laws, 
AFPS has prepared a three-part vot 
ing series. This article is the first 
in a series of articles dealing with 
how you become registered in ord-
er to vote by absentee ballot. 

MAINE 

All unregistered residents, ex-
cept members of the armed forces 

serving outside the territorial lim-
its of the U. S. and their spouses 
may make application for registra-
tion when an absentee ballot is re-
quested. 

Enter the statement "please mail 
registration forms" in the margin 
of the Federal Post Card applica-
tion and mail to the county clerk 
of residence- or, if a resident of 
Douglas or Lancaster county to the 
election commissioner. 

All other qualified persons may 
and certain civilians, must register agister by absentee by requesting 
in person at times and places estab-! "registration^ forms" from one of 
lished by. local boards of registra 
tion. 

Registration is permanent unless 
a person has- changed his name or 
his residence. 

Members of the armed'forces, ci-
vilian employees serving Outside 
the territorial limits of the U. S. 
and their spouses may vote without 
making a formal application for 
registration by completing the'Fed-
eral Post Card application for an 
absentee ballot and mailing it to 
the clerk of your home town. 

MISSOURI 

All persons, except memhers of 
the armed forces, must register in 
person if residing in a town or city 
where registration- is required. 

Registration is required in Cities 
having a population of 10,000 or 
more, in counties of more than 450,-
000 and in counties where there is 
a city of at least 400,000 popula-
tion. -

All members of the armed forces 
may vote by absentee process with-
out being registered. 

NEBRASKA 

Registration is permanent in 
Douglas and Lancaster counties. In 
cities of over 7,000 population, re-
registration is required this year. 

Unregistered members of the 
armed forces, civilian employees 

the above offices. 
These requests may be made at 

any time, but it is recommended 
that they be made at least 90 days 
before election day. 

NEW YORK 
A member of the - armed forces 

and accompanying spouse, parent, 
or child, if a qualified voter and a 
resident of the election district, be-
comes registered automatically 
when one of the following has been 
properly filled out and returned 
to the Division of Servicemen's Vot-
ing, Office of the Secretary of 
State, Albany 1, N. Y. 

1. Federal Post Card application; 
2. New York Division for : Service-
men's Voting Form 1; 3. A letter 
containing your New York and 
present military address, signed by 
you and all dependents who are al-
so requesting ballots. 

Except for those named above 
and residents of Nassau and Broome 
counties, registration in person is 
required of all other qualified vot-
ers. Such registration is accom-
plished at the office of the board 
of elections, home ofTesidence any 
time before September 20.' 

Puerto Rico and the Virgin Is-
lands have no provisions for absen-
tee voting. 

For further information, consult 
your voting officer. 

NEW LOOK—This is the new bumper-decal to be issued here begin-
ning July 10. Officers' tags w i l l be yellow with red numbers; enlisted, 
red wi th black numbers; civilians, silver wi th green numbers, and 
commercial vehicles wi l l have silver tags with blue numbers.
