The Danish influence stems 

from Denmark's rule of the is-
lands until 1917, when the Unit-
ed States bought them to pre-
vent them from falling into 
German hands, thus menacing 
the Panama Canal. 

They also learned Marines 
were the first U. S. military for-
ces to land on the islands. They 
were based on St. Thomas for 
several years after the islands 
were purchased from Denmark, 
and their barracks, formerly 
used by Danish Gendarmes, 
still stand today and serves as 
one of the many picturesque 
landmarks. 

Traveling the main road into 
town^ from the Navy docks, one 

of the first sights greeting the 
visiting Marines was Emancipa-
tion Garden, which also serves 
as the town plaza. The garden is 
where the abolition of slavery 
was announced in 1848 by King 
Christian IX, ruler of Denmark 
and the islands at that time. 

A favorite stop in the Ma-
rines' sight-seeing tour was Blue-
beard's Castle, recently renovat-
ed into a hotel, but still retain-
ing its exciting, pirate-like ap-
pearance. The ' Leathernecks 
learned from a guide the castle 
and tower were built in 1689 and 
fortified with several cannon, a 
few of which now' decorate the 
upper drive. 

After thoroughly covering the 
island dufing their sight-see-

ing trip, the Marines returned to 
the center of town for a visit 
to many of the unusual gift 
shops. Unbelievable buys in lux-
ury imports and souvenirs were 
obtained at reasonable prices. 

Danish silver jewelry, German 
cameras and binoculars and 
French and Italian perfumes, 
very expensive in the United 
States, were among the items 
bought by the Leathernecks. 

Sunday morning, many attend-
ed several of the old world 
churches located in St. Thomas. 
One of the oldest, the Frederick 
Evangelical Lutheran church; was 
established as a branch of the 
Danish Lutheran State church in 
1666.

Riding herd on firing ranges on 
the strength of 216 horses is one 
of the missions assigned Marine 
Observation Squadron One's LAN-
TRAEX 1-56 detachment during 
maneuvers here. 

The flying Leathernecks patrol 
it altitudes of less than 500 feet in 
•heir 216 horse-powered OE-1 
"grasshopper" light planes, on the 
lookout for stray cattle, people and 
fishing boats. 

Marines fire all sorts of weapons 
from automatic rifles to heavy ar-
tillery pieces on an assortment of 
firing ranges nestled on the east 
end of Vieques. Marine jet fighters 
also use the ranges to practice 

rocket and napalm bomb attacks 
The safety of not only Marines, 

but civilians and animals is entrust-
ed to the sharp-eyed "aerial cow-
boys," who comb the firing ranges 
before each target practice begins. 

Under the command of Capt 
D K. Tooker, the loud-speaker 
equipped "grasshoppers" patrol not 
only patrols the island itself, but 

' also the adjacent water which lies 
in the impact area where artillery 
shells are likely to fall. 

When cattle or horses are spot-
ted on a particular range, the pilot 
calls Range Control, giving the 
location of the straying animals. 
Range Control then dispatches a 
crew by truck to herd the animals 
out of the danger area. 

In the case of fishing boats, pro-
! cedure is uniquely different. Bor-
rowing an idea from the metro-
politan New York Police Depart-
ment. VMO-1 has equipped the ver-
satile "grasshopper" with a "bull 
horn," carried under the wing on 
a small bomb rack. 

When a fishing boat ventures 
into water that is due to be on 
the receiving end of an artillery 
barrage, the "grasshopper" will 
make a low pass across the bow 
of the craft. Previously, the pilot 
would cut his engine and shout 
pidgeon-Spanish warnings to the 
boat crew, revealing their danger-
ous position.

Nobody likes to be sick. But if there was sickne 
family during 1955, you may have some eompens 
wise. 

First there is the question of* — 
sick pay. A service member who expenses you paid for y 
was absent because of sickness j your dependents, 
or injury may exclude pay for | This year you list y( 
the period from his gross income and dental expenses on 
in figuring out the 1955 income 
tax. 

But, if the absence was due to 
illness, you may not exclude 
amounts received for the first cal-
endar days. However, if you were 
hospitalized for at least one day 
during the illness, or were injur-
ed, pay may be excluded from the 
first day of absence. 

I've got pride and confidence 
in these men; when others may lag 
behind or fall out, they'll still be 
be going strong."

When asked how members of the 
battalion felt about their training 
sessions, the major said, "I believe 
they're all for it. All hands realize 
the need for training and take 
pride in knowing that they are phy-
sically fit." 

Cpl. Douglas E. Hoy, clerk, H&S 
Co., who has participated in the 
program since its beginning, said, 
"I appreciate what this physical 
training has done for me. I sleep 
better, eat better and generally 
feel better." 

When the drill program started 
most men could barely do 10 push-
ups and sit-ups. much less run 
any distance more than one-half 
mile. Now all do at least 35 push-
ups. 25 to 30 sit-ups, and by De-
cember. 1955. were running as far 
as four miles each morning.

has located enemy mortar posi-
tions and has information on the 
river, its depth and the type of 
bottom it has to support the cross-
ing of armor and heavy vehicles. 
The latter information was supplied 
by an engineer sergeant taken on 
the patrol. 

While this information was be-
ing appraised a wounded man en-
ters to give to the section chief 
a letter he took from the body 
of an enemy soldier. The letter 
was translated ?arid found to con-
tain information on the condi-
tion of defending troops, their 
morale, supplies and equipment. 
After everything was evaluated, 

the regimental commander enter-
ed the tent for a briefing. The in-
formation was enough to make the 
final plans for the push but as the 
colonel left he gave the S-2 addi-
tional information designed to show 
combat intelligence as a never-end-
ing function. 

Discharged as a gunnery ser-
geant in 1945, Hayes entered a 
trade institute to study refrigera-
tion and air-conditioning service 
engineering. 

Graduation papers in hand, 
Hayes went into business for him-
self in 1947, organizing a refri-
geration and air-conditioning serv-' 
ice company in Kinston, N. C. 

I n 1948 he e n t e r e d t h e Ma-
r i n e Rese rve as t e c h n i c a l ser-
g e a n t a n d was c a l l e d t o a c t i v e 
d u t y i n 1951. He s o l d h i s bus i -
ness a n d d e c i d e d u p o n t h e M a -
r i n e C o r p s as a c a r e e r . 

Hayes was promoted to master 
sergeant in January, 1952, while 
serving as Camp maintenance utili-
ties chief at Marine Corps For 
warding Depot/Portsmouth, Va. 

After serving 15 months in Ko-
rea as utilities chief with MAG-
33, he was assigned duty here 
where he has since been serving 
as utilities chief at Service Bat-
talion.

"War Through the Ages" is Lynn 
Montross' engrossing contribution 
to the literature of military his-
tory. Around this popular yet schol-
arly acclaimed volume, the Marine 
Corps Institute has prepared three 
courses—General Military History, 
I, II and III. 

Courses need not be taken in 
order, and the student clearly has 
the option of taking only the course 
or courses that cover the period 
which interests him. 

Starting with the Battle of Mara-
thon in 490 B. C., Military History 
I pulls together the threads of 
armed warfare which finally create 
the tapestry of European chaos at 
the end of the Thirty Years' war, 
in 1648. 

Military History II traces the mil-
itary events from the time of Louis 
XIV to the end of the American 
Civil war. And the last course, 
Military History II, invests most of 
its attention in the study of the 
two World wars. 

The courses are intended to 
make Marine students aware of 
the trends and tradi t ions of mi l i -
tary science, weapons, strategy 
and tactics. Close attent ion is 
paid to the important part play-
ed by the Marine Corps in its 
various campaigns, and especial-
ly its activit ies in the crucial 
battles for the South Pacific is-
lands dur ing Wor ld War II. 
Two methods of study are op-

t ional : 
• The student may study at his 

leisure, submit no study guides, 
and merely take a final examina-
tion when he feels he is prepared; 

• The student may submit stu-
dy guides, which will be returned 
by MCI to the student marked "sat-
isfactory" or "unsatisfactory." The 
submission of the first lesson will 
indicate that the student has select-
ed this plan and he will be expect 
ed to submit the remaining six les-
sons before taking the final ex-
amination. 

Unit education officers will be 
able to give detailed information 
concerning these and other Marine 
Corps Institute courses.
