GED Testing
Resumes Here

Next Monday

Beginning Dec. 20, General Ed-
ucational Development Testing will
be resumed, both to test education-
al development and as a means of
determining those marines to be
awarded high school diplomas or
equivalent certificates.

“Tracer of Lost Souls.”

A centrally situated Locators Of—
fice is set up in Division Head-
quarters, Bldg. 2. To trace anyone,
phone the Locator, give the man’s
name and in a matter of seconds
you have the individual's regiment,
battalion and company.

A file of every marine in the_
2nd Division is kept which in-
cludes active and dead files.

The active file contains data on

personnel still connected with

the Division and the dead file
includes personnel since depart-

ed. These files contain over 40,

000 data cards and must be con-

stantly checked for accuracy.

This office has recently adopted
a new “code filing system” which
was_created by the Machine Rec-
ords Installation section here. Code
numbers are employed in lieu of
organizational addresses, which as-
sist personnel of the Locator's of-
fice to expedite the search for the
missing person.

TSgt. LeRoy W. Pasi, Section
Chief, stated the 2nd Division is
the only organization to his know-
ledge using the new code system.

“With a monthly average of 1,700

men joining and 1,300 men leav-
ing the Division, the code really
speeds up our work,” pointed out
the sergeant.

Some 150 local and 25 long dis-
tance calls are received by the
office each day. “If we can locate
the man in a few seconds and in-

form the caller, we have done our |

job,” explained the Chief Locator.

WASHINGTON (AFPS)—Navy enlisted men completing
their first enlistments may re-enlist for periods of two or

three years, as well as for the

Three-Year Hitches

usual four or six-year terms,

according to a new Navy policy.
Those reenlisting for the first
time are eligible for a reenlist-
ment bonus and a lump-sum pay-
ment for unused leave. They
are also entitled to mustfering
out pay and a six cents per mile
travel allowance from place of
discharge to place of first enlist-
ment or to home of record at

time of initial entry into the
Navy.
Sailors may also extend their

enlistments for periods of one or
more years, not to exceed a total
of four years of extension on a
single enlistment. Until now, one
vear extensions were authorized
cnly for several specified reasons.
Regular Navy personnel who
extend for two, three or four
years are entitled to mileage
payments and reenlistment bon-
us, but not to mustering out pay
or payment for unused leave.

If an enlistment is extended
more than once, the extensions are
considered together to determine
eligibility for reenlistment bonus.

Naval Reservists on active
duty also can reenlist in the reg-
ular Navy under the new pro-
gram. They will receive full ben-
efits provided such enlistments
are within three months of the
expiration of their Reserve en-
listments.

If they reenlist in the Naval Re-
serve, they are not eligible to re-
ceive a reenlistment bonus, but are
entitled to a mileage allowance and
payment for unused leave,

With first enlistments and brok-
en-time reenlistments consistently
up to par, the Marine Corps has
expressed concern over a lack of
reenlistments among active duty
personnel.

Headquarters has hopes that 40
per cent of the 45,000 marines
whose enlistments end this fiscal
year will sign over, although that
figure has not been reached as
yvet. In September, the most recent
month for which there are com-
plete statistics, only 30 per cent
shipped over.

By contrast, the Corps enlisted
89,766 during fiscal year 1954—
107.5 per cent of its quota.

A tentative quota for this FY
is 35,000. During the first four
months each monthly quota was
exceeded, and reports indicate that
November’s quota will easily be
met.
