Forces Group (ABN), with head-
quarters at Fort Bragg, N. C., near 
Fayetteville, have been undergoing 
part of their training here since 
June. 

Part of the 77th's training pro-
gram requires familiarization with 
amphibious techniques and surviv-
al in swamp areas and areas ad-
jacent to coastlines. Lejeune's 
coastal area filled the bill. 

Here's how the training goes: 
I t begins wi th a parachute 

jump in the vicinity of Onslow 
Beach. Personnel f rom the 2nd 
AmTrac Bn. provided the original 
Army cadre with their amphib-
ious training. This unit continues 
to furnish the principal support 
for the paratroopers. 
An important part of the soldiers' 

training consists of a "survival" 
course in the swamps. Without ra-
tions, and with only one canteen 
of water a day for each man, they 
must shift for themselves for four 
days.

copters ins tead of horses, wore crash he lmets 
instead of campaign hats and their mission was 
"mercy" instead of "police." 

"Santee"—French for "health"—was the opera-
tion's name, and the marines were from HMR-261, 
commanded by Maj. Frank "A." Shook Jr., and 
based at Marine Corps Air Facility, New River, with 
MAG-26. The Marine Transport Squadron was aboard 
the light aircraft carrier Saipan, then in Caribbean 
waters on a cruise. 

The carrier was at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, Oct. 
4, when orders came to proceed to Haiti for rescue 
work. The Saipan, considered well supplied for res-
cue missions, had large quantities of food and med-
ical supplies stored aboard. 

As the carrier, which also had elements of -two 
.Navy squadrons—HU-2 and HS-3—aboard, steamed 
toward Haiti, reports of devastation on the island 
began to trickle in: 

The entire western peninsula of of the tropical 
island had been hit by 130-mile winds which lasted 
up to 14 hours. Landslides, fallen trees and washouts 
completely blocked the road network, preventing 
overland help from the other parts of the island. 

Reconnaissance flights were flown and the fol-
lowing days' operations planned. The Marine squad-
ron, which had six large Sikorsky 'copters aboard, 
with 15 officers and 69 men, including three en-
listed pilots, was tapped to do the heavy work be-
cause of their greater weight-lifting abilities. 

The Marine whirlybirds flew in two-plane sections. 
The two 'copters would leave the carrier and 

fly to the town of Dame Marie with a load of 2,000 
pounds of C-rations. After the helicopters were un-
loaded by the Haitians,- stretcher and ambulatory 
cases would be loaded to be flown to the only hos-
pital in the area. 

Meanwhile, the tiny Haitian Air Force was fly-

Marine master sergeants soon 
will be permitted to resign re-
gardless of length of service be-
cause about 1,250 more master 
sergeants currently are on active 
duty than are called for in tables 
of organization, according to Head-
quarters, Marine Corps. 

There were 8,713 master ser-
geants on active duty as of Aug. 
31. A peak strength of 7,7000 E-7's 
on active duty are called for by 
June 30, 1955. 

Both men and women master 
sergeants now, are eligible for re-
lease on their request, and are 
authorized to return to the United 
States from sea or foreign duty in 
order to do so. 

The program was in effect 
prior to Korea, but was discon-
tinued after the conflict began. 
Master sergeants who have com-

pleted a school for which the 
quota is controlled by. HQMC are 
not eligible until 18 months.after 
they have completed the school. 
Those holding critical MOS's of 
1319, 2249," 2336, 2619, 2629, 2669 
and 2719 also are ineligible for re-
lease without prior approval by 
CMC. 

Master sergeants discharged up-
on their request may not reenlist 
for 91 days after date of discharge 
and, consequently, will not be 
eligible for a reenlistment bonus. 
In the case of reenlistment, they 
will not be reappointed to a rank 
above that of sergeant.

Uniform regulations, including standardization of equip-
ment, wearing of the battle jacket, a new MP belt and dis-
crepancies in the wearing of the uniform, have been clarified 
by the Commandant of the Marine •  
Corps. 

The battle jacket is not a part of 
the liberty uniform, according to 
Marines Corps Memorandum 88-54, 
which contains the regulations. It 
is authorized as part of the duty 
uniform, however, and personnel 
living off base may wear it to and

Nov. 15 Set As Limit 
On EM Reserve Bids 
For Duty Extensions 

WASHINGTON (AFPS)—Marine 
EM now on active duty have until 
Nov. 15, 1954, to apply for active 
duty extensions as Reservists. The 
agreements may be signed now 
and will become effective at the 
end of their present tours. 

This change is in line with the 
recent Marine Corps policy of re-
turning the Corps to a completely 
regular personnel status. Applica-
tions submitted prior to Nov. 15. 
may be approved by CO's in ac-
cordance with Marine Corps Memo 
52-53. 

The memo is not being can-
celled because it w i l l be needed 
for administering the affairs of 
those who apply for the program 
before the cutoff date. 

In general, the requirements 
state that inductees in the grade 
of sergeant or below may extend 
for six to 23 months, except that 
the individual's extended release 
date must be at least nine months 
beyond the date the agreement is 
executed. 

Regular sergeants or below de-
Siring to extend as Reservists may 
apply for six to 11 months. Their 
extended release date must also 
be at least nine months beyond the 
date the agreement is executed. 
Persons extending under either 
category' will not receive a re-en-
listment bonus.

Organizational equipment for 

wear by personnel performing 
duties as honor guards or on 
similar occasions has been stand-
ardized. 
Headgear to be worn by honor 

guards, when winter service is the 
uniform, is the frame cap with 
white cover and bronze cap and 
collar insignia. With summer serv-
ice, the frame cap with white cov-
er and gilt cap and collar insignia 
is authorized. 

Other standardized equipment 
for honor guards includes MP belt, 
white; white gloves; carrier for 
pistol holster, white cotton webb-
ing; white MP slide; bayonet scab-
bard cover, and ammunition mag-
azine cover, white webbing. 

The memo states that the or-
ganizational equipment it author-
izes are standard items of Marine 
Corps supply and substitutes are 
not authorized. 

A new white web MP belt, with 
a waistplate bearing the Marine 
Corps emblem, has been adopted 
for use by MP's and honor 
guards. However, the new belt 
will not be available through the 
supply system until next spring. 
The Commandant has noted var-

ious uniform discrepancies and has 
directed commanding officers to 
"exercise closer surveillance in the 
matter of personal appearance of 
officers and enlisted personnel." 

Uniform discrepancies mention-
ed in the memo include shirts with 
frayed cuffs and collars; shirts 
tailored too tight; visible collar 
pins; dirty and frayed service neck-
ties and neckties tied with a "Wind-
sor Knot"; trousers too short and 
too tight in the seat; trouser belts 
dirty and frayed; belts too short; 
belt buckles and tips not shined; 
shoes of non-regulation style and 
shade; ribbons and medals frayed, 
dirty and worn incorrectly; garri-
son caps worn with tops pushed or 
tucked in.

Many members being transferred have the mistaken idea that 

acceptance of Government Transportation Requests—T/R's—is not 
as profitable as getting a travel advance—$.06 per mile. 

This not only is erroneous thinking, but in many instances costly 
to travelers. 

As an example, a member who receives a travel advance for trans-
fer to Camp Pendleton would get $172. A first class railroad ticket from 
Wilmington to Oceanside would cost $108.62. The cost of a lower 
pullman berth from the same point is $33.30, plus bus fare from Camp 
Lejeune to Wilmington at $1.58, for a total cost of $143.50, which leaves 
this member $29.42 on which to obtain food. In the same case as cited 
above, a member electing to travel by transportation requests would 
receive a first class railroad ticket, plus a lower pullman berth all the 
way, plus per diem at the rate of $9.90 for each day of travel—which 
can be drawn in advance—which in most eases of. cross-country travel 
approximates $45, resulting in a net saving of $15.58. 

In addition to this saving in money consideration in your pos-
session before you leave Camp Lejeune, plus the fact that reservations 
will be made for all members regardless of the mode of transportation 
assuring men of arrival at their new duty station on time. 

Another thing many marines are not aware of is the fact that 
they are the ones who determine what mode of transportation will 
be used. In other words, if a member chooses to fly, he can be issued 
a first class air ticket and still be paid $9 for each day in a travel 
status. 

Many men also are unaware that even though they have delay 
enroute to their new duty station, in a great many instances, trans-
portation can be issued from Camp Lejeune to the West Coast by way 
of their homes without any additional cost. This, of course, can be de-
termined only in each individual case. 

The Passenger Transportation office, located in Bldg. 12, stands 
ready to assist all marines in the Camp Lejeune area regarding the 
use of commercial transportation. Phone 7-5636 or 7-3354.
