The confidence-inspiring "bedside man-

ner "that has characterized the doctor-patient 
relationship of the Marine Corps to the Navv's 
Medical Department has come in for speiial 
recognition this month with the anniversaries 
of three units of that Department: the Bureau 
of Medicinc and Surgery, the Dental Corps and the 
Medical Service Corps. 

BuMed, one of the Navy's five original bureaus, 
will be 112 years old Aug. 31: the Rental Corps 
will be 42 Sunday, and the Medical Service Corps 
the Department's youngest Corps, observed its sev-
enth birthday Aug. 4. 

From the beginning, the Marine Corps, as a 
part of the Navy, has depended upon the parent 
service for its medical services. Early shipboard 
marines were tended by Navy surgeons and surgeons' 
mates. 

While the Corps remained small there was little 
need for any greater provision than that its mem-
bers were treated by Navy medical men wherever 
they were stationed. In 1811 provision was made 
for marines to contribute to the Naval Hospital 
Fund. 

The first site for a Naval hospital—forerunner 
of the hospital here that serves an average of more 
than 450 in-patients a day—was purchased at Wash-
ington, D. C., in 1821 and later purchases were 
made at Chelsea, Mass., 1823; Brooklyn, 1824; Phila-
delphia, 1826, and Norfolk, 1827. 

Surgeon William Paul Crillon Barton was the 
first- chief of the Bureau of Medicine and Surgery 
at its- founding in 1842. By 1870 the need for in-
creased dental services began to be felt and pres-
sure was applied for formal recognition of that need.
