Navy's Fred Lucas, who set 
two meet records, only to have one denied because of a strong 
following wind, was named the meet's outstanding athlete. 

Runner-up was Navy with 49• 
vi l ion Saturday. 
During the two-day meet Lucas 

displayed superiority over such 
sprinters as Army's Ollie Matson 
and Alex Litman, Jim Ford of the 
Air Force and Joe Schatzle of the 
Marines. 

On the first day of the meet the 
young sailor twice sprinted the 100 
in 9.6 in the space of 45 minutes, 
only to have his efforts turned 
down as an Inter-Service record 
because of the 5%-knot following 
wind. In the 220-yard dash event 
in^lOl-degree heat Saturday, he 
sprinted the trials in 21.1 and 45 
minutes later in the finals ran 21.0, 
smashing all previous records in 
both attempts. 

Lucas has run the hundred in 
9.6 six times this year, while his 
best t ime for the 220 was a 20.7, 
run in the 11th Naval District 
championships at San Diego.

Eighth Marines Unit 
Leaves By Ship For 
Vieques Maneuvers 

A reinforced battalion of the 
Eighth Marines, along with per-
sonnel of Marine Air Group 24, 
boarded Navy transports last 
Thursday and Friday bound for 
Vieques where they will take part 
in TRAEX 1-55. 

The intensive training exercise 
will culminate in a full-scale air-
sea landing in the Puerto Rico area 
in mid-August. 

Elements reinforcing the air-
ground echelons are f rom Force 
Troops, Fleet Marine Force, At-
lantic, and f rom the 2nd Marine 
A i r Wing. The entire operation 
is under the command of Col. 
Joe A. Smoak. 

During the first six weeks at 
Vieques and Roosevelt Roads, the 
Marine ground units will receive 
training in small unit tactics scout-
ing, patrolling, amphibious recon-
naissance, field firing of weapons, 
defense against mechanized attack, 
tank-infantry tactics and night war-
fare. 

Tank and artillery units will con-
duct field firing of their weapons, 
while aviation units will conduct 
air operations aimed at maintain-
ing high standards of efficiency of 
close air support of ground units. 

These lessons wi l l be put to 
use when the marines storm 
ashore from landing craft and 
helicopters in the "at tack" on 
Vieques. Once ashore the ground 
units wi l l quickly deploy and 
move to assault the "enemy" po-
sitions while jet fighter-bombers 
carry out close support missions. 

A n aggressor force consisting of 
one battalion of 'the 2nd Division 
w i l l provide realism to the landing 
as they defend the island f rom 
camouflaged, dug-in positions.

ROLL WITH THE PUNCHES 
In a recent newspaper article 

by Bruce Barton, he quoted the 
following from a official of the 
Ford Motor Co; 

"In the early days of the auto-
mobile, the tires were built to 
resist the road. We kept trying 
to bake them tougher and tough-
er but, in spite of everything, 
the road had the best of the bat-
tle. We just couldn't make a tire 
that would resist for more than 
3,000 to 5,000 miles. 

"Then we changed our whole 
approach. We quit trying to build 
tires that could resist the road; 
instead we made them absorb 
the shocks. And now they last 
20,000 to 50,000 miles." 

There is a basic truth in these 
statements which can be applied 
to life. The truth is that we can-
not expect to win all the battles 
of life by resisting them. We are 
not tough enough to resist all 
the cruelties^ of life. Therefore, 
we must learn to absorb them. 

Many of the self-sufficient, 
tough-skinned individuals are 
merely repressing their problems 
and over a long period of time 
these problems eventually erupt 
and cause serious mental disturb-
ances. If we seek to become 
tougher and tougher, as was the 
policy followed in the early at-
tempts in producing automobile 

tires, we will find ourselves fight-
ing a losing battle. In other 
words, absorbability is a more de-
sirable quality than resistibility. 

How can we develop this abili-
ty to absorb the blows of life? 
We can do it by attaining a 
strong moral stamina and forti-
tude. To express it in religious 
terms, we can develop this inner 
strength by having and practicing 
a dynamic faith in God. Our goal 
in life should not be to escape 
or even resist all problems, dis-
appointments and sorrows. A 
more successful policy is to de-
velop an inner faith which will 
enable us to confront personal 
problems and absorb them with-
out permanent damage to our-
selves.

Troops of the 2nd Division's Tenth Marines, along with 
4.2 Mortar companies from the Second and Sixth Marines and 
a battery of 8-inch howitzers and a rocket battery from Force 
Troops poured round after round of high explosive ammo into 
the central Carolina hills last week during maneuvers at 
Fort Bragg, near Fayetteville, N. C. 

Fort Bragg, home of the Army's 82nd Airborne Division, was scene 
of the first element of a two-part problem that will see marines return 
to Bragg in October for further training in the field firing of live 
ammunition. 

In command of the exercise was Col. L. C. Reinberg, who recently 
took command of the regiment from Col. Joe C. McHaney. On hand for 
a day to observe the training exercise was Assistant 2nd Division Com-
mander Brig. Gen. Henry R. Paige, who was flown from (Zarnp Lejeune 
to observe part of the three-day regimental field maneuver that ended 
the exercise. 

The first week of the maneuver was used for battalion level control 
firing. During the second week, the control moved up to regimental 
level, with the last three-days of the problem spent entirely in the 
field. The first three days of the firing also was used for training 
"purposes involving the Division Naval Gunfire section. 

During the two-week stay at Bragg, the marines fired ammunition 
of all types in the hills of the reservation. All firing was observed from 
forward command observation posts and observer planes from VMO-1, 
Peterfield Point, for training evaluation. 

The already much-scarred target areas were pounded heavily as the 
firing moved to high level in the second week. At intervals, firing 

was timed so ail rounds would 
reach the target at a given instant. 
During this type of fire mission, the 
target area literally disappeared 
from view. 

During their stay at the Army 
reservation, the marines saw an

Dear Crook, 
I am writing in regard to your statement in the GLOBE about 

wetting your hands before handling small fish. I believe there are two 
schools of thought on the subject. I read in a book, not long ago, that 
you should not handle small fish with wet hands. Wetting your hands 
tends to make the fish more slippery and you have to squeeze harder to 
hold the fish, with the possibility of internal injury. It seems that 
someone took a bath towel and rubbed off all the mucus on a number 
of fresh water trout and observed them for some time.-There were no 
ill effects noted. These facts or fiction are not by deductions. 1 seldom 
have time to rub the mucus off fish all day long.

Hm-m-m-m. Haven't given a fish a brisk rub-down wi th a bath 
towel lately, myself. Nor have I observed their antics when they're 
been so treated. However, my advice to fishermen after having 
analyzed the thoughts of both authorities, is to handle any fish gent-
ly and as l i t t le as possible if it is intended that they survive.

New Budget Would 
Give $230 Million 
To Corps In 1955 

The Marine Corps will have 230 
million dollars to spend for pur-
chases in fiscal year 1955 if the 
Defense Department budget is 
passed as it now "stands^ 

About 100 million dollars of this 
is in carry-over funds not spent 
in 1954. This will boost funds for 
expanding the Corps' guided mis-
sile department. 

The Marine procurement pro-
gram covers the purchase of guns, 
howitzers, tanks; radar and radios. 
Also included are ammunition, ve-
hicles, tractors, cranes and con-
struction equipment. In addition 
funds are provided for obtaining 
combat test equipment. 

The procurement program has 
been divided into six major parts. 
Guided missiles will receive 35 per 
cent of the budget. Weapons and 
ordnance equipment will take 45 
per cent. Electronics equipment 
receive the majority of funds avail-
able, followed by vehicles, con-
struction and test projects all in 
for their share. 

The war slogan: "If it moves 
salute it. If it doesn't move, pick 
it up. If you can't pick it up, paint 
it," has been changed these days 
to: "If it cries, change it. If it's 
on wheels, buy' it. If it's hollow, 
rent it."
