For Pfc's, Cpl/s 

Privates first class and corpor-
als in all occupational fields with 
specified minimum composite 
scores now may be promoted to 
the ,next higher rank according to 
the following schedule: 

Pfc's with minimum score 112 
and corporals with minimum score 
125 may be promoted between 
May 27 and June 10. Pfc's with 
scores of 100 or better and cor-
porals with scores of at least 116 
may be promoted between June 
15 and June 30. 

Dates of rank will be the first 
day of the appropriate month. 

Marines appointed must be au-
thorized the MOS appropriate to 
the next higher grade. Persons in 
service schools who have a basic 
MOS may be promoted if, in the 
opinion of the CO, they will be 
qualified for correct MOS after 
graduation.

LejeuneCWO 
Drowns Near 
Upstate City 

A Camp Lejeune warrant offi-
cer was drowned Saturday when 
a canoe in which he was riding 
overturned in Deep river near 
Carthage, N.'C. 

CWO John Daniel Hamilton, 34, 
a supply officer at Peterfield Point, 
the Marine Corps Air Facility, New 
River, lost his life when he was 
unable to swim to shore after the 
craft went over, according to his 
brother, Sam, of Guilford, N. C., 
who was with him at the time. 

Hamilton said his brother, an 
"exper t " swimmer, struck out 
for the river bank leaving him 
clinging to the boat. He said the 
officer must have been seized 
with cramps or a heart attack. 
The water, he added, was "very 

cold," and Hamilton was wearing 
heavy marine boots. 

Coroner Ralph G. Steed ren-
dered a verdict of accidental 
drowning and said no inquest 
would be held.

"Always Faithful" 
In Korea a couple of weeks ago, a freckle-faced Pfc named 

Donald H. King, of "Dog" Co., Seventh Marines, walked up 
to the desk where they were taking contributions for the Na-
tional Marine Memorial. 

H e p l u n k e d d o w n $112 . 

The sergeant behind the desk was startled. "Why such 
a large donation?" he asked. 

"I had a brother," Pfc King said. "He was killed on Iwo 
Jima." 

A c o u p l e of m i n u t e s l a te r , a p p a r e n t l y i n s p i r e d by 
K i n g ' s d o n a t i o n , Pfc J o h n H a p p e o f " F o x " Co. w a l k e d u p 
t o t he same tab le . He gave $150. 

We call that the kind of spirit that made the Marine Corps 
great. 

Next week the same drive begins at Lejeune. Nobody will be 
expected to give as much as the two Pfc's. Just $1 from every marine 
will do the trick. 

That $1 donation w i l l entit le you to say, on the Marine Corps 
birthday in November when the giant statue is unveiled, " I helped 
to build i t . " 

And in the years to come the sightseers who come from ail the 
world to see our nation's capital will see, along with the Washington 
Monument, the Lincoln and Jefferson Memorials and the other mag-
nificent structures that grace the skyline, this dramatic bronze tribute 
to the proudest of all fighting forces—the United States Marine Corps. 

Maybe you will stand before it one day with your son by your 
side. 

And maybe he will ask, "What is this for, Daddy? What does it 
mean?" 

Looking up you w i l l see the dynamic figures straining to their 
task of planting Old Glory so that the whole world can see that the 
flag sti l l waves and that l iberty and justice sti l l live. And you wi l l 
know that long before Iwo Jima marines fought and died for that 
very reason. 

They died fighting with John Paul Jones. They died to end the 
tyranny of the pirates of Tripoli. They died at Chapultepec. They died 
at Guantanamo Bay. And at Belleau Wood, and Wake Island, and 
Tarawa and at dozens of other storied places. 

And this statue, perhaps the most dramatic and stirring in the 
District of Columbia, stands for all that. 

But how can you say it all to your son. And how can you tell him 
of the pride you feel because you are or were a marine and because 
you helped build this. 

"Wel l , Son," you might say, " I t 's to remind me and you and 
everybody in the country of a lot of great men and of all that we 
owe them. 

"And it's to remind us that we must never forget them, "nor the 
things they gave their lives to preserve." 

And, although your son might not understand it, you might add, 
"For these men showed the world that 'Semper Fidelis' was not just 
an empty motto." 

HEARTBREAK 
"Heartbreak Ridge" has real 

significance to the men who gave 
their all to maintain this pe-
culiar position in Korea. It seems 
that there are many "Heart-
break Ridges" in life just as 
real and personal. 

Even a chaplain has such 
heartbreaks. How would you feel 
if you had men coming through 
your office with real potential 
and real ability only to see them 
a few months later with their 
lives overshadowed by a black 
mark that will go with them all 
through their service careers 
and perhaps even to the inner 
circle back home. 

The problem is deep-rooted. It 
can be traced to a man's disre-
gard of the spiritual and an 

over-emphasis of the material 
or physicial. Call the spiritual 
whatever you may, but recog-
nition must be made of some-
thing inherent that directs one's 
attention to God. Such inner 
feeling cannot be disregarded 
any more than hunger pains. 
See what will happen if hunger 
symptoms are ignored. A lengthy 
discussion need not be present-
ed. Man knows the inner drive 
toward God, prayer, devotion 
and worship. If they go unheed-
ed, mishap and misfortune are 
a direct result. 

Remember the words of the 
Master: "Man shall not live by 
bread alone, but by every word 
that proceeds from the mouth of 
God."—C. G. -Gardner, chaplain, 
2nd Ordnance Bn.

Iwo Jima, revisited. 
Iwo Jima, where 5,563 United States Marines died to cap-

tui£ a strategic island radar listening post and airfield that 
was later to save the lives of more than double that number of 
crewmen of aircraft returning crippled from raids on the 
Japanese mainland. 

Iwo Jima, where nine years later elements of the mock-attacking 
3rd Division engaged in "Operation Flag Hoist" uncovered the pillbox, 
bunker and tunnel-way graves of thousands of the crack Japanese 
troops who died to defend what their leaders had assured them was 
an "impregnable" fortress. 

Iwo Jima, scene of the memorable flag-raising on ki l ler Mount 
Suribachi that gave the Marine Corps its long-dreamed-of symbol 
for its long-dreamed-of National Marine memorial. 

To complete that memorial, scheduled for dedication November 
10, the 179th anniversary of the founding of the Marine Corps, an 
additional $250,000 is needed to complete the statue's base and to 
landscape the seven-and-a-half acre plot on which it will stand. 

More than $500,000 already has been raised—mostly f rom 
marines and former marines—and the additional sum is expected 
to come f rom one dollar contributions from each of the marines 
currently on active duty. 

The local drive for MCB will be held June 7 through July 10, 
under the direction of Col. Thomas A. Culhane Jr., commanding officer 
of the First Infantry Trng. Regt. 

To coincide wi th the local drives the movie "Sands of Iwo 
J ima" wi l l be featured at theaters here from June 14 through 
June 27. 

Dates of the drive will be the same for the three major com-
mands, Marine Corps Base, 2nd Division and Force Troops. Marines 
will have the opportunity to contribute through unit representatives.

I read your column every week and think your stories and notes 

about Lejeune wildlife are very interesting as well as educational. It s 
a great column and I look forward to reading it. However, I am forced 
to disagree with your recent report about the eagles nesting along 
Wallace creek. These birds have not been identified correctly. I 
have seen the nest and both adult birds. The nest is occupied by a 
pair of ospreys, commonly called "fish hawks," and not by bald 
cades. 

One could mistake the osprey for an eagle inasmuch as they 
hava somewhat similar markings, but the eagle, is by far the larger 
of the two birds. The eagle has an all-white head and tail, whereas 
the osprey's" white head is masked with black. The greatest distinc-
tion between the birds, other tl\an size, is the osprey s all-white breast 
feathers as opposed to the eagle's which are all black.

CAPTAIN LAWLER 

Chief Of Surgery 
At Maval Hospital 
Assigned Sea Duty 

Capt. William S. Lawler, MC, 
USN, chief,of surgery at the Naval 
hospital here since June 1952, has 
received orders to the hospital 
ship USS Consolation, now in Long 
Beach, Calif., awaiting her return 
to the Far East. 

The Consolation saw duty in Ko-
rean waters during that conflict. 

A native of Lowell, Mass., Cap-
tain Lawler took his MD degree 
from Tufts Medical college in 
1926. He was in private practice 
in Lowell until he volunteered for 
active duty with the Navy on 
December 10, 1941, three days 
after the Japanese attack on 
Pearl Harbor. 
Captain Lawler had 36 months 

of sea duty during World War II, 
including visits to Iceland, Africa 
and the Red sea area and saw 
duty in the Mediterranean, tak-
ing part in the Sicily landings in 
the summer of 1943. 

After six months at the Naval 
hospital, Chelsea, Mass., he was 
ordered to the Pacific where he 
took part in two landings in the 
Philippine islands and the invas-
ion of Okinawa. He returned to 
the states in 1945 to become chief 
of surgery at the Portsmouth, 
N. H., Naval hospital. 
From May, 1946, until April, 1949, 

Captain Lawler was again in pri-
vate practice in Lowell. Return-
ing to duty in May, 1949, he was' 
Chief surgeon at the Naval hospi-
tal, Memphis, Tenn., until June, 
1952. 

The captain won five battle stars 
while serving on the transports, 
USS Chateau Thierry and Catskill. 
The Catskill was one of the first at-
tack- transports built and was de-
signed chiefly to handle casualties.
