Flying 'Mr. Fixit' Versatile As Ever; ; 
Doubles As Butcher, Barber, Radioman 

SGT. TOM MURPHY, GUARD CO.

They called him "Mr. Fixit" in 

the Pacific, and the title still fits. 
Besides serving as a meat-cutting 

instructor at the Food Service 
school at Montford Point, versatile 
MSgt. Howard L. Young still works 
part-time as a barber, tailor, radio 
repairman, and flight instructor. In 
addition, the sergeant operates 
"ham" radio units in his home and 
car. 

The veteran of 13 years with the 
Marines won his title on Koror is-
land in the Palaus in 1946 when 
he built and helped operate a mov-
ie theater-^he spent two years as 
a projectionist before World War 
n—and served as a tailor for the 
island. 

"We were short of clothing," Sgt. 
Young said. "Until I found out I 
could make a pair of shorts and 
four G-strings out of an old pair 
of khakis." 

The sergeant's varied, career be-
gan after his graduation from high 
school in Spokane, Wash. "Those 
were the days when you had to 
make a job to get one," he said. 

Sgt. Young said he worked as 
an elevator operator, window -trim-
mer, show card writer, steam-fit-
ter's helper, managed a cigar store, 
and drove a truck. In between he 
found time to work as a projec-
tionist and to pick up radio. 

In 1935 he got a job as a meat 
cutter "and decided to stick with 
it." He opened his own shop in 1940 

-and closed it 27 days .later when 
his Marine Organized Reserve unit 
was called to active duty. 

Reporting to what is now Camp 
Pendleton, Calif., the unit found on-
ly barracks and a messhall, accord-
ing to Sgt. Young, who by this time 
had been shifted from communi-

cations to mess sergeant "because 
somebody had to bring the cpoks 
down." 

The sergeant "became" a barber 
"when we found out there was go-
ing, to be a personnel inspection. 
There was only one barber shop in 
Oceanside and it had only two 
chairs — for a whole regiment. So 
I bought some barber tools and 
went to work." 

Later he served as barber to 
various units during his tour in 
the Pacific. The 46-year-old ma-
rine served on Guadalcanal and 
was" with the first troops to land 
at Sasebo, Japan, after the war's 
end. 

His first tailoring also was done 
out of necessity in Hawaii. "There 
was a lot of work to be done and 
there weren't enough shops around 
Camp Whalen," Sgt. Young said. 
"So I borrowed a sewing machine 
from Mrs. Roy at the Kona tavern 
and went to work. The first shirts 
I cut down were for Colonel Craig 
(Col Edward A. Craig, who,-as a 
brigadier general, took the 1st 
Provisional Marine Brigade into Ko-
rea.) 

Sgt. "Young took up flying after 
his return to the States. He has 
more than 1,000 logged hours and 
holds rating as a commercial pilot 
and as an instructor. 

The sergeant said he has taught 
both his son—a corporal with the 
1st Marine Air Wing in Korea—and 
his daughter—who works at the 
Camp Lejeune Central library—to 
fly. An instructor at Jacksonville 
airport, the sergeant has soloed 18 
students since coming to Camp Le-
jeune in August, 1951. 

Sgt. Young said he plans to serve 
out his 20-year tour as a Marine, 
then make v aviation his full-time 
job.

For most servicemen there is 

no moment in the foreseeable 
future which promises more joy 
than the instant when enlistment 
is terminated. 

Many will receive this discharge 
with little in the way of a positive 
plan for the future. 

Some will have well-laid plans 
preparing them for all walks of 
life. Some few contemplate and 
look forward to another enlistment, 
this time in the army of God's 
workers. Yet many will be in a 
state of doubt as to whether God is 
calling them. These should be 
mindful of the words of Archbi-
shop Cushing that they too may 
have "A calling from God . . . to 
do a part of God's work . . . for 
the service of God's people . . 
No one is ever discharged from 
the service of God. 

For those to whom God is call-
ing there are schools throughout 
the land which afford training and 
preparation. If you have ability to 
pursue higher studies you may 

have an obligation. The man in 
the Gospel story who buried the 
talent was marked neither hum-
ble nor wise. 

Since the close of World War II, 
thousands of. ex-servicemen have 
entered seminaries to prepare for 
the ministry. At the outset schools 
weren't set-up to accomodate and 
train these men, but now this 
situation has been remedied. 

Many men in our armed services 
are contemplating service in God's 
vine-yard, but some lack the initial 
courage to make the decision or 
they are deficient in certain re-
quired studies. Today more than 
ever there is great need for devot-
ed men to carry the Word of God to 
His people; the harvest is ripe but 
the laborers are few. 

Your chaplain can help you in 
many ways; do not hesitate to 
seek his advice, to hear his views 
and to draw from the fountain of 
his experience in following the call 
of the Master.
