Naturalization Bill 
For Korean Veterans 
Awaits Senate Act 

A bill granting an almost auto-
matic citizenship, to all aliens who 
have served with the U. S. Armed 
Forces for a minimum of 30 days 
since the outbreak of the Korean 
war has been passed %bv the House 
of Representatives and now goes to 
the Senate for final approval. 

The measure permits quick 
naturalization of aliens admitted 
into the United States as immi-
grants or non-immigrants. The 
aliens must have served honor-
ably, or must be serving, in the 
Armed Forces dur ing the period 
beginning June 25, 1950, and end-
ing June 30, 1955, when the se-
lective Service Act expires. 

During World War II identical 
law granted citizenship to 122.421 
persons. The estimated number of 
aliens now serving in our Armed 
Forces, plus those honorably dis-
charged, totals between ©3.000 and 
70,000. 

Al ien servicemen seeking nat-
uralization under the proposed 
b i l l must furnish aff idavits of at 
least two credible citizens who 
can vouch for the alien's good 
moral character. No subversives 
or conscientious objectors can be 
naturalized under this b i l l . 
Petition for naturalization may 

be filed in any court having nat-
uralization jurisdiction regardless 
of the petitioner's residence. How-
ever. aliens on active duly can be 
naturalized without apr anng be-

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High Court 
Fixes Law On 
Military Levy 

Last week the Supreme Court 
j exempted servicemen from paying 
| local property taxes while station-

ed away from their homes. The 
court ruling also excused military 
personnel from paying local in-
come taxes, except taxes imposed 
by their home residence. 

The new rul ing, passed by a 
7 to 2 U. S. Supreme Court 
vote, asserted that the Soldiers 
and Sailors Civi l Relief Act had 
more scope than merely pre-
venting serv icemen' f rom paying 
double taxes. The court mem-
1>ers interpreted the act as say-
ing that a serv tce^ i * * $annot 
gain or lose a residence solely 
by mi l i ta ry service. 

These clarifications dl the Civil 
Relief Act were made in tne 
"Dameron Case," which was Ap-
pealed to the Colorado State Su-
preme Court and reviewed, at the 

JJ. S. Government's bequest, by 
the U. S. Supreme Court for fin. ' 
decree. 

Lt. Col. Clairborne^ Dameron, 
USAF, stationed at Denver, Col., 
paid assessed property taxes on 
apartment furnishings under pro-
test. He contended that Section 
514 of the Civil Relief Act pro-
vided that for the purpose of 
taxat ion in respect of any per-
son, or of his property, income, 
or gross income . . . such per-
son shall not be deemed to Have 
lost a residence or domici le . . -
solely by reason of being absent 
therefrom in compliance wi th 
mi l i ta ry orders, or to have ac-
quired a residence or domici le 
in any state, possession . * . . 
solely by reason of being so ab-
sent."

A: Not legally. When your 

landlord accepted the rent for 
the f i rs t month and gave you the 
key, you became the legal oc-
cupant of the apartment, al-
though neither you nor your fam-
ily moved in physically. The only 
way the landlord then can re-
move you as the tenant is in 
compliance with the eviction pro-
visions of the federal rent laws. 

Q: Can the rent office request 
a landlord to refund an overcharge 
although the tenant does not re-
quest it and does not sign a com-
plaint? ' -

A: Yes, the rent office can and 
often does request a landlord to 
refund an overcharge even though 
the tenant might not enter into the 
complaint. The reason for this is 
simple. In many cases tenants are 
afraid to complain of overcharges 
because of possible reprisal action, 
even though the rent laws do pro-
tect the tenant from such reprisal. 

President Extends 
Missing Person Act 
To February 1954 

President Eisenhower has signed 
a bill extending the Missing Per-
sons Act of 1942 from its old April 
1, 1953, deadline to February 1, 
1954. This bill will" allow pay and 
allowances of missing personnel 
to continue to be paid to their de-
pendents. < 

A bill has been introduced in 
Congress to clarify the situation 
which arises when a missing per-
son is discovered to have died 
before a promotion or appoint-
ment was given him. Under pres-
ent legislation such a promotion 
would have to be revoked. 

This new measure would allow 
the services to use as the date of 
death the date evidence of death 
was received or the date death 
was assumed to have occurred, as 
determined under the Missing' Per-
sons Act, rather than the actual 
date of death.

NSLI Insurance Is 
More Economical 
If Premium Waived 

Service personnel have been ad-
vised by the Department of the 
Navy that a waiver of premium 
payment on National Service five 
year term life insurance will be 
'to their financial advantage. 

By waiving payment of prem-
iums, the holder of a terrp policy 
of either national service or U.- S. 
Government insurance does not 
give up his coverage. He merely 
stops paying for the insurance 
which will be his automatically, 
free, while on active duty with 
the Armed Forces. 

If a term policy is waived the 
holder will no longer receive divi-
dends on it. but the amount of the 
dividend received through payment 
of premium would not equal the-

amount saved by non-payment. 
Five year level premium term 

insurance "does' not have a cash 
value and there is no accumula-
tion of any . investment value. This 
is not to say that other insurance 
plans such as, Ordinary life, 20 
payment life, 30 paymet life, 20 
year endowment, 30 year endow-
ment at age 60, 62 or 65 are to be 
waived. 

Term Insurance, is not permanent 
insurance* and carries with it only 
renewal and conversion privileges. 

Waivers of term policies can be 
made by seeing unit first sergeants 
or pay clerks.

PUT THE BLAME WHERE IT BELONGS 
"There is no such thing as an accident." 
Most people have heard this statement in one form or another. 

In the case of automobile mishaps, the facts leading up to an "accident" 
seem to bear it out. 

Dt*e to an understandably human viewpoint, an automobile 
wreck is usually observed backwards. Often no morfc than the re-
sults are seen with the cause hidden in the shambles. Key words 
in refutation of the term "accident" are the two in which the 
event is couched, "cause" and "ef fect." 
An automobile wreck, having a cause and an effect, is not an accident 

but a human or mechanical failure. The mechanical failure itself often 
is a result of human error because the lhachine is theoretically per-
fect and has deteriorated through the negligence of the owner. 

There's A Difference 
To cure a disease a medical practitioner must go to the cause. A 

disease leaves time to determine the cause and cure. A wreck doesn't. 
Since Hie cause of the wreck is so often the driver, it becomes 

the responsibility of everyone in the driver's seat to take a look 
at the accident picture. 

The causes of automobile mishaps are the fault of many people— 
the driver, the teacher, those responsible for the roads and traffic law 
enforcement The individual cannot think for all, so he must take the 
responsibility of protecting himself and others into his own hands. 

An accident is defined as an unforseen circumstance without one's 
foresight or expectation. The definition could well be the prescription 
for the prevention of the accident. A little foresight can make the dif-
ference. 

Chaplain's Corner 
No matter how indefinite their ! 

ideas and beliefs may be about the j 
existence and nature of God, most 
people admit that there is a God j 
in whom fhey believe. They say 
of that God that He created them 
and that they have certain duties 
and obligations to Him. Most of 
these people will admit that those 
duties and obligations are sum-
marized for them in the Ten Com-
mandments. 

A sizable number of these peo-
ple - particularly and especially 
the young men of our country 
enter the Amed Forces. And 
then they change. What happens 
is often expressed in the words 
"We only live once and who 
knows when we'l l d ie?" With 
that alibi as their justification 
they proceed to disregard all 
the laws of God. 
But does that alibi justify them 

in the harm and evil they are do 
ing? Aren't they only kidding 
themselves? the error in what they 
are saying should be apparent to 
them. The implication is that they 
would have lived more than once 
or that they would ^not have died 
if they were not in the service. 
Who are they kidding ^esidfcs 
themselves? 

Whether or not they might live 
longer as civilians, they still 
would only live once. Whether 
they are in service or in civilian 
life the/ will die. Early or late, 
in civilian life or in service, 
there is only one life and one 
death. 
Whether in civilian life or in the 

service that one life takes a lot of 
living - and that living must be 
good living, living according to the 
Commandments of God. If it is 
lived according to the Command-
ments of God, that one death won't 
be so terrifying. If it isn't lived 
according to the Commandments 
of God, no alibi is going to justify 
or excuse their deeds. — Chaplain

Duke recently lost a dual meet 
with Princeton University, 82-2/3 
to 47-1/3, while the Marines de-
feated Quantico, 70-1/5 to 60-
4/5, last week. 
Lejeune has shown strength in 

the dashes and short trips with 
Frank Rivera, Roger Montgomery, 
and Bernard Williams bringing in 
the points. 

Hasn't Hit Stride 
Montgomery, holder of the State 

of Maine record in the 100-yard 
dash with a 9,6, hasn't hit his stride 
this "year, since he's never been 
pushed to win this event and has 
suffered from a pulled muscle 
since early' season. 

Rivera's best time has been in 
the 440, where he recorded a 
50.6 in the Marines' opening 
meet with North Carolina State. 
On the other hand, Duke has

SSgt. Ronald "Red" L. Lowe, General Supply, MCSD, developed his 
love' for-iishing as a youngster in Prospect Park, Brooklyn, N. Y. He 
even abandoned school for two weeks trying to snag some of the big 
bass that dwell in the Prospect Park ponds. 

His youthful enthusiasm for fishing has' not abated during the 
years, and his knowledge of angling for fresh water fish has grown. 
In 1951 Red Lowe battled a ten-pound largemouth bass "out of Wallace 
Creek, setting an unchallenged record. He cast for the fish for two 
hours using an "injured minnow" plug and it took him 20 minutes 
to land the denizen when it finally decided to strike. 

Besides the beautiful bass dis-
played here by Lowe, he caught a 
6%-pound pickerel and a three-
pound four-ounce bluegill out of 
Wallace Creek. In Southwest Creek 
he landed a 27Vz -pound striped 
bass in 1951, fishing with light 
easting tackle. In the years that he 
has been stationed here, Lowe has 
won more fishing contests than any 
other Marine. 

And it's not all luck, according 
to Lowe. Says he, "Three-quarters 
of all the fish in these- creeks are 
dying of natural causes and if the 
fishermen don't get hot something 

«««*«««»» disastrous will happen." He sug-
, oests that fresh water fishermen 

stop fishing open water. Instead, fish around submerged stumps and 
logs. If fishing with worms, bait with three, use no float, and let them 
rest on the_.bottom. Also, keep your eye out for feeding fish. 

Chow Down 

If you see a big bass feeding, you can be pretty sure that he will 
not travel far. Bass, the big ones, stick fairly close to one spot. With 
this in mind, return and cast for your fish. Patience will be rewarding, 
says Lowe. This is how he has caught all his big fish. 

"Red" says that Apr i l and May are the best fresh-water months 
on the base, and that some of the best f ishing along the North Caro-
lina coast can be found here if anglers w i l l take the t ime to hunt 
the bass down. A fresh-water f ishing license is needed to fish on 
the base if you use an art i f ic ial lure. A county license costs $1.10 
and a state license $3.10. They can be purchased in the men's de-
partment of the PX. 

And, Marine, while the bass bite well- in the fresh water, so do 
the big salt-water channel bass. SSgt William H. Ostermier Jr., attached
