On 10 August 1943, LCDR Holtwick forvarded & memorandum to the Chlef of Staff,
SEVENTH Fleet on the subject of a proposed edditional intercept station at Cocktown.
RE Burnett had returned fram conductiny hearability tests at various sites and
reported that the J:ocntiou at Cooktown offered ,tbc best receiving possibilities.

From the tests, it was indicated that a large number of extremely valuable circuits,
‘not intercepted elsewbere, could be intercepted with excellent results. LCDR

On 27 August, LCDR Bbltwick forwarded a plan for the proposed U. S. Navy Supple—

mentary Intercept Radio Stntion, Cooktown, to the Chief of Staff SEVENTE Fleet.

‘ Sub Ject to the approvel of COMSEVENTHFLT, the Vice Chief or Naval Operations had

. approved the estnbiiahment_or a U. S. Navy Intercept Station at Cooktown,'Queensland.

A survey of the area had established the ﬁont logical site for the station to be in

the Bisters of Hcrcy Convent School which had been abandomed as a school in 1939. It

w;s proposédrthat the station's initial complement would.be a Radio ﬁlectrician‘and
eight-Radiom:nrduring.th: instaliation period with another eight Radicmen to be
Asaigﬁed when the Btation was operational. A Ship's Cook ;nd & Machinist's Mate or
Shipfitter were requested from COMSEVENTHFLT for station logistic support. It vas
2lso proposed that RE S. A. Burnett be ordered in éhargc of the station

On 4 September, COMSEVENTHFLT approved the establishment of the Cooktown intercept

station end directed the Commander, Service Force, SEVENTHFLT to lcase-tﬁe property

and begin construction using civilien labor since Naval personnel were not available.
One civiliaﬁ"eiecfrician and two carpcnte;s made up the total work force which worked
with and for RE Burnett. The coordinsates for the Cooktown station were glven as 15°
28' South 145° 13* East in an ADNC (OP-20G) memorandum éﬂtcd 28 September 1943,

Tbe name Cooktown rather belied its actual status. 1nql9h3, it was the northern-

most place on the peninsuls still bearing the ecarmarks of civilization. At ons time

~ before the turn of thc ccntury, Cooktown was the port of arrival and departure for the

Palmer Ritcr gold ficlde azd & brief period of prosperity was enjoyed. With the influx
of people assoclated vith the gold ‘rush, Cooktown soon had & population of some 35,000
people. The town soon boasted of 52 hotels on the main street and & great deal of

development went forwvard. However, thz gold fleld worklngs were based mostly OﬁJ(]O‘s




alluvial deposits which soon ceased to be & paying proposition and Cooktown never
reached its planned level of development. No public utilitieh vere ever installed.
The little business remaining after the turn of the century was ruined by World War I.

. World War II caused a'brief flurry when troops and equipment‘vcro deployed throughout
the arca for the defense of Australia but after the battlea of the Coral Sea ‘and the

. Owen Stanley Ranges, Cooktown returmed to its status of a true ghost town. Fires and

cyclones wiped out.most of the principhl buildings yhile those buildings remaining in
any kind of ahope bad been toro down as‘uolvngc buiiding material. Only throo hotels
rexained standing but were in a poor state of rcpair and operation. The state wain-

‘ tained a policc atutIOn and school wbich with the convent building,occunied by the
‘intercept station,and the post ofricc, vere the only respcctable buildings in town.
The other bulldings, both occupied and unoccupicd were returning to the s0il through
the ravages of time and white ants. _Avform or town.administration provided a fewv feet
of wharf; a small warehouse, a civilian hespital dependant upon the ability of the )
military to provide a doctor, end & &anit&ry collection service. Fire-fighting
facilities consisted of an ancient, hand-drawn, hand -operated pumping tub built in
‘England and manned by-a force of call voluntoe;s vhen within hearing distance.

On 7 Novcuﬁcr; RE S. A. Burnett forﬁafded.a letter summarizing ection to date in

_ rehabilitating the Convent buildings. Electrical work was ccoplete and carpenter work
was progressing rgpidly. The radio rocm and sleeping quarters were ready for use and
it wes expected that the galley and mess ares would be finighed in & week. About 30%
of the material requested for the statioo had arrived; the most important items }cf to
axrrive were those needed to furnish the sleeping quarters, galley end mese. Upon
receipt of thcsc itcma gnd the two generators, the station vould be ready to receive

Oo the pgrsonal sidé,'RE Burnett reported he was living at the Cam@crcial
Hotel and eating in a small cafe since the hotel served neither meals nor beer, for
that mattcr. The menu at the cafe consisted routinely of locally butchered beef and,
occasionally, eggs but no vcgctablea (o r;;it of any description were available
locally.- In an errort to vary the menu, RE'Eurnctt wrote that he vent rishing one
Sundsy and caught a five pound fish on the first cast, a seven pounder on the second
cast, an cigh eeg-poundcr on the third cast, ‘and hooked into scmzthing so big on the
fourth cast that he and a bystander together could not lend it. A meal of fish vas
enjoyed that e*c;ing. a ‘

In & 15 November letter, RE Burpnett mentioned that £h; pearest U. S. military mail
service was located at an airstrip some nine miles away vith no regulsar trannqutation
betveen thé_kovn and-the uirstrip. M2il service in thes town was providad by the
Australian govcrnmcat H: also reported that he had arri:cd in -Cocktown on 20 October
for a two-dey survey and inszpection; subsaquently returning on 28 October to oversee

construction of the station. He provided & recap of work to dste and projected the

On 5 beccmbcr, RE ﬁurnctt reported steady but Qlow prég;gss-was being made and
ell of the work fcqu%ic@ to put pﬁé formef Convent bu;ldings in shape had been completed
Evcrythiné wes n;w awvaiting receipt of the hepcssary materials and equipment to put
the station 1n'cammission. Three shipments had been received; 3 November - five tons,
17 November - B8ix and one-half tons, and 3 becember - two and one-half tons totaling
#ﬁoué 30% of'thé small tools and maiateha;;e equipment, 50% of the éalley and méss
equiﬁhcnt as vell as mess tablea; lockers, benches, and scme radié roca furniture:
No word had been‘recelved on'thg gen:ratq?s,-refrig?rator, stove, tfuck, and numerous
other items ;nd tkc situation Qaan't being helped by the probiem of supply belng_bounced
between the Public Works and Supply Departments. The fact that everything being shipped—
from the Navul.Sﬁbply Depot to the station was coming in on & privately owned diesel
launch and the Navy was allocated space for only about ;iébt tons every other week
was also a serious problem. In addition, the launch reporﬁedly wvasn't big enougn
to cerry tE@‘stationZ& truck, generators and other pleces of lerge equipment. The
matter of‘cxtending?thé’landl&ne to the station was still up in the air with no onc‘in
the area seemingly kno;ing anythiﬁg about the project. The area ves still without rain

and most residents were surviving only by heuling water since most wells had gone dry.

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On 23 Januar§; FRUTTHFLT requested COMSEVENTHFLT issue permanent orders aséigning
RE Burnett to duty as Officer in Charge, Fleet Radio Unit Detechment, Navy #813. It
vas also rcéuested that, upon completion of teleprinter school, RMC S. H. Winchester,
USN, be ordered to thclstationf I? vas proJjected that he would bé on board Cooktovn-

On 24 Jamuary, CIR E. S. L. Goodwin informed RE Burnett that FRUTTEFLT was not
aatigfied with the erangcmenth to share the communications circuit with the RAAF since

Apparéntly, RE Burnett was working aldnetat this time because he stated he considered

the installation of the 2600 pound galley range alone and unaided, to be the greatest

triuzph of his career. Two items of concern remained. One was the lack of any word

responsible for its own garbage and trash disposal, procurezent of rifevood for the
galley, daily mail‘runs to the airstrip, hauling of supplies, and, during the dry
season, daily trips to haul water.

The generator and the reefer

box were quite heavy and RE Burnett reported that it strain:d-local resources to get

generator indicating that it had been damaged in shipment but had bcen forvarded on
without an estimate of demage. 'Fortunntely,'the damage turned out to be comparativély
minor. The generator hﬁd apparently been droppe& in shipment and the radiator hed
been inocked slightly out of alignment; a Efoblem which was easily correctcﬁ. On 21
Febru;ry, installation of two communi;ntions lines;‘ohc telephone and the other ro;

the teletype circuit, was ccmpleted into the station but no word had been received

‘regarding sharing or not sharing the teletype lipe with the RAAF. The missing entenna

insulators had arrived with the diesel generator so work was to be started immediately
on the entenns installation. The galley, mess, and barracks and welhrooms were now
complete and reidf'for use. Arrangements had been made v}t? the iocal Australia;
Militery Forces to deliver fﬁel and supplies to the station for the time-being.
Arresngerents for supplementary rations, cantcén supplies, et;., would have to be worked
out with thc'Supplj Officer &t Cairns. There was a possibility’thet a locel deiry
would be operating soon Jhich ;ould provide a source of safe milk. RE Burnett reported
that the installation crew, the Haghiuist'u Mate and the Ship's Cook could be used es

soon as they were available. Ee also recommended that two Ship's Cooks be assigned to

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facilitics for other then emergencies, RE Burnett recommended that personnel assigned

On 5 ﬁarch, RE Burnett reported that repalrs to the diesel generator's radiutor-
had been effected but the generator could not be started because the starter batteries
had not arrived in the chifmeet.

generator was operating smoothly &s was the refrigerator. iAll of the equipment htd

errived vithout instruction books and most without spare parts but erforts were being

made to acquire same, Upon unpacking the six Kingsley recelvere, it was found that they

had been shipped without earphones ghich had been subsequently requested. Coampletion
of the antenna installation was expected scmetime the folloving week.

In a 12 March FRUTTHfLT memorandum to fﬁUDET_Cdoktown, CDR Goodwin informed RE
Burrett that FRUTTHFLT had egein been informed by the Australian Postmester Genernl
that the Bte%ion:s teletype chanuel vbuld not be shared with the RAAF, The RAAF line
would be physically shared but the communications circuit carried on the line would be
exclusively esEIéhed to the station. Trapsfer of the Ship's Cook and the Mechinist's
Mate had been rzquested and the remainder-of the statioe'; perzonnel would be trans-
ferred in sbout two weeks. If oparations began at the station before the teletype
instelletiée was complete, RE Burnett was directed to forward ,the intercept vie air
when safe"U. 5.

Pounds had been accepted for the COu§§nt buf-that the expense of repairs made to the
‘buildings could be deducted from the clafm 1f RE Burnett would provide a 1list of such
repai;s—as.hnd'bccn or were to be madc: On 16 Haréb, the station providﬁd a list
deteiling the repairs. They cousisﬁcd largély of rewiring and replacemenﬁ of electrical
fixtures, repairing and replnciﬁg wvindov-glass and screens, repai}ing plumbing and
plumbing rixtures;'and repair of walls and ceilings where required. The value of the
rebairs was not listed.

As of 16 March, RE Burnett reported ih;-only xajor items outstanding were the
requirezent for & battery to start the diesel gencrntér and the lack of a truck or other
means of ‘traneport. The antenna system had been completed and all station wiring was
finished and-cueckcd out. Scme old batteries hed been procured froc the Amy for tdﬂ
diesel gencrator but until a means could be found to recharge them, they were of no
value. There were no battery charging facilitfes in the area because cvcrything in
the way of power wes based on portable lighting piants. The_Modcl 15 teletype had been
received, installed and checked out in—house. As soon &s the landline arrangerents were
finalized, the teletype could be hooked up and communications initiated. Mail delivery
had been Very sketchy far BCE; tize and, in fact, there had been no mail service at all
for soxe time due to the airatrip belng closed due to heavy fains.

the attic, two larpe porches at front and reesr, four individual rooms and the
washroom and showers, Third floor, consists of an attic finished in wocd
beneath a larpe flat dnrmel roof, The attic is divided into three rooms, the
center room being the larpest into which the stzair case from the second floor
is terminated, The other two rooms are end rooms &nd are partitioned off
from the center room., - A small bath facility is alsc built into this attic,
Trere are four dormer windows in the center room and three each in the end
rooms, Under one of the dormers is lncated the water tank which feeds the

fittings are in a bad state cf repair and not intended for use with a systenm
other than the original installation, Due to the leth and plastered walls
and the extremely high metel sheethed cellings the same difficulties will
present themselves dn the electrical instzllation as usually prﬂsent them—
selves in the modernjti*ior of all old buildings.
