Commander, Navy Installations
Command (CNIC) will conduct
Exercise Citadel Pacific 2013 (CP 13)
at Navy installations in Joint Region
Marianas (Guam) and Navy Region
Japan on Sept. 10-12, and Navy
Region Hawaii on Sept. 17-19.

This annual exercise is designed to
enhance the training and readiness of

Navy security forces to respond to
threats to installations and units.
CP13 is not in response to any specif-
ic threat, but is a regularly scheduled
exercise.

There is the possibility of increased
patrols on and around Navy installa-
tions as a result of this planned exer-
cise. Measures have been taken to
minimize disruptions to normal base
and station operations, but there may
be times when the exercise causes

increased traffic around bases or
delays in base access. Area residents
may also see increased security activ-
ity associated with the exercise.

During the exercise, personnel and
visitors traveling to and from Navy
installations in these regions may
adjust their schedules to accommo-
date any possible delays.

USS Lake Erie, Chinese ships conduct SAR training

As part of a broader advance-
ment in cooperation between the
United States and China, the
guided-missile cruiser USS Lake
Erie (CG 70) and the People’s
Liberation Army-Navy [PLA(N)]
participated in training scenarios
off the coast of Oahu, Hawaii on
Sept. 9.

The three participating PLA(N)
ships, a Fuqing-class fleet oiler

Hongzehu (AOR 881), a Luhu-class
destroyer Qingdao (DDG 113) and
a Jiangkai-class frigate Linyi (FFG
547), had just completed a port
visit at Joint Base Pearl Harbor-
Hickam on Sept. 6-9. This was the
first visit by PLA(N) ships to Pearl
Harbor since 2006.

The at-sea training included
search and rescue, military
medicine, communications, pipe
patching and firefighting.

Capt. John Banigan, command-
ing officer of Lake Erie, said the
training helps establish clear

paths of communication, builds
trust, and encourages multilateral
cooperation to address common
regional security challenges.

“With this opportunity, we
demonstrated our ability to oper-
ate and communicate at sea with
the PLA(N),” Banigan said.

“Having all Pacific nation
navies working together on com-
mon maritime problems advances
our goal of ensuring security, sta-
bility, peace and prosperity in the
region,” he said.

During the search and rescue

exercise, which Banigan high-
lighted as contributing to a core
capability that the U.S. Navy
practices regularly with navies
throughout Pacific, one rigid-
hulled inflatable boat from the
Lake Erie and one rescue boat
from the Qingdao responded to a
distressed vessel that had a fire, a
wounded sailor, and was taking
on water.

Sailors from both of the
nations worked together through-
out the scenario to put out the
fire, pipe and shore the leak, and

assist the wounded.
Damage Controlman Fireman

Jacob Christopher Barr, a search
and rescue swimmer aboard Lake
Erie, said this is the first time he
had worked with PLA(N).
“The exercise went smoothly,
thanks to the quick reactions to sit-
uations by both the U.S. Navy and
PLA(N),” Barr said.

Information Technician 2nd
Class Wenbin Wu, who was born in
China but moved to New York City
as a teenager in 1998, stood in as
a translator aboard Lake Erie.

Hickam Elementary School students remember 9/11

Students and staff of
Hickam Elementary School
at Joint Base Pearl Harbor-
Hickam were joined by fire-
fighters from the Federal
Fire Department, service
members, Junior Reserve
Officers’ Training Corps,
and the Radford High
School Band in a march
around the Freedom Tower
in remembrance of the vic-
tims of the attacks on Sept.
11, 2001.

Before the parade, an
assembly with the students
took place on the front lawn
of the school where guest

speakers explained the
importance of remembering
9/11, followed by the
National Anthem played by
the Radford band.

“As we pause to remem-
ber those who went before
us, in many generations
throughout many conflicts,
we take time to celebrate
the great resiliency, the
great spirit, and the great
pride we have as a nation to
carry forward, to never for-
get, to learn and to come
together in times of adversi-
ty,” said Col. David A.
Kirkendall, deputy joint
base commander.

Many of the students
have active duty family
members, and the message
focused on how important
the children and their fami-
ly members are to the

United States.
“It’s important we teach

our children appropriate
messages, and this one is
about resiliency and our
ability to work together
when we are in times of
great duress and how some-
times that pulls out the best
in us,” said Kirkendall.

Nearly 800 children
marched down the street,
waving flags and chanting
messages of hope and sup-
port while parents, friends
and service members
cheered and supported them
along the route.

“We just explained to
them that it was a hard time
for our country, and there
was a lot of sadness and we
made this into something
that helps them appreciate
what their parents do for our

country. And the children
appreciate being a part of
this country and having
pride for the U.S.A,” said
Alysha McKibben, a student
teacher at Hickam
Elementary School. “We
turn it into a positive,
remembering the past but

for their age it’s better to
focus on being glad to be a
part of America.”

Some of the older students
carried art projects they had
created which depicted the
events of 9/11 and honored
those who lost their lives and
to help promote peace and

unity for the future.
“It’s important to teach

them from a young age how
much they mean to their
family and how big of a part
they are in the school and
in the community and
in the United States,”
McKibben said.

Halsey. “You see those battleships sitting there, and
you think they float on the water, don’t you? You are
wrong. They are carried to sea on the backs of those
chief petty officers!” Halsey said.

Chief selectees pinning
ceremonies to be held today

Sailors assigned to Navy
Region Hawaii, USS
Michael Murphy (DDG
112), Federal Fire
Department and civilians
gathered to commemorate
the 12th anniversary of the
Sept. 11, 2001 terrorist
attack with a memorial cer-
emony held at USS Bowfin
(SS 287).

Rear Adm. Rick Williams,
commander of Navy Region
Hawaii and Naval Surface
Group Middle Pacific, who
was assigned at the
Pentagon during the
attacks was guest speaker.

“Today is a special day of
remembrance, reflection
and resolve,” Williams said,
calling for vigilance and

readiness. Williams contin-
ued. “That vigilance and
readiness is a debt we owe
to those who sacrificed
everything for us — first
responders and warriors —
on our homeland, at sea or
on foreign soil. A breed
apart, these heroes live by
higher values, values they
are willing to die for to pro-
tect. It takes skill and self-
confidence to rush into dan-
ger where most others fear
to tread. Our warriors, fire-
fighters and other first
responders here in Hawaii
have those same qualities.”

Williams closed the cere-
mony by talking about the
importance of remembrance
and the resilience of
Americans.

“The attacks of 9/11 did
not succeed at destroying

our way of life. We overcame
those attacks just as we have
other past challenges. We
did so because of brave men
and women with personal
honor, courage and commit-
ment,” said Williams.

As the ceremony conclud-
ed, Sailors and civilians
stood at attention as Taps
was played.

Many who attended took
the opportunity to reflect on
what the anniversary of
Sept. 11 meant to them and
how it affected their lives.

“This day reminds me how
much others have given
before me and I’m honored to
be in the same position and
be able to possibly do the
same for someone else some-
day,” Pauline Halemanu,
assigned to Federal Fire
Department Hawaii.

“Hearing the admiral’s
remarks was emotional,
remembering the stories of
the people that lost their
lives and their families. I
have a family of my own, so
it hits me personally. It
could have been one of us—
343 firefighters died that
day. That’s more that our
entire department. I can’t
imagine a loss like that,”
Halemanu said.

Fe l l ow f i re f ighter
Gaylord Kam, agreed. “I
think it’s great to remem-
ber those who stepped for-

ward to the call of duty.
The admiral’s remarks
were very inspirational,
moving and emotional. I

could feel as he spoke the
words. It almost brought
tears to my eyes listening
to him,” he said.

Hawaii service members and civilians remember 9/11 at Bowfin ceremony

Hawaii command
participates in successful
missile defense test
Missile Defense Agency

The Missile Defense Agency (MDA), Ballistic Missile
Defense System (BMDS) Operational Test Agency, Joint
Functional Component Command for Integrated Missile
Defense, and U.S. Pacific Command, in conjunction with
U.S. Army Soldiers from the Alpha Battery, 2nd Air
Defense Artillery Regiment, U.S. Navy Sailors aboard the
guided missile destroyer USS Decatur (DDG-73), and U.S.
Air Force Airmen from the 613th Air and Operations
Center at Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam Hawaii, suc-
cessfully conducted a complex missile defense flight test
Sept. 9, resulting in the intercept of two medium-range
ballistic missile targets.

The flight test was planned more than a year ago and is
not in any way connected to events in the Middle East.

The test was conducted in the vicinity of the U.S. Army
Kwajalein Atoll/Reagan Test Site and surrounding areas
in the western Pacific. The test stressed the ability of the
Aegis ballistic missile defense (BMD) and terminal high
altitude area defense (THAAD) weapon systems to func-
tion in a layered defense architecture and defeat a raid of
ballistic missile targets.

The two medium-range ballistic missile targets were
launched on operationally realistic trajectories toward a
defended area near Kwajalein. Along with overhead
space assets providing launch alerts, an Army-
Navy/transportable radar surveillance and control
(AN/TPY-2) radar in forward-based mode detected the tar-
gets and relayed track information to the command, con-
trol, battle management and communications (C2BMC)
system for further transmission to defending BMDS
assets.

The USS Decatur with its Aegis weapon system detect-
ed and tracked the first target with its onboard AN/SPY-1
radar. The Aegis BMD weapon system developed a fire
control solution, launched a standard missile-3 (SM-3)
Block IA missile, and successfully intercepted the target.

In a demonstration of BMDS layered defense capabili-
ties, a second AN/TPY-2 radar in terminal mode, located
with the THAAD weapon system, acquired and tracked
the target missiles. THAAD developed a fire control solu-
tion, launched a THAAD interceptor missile, and success-
fully intercepted the second medium-range ballistic mis-
sile target.

THAAD was operated by Soldiers from the Alpha
Battery, 2nd Air Defense Artillery Regiment. As a
planned demonstration of THAAD’s layered defense capa-
bilities, a second THAAD interceptor was launched at the
target destroyed by Aegis as a contingency in the event
the SM-3 did not achieve an intercept.

Initial indications are that all components performed as
designed. MDA officials will extensively assess and evalu-
ate system performance based upon telemetry and other
data obtained during the test.

The event, designated flight test operational-01 (FTO-
01), demonstrated integrated, layered, regional missile
defense capabilities to defeat a raid of two threat-repre-
sentative, medium-range ballistic missiles in a combined
live-fire operational test. Soldiers, Sailors and Airmen
from multiple combatant commands operated the systems
and were provided a unique opportunity to refine opera-
tional doctrine and tactics while increasing confidence in
the execution of integrated air and missile defense plans.

U.S. Ballistic Missile Defense System programs have
completed 62 successful hit-to-kill intercepts in 78 flight
test attempts since 2001.

Sept. 11, 2001 is personal
to me.

I was at the Pentagon on
9/11. It was a surreal
moment watching flight 77
impact the Pentagon — a
sight that is etched in my
soul as 184 innocent people
died.

I saw firefighters, police
and EMTs rush into the
damaged Pentagon. I saw
brave men and women risk
their lives to help others.

Hundreds of firefighters
were among those lost when
the twin towers collapsed in
New York City.

The experience steeled
my resolve as a naval officer
and, like thousands of other

Americans, propelled me to
seek assignments in Iraq
and Afghanistan.

Now, as commander of
Navy Region Hawaii, Dec. 7,
1941 is personal to me, too.

I have met some of the
heroes, the “living monu-
ments” who survived that
early day of infamy — sur-
vivors and warriors like
Chief Ray Emory of USS
Honolulu, who dedicates his
life to full accounting,
continued vigilance and
unflinching readiness.

The veterans of World
War II were the first, second
and third responders in that
war. They took the attack
on Oahu personally. They
hi t back at Midway,
in the Guada l cana l
Campaign, and at Iwo Jima
and Okinawa — island to
island, beach to beach, rock
to rock — across the Pacific.

They achieved victory
against a totalitarian
empire, an enemy threat-
ened by freedom and democ-
racy.

Today, American service

members serve in harm’s
way in a fight against vio-
lent extremists also opposed
to freedom and democracy.

Our Navy’s history is rich
with examples of brave acts
of courage in the name of
freedom.

Here in Hawaii, the war-
ships of our Naval Surface
Group personify those quali-
ties.

Our newest ships on the
waterfront are USS Halsey
(DDG 97) and USS Michael
Murphy (DDG 112).

Halsey is named for Adm.
William “Bull” Halsey, for-
mer Third Fleet commander
and another hero of World
War II who, like Fleet Adm.
Nimitz, focused all his ener-
gy, skill and determination
in defeating the enemy here
in the Pacific. Their battle
cry: “Remember Pearl
Harbor.”

USS Michael Murphy is
our tie to 9/11.

This guided-missile
destroyer is named for the
courageous lieutenant —
Navy SEAL — who lived

with honor and died for his
fellow SEALs. He was
posthumously awarded the
Medal of Honor for his hero-
ic actions during Operation
Red Wings in Afghanistan
on June 28, 2005.

Lt. Michael Murphy was
an ensign in BUD/S training
on Sept. 11, 2001. A native
of New York, Murphy had
his unit wear the bright
orange patch of Federal Fire
Department of New York
Engine Co. 54, Ladder Co.
43 on their uniforms. The
patch was a constant
reminder of the first respon-
ders of 9/11 and the reason
SEALs were fighting
extremists in Afghanistan.

In Operation Red Wings,
he and two of his Navy
SEALs were killed, along
with a quick reaction force of
eight SEALs and eight
Army Night Stalkers when
their MH-47 helicopter was
shot down.

Like you, like firefighters
and Navy SEALs every-
where, 9/11 is personal to
me.

Every Sept. 11 we com-
memorate the lives lost
aboard four airliners, at the
Twin Towers, aboard flight
93, and at the Pentagon in
2001 — men, women and
children.

We are committed to
ensuring the next genera-
tion never forgets.

Among the lessons of
Sept. 11 and Dec. 7 is that
on this day and at all times
we must be trained, ready
and able to respond when
called upon.

I can imagine the shock
and terrible destruction
here in Pearl Harbor just as
I witnessed the devastation
caused by terrorists on 9/11.

But then, I can picture
the thousands of ships that
have sailed back into Pearl
Harbor over the past seven
decades — Sailors manning
the rails — paying respects
to fallen shipmates. In
Afghanistan I witnessed
the bravery of Soldiers,
Sailors, Airmen and our
Marines. We all remember
the photos of weary fire-
fighters holding battered
children in their arms.
Today, along with you, I
feel the depth of apprecia-
tion Americans have for
their civilian and military
first responders.

That vigilance and readi-
ness is a debt we owe to
those who sacrificed every-
thing for us — first respon-
ders and warriors — on our
homeland, at sea or on for-
eign soil.

A breed apart, these
heroes live by higher values,
values they are willing to
die for to protect. It takes
skill and self-confidence to
rush into danger where
most others fear to tread.
Our warriors, firefighters
and other first responders
here in Hawaii have those
same qualities.

We will never forget
Pearl Harbor, and we will
never forget 9/11. We all
take it personally!

He said that Tucson’s goal
is to safely and effectively
conduct coordinated opera-
tions to help establish condi-
tions for regional stability.
Throughout the deployment,
the crew will train to
improve skills, knowledge
and experience.

O’Harrah added that he
is grateful to the crew’s fam-
ily and friends because
without their support and
sacrifice, Tucson could not
be successful.

Seaman Cory Thuringer, a
first deployment brings
much enthusiasm and
excitement. 

“Everyone always asks,
are you ready for deploy-
ment? I said what is ready?
I’ll find out later!” joked
Thuringer.

Tucson is the second ship
of the United States Navy to
bear the name of the Arizona
city. It is the 59th Los
Angeles-class attack subma-
rine and the 20th of the
improved Los Angeles-class
attack submarine to be built. 

Twelve vertical launch
missile tubes for Tomahawk
cruise missiles provide
Tucson with great offensive
capability. Retractable bow
planes give the ship
increased maneuverability
and under ice surfacing
potential.

All eyes were on Hawaii last
weekend as the Qingdao (DDG
113), Linyi (FFG-547) and
Hongzehu (AOR 881) from the
Chinese People’s Liberation
Army-Navy visited Pearl Harbor,
the first visit of its kind since
2006.  For my part, I experienced
the great pleasure of providing an
early Saturday morning harbor
tour to 150 junior officers from
the three ships.

The first part of the tour was
relatively typical as I touched
upon the various points of history
around the harbor from ancient
Hawaiian beginnings, to the con-
struction of a naval base a centu-
ry ago, and the seminal attack of
Dec. 7, 1941.  

Condensing hundreds of years

of history down into small
“digestible” nuggets can be chal-
lenging to begin with, and it
becomes even more difficult when
it is conveyed through a transla-
tor but the occasional nodding
head and smile seemed to indi-
cate growing interest and under-
standing. 

A visit to the Arizona Memorial
always inspires.  As I stood in the
shrine room with my Chinese vis-
itors, I explained the memorial’s
design and its sense of ultimate
victory in 1945 following crushing
defeat in 1941. I also noted the
sculptures of the biblical Tree of
Life on either side of the names
evoking peace and not vengeance.  

I expressed to them the fact
that these names represented
real Sailors and Marines, many of
them teenagers who had given
their lives in service to their coun-
try—a reality that carries univer-
sal patriotic appeal.  Lastly, I

shared with them how much I
appreciated the fact that they
took the time to visit the memori-
al and the interest that they had
in our history.  

As we waited to board the boat
departing the memorial, I caught
sight of one Chinese officer berat-
ing another younger shipmate for
wearing his hat sideways.
Apparently he’d turned his hat to
take a photo.  I appreciated the
sense of reverence that the older
officer held for this sacred
American shrine.

On the trip back to Merry Point
Landing, I opened the floor for
questions.  There were many, but
the session was highlighted by a
few very important and honest
inquiries.

“Considering the fact that the
Japanese brought so much
destruction on Dec 7, why are the
United States and Japan such
close allies today?” I reinforced

the fact that the United States
fought and defeated Imperial
Japan in World War Two in much
the same way that the U.S. fought
and defeated Nazi Germany.  It
was the totalitarian system that
sought to dominate their region
that we fought to defeat, and not
a personal war against the people
of either country.  

Another question was, “Why
did General MacArthur allow the
Japanese emperor to remain on
his throne following the war?”  

My response was that once
again it was the Imperial
Japanese military who was call-
ing the shots in Japan. With the
defeat of that system, the emper-
or could persuade the Japanese
people to stop fighting a destruc-
tive war, making his policy and
U.S. policy essentially the same.
The emperor’s role became a posi-
tive one of peace and reconcilia-
tion. 

The most provocative question
was saved for last, when I was
asked if I was aware that
Japanese textbooks “denied”
Japan’s role as the aggressor in
the Pacific War, even excluded
any mention of the surprise
attack on Pearl Harbor.  My
answer was simply that I was not
aware of the textbooks in ques-
tion, but that it was a reminder to
me of the importance of history
being preserved, researched and
taught freely, with the utmost
care for accuracy, so that future
generations will benefit from the
lessons learned.

Ignorance or even a misunder-
standing of history can have far-
reaching effects on current rela-
tions between individuals and
nations.  The probing questions of
our Chinese guests reminded me
of the words of Confucius: “Study
the past if you would define the
future.”

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Official activation of Hickam took place 75 years ago this week 
(Editor’s note: Information
was provided by the 15th
Wing website.)

The history of Hickam
Field, now part of Joint Base
Pearl Harbor-Hickam, will
reach a milestone this
Sunday. 

Official activation and
completion of Hickam Field,
as it was then known, took
place on Sept. 15, 1938, 75
years ago this week. 

While construction was
still in progress, the first
contingent of 12 men and
four aircraft under the com-
mand of 1st Lt. Robert
Warren moved from Luke
Field on Ford Island to
Hickam on Sept. 1, 1937. 

Hickam was the principal
army airfield in Hawaii and
the only one large enough to
accommodate the B-17
bomber.

The origin of Hickam
dates as far back as 1934,
when the Army Air Corps
saw the need for another air-
field in Hawaii and assigned
the Quartermaster Corps
the job of constructing a
modern airdrome from tan-
gled brush and sugar cane
fields adjacent to Pearl
Harbor on the island of
Oahu. 

The site selected consisted
of 2,200 acres of ancient
coral reef, covered by a thin
layer of soil, located between
Oahu’s Waianae and Koolau
mountain ranges, with the
Pearl Harbor channel and
naval reservation marking
its western and northern
boundaries, John Rodgers
Airport to the east, and Fort
Kamehameha on the south. 

The new airfield was ded-
icated on May 31, 1935 and
named in honor of Lt. Col.
Horace Meek Hickam, a dis-
tinguished aviation pioneer
who was killed in an aircraft
accident on Nov. 5 1934, at
Fort Crockett in Galveston,
Texas.

In connection with
defense plans for the Pacific,
aircraft were brought to
Hawaii throughout 1941 to
prepare for potential hostili-
ties. The first mass flight of
bombers (21 B-17Ds) from
Hamilton Field, Calif.,
arrived at Hickam on May
14, 1941. By December
1941, the Hawaiian Air
Force had been an integrat-
ed command for slightly
more than one year and con-
sisted of 754 officers and
6,706 enlisted men, with
233 aircraft assigned at its
three primary bases on
Oahu (Hickam, Wheeler
and Bellows Fields).

When the Japanese
attacked Oahu’s military
installations on Dec. 7, 1941,
Hickam suffered extensive
property damage, aircraft
losses and personnel casual-
ties totaling 139 killed and
303 wounded. 

The bombing and strafing
of Hickam Field was an
important objective, because
the success of the Japanese
attack on the Pacific Fleet at
Pearl Harbor was depen-
dent on eliminating air
opposition and precluding
U.S. planes from following
their aircraft back to their
carriers and bombing the
task force. 

During the war years, the
base played a major role in
pilot training and aircraft
assembly work, in addition
to serving as a supply cen-
ter for both air and ground
troops. Hickam served as
the hub of the Pacific aerial
network, supporting tran-
sient aircraft ferrying
troops and supplies to, and
evacuating wounded from,
the forward areas, not only
during World War II but
also during the Korean con-
flict and the Vietnam War.

After World War II, the
Air Force in Hawaii was pri-
marily comprised of the Air
Transport Command and its

successor, the Military Air
Transport Service, until
July 1, 1957 when
Headquarters Far East Air
Forces completed its move
from Japan to Hawaii and
was redesignated the Pacific
Air Forces. 

The 6486th Air Base
Wing (1957-1971) and the
15th Air Base Wing (later
the 15th Airlift Wing as of
2003, then 15th Wing, the
host units at the former
Hickam Air Force Base
(AFB), supported the 
Apollo astronauts in the
1960s and 1970s; Operation
Homecoming (return of
prisoners of war from
Vietnam) in 1973;
Operation Babylift/New
Life (movement of nearly
94,000 orphans, refugees,
and evacuees from
Southeast Asia) in 1975;
and NASA’s space shuttle
flights during the 1980s,
continuing into the 1990s.

In October 1980, the
Secretary of the Interior
designated Hickam AFB 
as a National Historic
Landmark, recognizing it as
one of the nation’s most sig-
nificant historic resources

associated with World War
II in the Pacific. 

The former Hickam Air
Force Base and Naval Base
Pearl Harbor were
realigned to form Joint Base
Pearl Harbor Hickam
(JBPHH), which became
fully operational on Oct. 1,
2010.

A bronze plaque reflect-
ing Hickam’s “national sig-
nificance in commemorat-
ing the history of the United
States of America” took its
place among other memori-
als surrounding the base
flagpole. Dominating the
area is a large bronze tablet
engraved with the names of
those who died as a result of
the Dec. 7, 1941 attack.

Other reminders of the
attack can be seen at
Hickam today, including
the tattered American flag
that flew over the base that
morning. It is encased and
on display in the lobby of 
the Pacific Air Forces
Headquarters building,
where bullet-scarred walls
have been carefully 
preserved as a constant
reminder to never again be
caught unprepared.

“This is a great opportu-
nity for our Navy and
China’s navy to build a
relationship based on the
training exercises today,”
Wu said.

A productive relation-
ship with the PLA(N) is
an essential part of the
U.S. Navy’s ongoing rebal-
ance strategy, providing
an opportunity to deal
with common challenges
that all Pacific nations
face:  the proliferation of
weapons of mass destruc-
tion, search and rescue,
humanitarian assistance
and disaster relief, narco-
trafficking, piracy, and
protecting the free use of
the seas and the global
commons like space and
cyberspace.

Adm. Cecil Haney, com-
mander of U.S. Pacific
Fleet, said activities this
past week in Hawaii and

San Diego demonstrate
the U.S. Navy’s commit-
ment to building a posi-
tive and constructive rela-
tionship with the Chinese
navy, where they con-
tribute to regional stabili-
ty as a member of the com-
munity of nations.

“Our commitment to
exploring closer coopera-
tion with China must
occur on the foundation of
existing U.S. alliances and
other partnerships in the
region,” said Haney. 

“We want to work with
China, our allies and part-
ners to create a shared
future that deals with
security challenges faced
by all Pacific nations.
Port visits, senior 
leader dialogues, bilateral
engagements and multi-
lateral exercises will help
the U.S. and China work
toward common goals
while also candidly
addressing our differ-
ences,” Haney said.

Three People’s Liberation
Army-Navy [PLA(N)] ships
departed Hawaii this week
after a routine port visit.

The crew members of the
Luhu-class destroyer
Qingdao (DDG 113),
Jiangkai-class frigate Linyi
(FFG-547) and Fuqing-
class fleet oiler Hongzehu
(AOR 881) participated in

receptions and sporting
events with their American
counterparts.

In addition to those
events, they also had the
opportunity to visit some of
the historical sites of
Hawaii, including the
newly unveiled statue of
Fleet Adm. Chester W.
Nimitz, U.S. Pacific Fleet
commander during World
War II.

The visit was topped off
with a one-day search-and-
rescue drill Sept. 9.

“Like our Pacific Fleet
commander of

today, Adm. Haney, Fleet
Adm. Nimitz believed in a
strategy of collaboration
and cooperation to reinforce
openness and enhance
trust,” said Rear Adm. Rick
Williams, commander,
Navy Region Hawaii and
Naval Surface Group
Middle Pacific.

“Through greater under-
standing we can ensure a
peaceful and stable future
not only for Hawaii and the
Pacific, but also for the
world.”

This visit was part of a
planned series of

m i l i t a r y - t o - m i l i t a r y
exchanges between the two
nations. Earlier this year,
Adm. Cecil Haney, com-
mander of U.S. Pacific
Fleet, visited China as the
guided-missile cruiser USS
Shiloh (CG 67) made a port
visit to Zhanjiang.

The guided-missile cruis-
er USS Lake Erie (CG 70)
hosted the Chinese ships
and also conducted dia-
logues to build confidence
and mutual understanding
between the two nations.

Williams stressed the
importance of these

exchanges in his
w e l c o m i n g
remarks.

“Here in
Hawaii, we
are commit-

ted to doing our part to
build regional stability,” he
said.

“Working with other
nations in the Asia-Pacific
we can develop increased
understanding to deal with
common challenges in this
region including humani-
tarian assistance and disas-
ter relief, proliferation of
weapons of mass destruc-
tion, piracy prevention and
search and rescue mis-
sions.”

Williams also stressed
the importance of training
in this area, building our
future together and
strengthening operational
proficiency like the search-
and-rescue drill.

“We’re including a
search-and-

rescue exercise that
includes maneuvers,” he
said. “We’re going to have
helicopters working togeth-
er and working the airspace
deconfliction, and we're
going to be doing small boat
operations back and forth,
to all the ships, and we're
going to be doing communi-
cation drills.”

The last port visit by
PLA(N) ships to Pearl
Harbor was in September
2006. Engagements such as
this port visit offer the U.S.
Navy an opportunity to
build a positive and con-
structive relationship with
the Chinese navy while
encouraging multilateral
cooperation, enhancing
transparency and mitigat-
ing risk.

Theresa Johnson, Tripler
Fisher House manager, said
she wanted to remember the
more than 6,700 military
members who have died in
war from 2001 to present. So,
she had an idea last year to
create the Tripler Fisher
House 8k Hero and
Remembrance Run, Walk or
Roll after the son of her friend
died and her son was about to
deploy.

“I wanted to honor my
friend’s son, but if I was going
to honor him, I needed to
honor 1, 10, 100 — I needed
to honor them all,” Johnson
said.

This year, the 2nd Annual
Tripler Fisher House 8k took
place Sept. 7 at Ford Island,
beginning with an introduc-
tion from Johnson and Adm.
Cecil D. Haney, commander
U.S. Pacific Fleet. About
5,000 active-duty service
members, families, retirees
and civilians participated in
this year’s event, which
included a 21-gun salute by
the Hickam Honor Guard.

While participants ran,
boots with photos attached
that represented each casual-
ty lined the entire route.

“We want to bring back the
faces of those who have died.
This run is completely
focused on the fallen. We
don’t charge to enter this
event because those who
have died have already paid
the ultimate price,” Johnson
said.

“We live in Hawaii, and
people love to run. It’s a way
to get the community
involved and to understand
the sacrifices made by mili-
tary families and friends.
“The reality of this race, of
each boot and picture, is that
it was someone. We need to
remember that each fallen
was loved by someone,”
Johnson said.

“This walk has been very
emotional. I want to look at
each picture on every boot
and remember them for those
who can’t. I’m so glad I got up
this morning and came,” said

Tracey Newland, wife of a
U.S. Marine.

According to Johnson, this
event touches everyone who
knows a friend, neighbor, rel-
ative or someone who knows
someone who has died, has
been deployed or who will
deploy.

“This was a powerful
event. It’s hard to see a
Marine’s face on these boots
and know that it could have
been my husband. He could
have died during his deploy-
ments. It really got to me
when I started thinking
about him. This could have
been me,” said Manessaha
Sumner, an Army Reservist
who is married to a Marine.

“For me, it was the perfect
opportunity to heal and bring
awareness. It’s in your face.
This is someone’s child,
father, mother, sister, broth-
er, spouse or friend,” Johnson
said.

Johnson also wanted the
event to provide awareness
about the Tripler Fisher
House.

Because it runs on commu-
nity donations, it was a very
important way to bring the
Fisher House name to the
public, but also to keep the
memories alive of those who
have died, she said. “We want
families to know about Fisher
House before they need us,”
said Johnson.

The Tripler Fisher House
is a “home away from home”
that provides comfort for fam-
ilies of active duty and retired
military receiving treatment
at Tripler Army Medical
Center on Oahu. They stay
until they are discharged or
medically cleared. The house
supplies free room and board,
full kitchen, laundry and
other support.

The boots will be displayed
until Sept. 15 at the Pacific
Aviation Museum on

Ford Island. Individual pic-
tures of each boot have been
taken and are being posted to
the Tripler Fisher House
Facebook wall, as well as a
Flickr page.

Tripler Fisher House run focuses on faces of fallen

USS Jacksonville (SSN 699)
opened up a four-run lead by scor-
ing three runs in the top of the
fourth and then hung on to beat
USS Greeneville (SSN 772), 6-3,
on Sept. 7. The Winter Softball
League season-opening game was
held at Millican Field, Joint Base
Pearl Harbor-Hickam.

Hanging onto a 2-1 lead,
Jacksonville scored three runs on
four hits and an error to take a
5-1 advantage before pitcher
Machinist’s Mate 1st Class Chris
Dupree secured the win.

“The defense was pretty good,
and I was throwing a lot of knuck-
les,” said Dupree after his seven-
inning performance. “They
(Greeneville) were hitting them
into the ground, so that produced
a lot of ground balls.”

While Jacksonville prevailed in
the end, the team trailed early on
when Greeneville tallied the first
run of the game on an RBI double
off the bat of Chief Culinary
Specialist Michael Duncan in the
bottom of the first inning.

Greeneville let the lead slip
away however, when in the very
next frame, the team committed a
couple of infield errors that led to
a 2-1 Jacksonville advantage.

After both teams failed to
score in the third, Jacksonville
appeared headed for another
goose egg when the first two hit-
ters led off the top of the fourth by
hitting fly balls for outs.

An infield error by Greeneville

put a runner on second base,
which was followed by two back-
to-back clutch singles from
Electronics Technician 3rd Class
Robert Derosia and Sonar
Technician (Submarine) 3rd
Class Emilio Mardi that posted a
run.

During the same play, Derosia

rounded third and scored the
team’s fourth run after
Greeneville committed a throw-
ing error to second base.

With Greeneville giving away
runs on defense, Machinist’s
Mate 2nd Class Ian Hazen took
advantage of the errors by deliv-
ering a shallow bloop single that

scored Mardi for Jacksonville’s
third and final run of the inning.

“It was good to know that we
had a little cushion,” Dupree
admitted after his team took a 5-
1 lead. “So I knew that even if we
had a couple of errors, we’d be all
right.”

Still down by four runs,

Greeneville had the bases full of
runners in the bottom of the fifth,
but let the opportunity slip
through their fingers when the
team managed to score only one
run.

Jacksonville got the run back in
the top of the seventh as
Machinist’s Mate 2nd Class
Bryan Remsing led off the inning
with an inside-the-park home run
that put his team back up by four
at 6-2.

The shot by Remsing was a line
drive that skipped past the
Greeneville centerfielder and
rolled toward the outfield fence.

“I was trying to get a base hit to
get things rolling,” Remsing said.
“I got a good hit. I was coming
around second and they were
waving me on, so I knew I was
there.”

Working with a big lead in the
final inning, Dupree was able to
record the win, but not without a
struggle.

After getting the leadoff batter
on an infield ground ball, an error
by Jacksonville, followed by three
straight singles drove in a run for
Greeneville.

However, Dupree got the next
batter to hit into a game-ending
double play to preserve the win.

“We got a few things to work
on,” Dupree admitted after get-
ting the win. “We’ve got to fix
some fundamentals.”

Remsing agreed with Dupree
and added that with a little more
practice, Jacksonville should be
even better in the future.

“We hadn’t practiced very
much and are a little rusty,” he
said. “We’ll come around.”

Shipyard used a 27-0 run in the
second half to blow away USS
Chafee (DDG 90) Blue Devils, 83-
28, on Sept. 7 in a Summer
Basketball League matchup that
was held at Joint Base Pearl
Harbor-Hickam Fitness Center.

Already up by 35-17 at halftime,
Shipyard came out in a man-to-
man press and immediately scored
on a steal and breakaway lay-up by
Engineman 2nd Class Javon Gray
to take a 20-point lead before scor-
ing 25 more points to go up 60-17
with eight minutes remaining in
the game.

The run put Shipyard in full con-
trol of the game and onto their sixth
victory of the season against only
one defeat, while the Blue Devils
dropped to 1-6.

“Everybody just kept moving,”
said Shipyard guard Yeoman 3rd
Class Courtney Sims, who was on
fire in the second half with 17
points on four baskets and three
long-range splashdowns from
beyond the arch. “We got a bunch of
three-point shooters, so we just
shoot.”

The romp started early in the
first half with Engineman 2nd
Class (SW) Blake Petenbrink giv-
ing Shipyard their first double-digit
lead at 18-8 on a three ball midway
into the half.

Petenbrink wasn’t the only one
on Shipyard who was shooting dag-
gers from the perimeter.

After his bomb handed Shipyard
a 10-point lead, teammate
Electronics Technician Seaman
Vince Hutter zeroed in on a trey to
put the team up 21-8. Hutter went
on to score six more points in the
first half.

Following halftime, Shipyard,
holding a commanding lead, sur-
prisingly started the second half in
a full man-to-man press.

Sims said that the huge lead
gave Shipyard time to work on a
few things before the postseason.

“We’re just trying to work out
some kinks before playoffs,” Sims
explained. “It’s coming around real
soon, so we want to be full speed
ahead going in.”

Bothered by the press, the Blue
Devils managed to score their first
basket of the second half at the 7:45
mark, but the hoop did nothing to
cool down Shipyard shooters.

Immediately after getting their
27-0 run stopped, Shipyard went on
a 9-0 run that raised the team’s
lead to 50 at 69-19.

“That’s a good feeling when
you’re rolling,” Sims said about the
team’s hot day on the court.

In explaining the rout,
Petenbrink said that the team
came out on fire after a little pep
talk just prior to the start of the
game.

Not satisfied with the team’s

recent performances, Petenbrink
said that this was a game that
Shipyard needed to get back to
basics.

Petenbrink added that it’s also
helpful to have a full squad of play-
ers.

In the team’s only loss of the sea-
son, a 46-32 defeat at the hands of
USS Port Royal (CG 73),
Petenbrink pointed out that
Shipyard didn’t have all of their
players on the court.

If the two teams meet again,
Petenbrink promised that
Shipyard wouldn’t be on the short
end of the stick.

“We didn’t have our whole team
the first time we played Port
Royal,” he said. “Now we should be
good to go. They’re not going to beat
us again.”

Sims said that they are looking
forward to a showdown with Port
Royal in the playoffs and quipped
that the loss to Port Royal is in the
past.

“That first game was a fluke,” he
affirmed.

A goal by Hospital
Corpsman 1st Class Michael
Dorris midway through the
first half proved to be just
enough for USS Cheyenne
(SSN 773) to defeat previous-
ly unbeaten 324th Intell-
igence Squadron (324 IS),
1-0, on Sept. 7 in a Summer

“Previous games, we were
playing like they (324 IS)
were playing today.”

Although Cheyenne strug-
gled throughout the game to
get across midfield, the team
was able to break the barrier
a few times in the first half
and made one particular pos-
session payoff.

Storming the box just out-
side of the 324 IS’s goal,
Dorris was in the right place
and time, as he got the ball
off of a caromed shot and
booted it past the goalkeeper
and into the net for the only
goal of the game.

“Actually, myself and the
striker got a little mixed up,”
Dorris said. “The ball actual-
ly got deflected by one of the
defenders. I passed to him

While the 324 IS suffered
their first loss of the season,
Kelso said that he believes
that the team will bounce
back quickly.

“This isn’t a major setback,
but it is a good wakeup call,”
he noted. “We just need to
stay on top and get back in
the game.”

Dorris said that with the
hard-luck season that the
Cheyenne has gone through,
he believes that the win of
the former division leader
might just be what the team
needed to turn things
around.

As important as the win
might be to the team, Dorris
still took the time to recog-
nize the efforts of the 324 IS.

“This team (324 IS) is
more conditioned than we
are,” he said.

It is mandatory for all Department of Defense
(DoD) uniformed personnel not medically or admin-
istratively exempt to receive the seasonal influenza
vaccine.

Vaccination against seasonal influenza is manda-
tory for civilian personnel who provide direct patient
care in DoD medical treatment facilities and for
civilians where it is written in their position descrip-
tion as a condition of employment.

To ensure effective and timely administration of
the influenza vaccine, the Oahu Joint Services
Vaccination team will conduct multi-service mass
influenza vaccination campaigns for shore-based
DoD personnel assigned to a command or activity in
Hawaii.

Beginning Oct., 1 family members, other Tricare
beneficiaries and Department of the Navy and
Department of the Air Force civilians can receive
the flu vaccination at the following immunization
clinics:

Makalapa and Kaneohe Bay branch health clinics. 

Department of the Navy civilians: Makalapa,
Kaneohe Bay and Pearl Harbor Naval Shipyard
Branch Health Clinics.

• 15th Medical Group enrollees and Department
of the Air Force civilians: Hickam aller-
gy/immunizations clinic. 

Dependent Tricare beneficiaries may receive the
flu vaccine at no cost from a participating retail
pharmacy. A list of pharmacy chains offering the
vaccine can be found at www.express-
scripts.com/tricare/pharmacy. 

Those who need more information should call the
pharmacy in advance to ensure availability of the
vaccine and verify age restrictions. Proof of vaccina-
tion at a retail pharmacy can be brought to any of
the above clinics for documentation in the patient’s
electronic record.

A memorial service for Romaine
Horace Goldsborough, a document-
ed original Tuskegee Airman
(DOTA), will be held at 3 p.m. Sept.
21 at Trinity Missionary Baptist
Church, 3950 Paine Circle in
Honolulu. Goldsborough died Aug.
14. 

In lieu of flowers, the family is
requesting that donations be made
to the Romaine H. Goldsborough
Memorial Scholarship Fund.

The Hawaii Chapter of the
Tuskegee Airmen, Inc., the “Artis-
Baham-Goldsborough Chapter” is
named in his honor. 

Goldsborough volunteered for
the Army Air Corps on Oct. 12,
1942 and was sent to Ft. Devens,
Mass.

Shortly thereafter, he reported
to Tuskegee Institute at the Army’s
ground school and began engine
training on the Allyson and
Packard Rolls Royce engines used
in Air Force planes. He trained on
P-40s, P-39s and P-47s.
Goldsborough graduated as a tech-
nical sergeant and subsequently
went to Detroit for engine familiar-
ization before returning to duty at
Tuskegee Army Air Field. 

At Tuskegee, the Army was
forming the 332nd Group, which
included the 99th, 100th, 301st and
302nd. Goldsborough was assigned
to the 302nd and served overseas
in Italy.

While living in Alaska, he and a
former Tuskegee pilot started the
Northern Lights Tuskegee Airmen
Chapter. He remained active in the
chapter until he retired.

The Tuskegee Airmen were men
who enlisted in the Army Air Corp,
stationed or trained at Tuskegee
Army Air Field from 1941-1946.
They became America’s first

African American military Airmen. 
The keys to the success of these

pilots, bombardiers, maintenance
and support staff were that educa-
tion was critical and excellence was
what they lived and breathed.
They were in the military at a crit-
ical time period where desegrega-
tion was occurring and blacks were
allowed to become pilots.

These men fought two wars, one
against a military enemy force
overseas and another one against
racism at home. During World War
II, the 99th Fighter Group and the
332nd Fighter group trained at
Tuskegee Field and served over-
seas. The 99th went to Italy where
they were named the “Redtails” and
flew cover over Germany for the B-
17’s doing the bombing. 

They flew as escorts in P-51s and
never lost a plane to enemy fire.
The 99th Fighter Squadron earned
two distinguished unit citations,
and the 332d Fighter Group earned
one after the 99th Fighter
Squadron was assigned to it. 

The 332nd Fighter Group is now
the 332nd Air Expeditionary
Squadron at Joint Base Balad,
Iraq.

Express Mail Military
Service (EMMS) is avail-

If mailing to
an APO/FPO address,
check with your local post
office to determine if this
service is available. 

Parcel Airlift Mail (PAL)
is a service that provides
air transportation for
parcels on a space-avail-
able basis. It is available
for parcel post items not
exceeding 30 pounds in
weight or 60 inches in
length and girth combined.
The applicable PAL fee
must be paid in addition to
the regular surface rate of
postage for each addressed
piece sent by PAL service. 

Space Available Mail
(SAM) refers to parcels
mailed to APO/FPO
addresses at parcel post
rates that are first trans-
ported domestically by
surface and then to over-
seas destinations by air on
a space available basis.
The maximum weight and
size limits are 15 pounds
and 60 inches in length
and girth combined. From
overseas locations, items
mailed at parcel post rates
are sent to CONUS by air
on a space available basis.

The maximum weight and
size limit are 70 pounds
and 130 inches in length
and girth combined. 

It is recommended that
customers check with
their local civilian or mili-

tary post office for infor-
mation on size restrictions
and possible need for cus-
toms declaration forms.
Customers are advised
that certain mail restric-
tions apply and some

items cannot be mailed.
Examples are: switch-
blade knives, pornogra-
phy, controlled sub-
stances, and explosive or
incendiary devices. 

If in doubt as to what
can or cannot be sent
through the mail, contact
your local civilian or mili-
tary post office. 

Customers are cau-
tioned that packages must
not be mailed in boxes
that have markings relat-
ed to any type of haz-
ardous material, such as
bleach, alcohol or cleaning
fluids. Parcels found by
the U.S. Postal Service
with such markings or
labels on the outside of
the box will not be pro-
cessed.
