HQMC Sets Up New 
Training Plan For 
Inactive Reservists 

A long-range training program 
for Marine inactive Reserves has 
been announced by Headquarters 
Marine Corps. 

Beginning this year, Marine Re-
serve officers attending annual two-
week training session will be offer-
ed a variety of technical courses, 
occupational specialty, and Fleet 
Marine Force training. The train-
ing is designed to allow Reservists 
to advance into more complex as-
pects of military planning and war-
fare techniques through a series 
of courses and field instruction. 

A similar plan is being prepared 
for enlisted Reserves. 

To complete the syllabus would 
require 20 annual two-week ses-
sions with each third year devoted 
to specialty or FMF training. Re-
serve officers will be accommodat-
ed at instructional levels accord-
ing to their current rank. 

Developed after a two-year study, 
•the new program is based on the 
Reserve Junior course, a conden-
sation of the Junior course for reg-
ular officers at Quantico. Both the 
Junior and Senior Reserve courses 
require two annual sessions. 

Courses also are available in ad-
vanced amphibious warfare, in-
telligence, communications, admin-
istration, and Naval justice. 

Annual training in any of the 
courses will count for 27 Reserve 
retirement points.

Perennial Villains, Aggressors Make 
Giving Marines Hard time Their SOP

Part-time friend and part-time 

foe is the story of a group of Ma-
rines stationed at Camp Geiger 
who do their best to confuse, harass 
and befuddle Leathernecks on man-
euvers. 

Formally known as the Second 
Provisional Marine Aggressor Com-
pany this outfit had it beginning 
in April, 1953. Camp Pendleton, 
Calif., organized a similar compa-
ny several months earlier. 

The 360 specially trained men 
of the Lejeune contingent form 
three r i f le companies and one 
weapons company in the same 
manner as regular Marine Corps 
battalions. However, here the 
simi lar i ty ends. 

Much Aggressor training centers 
around tactics familiar only to 
members and not used by the 
Corps. The reason for this, as ex-
plained by 2nd Lt. John J. Lawen-
dowski, commanding officer of the 
company, is "to present different 
methods of combat to infantry units 
on their maneuvers in order to 
stress the fact that different tactics 
than those to which they are ac-

against them in time of war." 

To make up for realism lost on 
maneuvers by the absence of live-
firing, the Aggressors use weapons 
expressly designed for them. One 
of these is the sound simulator 
bank, a machine which fires rockets 
and produces the sound and flash 
of a 155 mm gun. 

Smoke generators also play an 
important part in aggressor war-
fare. These weapons can gush forth 
enough smoke to cloud an area for 
almost ten minutes. 

Perhaps the most interesting 
instruments of the aggressors are 
their pneumatic rubber guns. 
These weapons are used to con-
fuse their opponent. They come 
in shapes of 40 mm, 90mm, 155 
mm howitzers and six-ton trucks. 
When they are dug in and cam-
ouflaged it is dif f icult to distin-
guish them f rom the real thing. 

Explaining the reason for the 
Aggressors' origin, Lieutenant Law-
endowski said, "Prior to and fol-
lowing World War II, military ex-
ercises were found to be lacking 
in realism with regard to enemy 
forces. Personnel showed an inabil-
ity to grasp the importance of in-
telligent security when "no opposi-
tion faced them during training. It 
was to remedy this situation that 
the 'Aggressor enemy' was inted-
ed." 

Have Own 'History' 
The unit has'even been provided 

with a fictitious history, which in-
cludes a triumverate of dictators 
as their ruling power, a country 
which exists only on paper, Espe-
ranto as their official language, and 
their own uniforms and decora-
tions. 

The true worth of Aggressor 
training becomes evident when 
they "go into combat." Under a 
method known as the "umpire sys-
tem," Aggressor forces oppose the 
regular infantry outfits by a ratio 
of one to four.-

Umpires observe the action 
and decide which team is out-
maneuvering the other, the num-
of causalties, and the number of 
vehicles, planes and guns which 
are destroyed or captured by the j 
operation.

listed grade, and Reserves to 
resign Hieir commissions after 
completion of required obligated 
service. 
In addition: 
1. Regular medical and dental 

officers will be required to serve 
but three years on active duty be-
fore resignation. 

2. Obligated service incurred 
through advanced training will be 
in addition to the minimum serv-
ice required. Training time will 
be considered part of ihe mini-
mum. 

3. Reserve officers may resign 
after at least four years active 
duty and a total of eight years ac-
tive and Reserve time. 

4. Temporary and warrant of-
ficers may request reversion to 
enlisted status in the Fleet Re-
serve or continuance on active duty 
in permanent rating.

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Active Duty Pay Bs Exempt 
From Taxes In Some States 

General ly speaking, your Service pay Is taxable only in 
your home s ta te—your place of legal res idence. You ' re not ex-
empt the re jus t because you ' re serving with the -Armed Forces, 
a l though some states have m a d e provision f o r you. 

Your Service pay cannot be taxed in the s ta te in which 
you are stationed because of mil-
itary or Naval orders. However, 
that state can sometimes demand 
tax on non-military income gained 
.Within its borders. 

The following is a state-by-state 
resume of income tax regulations 
affecting Service personnel: 

ALABAMA. No tax on active-
duty pay for full-time service dur-
ing hostilities with a. foreign state. 
Members of Armed Forces may -re-
quest deferment for paying tax on 
non-Service income if ability to 
pay is materially impaired by serv-
ice. 

ALASKA. All active-service pay 
is exempt. Members of Armed 
Forces may defer paying tax on 
non-military income until six 
months after discharge if prevented 
by service. 

ARIZONA. $1,500 of active-serv-
ice pay is exempt. Members of 
Armed Forces may defer filing re-
turns and payments until six 
months after war is officially end-
ed. 

ARKANSAS. All active-service 
pay is excluded from gross income. 

CALIFORNIA. $1000 of active-
service pay received after June 30, 
1952, is exempt. Members of Arm-
ed Forces may request deferment 
for paying non-military income tax 
if prevented by service. 

COLORADO. $2000 active-service 
pay is excluded from gross income 
during a time of war or national 
emergency. $1000 is excluded when 
U. S. is not in a state of war or 
national emergency. 

DELAWARE. Members of Armed 
Forces may defer filing and pay-
ing tax until six months after dis-
charge. 

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA. Mem-
bers of Armed Forces serving out-

side the U. S. may defer filing and 
paying tax util six months after 
return to ZI. 

GEORGIA. $1,500 active-service 
pay was excluded from gross in-
come from January 1, 1950, until 
Korean cease-fire. Members of 
Armed Firces serving in Korea may 
defer filing and payment until six 
months after return to ZI. 

GUAM. Income of members of 
Armed Forces is subject to the 
same computations as for Federal 
returns. 

HAWAII. Compensation received 
for service in Armed Forces is ex-
cluded, from gross income. There 
is a compensation and dividends 
tax heref. but members of the Arm-
ed Forces may defer payment no 
later than six months after dis-
charge if prevented by servic^. 

IDAHO. Idaho servicemen are ex-
empt if serving outside the state. 

INDIANA. All active-service pay 
is exempt. Members of Armed 
Forces may defer filing and pay-
ment of non-military tax until six 
months after discharge or termina-
tion of hostilities. 

IOWA. $2000 active-service pay 
is excluded from gross income un-
til December 31, 1954. Members 
of Armed Forces serving outside 
the continental U. S. may defer 
payments of non-military income 
tax until 90 days after return to 
ZI. 

KANSAS. $1,500 active-service 
pay is excluded from gross income 
until termination of the present 
world crisis as determined by the 
executive council of the state. Cer-
tain members of Armed Forces may 
defer filing and payment of in-
come tax until one year after dis-
charge or termination of present 
crisis, whichever is earlier. (AFPS)
