Blind! Flying Danger Fades With GCA 
As Peterfield Point Unit Brings 'Em In

"You are on the glide path and now five miles from touch 

down. Your altitude is fine, proceed as instructed." 
This is dialogue typical of a life-saving unit for pilots 

located at Peterfield Point, the Mxa- 4h- - ~~ " 
rine Corps Air Facility, 'New River. 
The unit is called the Ground Con-
trolled Approach unit. The words 
would be heard by a pilot cut off 
from all visual contact with the 
ground by weather conditions or 
darkness. 

Physically, the unit at Peter-
field Point, is located in the cen-
ter of the air facii ity. The vital 
electronics and radio equipment 
is housed in two yellow, window-
less trailers. ~ 

In one trailer huge diesel en-
gines furnish the necessary power. 
The other trailer- contains delicate 
radio and radar equipment. These 
trailers are blacked-out and air-
conditioned for the protection of 
the eyes and the comfort of the 
operators. 

GCA is credited with saving 
countless lives of air personnel. 

For example, when the weath-
er closes in and visibility is low, 
it is unsafe for pilots to try to 
land their planes by visual con-
trol. This is where GCA takes 
over. The aircraft, in a 30-mile 
radius, is spotted on a radar 
screen and followed closely in the 
scope. 

On this radar screen is a straight 
line which represents the "glide 
path" or angle or approach to the 
air strip. When the plane gets 
close to the "glide path" the chief 
operator in the GCA unit tells the 
pilot where to turn for a safe land-
ing. ^ 

Then, at five-second intervals the 
operator "talks" the pilot to a 
landing. 

Another radar screen has verti-

cal markings spaced at irregular 
positions. These markings are the 
mile posts. They tell the operator 
how far the plane is from the 
touch-down point. From the time 
the pilot enters the signal radius 
until he touches the runway CGA 
is in command of the 'plane. The 
operator even tells the pilot when 
to drop his landing gear and throw 
his flaps. 

After the landing any comment 
the pilot may make on his land-
ing is transmitted to the GCA for 
recording and future evaluation. 

For security purposes every-
thing transmitted to the aircraft 
is tape recorded. If a crash should 
occur, officials will know where 
the blame lies—GCA or pilot. 

Capt. J. K. Sagehorn is the of-
ficer in charge of the unit; MSgt. 
Kenneth P. Wallace and MSgt. Ed-
ward Luney are his section chiefs. 
Each section is made up of five 
men, three operators and two tech-
nicians. 

The operator's sole job is to ope' 
rate the radar and radio mechan-
ism. The technicians keep the die-
sel engines running and maintain 
the radar and radio gear. They 
keep an outside watch for planes 
that have gotten off the glide path 
and warn the operators. 

GCA operators are trained in 
an eight-weeks course at GCA 
school, Olathe, Kan. Technicians 
and diesel mechanics attend the 
technical school for 22 weeks. 

The local unit currently is pack-
ing for summer training in Vieques, 
where operations will be maintain-
ed on a 24-hour basis.

Mosquitoes Star In Technicoio 
Shot At Field Medical Researc

Didja ever shoot a mosquito? 
Rather an elusive traget, you say? Well, if j 

the patience of Job and a 16 mm movie earners t 
quite simple. 

Those two items were what tech-
nicians from Wilding Pictures, Inc., 
Chicago, brought with them last 
week when they spent several days 
at Camp Lejeune's Field Medical 
Research laboratory "shooting" col-
or movies. 

With the approval of Capt. 
Calvin B. Galloway, USN(MC), 
commanding officer of the lab, 
the cameramen, plus Lt. ( jg) 
John P. Jones, USN, of the 
Navy's Photographic Center,, An-
acostia, D. C., and Mr. Francis 
E. Blake, liaison officer for the 
Bureau of Medicine and Surgery, 
U. S. Navy, began with the afore-

~ mentioned mosquito—a dreaded 
Anopheles, bearer of malaria. 

With an assist from Comdr. John 
D. De Coursey, (MSC)USN, who 
dissected the' ffcosquito for the mi-
croscopic camera^ work, the Wild-
ing crew managed to record the 
actual laying process of the ma-
ture Anopheles. 

After sweating out several hours 
on "operation mosquito,' the civil-
ian cameramen and their Navy 
advisors moved to the body armor 
testing site, where the camera 
caught the durability of the "flak 
jacket" under actual firing. 

The vest, developed a? the 
Field Medical Research Lab here, 
is now standard equipment for 
marines and soldiers alike.

Slate-Local Traffic Control Coordination 
Helps Set North Carolina Safety Record 

North Carolina is setting new highway safety records. Its highways are changing 
from "among the bloodiest in the nation to among the safest. 

It's a swift change, engineered by Former FBI Man Edward Scheidt. now state Com-

put the finger on excessive speed 
as the villain in the highway mur-
der story, and it's a change due in 
no small part to the efforts of com-
munity traffic departments—like 
Camp Lejeune's own traffic divi-
sion within the Camp Provost Mar-
shal's office—to work with the 
State Highway Patrol. 

Already in 1954, North Carolina 
has saved 100 lives over the 
same period last year. The fa-
ta l i ty rate has been cut to four 
per 100 mi l l ion miles. 
In the intensive safety campaign 

be'giin last autumn, the North Car-
olina Department of Motor Vehi-
cles is using science, plus an alert 
530-man Highway Patrol, to save 
lives and prevent accidents on its 
70,000-mile highway system. 

Here's how local authorities fit 
in: 

Long a factor in t ra f f i c safety 
conditions wherever they exist 
are mi l i ta ry installations which 
periodical ly throw large numbers 
of l iberty-bound servicemen onto 
the highways. 
Here the Camp Traffic division 

works with the State Highway Pa-
trol under authorization from the 
patrol to ticket any vehicle with 
Camp Lejeune tags within a 50-
mile radius of the base. Local in-
vestigators also work with state 
patrolmen in investigating acci-
dents involving marines or their 
dependents. 

Close cooperation between local 
authorities and State investiga-
tors in one case resulted in a $211* 
fine levied against a civilian in a 
North Carolina court. 

In other instances, local in-
vestigators have furnished patrol-
men wi th the results of on-the-
spot studies and regular ly fur-
nish in format ion on local vehi-
cles and the condition of in jured 
persons confined in the Naval 
hospital. 
The local office also works with 

the state in handling the revoca-
tion of licenses of Camp Lejeune 
marines who have run afoul of 
the law. 

Ah entire new glossary of terms 
has crept into the Tar Heel driv-
er's vocabulary: saturation patrols, 
mobile radar equipment, speed 
watch, camera cars, unmarked pa-
trol cars and interceptors, for ex-
ample. 

The first saturation patrols were 
stationed on a major north-south 
arterial highway just before Labor 
day and traffic became noticeably 
more conservative—and safer. This 
type of patrol means a patrol car 

^stationed every 10 miles, remain-

ing parked part of the time. 
The speed watch has two black 

cables laid across th£ highway. 
A stopwatch mechanism is operat-
ed by a patrolman, parked some 
distance from the cables. When an 
auto crosses the first "cable, it ac-
tivates the mechanism, and when 
it crosses the second cable, 132 
feet away, it stops it. The second 
hand on the stopwatch automatical-
ly indicates the speed. Septem-
ber, 1953, was also the month in 
which 100 unmarked patrol cars 
were put into aperation.

Are Your Driving Habits Showing? 
Weaving in and out of traffic is one cause of many accidents oc-

curring in the vicinity of Camp Lejeune. This act _of discourtesy is 
seen daily each afternoon between the main gate and Jacksonville. 

Drivers who weave in and out of traffic betray either bad temper 
I or disregard for other people. Both are serious breaches of good man-

ners and safety. The "me first" attitude in driving that we see here goes 
deeper than mere lack of manners. It reflects attributes of greed, selfish-
ness, and disregard for rights of others. The traffic brawl we see on 
the highway, much of it created by the "road hog" or the "me first" 
attitude, is the greatest mass demonstration of gutter manners we 
know of. 

I t may be human nature to lose your temper occasionally, but 
accident studies have shown that anger is a "real and important 
accident cause." 

Weaving from one lane of traffic to another, constantly jockeying 
for a favorable position, causing sudden stops, near sideswipes and irri-
tation among other drivers, will cause anger on the part of the other-
wise safe driver. It means that he drives in a fit of temper, that he 
is now determined that no one is going to chisel in line in front of 
him. In this state he follows too close to the car ahead Causing sudden 
stops, bumping" of cars together and a state of confusion, damage to 
property, a rise in blood pressure and finally speed and recklessness 
as an outlet for emotions of anger. 

These drivers fai l to realize the risk they take and the position 
into which they force other innocent drivers. 

We should use the common courtesies while driving-that we use 
around home.

are forced to write letters or 
additional instructions explaining 
original instructions that were not 
clear or complete. The Reports 
and Forms Control Program per-
sonnel (Telephone 7-5321) are 
trained and experienced to help 
you avoid these pitfalls. 

Skirt any bootlegging activities 
by calling them when draft ing 
directives that require reports 
or the use of forms. 
Bear in mind that a report or 

form properly cleared is one which 
carries a seal of inanagement's ap-
proval, a reports control symbol 
or a form number.
