The present f loating bridge, 
scheduled for demolit ion later, 
must be swung out of the way 
for ail but the smallest craft. 
A three-quarter-mile by-pass of 

the old Beach road will form the 
bridge aproach. The bridge has two 
lanes on a 25-foot roadway, with a 
six-foot sidewalk on one side. 

The bridge will be manned 24 
hours a day. 

Scruggs said the bridge consum-
ed more than 360 tons of steel, 
16,000 bags of cement—17 car-
loads—1,100 tons of sand and 2,500 
tons of stone—which equalled 2,-
500 yards of concrete.

Veteran Of Five Years In Royal 
Upholds Family Traditions As A|

Last came to the U. S. from 
South Worthing, Sussex, along the 
south coast of England, not too 
far from the white cliffs of Dov-
er. He spent five and a half years 
in the Royal Artillery before com-
ing to the U. S. to enlist in the 
Marine Corps. 

His father had retired after 
nearly 32 years with the Royal 
Cannoneers after reaching the 
post of sergeant major. In a Brit-
ish regiment the sergeant major 
is second in respect and authori-
ty only to the colonel, according-
to Last. The Royal art i l lery is 
the senior regiment in the Brit-
ish army and dates her colors to 
the time of the reign of Henry 
the Eighth. 
According to Last the British reg-

iments are known by their names 
rather than the numerical system 
used by the American forces. For 
example, the Royal Scots and the 
Coldstream Guards -are infantry 
regiments which carry their own 
colors, traditions, histories, honors 
and esprit de corps. Instead of en-
listing in the Army, potential re-
cruits sign up directly with a reg-
iment. 

Last says that i f you want to 
transfer, you may transfer to a 
senior regiment. If you were in 
the Royal Ar t i l le ry , the most sen-
ior regiment, you couldn't trans-
fer, because transfer to a junior 
regiment is impossible. 
The young Englishman says his 

main purpose in coming' to the 
United States is to get an educa-
tion. After his discharge he hopes 
to take advantage of the GI bill 
and attend college. Last moved to 
Canada shortly after^his discharge 
from the British army in early 
1953. In Montreal he studied at 
George Williams college at night 
for a year before he could obtain 
a permanent visa so he could en-
list in the Marine Corps.

EDITOR'S NOTEBOOK-
The Navy has come up with a- new promotion system designed 

to give the old salts a better break in competing with bright youngsters 
who have more book learning. Marines should find it interesting. 

The new system will place greater weight than before on exper-
ience and less on examination marks. 

Comdr. C. R. Welte, chief of the enlisted promotion section 
of the Bureau Of Naval Personnel, said the change was made after 
a lengthy study and after many complaints f rom ship captains that 
too many oldtimers who were carrying the load aboard ship were 
losing out to younger men who were able to do better on the 
wri t ten examinations. 

"We investigated," he said, "and found that youngsters fresh from 
school were getting a disproportionate share of promotions over quali-
fied older men who couldn't get down what they knew on paper. It 
looked as though they were beating the oldtimers just by studying the 
book." * 

The new system, which the Navy feels wi l l be fair to the 
better educated young men and the "salts" w i l l be ready in time 
for the next Navy-wide examinations for CPO and petty officers 
in February. 

Examination scores will still count substantially, but the credit 
for years of service and years in grade will be doubled, and that given 
for the Good Conduct Medal will be multiplied four -times. 

"Petty officers are leaders," Comdr. Welte said, "and we feel 
that their conduct should set an example. Therefore we are increasing 
the weight given for a clean record."

WASHINGTON (AFPS)—There are two destroyers of the Navy 

which are not on any lists of commissioned ships. They are fully 
manned at all times despite budget limitations or personnel cut-
backs. These two vessels are the "USS Leave" and the "USS 
Liberty." . . . 

But what really makes these "ships" distinctive is their crews 
are all dead. They are nearly all members of the Navy or Marine 
Corps who were killed in traffic accidents while on leave or liberty. 
Persons who are candidates for this assignment are reminded that 
it is permanent duty with no chance for transfer. 

Yet every year there is a completely new crew furnished for 
each destroyer. The figure for those killed while on leave or liberty 
has consistently equaled the number of men needed to man the two1 

vessels. Are you going to join these "skeleton crews?"

Every 
bush that moves is not necessarily your target. A f te r half a day 
in the woods hunt ing for deer, i t doesn't take much imagination 
to see one. The same holds true wi th any other animal. BE CERTAIN 
OF YOUR TARGET. 

FISH 
Local reports indicate that puppy drum are taking cut bait in the 

surf and in the waterways. An occasional blue has been taken from 
the surf at Onslow Beach. (Further information isn't available but a 
45-pound channel pass and a couple of 30-pounders were taken at 
the beach recently.) 

SURF RIG 
Two good rigs can be used for f ishing w i th cut bait in the 

surf and both are available in the post exchange. The standard 
bait r ig makes use of three-way swivels. Wi th various combinations 
of leader, l ine and sinkers plus quick-change connecting l inks a 
f ine rig can be assembled or better yet you can buy one already 
made. The other r ig being used by many anglers is the " f ish- f inder . " 
There are several ways of hooking up this r ig, but a ready-made 
affair can be purchased in the PX. Your sinker is fastened to a 
gadget wi th a r ing on one end that runs free up and down your 
line. A leather thong at the end of the line prevents loss of the 
sinker and provides a place to attach your leaders and hooks. 
Fish taking bait f rom this r ig won't feel the weight of the sinker 
but you w i l l notice the line moving out. I personally f ind the latter 
r ig to my l ik ing. 

BLUEFISH 
Some claim that the bluefish is the hardest fighting fish caught 

in the surf and nearly everyone will agree that it makes excellent 
eating. They run in schools and, although a deep water fish, will chase 
bait fish into the surf. Anglers who hook them had better be on the 
alert for they often throw the hook. Blues will take artificial lures and 
also natural baits. A fighting bluefish on the end of your line will 
slash, leap and cut the water like an express train. Watch yourself 
when you remove the hook from a bluefish's mouth, for his sharp 
teeth can inflict a nasty wound.
