Chinese Rsosn Chow Is 
Courtesy Of Ouu Chung/The Younger

Anyone doubt ing the authent ic i ty of the Oriental f a r e 

served in the Chinese room of the Camp Cafeter ia need only 
glance into the Chinese-style k i tchen and watch Ouu Chung 
from Hong Kong, and his American-* -
born assistant, Bob Ing of Stock- 1 

ton, Calif., in action. 
Chung, a scholarly chef known 

as Jimmie, has traveled all over 
the world serving his specialty 
since he left his father's restaur-
ant in Hong Kong half a step ahead 
of the invading Japanese army. 

The younger Chung had mov-
ed his family to the crown colo-
ny from the provinces after 
watching his wife ki l led, his son 
shipped off to Japan and his fanv 
j ly home destroyed by war. 
Signing on a British merchant 

ship as cook, he went to England 
and remained in the hazardous ma-
ritime service 'til 1944, when he 
settled in New York. Life in the 
big city didn't appeal to this man 
from the provinces, however, so 
he moved south to Norfolk, Va. 

It was in that port city that he 
became acquainted with Billy Lou, 
former head chef of Ringling 
Bros, circus. Billy is remembered 
here as Lejeune's first Oriental 
oook. 

When Bi l ly Lou was invited to 
start an Asiatic eatery here in 
1950, his f i rst call for assistance 
went out to the younger Chung. 
He may have stretched the facts 
a l i t t le when he described the 
position he was offering. The 
Chinese room was iust getting 
started, there was only a small 
stove, and the menu had only 
four chop stick dishes listed. 
However, when the younger 

Chung arrived on a Monday morn-
ing he squared things away. 

As he tells it, his statement ran 
like this: 

"Can't cook, what you gonna 
do? Gotchy business and no 
stovey, also no Chung—I qui t . " 
Which he did, catching, the aft-

ernoon bus to Norfolk, but return-
ing on Wednesday after the man-
ager hurridly equipped the galley 
with Chinese-style stoves. 

The younger Chung, now known 
as Jimmie, has been at the Chinese 
room ever since, and the menu 
now has close to 100 Chinese items. 
As to the quality of this delicious 
cuisine, ask any one of the people 
who crowd the pUce to capacity 
every night and keep Chung and 
his helper busy on their off week-
ends filling orders for banquets.

Engineers Foil 
Hazel With 
New Roadbed 

Establishing beach heads is a 
Marine Corps specialty and the 
men of the Engineer School Bn. 
have given good reason to be nam-
ed with the experts. Only in this 
case they built a beach on the 
New River inlet where one had 
been washed away and set a 'high-
way on top of that. 

They were given the job of mak-
ing a passable roadway to the 
Snead's Ferry bridge after Hurri-
cane Hazel had washed out some 
450 square yards of highway on 
the Lejeune side of the span. The 
time estimated to complete .-this 
task: two days. 

The troops of the Courthouse 
Bay command cut that time exact-
ly in half. 

Starting Monday, they poured 
more than 700 tons of d i r t into 
the gap and graded i t , to hav« 
one lane of t raf f ic using the 
bridge by Tuesday morning. A t 
the end of the week they had 
two lanes f i l led, graded and in 
use, wi th a retaining wall ex-
tending well out into the bay 
and along the sides of the 
bridge. 

Employing two bulldozers, road 
graders, a power shovel and run-
ning five to seven heavy dump 
trucks daily, they have put al-
most 50,000 tons of dirt into the 
project. 

What looked to be a simple chore 
of filling in a hole and leveling off 
the top has all been changed by 
the battalion. 

Now the bridge approach has 
a protective sea-wall, covering at 
least two acres, braced on the 
sides by huge concrete blocks to 
keep the tides away from a road 
bed suitable for paving after it 
settles.

Careerists Can Get 
Home Loan Forms, 
Instructions Soon 

WASHINGTON (AFPS) — Career 
servicemen soon will be able to 
obtain application forms for the 
newly authorized home loan insur-
ance. 

Instructions will be issued by 
each of the services by Nov. 15. The 
insurance was authorized in the 
last session of Congress for active 
•duty personnel who have been on 
active duty for more than two 
years and who have a need for 
housing. 

Loans can be insured by the 
Federal Housing Administrat ion 
Commissioner up to 95 per cent 
of the FHA-appraised value of 
the property; not to exceed $17,-
100. Both the borrower and the 
property must meet FHA re-
quirements. 

Authority for issuing certificates 
of eligibility for the home loan in-
surance has been delegated by De-
fense Secretary Charles E. Wilson 
to the secretary of each service. 

DD Form 802 will be used in 
making the request and will serve 
as the request of eligibility. DD 
Form BOS will be used to notify 
the I HA of the termination of own-
ership. 

Persons called to active duty 
for training purposes only are 
not eligible for the certificates. 
Likewise, the home loan insur-
ance is to be used only for the 
purchase of a one-family resi-
dence to be occupied by the serv-
iceman and his family as his 
home. 

Under hardship cases it will be 
P«rvstble for a serviceman to be 
i<^ued an^additional certificate of 
eligibility. He also may be issued 
a further certificate when the pe-
riod of ownership ha$ terminated, 
when he surrenders an expired cer-
tificate or when he certifies that 
an unused or expired certificate 
has been lost or destroyed.

New VA Warranty 
Backs Home Buying 
By Service Vets 

WASHINGTON (AFPS) — The 
Veterans Administration has an-
nounced new financial protection 
for veterans who purchased homes 
under the World War II and Ko-
rea GI Bills. 

A one-year warranty is to be 
issued on homes bought by vet-
erans, guaranteeing that construc-
tion is in "substantial conformity", 
with VA-approved plans and speci-
fications. The new regulation went 
into effect on Oct. 1, under pro-
visions of the Housing act of 1954. 

But it applies only to new 
homes for which VA issues a 
Certificate of Reasonable Value 
on or after that date. The war-
ranty does not cover homes al-
ready bui l t . 
The VA explained that the build-

ers or sellers of new houses are re-
quired to give veterans who pur-
chase them a warranty in-a form 
prescribed by VA. 

Before VA will guarantee or in-
sure a loan for the purchase of 
the house, a copy of the warranty 
must be forwarded to the local VA 
office by the veteran. 

In some instances, veterans 
purchase homes under terms set . 
by the Federal Housing Adminis-
trat ion, rather than VA. Warran-
ty terms stipulated by VA and 
FHA are identical. But, in these 
cases, the warranty form pre-
scribed by FHA wi l l be used. 
The VA stressed that, under the 

terms of the warranty, the veter-
an who buys a home is rel ied 
upon to enforce his rights. 

He must give notice that the 
bulider failed to comply with con-
struction specifications within 12 
months after moving in or taking 
"title, whichever is earlier. If the 
veteran-owner, neglects to do so, 
the warranty does not hold.

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Chaplain's Corner 

A Look At Reenlistment 
Let's take a sensible look at reenlistment: 
First . . . if you're taking over a lucrative business from your 

father, if you're a highly paid graduate engineer, or if you're due for 
a sizeable legacy—forget about reenlistment. 

In short, if you're soundly secure—financially—on the outside— 
don't read on. You wouldn't be interested in reenlistment. 

But, if you're one of the vast majority of us that has to work for 
a living, to make his own breaks, read on. 

You've all been told the story of the "nation's finest." You may 
regard this as hogwash, but it's true. The Marine Corps is the nation s 
top branch, and career marines are proud of it. 

Let's go on to concrete advantages the Corps can offer you if 
you reenlist: 

Money in the form of reenlistment bonuses is an important con-
sideration. You, by shipping over, may be eligible for an aggregate 
of $2,000 in bonus payments. 

The exact amount due you upon reenlistment is based on a scale 
that differs for different rates. Your first sergeant can compute for 
you the amount you would receive. 

An across-the-board pay raise for service personnel is under con-
siedration by the Department of Defense. This proposed pay raise 
would put service people in a better position to cope with living costs. 

New "fringe benefits"—to make the service more attractive—are 
being provided. Some of these include: 

1. More housing. 
2. Flans to reduce rent for all service housing. 
3. A proposal to Congress to grant a lump sum payment with 

change of station orders to help defray cost of moving. 
4. Restoration of the old weight allowances for moving household 

goods. 
5. Removal by Congress of restrictions on officer retirement to 

permit retirement pay after 20 years of service. 
6. Availability of government home loans for veterans who remain 

ill service. 
7. The new Contingency Option act which makes it possible to 

select a retirement pay plan that will provide for lifetime payments 
to a serviceman's wife and children until they are 18 in the case of 
his death. 

8. A limited number of "extended active duty contracts" being 
offered to reserve officers. 

9. A request for Congress to grant pay increases in various haz-
ardous duty specialties not now so covered. 

10. Plans for additional benefits for veterans in uniform, such as 
night school courses. 

The dignity and satisfaction of a Marine Corps career, in the 
larger sense, is self-explanatory. Spiritual satisfaction and the feeling 
of doing an important job for one's country are important factors. 

Material improvements include standing efforts to improve living 
conditions, recreational facilities and food service. Aid and facilities 
are offered by local commander to wives clubs and other organizations. 

Staff NCO's will be allowed to carry "swagger sticks." This has 
been authorized to increase the dignity and authority of men in those 
rates. 

Every effort is being made to make the Marine Corps a more at-
tractive career, both from the financial standpoint and for personal 
satisfaction and security. 

Take a rational look at reenlistment. The benefits derived are. 
-numerous, and we've mentioned only a few. 

— The decision to reenlist is yours alone. But don't be quick to make 
a negative decision. 

I CANNOT COME DOWN 
Nehemiah was a cup-bearer in 

the court of King Artaxerxes of 
Persia. He sorrowed so much 
over the destruction of his native 
Jerusalem that finally the king 
permitted him to return to 
Jerusalem to rebuild the city and 
its walls. 

Nehemiah gathered the people 
together and led them strongly 
and faithfully in the rebuilding 
program, that his fathers' City 
might regain its former glory 
and that God might be worshiped 
there as fittingly as before the 
destruction. While, Nehemiah 
and his followers wbrked, their 
enemies scoffed at them. Ne-
hemiah prayed and continued the 
work. The enemies tried by craft, 
by false rumors, by hired pro-
phecies to terrify Nehemiah and 
interrupt the work, and finally, 
when all these failed, their lead-
er, Sanballat, sent for Nehemiah" 
to come to him to discuss the 
situation. 

It was at this point that 

Nehemiah made a great state-
ment, which could have great 
meaning for each of us if we 
applied it to our lives and work. 
He sent messengers to his enemi-
es, saying, "I am doing a great 
work, so that I cannot come 
down." Nor did he and his fel-
low laborers come down from the 
wall, and so in the time the task 
was finished. 

We might liken our efforts to 
build our p.ersonal religious lives 
to the work of Nehemiah on the 
walls of Jerusalem. We are, or 
should be, seeking to build and 
grow religiously, What if, when 
someone scoffed at us, or the 
great enemy—sin—tempted us, 
we answered, "I am doing a 
great work, so that I cannot 
come down?" Just as Nehemiah's 
wall was Completed, so might the 
wall of our religious lives stand 
up, if we had consecration like 
his to the task.

... Makes Qualified Jumpers 
Of Airborne Supply Marines 

Students of Force Troops' 2nd Air Delivery Platoon's parachute 
qualification course went through hair-raising graduation exericises 
earlier this month—they jumped with 'chutes they packed themselves. 

The 17 marines of the class completed three static line jumps 
at Peterfield Point from 1,000 feet and have one more "low" jump 
plus two 2,000-foot free fall jumps to complete before they are qualified 
as air deliverymen. 

The jumping was the culmination of eight weeks of intensive 
training that separates the men from the boys in short order. The 
course is divided into classroom work and physical training, with 
training and practice landing falls, in which tumbling becomes an 
art and a very necessary part of the training. 

The classroom work includes more than 65 hours learning to 
pack 'chutes and the instruction covers everything from sewing ma-
chine operation to aircraft loading and combat lashing of equipment 
for air delivery. . . . . . . 

•The mission of an AD platoon is to "provide rapid, air-deliveied 
logistic support for Marine ground units in the field" and the men 
who complete this training will be qualified to do just that. 

Many of the instructors have been with air delivery since its 
inception in 1943 when the first Marine airborne resupply detachment 
supported the 1st Marine Parachute Regt. operating in the northern 
Solomons islands. Several were Paramarines. _ 

The 2nd Air Delivery Platoon is commanded by CWO Victor Gar-
rison, who at 41 is qualifying as an air deliveryman right along with 
the younger students. , 

Assistant Platoon Commander WO Archie G. Ballenger Jr. is a 
former Paramarine with 60 jumps to his credit. _ 

The outfit's rugged gunnery sergeant, TSgt. Claude S. Workman, 
another ex-Paramarine, has logged 149 jumps, including a few that 
aren't on the record. 

A former Army master sergeant, who left the Paratroopers to 
ioin the Marine Corps as a buck sergeant, is Instructor Boyd A. Kan-
nady. He has 71 jumps to his credit, including several combat jumps 
during World War II.
