Special Purpose Marine
Air-Ground Task Force -
Crisis Response — Africa
20.2 (“20” for the fiscal year,
“2” for the 2nd rotation of
the year) has begun its ro-
tational deployment, ready
to respond to crises, protect
U.S. citizens and carry out
security assistance activities
on the African continent.

The new logistics com-
bat element arrived May
11 and immediately be-
gan a l4-day quarantine
period. Prior to release
from quarantine, medical
professionals of the 20.2
rotation collected naso-
pharyngeal specimens to
screen for COVID-19. In
accordance with Sicilian
decrees, all arriving per-
sonnel must be tested for
the virus. The swab tests
were then transported to

Germany to test for the
SARS-CoV-2 virus.
SPMAGTF-CR-AF is
a contingent of over 700
Marines and Sailors lo-
cated in Spain and Italy.
The force is positioned
to quickly respond to a
broad spectrum of mis-
sions that range from
humanitarian assistance
and disaster relief to pro-
viding military support to
U.S. embassies and part-
ner and allied nations.

The unit is a self-de-
ploying, and highly mo-
bile crisis response force
allocated to U.S. Africa
Command ready to re-
spond to missions in both
permissive and uncertain
environments. These mis-
sions include contingency
operations, theater secu-
rity cooperation, tactical
recovery of aircraft and
personnel, enabling oper-
ations and other missions
as directed.

As a way to give back
to the host nations, U.S.

Even with the official in-
tegrated of women serving
in combat roles put in place
by the U.S. Military in
2013, there are still numer-
ous Military Occupational
Specialties in the Marine
Corps that are male dom-
inated. Beating the odds,
one Marine surpassed the
expectations of her billet,
rank, and unit.

US. Marine Corps
Capt. Nicholle Miller, the
intelligence officer with 2d
Light Armored Reconnais-
sance Battalion (LAR), 2d
Marine Division (MAR-
DIV), earned recognition
from the IT Marine Expedi-
tionary Force (MEF) com-
mand staff and a spot in
2d MARDIV history as the
first female officer to serve
with any LAR battalion in
the Marine Corps.

“I don't think of my-
self as the first female any-
thing,” said Miller. “I'm just
another officer. I'm here to
do a job and support my
battalion as best I can.”

A native of San Fran-
cisco, California, Mill-
er always wanted to join
the military. She applied

for a scholarship through
Oregon State Universi-
ty's Naval Reserve Officer
Corps Program when she
decided to join the Ma-
rine Corps, and she soon
began her studies towards
a Bachelor of Science de-
gree as a sociology major.

“When I spoke to re-
cruiters from other ser-
vices, they didn't have the
same enthusiasm about
what they did or the service
that they joined,” recalled
Miller . “I didn't feel the
same draw to them as I did
to the Marine Corps.”

After commissioning
in 2013, Miller served as
an air intelligence officer
with Marine Air Group
(MAG) 26, 2nd Marine
Aircraft Wing until 2018
when she checked into 2d
LAR. While serving with
2d LAR, she participated
in numerous field exercis-
es and a deployment with
Special Purpose Marine
Air Ground Task Force-
Crisis Response Africa
where she took part in
Operation Oak and Steel,
gathering and managing
intelligence for day-to-
day operations.

“A lot of what I do as
an intelligence officer is
training and getting Ma-

rines ready to go out and
support whatever mission
they're a part of,” said
Miller. “Another part of
what intel does in the
field is collecting data
from recon missions and
telling the command-
ers where the enemy is
so they get a better bat-
tlespace picture.”

Aside from her intelli-
gence skills, Miller made
a name for herself in long-
shot marksmanship as well.
In 2018, she and the MAG
26 shooting team won the
Wirgman Trophy for small
unit marksmanship excel-
lence at the Eastern Division
Competition. This earned
her team a spot on the East-
ern Division Rifle Team
where they won the Inter-Di-

vision Rifle Team Trophy.
From there, Miller received
an invitation to augment
the Marine Corps Shooting
Team for their summer sea-
son but had to turn down
the opportunity due to an
upcoming deployment.

“It was a tremendous
opportunity and I had a
blast,” Miller noted. “I be-
lieve that if you do what
you love, you'll never work
a day in your life.”

Miller intends to serve
her country as long as she
finds fulfillment in her daily
work, but eventually plans
to become a security man-
ager in the civilian sector.

“I plan on staying in
until I stop having fun,
and I'm still having fun,”
said Miller with a smile.

“The feeling I get when I
can help a Marine and get
them to where they need
to be is unmatched.”

Miller motivates herself
through the pride she has
in her work and the moti-
vation of her Marines. Her
work in intelligence systems
earned her a challenge coin
and recognition from Lt.
Gen. Brian D. Beaudreault,
the commanding general
of II MEF. Similarly, she
motivates her Marines by
caring for their wellbeing
and ensuring they are mis-
sion ready at all times.

“I have a strict open-
door policy that if a Ma-
rine needs to talk, I never
say no,” said Miller. “If a
Marine is overloaded and
stressed, I'll give them the

day, and the rest of the
Marines will divide and
conquer the work they
needed to get done that
day. I'll move mountains
to help my Marines.”

Between her perfor-
mance at work, on the
range, and in the field,
Miller contributes an ex-
ceptional amount of read-
iness to the Marines of 2d
LAR and continues to ex-
cel in every aspect of her
Marine Corps career. Re-
gardless of being the first
female officer in LAR, she
is determined to make his-
tory again and again.

“At the end of the day,
I’'m here to be a Marine of-
ficer,” Miller said sincerely.
“I’m here to lead Marines,
nothing else.”

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Lejeune Marines adjust training,
bring virtual Lance Corporal
Seminar during COVID-19

Across the Marine
Corps, units have adjust-
ed to meet training re-
quirements during the
COVID-19 pandemic and
Marine Corps Base Camp
Lejeune is no exception.

Marines with Head-
quarters and  Support
Battalion, Marine Corps
Installations East-Marine
Corps Base Camp Lejeune
developed an opportunity
for junior Marines to meet
professional military edu-
cation (PME) promotion
requirements through vir-
tual learning.

U.S. Marine Corps Staff
Sgt. Hubert Robertson, as-
sistant training chief, and
Sgt. Christopher Whitby,
watch chief with the Pro-
vost Marshal’s Office, both
with H&S Bn., collabo-
rated on the idea for the
online classroom for Ma-
rines attending the Lance
Corporal’s Leadership and
Ethics Seminar on May 4,
2020.

Prior to attending the
online seminar, Marines
must still complete the
MARINENET “Leading
Marines” courses.

“It is still following
the same, proper steps

to get into the course as
it would be if you were
going to the classroom
course,” Robertson said.
“The only difference is
the classroom is online.”

Having access to the
training allows Marines to
complete the PME with-
out impacting operations
or interfering with their
normal schedule.

“Because of this pan-
demic, Marines are not
able to do certain things
such as accessing in-per-
son, group courses. The
online course will not
only help them advance
in PME, but as Marines
as well,” Whitby said. “As
an instructor, it is super
important for us to grow
the Marines and grow the
organization. We need to
make the Marines better
and more prepared.”

The online course al-
lows the Marines to com-
plete the seminar within
four days with a fifth day
added for graduation day.
Marines are able to also
access a digital workbook
that provides the same in-
formation as the workbook
in the classroom. Future
courses will consist of 10
to 20 Marines with two in-

structors.

“It was not a surprise
when I was told Sgt. Whit-
by was going to be an in-

structor for the upcoming
seminar. His leadership
and high level of motiva-
tion is the perfect fit for
teaching this younger gen-
eration of Marines,” said
2nd Lt. Dillon Russell, a
platoon commander with
PMO. “Giving Marines
the opportunity to con-
tinue their personal and
professional  education,
despite this pandemic, will
better them and the Corps
as a whole.”

Marines enroll in the
virtual seminar and access
the course through Goo-
gle drive by any personal
electronic device using an
email and password given
to the Marines prior to be-
ginning the seminar.

“Staff Sgt. Robertson’s
level of energy is a huge
source of inspiration for
those around him. It’s no
surprise to me at all that
he would come up with
such an efficient way
of mission accomplish-
ment,” said Col. Amy
R. Ebitz, commanding
officer, H&S Bn. “He is
a mentor to many and
developed this online
course as a way to ensure
that Marines would have
the opportunity to com-
plete their PME in this
constrained environment.
Where some see challeng-
es, he sees opportunity.”

Marines and Sailors with
2nd Marine Expedition-
ary Brigade, who formed
the command element for
U.S. Northern Command’s
COVID-19 response in the
Northeast United States,
returned to Marine Corps
Base Camp Lejeune, N.C.,
May 19, 2020.

The Task Force North-
east Command Element
coordinated U.S. Northern
Command-assigned medi-
cal support in the states of
Connecticut, Maine, Mas-
sachusetts, New Hamp-
shire, Rhode Island and
Vermont as well as the ter-
ritories of Puerto Rico and
the U.S. Virgin Islands.

The task force provid-
ed command and control

for Title 10 forces in the
region, facilitated logisti-
cal and medical supply re-
quirements, and increased
medical capacity with
US. Army Urban Aug-
mentation Medical Task
Forces, a U.S. Navy Expe-
ditionary Medical Facili-
ty, and U.S. Air Force Re-
serve medical personnel.
“Our task force’s ex-
peditionary capabilities
supported local, state and
federal agencies as part of
a whole-of-government re-
sponse to the COVID-19
pandemic,” said Maj.
Gen. Stephen M. Neary,
TF Northeast command-
ing general and 2nd MEB
commanding general.
“Our ability to rapidly de-
ploy and employ a joint
team from across the mil-
itary services with unique,
mission-enhancing support

The small team of
less than 50 service mem-
bers deployed from Camp
Lejeune aboard MV-22b
Osprey aircraft from the
2nd Marine Aircraft Wing
to travel more than 700
miles to Fort Devens,
Massachusetts. Once es-
tablished in the region,
2nd MEB served as the
core of the task force with
active and reserve support
from the Army, Navy, Air
Force, Marine Corps and
Coast Guard.

“Task Force Northeast
synchronized  geographi-
cally dispersed organiza-

tions with diverse experi-
ences and expertise to set
conditions for our states
and territories to sustain
their recovery,” said Col.
Edward J. Healey, chief
of staff, TF Northeast and
2nd MEB. “Working with
civilian, government and
military organizations in a
dynamically changing op-
erational environment like
this one required capabili-
ties from across the Depart-
ment of Defense.”

During the past two
years, 2nd MEB executed
numerous training events
and exercises to hone its
ability to command and
control U.S. and interna-
tional military forces from
NATO allies and part-
ners. Lessons from work-
ing with other nations to
bridge language barriers,

“The
experience we gained and
successes we achieved
while working with our
European allies and part-
ners better prepared us to

provide support during
this pandemic.”

Jupiter 19.1 and Maritime

Prepositioning Force Ex-
ercise 20 all contributed
to 2nd MEB’s ability to
rapidly deploy to support
the whole-of-government
response to COVID-19.

10 years later, 2nd meB-A

remembers service in Afghanistan

From May 29, 2009 to
April 12, 2010 the 2nd Ma-
rine Expeditionary Brigade
was deployed to Helmand
Province, Afghanistan. Over
the course of that year, Ma-
rines would establish expe-
ditionary installations, train
Afghan police and soldiers,
take back Taliban-controlled
strategic hubs and lay down
for posterity new operating
procedures for the U.S. Ma-
rine Corps.

Part 9: “The little
BHG that could”

A good Brigade Head-
quarters Group (BHG)
is essential to any MEB
undertaking. Ensuring
that Marines and Sailors
are fed and have facilities
was especially important
in the deserts of Afghan-
istan, where a sharp,
well-fed mind could make
a difference in a combat
situation. However, as an
ad hoc unit, the staff of
Task Force Belleau Wood,
the BHG attached to 2nd
MEB-A, saw a need to
provide other services to
Camp Leatherneck and
Camp Dwyer.

“We liked to call our-
selves the little BHG that
could,” said Col. Brian
Russell, operations officer

for U.S. Marine Corps
Forces Cyberspace Com-
mand. Russell served as
the Executive Officer for
5th Battalion, 10th Marine
Regiment before serving in
the same role for the BHG.
“We were at Twenty-nine
Palms in January of 2009
shooting artillery when I
got the call to get back to
Jacksonville. We had to go
to Afghanistan as a BHG.
The first question we asked
was, ‘What’s a BHG?"”

5-10 was a quick study,
however, and Russell report-
ed to now-retired U.S. Ma-
rine Corps Col. Chris Naler,
the commanding officer of
the BHG. Naler had three
missions in mind - keeping
Marines fed and facilities
cleaned, securing installa-
tions and ensuring a system
of governance for the bases.
That meant appointing a
“camp commandant” for
Leatherneck.

“Capt. Kieran O’Neil
was the mayor of Leather-
neck,” Russell explained.
“O’Neil and his band of
merry men kept things flow-
ing and made sure Marines
were policing themselves.
It’s a lot easier to keep the
Port-A-Johns in order and
the chow moving when
Marines are taking care of
themselves.”

Dwyer was another
story, having been estab-
lished prior to the MEB’s

surge into Afghanistan. To
maintain security, 5-10’s Ro-
meo Battery was appointed
to assist British allies with
the transition of command.
Fox Battery was appoint-

ed to Leatherneck. Naler
describes the process of
keeping up with expansion
as a daunting task.

“As the camp expanded
from March 2009 when
our Advon arrived... the
camp was nothing but a
good idea as the dust blew
from Bastion 2 west to
what would become Camp
Leatherneck. Our mobile
defense and presence in
surrounding nomadic
villages and eventual build
and manning of PB Boldak
9kms south of LNK, kept
the enemy from penetrating
our Dwyer camp.”

The artillery Marines at
Dwyer found an interesting
task of ensuring the transi-
tion from the Brits.

“We were moved to
establish security at what
would become Dwyer,”
recalls Lt. Col. Matthew
Hawkins, Regimental XO,
14th Marine Regiment, 4th
Marine Division. Hawkins
was the battery command-
er for Romeo. “We were
building what would be-
come the AC-130 landing
zone and worked under a
British cavalry and recon-
naissance battalion. Dwyer
was used for our push into

Garmsir and Nawa. Initial-
ly, 30 or 40 Marines were
in a platoon flown down to
Dwyer to start transferring
control from the British.
‘We ended with about 140
handling security... At the
time, it was one of the few
bases we had further north.
In terms of logistics and
supplies, we relied on the
Brits initially. There was
also an excellent group

of Navy Seabees. When
the MEB surged, the U.S.
resumed control.”

Hawkins recalls a par-
ticularly fruitful traffic stop
conducted by a sergeant
early on in his time at
Dwyer.

“On a transit route that
led from the Pakistan/
Afghanistan border to
most major population
zones, we stopped a small
pickup truck,” Hawkins
said. “Turns out, they were
transporting what I would
call ‘pre-cursors,” chemicals
or what have you, to what
could be bombs or other
IEDs they were trying to
move into those populat-

ed areas. The vehicle was
having some sort of issue
and the young NCO’s took
note. It really showed us
that we were in the right
area. ... All the things
we were able to accom-
plish, I would put on the
NCO'’s we worked with
as well as support from
leadership. That’s what
we saw throughout that
deployment - sergeants and
corporals doing exception-
ally well and maintaining
security for our Marines
and installations.”
Working with allies, es-
pecially at Leatherneck, was
essential to mission success.
“We knew going in we
would have to coordinate
with the UK and Royal Air
Force (RAF) to maintain
security,” Russell said. “We
built a very early relation-
ship with the RAF and, by
the end of the deployment,
had established a combined
ops center with them. The
Afghan National Army
camp was a sort of tri-camp
with Leatherneck and Bas-
tion, and their guys served

as garrison support units.
‘We worked extensively with
them in the field.”

Danish advisors also
assisted with ANA forces in
an advisory role. A plaque
depicting the alliances that
made the MEB’s mission
possible, thanks in part to
the BHG, can still be seen
at at the Follow Me Bar at
the Paradise Point Officers
Club on Marine Corps Base
Camp Lejeune.

Naler looks back on
the work of 2nd MEB-A
and TF Belleau Wood
with pride.

“Yes, I am still proud
of the success of our
command and the variety
of missions we designed,
pioneered and successful-
ly executed,” Naler said.
“We would have not been
successful without our
partnered and coalition
forces. Ironically, I teach
twice a year in Germany at
the NATO school Oberam-
mergau and my case study
is this deployment and
good and bad experiences
of our mini-coalition.*

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School board approves 2020-2021 calendar

STAFF REPORTS

Onslow County Board of
Education board members
have unanimously approved
a revised calendar for the
2020-2021 school year. The
calendar revisions were
made in response to Senate
Bill 704 which was signed
into law by Governor Coo-
per, May 4. Included in the
bill, were provisions affect-

ing school calendars for the
upcoming academic year.
Changes required districts
to develop plans for remote
learning. Calendars were re-
quired to set aside five days
for remote learning.

The first day of school
has been moved to Aug.
17. Semester course exams
will be completed on Fri-
day, December 18, and the
last day for students will be

May 28, 2021, the Friday
before Memorial Day.

The district’s two year-
round schools, Clyde Erwin
Elementary and North-
woods Elementary, to a
traditional calendar for the
2020-2021 school year.

“Due to the large num-
ber of questions surround-
ing fall school re-entry, staff
recommended making the
move from year-round to

traditional for the upcom-
ing school year,” said Brent
Anderson, OCS chief
communication officer.
“The change will give our
families a definite start date
for school and make prepa-
rations for the fall more
effective and efficient for
district and school staff as
we work on plans for safely
reopening in the fall.”
Parents who chose to

attend either Clyde Erwin
Elementary or North-
woods Elementary through
the district’s magnet
process will be given the
opportunity to work with
their child’s school if they
wish to make a change to
their decision because of
the calendar revision.
“While it was not an
easy process, we wanted to
move forward with a deci-

sion to allow our parents,
staff, and community time
to prepare,” said Dr. Barry
Collins, OCS superinten-
dent. “We appreciate their
support and understanding
and know that having a
date for the planned start
of school gives everyone,
especially our military-con-
nected families, time to
make important decisions
for the fall.”

Vigilance urged for survivors

amid

pandemic

Dependency Indemnity Compensation (DIC) benefits may be
forfeited without proper vigilance amid the COVID-19 outbreak.

DIC is a tax-free mon-
etary benefit generally
payable to a surviving
spouse, child or parent
of service members who
died while on active duty,
active duty for training,
or inactive duty training
or to survivors of veter-
ans who died from their
service-connected disabil-
ities. However, the cause

of death must be in some
way linked to service-con-
nected disabilities in
order for a survivor to
receive DIC.

“The problem is, in
certain areas, due to
(COVID-19), a lot of peo-
ple like morticians or cor-
oners may not be familiar
with military protocol,”
said Lou Alers, retired
affairs officer, Marine
Corps Installations East.
“If a cause of death is

listed only as ‘COVID-19’
then a spouse will not be
eligible for DIC. Veterans
will still receive military
honors but survivors will
not be eligible for DIC.”
Alers explained that
COVID-19 presents a wor-
risome hurdle.
“For instance, if
the cause of death was
a heart attack: In the
military, if the service
member was treated for
high blood pressure or

had hypertension, type 2
diabetes or so on while
they served, then you can
tie it back to the service.”
Alers elaborated. “If it is
only listed as COVID-19,
then nothing can be done
for the spouse.”

Spouses are urged to
closely review paperwork
associated with the de-
ceased’s passing, particu-
larly the death certificate,
and speak with profes-
sionals if they see an

issue with the certificate.
“All retirees should en-
sure that their loved ones
know that you can have
more than one contribut-
ing factor on causes listed
on a death certificate,”
Alers said. “During these
unknown times we must
be extra keen and aware
of all paperwork. It will
impact the lives of those
that remain behind...
Spouses should be pre-
pared to look at and re-

view the death certificate
to fix it (after first review)
rather than taking it home
and sending it through all
these channels before you
hear that Veterans Affairs
does not connect it as
service related.”
