Where are we now?

The 3rd DSB, primarily stationed throughout Poland, now leads a multi-composition force of logisti-
cians that includes Army Reserve and National Guard units. Known as Task Force Provider, the bri-
gade and its subordinate task forces are responsible for completing sustainment missions across 13
countries and in support of multinational exercises with NATO allies and security partners to develop
military interoperability and deter adversaries, bolstering Euro-Atlantic security.

Nearly 4,500 more 3rd Infantry Division Dogface Soldiers have also now deployed to Europe as part of a
regular rotation of forces to support the U.S. commitment to NATO allies and partners. They have offi-




cially relieved the 4th Infantry Division, and now serve as our division headquarters here.

The division and 3rd DSB support V Corps, the U.S. forward deployed Corps headquarters stationed in
Poznan, Poland, which synchronizes current contingency operations, supports the ongoing mission to
reinforce NATO’s eastern flank and coordinates multinational exercises across the continent.

The Corps and subordinate units support U.S. Army Europe and Africa Command, which manages a
balanced mix of both permanent and rotational forces to provide ready, combat-credible land forces to
deter, and, if necessary, defeat aggression from any potential adversary in Europe and Africa.
