Dear Mr. Hawkinson: 

I'm writing this from the Red 
Cross Club. They call it "Rice 
Paddy Rendezvous." There are 
sofas, easy chairs, tables to play 
cards on, a reading room and 
snack bar. There are several 
charcoal heaters so it's quite 
cozy. Now for a few lines about 
China .. 

The Chinese people have a 
good 'sense of humor and are 
much like us in many respects. 
That is, they like a good joke, 
love independence and individ­
ual freedom. They are hard 
working people. Here in China, 
there is no national education 
program. The Chinese are most­
ly educated through mission 
schools but only a few go to 
them. Little Chinese children 
help in the fields and herd sheep. 
I've ' seen some carrying some 
very hea.Jy loads for as small as 
they were. 

We have a Chinese cook here 
at the base. He is called a "Boo 
Bing" which means in American 
"A Rifleman." We have a great 
time with him trying to learn 
Chinese. So far, !believe, he has 
learned more American than we 
have Chinese.

I'll do my best to answer any 
and • all letters received.

Commanding officer Col. Waldmann takes an active interest in 
the sale of the bonds and lends invaluable help with suggestions, 
calling meetings, and issuing bulletins. Department heads also coop­
erate in assembling the· minute men and encouraging them in their 
work. 

The Arsenal organization is composed of 30 leaders--one for 
each department on the Arsenal~and 700 minutemen, or one for 
approximately every 17 employees. In this manner, every employee 
is contacted in the bond drives. How well the leaders and minute­
men have done their job, and how fully employees have cooperated, 
is evidenced by the fact that employees are now investing in war 
savings bonds at a rate in excess of $4,000,000.00 annually. 

Outstanding in the bond promotion program are E. H. Dibbern 
of Field Service, leader of 1.47 minutemen, who contact 3,760 em­
ployees; and Curtis H. Hogberg of the Artillery Vehicle Depart­
ment of the Manufacturing Group, leader of 325 minutemen who 

, contact 5,950 employees. Mr. • Dibbern has served on six ctnves, 
while Mr. Hogberg has been active on all seven. 

Backing the sales promotion group is an efficient office force that 
takes care of the vast amount of important detail that necessarily 
accompanies payroll deductions from sal3:ry checks and the issuance 
of bonds. 

Bond issuing officer is Maj. B. G. Graishe, who is assisted by 
Lt. C. J. Thompson, and I. R. Haines, chief clerk of this department. 

The authorization to take out money goes to the Time Section 
which sets up records to hold a certain amount toward a bond pur­
chase each week. Mr. C. M. Dollerhide, administrative officer, is in 
charge of these bond issuing schedules. In his work of figuring out 
the amount of money to be deducted from each paycheck, he has 
Mathematics~wise Minnie Albrecht, Alice Olson, Betty Truitt, Lucy 
.Tomlinson and Marion Humphrey backing him up. 

The task of addressing all of the bonds rests on Lloyd E. Bashaw, 
who can turn out 1000 an hour "easy"-but .who has taken on a 
peak load of 1260 bonds an hour. 

When the bonds are addressed they are returned to Maj. 
Graishe's department where Lucille Viren and Marjorie Rosenberg 
mail them on their way. 

The Center has been allotted a quota of $1,388,194.00 for the 
Seventh War Loan drive which opened April 9 and ends July 7. 
This means that each employee must purchase bonds to the amount 
of approximately $112.50. 

The assignment sounds large, and it is! We must remember, hows 
ever, that this year two bond drives must accomplish the work of 
three. We have topped our quota in every preceding bond drive, 
and we are confident that we shall maintain our excellent record 
during th Seventh War Loan drive.
