Ancestral Territory (pre-1850s)

The town of Lake Isabella, California,
is located at the confluence of the
north and south forks of the Kern
River in the southern Sierra Nevada
Mountains. Known as the “Kern
Valley” or “Hot Springs Valley,’ the
area is named for the Kern River and
naturally occurring hot springs

The town reflects a multilayered
history of the American West. The
Tubatulabal and Kawaiisu people
were the first stewards of the region,
building complex societies and a
sophisticated trade network based
on the seasonal cycles of their
traditional lands.

Non-Native Settlement and Mining (1850s)

Precious metals in the West drew attention and contact to the new territory of California during the 1850s, when
Isabella was established on the coattails of the Kernville mining boom.
