Later that same morning, heroes from
Shop 11, led by Julio DeCastro and Joe
Bulgo, cut their way into the capsized
hull of USS Oklahoma (BB-37) and

saved 32 men trapped within, all while the attack was still go-

ing on around them.

One such
example is USS Santa Fe (SSN-763), who was returned to the
fleet after emergent repairs forced her into dry dock during the

The Journey From
Apprenticeship to Journey Worker

his special edition of the Shipyard Log is dedicated to the 270 appre-

ntice graduates of class 2021. Once again, due to the COVID-19

pandemic, we’re not able to celebrate with our apprentice graduates,
their families, mentors and leaders at a traditional graduation ceremony.
Despite this, we celebrate the accomplishments of our graduates and rec-
ognize their resilience during the last four years.

This class of apprentices, hired in 2017, was the second largest class in the
history of the apprenticeship program with 308 apprentices in six waves, from
January to October 2017. Out of thousands who applied, 308 were hired. This
class also includes the largest number of female apprentices hired in one year
with 53 female apprentices brought onboard in 2017.

Throughout their four-year program, apprentices are guided by their ap-
prentice instructors and the Trade Apprentice Coordinator (TAC), as well as
mechanics within their trade. The apprentice instructors teach and mentor each
apprentice in shop trade theory and practice. The TACs act as a direct link
between apprentices and shop management. Apprentices, working alongside
skilled mechanics within their shops, gain knowledge and experience to con-
tinue to keep Pearl Harbor Naval Shipyard “No Ka Oi.”

On November 16, 2021, selected apprentice graduates received Outstanding
Craftsmen, Superior Craftsman or Outstanding Scholar Awards in the Build-
ing 2 Auditorium. The shops nominate apprentice graduates for Outstanding
Craftsman who have distinguished themselves in attitude and job skills. These
apprentices show initiative and are knowledgeable, industrious and conscien-
tious. They display expertise and skill on the job and consistently perform
superior-quality work. Shop 11 Shipfitter, Kananihiwalani Ellis, received the
2021 Superior Craftsman Award. Mr. Chad Nishida, National Association of
Superintendents (NAS) Vice President, presented the award. Ms. Ellis best ex-
emplified excellence and integrity on the waterfront and in the classroom, with
insistence on quality and productivity. Shop 26 Welder, Nathaniel Hiraoka,
received the 2021 Outstanding Scholar Award. Mr. James Andrade, Federal
Managers Association (FMA) Vice President, presented the award. Graduates
are ranked based on academic grade point average (GPA), work experience,
and trade theory understanding. Mr. Hiraoka beat out 83 other graduates with a
4.0 academic GPA.

For most of our apprentice graduates, the completion of this four-year pro-
gram and conversion to journey worker is just the first chapter in a 30 plus year
career. Often our graduates talk about the connection they develop with their
classmates; working as a team and helping each other succeed, especially dur-
ing academics. For each class, teamwork, camaraderie and a sense of ‘ohana is
usually evident at the graduation ceremony.

One constant throughout the history of the apprentice program has been the
hard work and commitment required to perform ship maintenance and repair to
keep U.S. Pacific Fleet ships and submarines “fit to fight.”

The Shipyard’s first apprentices graduated in 1924. Since then, more than
5,500 journey workers and future leaders have graduated from the program.
